Summary: 
The Bagley-Keene Open Meeting Act requires that all meetings of a 
state body, as defined, be open and public, and that all persons be 
permitted to attend any meeting of a state body, except as otherwise 
provided in that act. Current law requires the state body to provide 
notice of its meeting, including specified information and a specific 
agenda of the meeting, as provided, to any person who requests that 
notice in writing and to make that notice available on the internet at least 
10 days in advance of the meeting. This bill would require that notice to 
include all writings or materials provided for the noticed meeting to a 
member of the state body by the staff of a state agency, board, or 
commission, or another member of the state body that are in connection 
with a matter subject to discussion or consideration at the meeting.
