Pursuant to the requirements of Government Code Section 16724.4, the Department of 
General Services is providing the attached instructions for obtaining bond expenditure 
information in lieu of a published State General Obligation Bond Measures for the 
School Facility Program report.

All 
three sources display the current net bond authority committed to a project from all 
School Facility Program fund sources: Proposition 1A (1998), Proposition 47 (2002), 
Proposition 55 (2004), Proposition 1D (2006), Proposition 51 (2016), and fiscal year 
2022-23 and 2023-24 General Fund.

The data provided is derived from OPSC’s online application management system, 
OPSC Online. The Data Dashboard is the best source for high-level program funding 
data for the net funding retained by a school district. The data includes projects that the 
SAB has approved for an Unfunded Approval that are still waiting for a cash 
Apportionment from the sale of statewide General Obligation Bonds and projects that 
received an Apportionment but are still waiting for a fund release.

• County • State Apportionment Amount 

• School District • State Unfunded Approval Amount 

• School Name • Release Amounts 

• Program • Legislative District 

• Application Number

headers.

.json and .xml file formats. Select the desired format from the pop-up menu to 
begin the download. 

e. The bottom of the page contains the “Data Dictionary.” The dictionary provides 
important information about the contents of the data and provides details about 
any limitations on the data. 
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
