PRIOR MINUTES 
 
A motion was made, and carried, to approve the June 28, 2017 SAB Minutes. 
 
EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT 
 
The Executive Officer informed the SAB of the following: 
 
Recent Priority Funding Filing Round Closed 
 
The priority funding filing period closed June 8, 2017.  OPSC received 136 requests for 139 unique projects 
from 73 school districts for a total of $443.6 million.  The requests will be valid from July 1, 2017 through 
December 31, 2017.  School districts were reminded that the requirements for participation in the Priority 
Funding Process are in effect under School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.90.3. 
 
Priority Funding Apportionments 
 
April Apportionments 
The SAB approved $63 million in priority funding apportionments, on April 24, 2017, for 17 projects representing 
13 school districts.  Out of the 17 projects, 16 were required to submit the Fund Release Authorization (Form 
SAB 50-05) to request the release of funds.  OPSC received 13 out of the required 16; the three projects that 
did not submit the Form SAB 50-05 received an occurrence.

Seismic Mitigation Program Projects 
 
There was one Seismic Mitigation Program project in the Consent portion of the Agenda that received an 
unfunded approval in the amount of $2.1 million. 
 
Upcoming Bond Sale 
 
On August 29, 2017, there was a General Obligation Bond sale and OPSC received bond proceeds for the SFP 
that would cover the projects that submitted a certification by June 8, 2017.  Therefore, the September 23, 2017 
SAB meeting was rescheduled to September 6, 2017.  
 
Joint Agency Workshops 
 
The OPSC, CDE and Division of the State Architect announced a schedule for joint agency workshops 
beginning in the fall of 2017.  These workshops provided and continue to provide school districts and 
stakeholders with updates regarding the impact of Proposition 51 on the SFP, along with other general 
information and changes to the Program.  There continues to be additional sessions for small school districts to 
directly address concerns and seek assistance on specific projects or facility needs that may be eligible for 
funding.

PRIORITY FUNDING FILING ROUND NOW OPEN 
 
The current priority funding filing period will close on December 7, 2017. There are 24 unique funding applications 
from 21 school districts for a total of $37.4 million eligible to participate in this filing round, as well as all funding 
applications that are approved by the State Allocation Board (Board) in this agenda. The requests will be valid from 
January 1, 2018 through June 30, 2018. 
 
Requirements for Participation in Priority Funding 
Staff reminds school districts that the requirements for Participation in the Priority Funding Process are in effect 
under School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.90.3. There are two ways for a school district to not 
participate in the priority funding process as follows: 


• Not submit a valid priority funding request in the 30-day filing period, or 
• Submit a valid priority funding request, but fail to submit a valid Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-


05) to request the release of funds after the Board approves an apportionment. A valid Form SAB 50-05 
must include a signed Grant Agreement as applicable. 
 


The second time that either of these occurs, the funding for the project will be rescinded without further action by the 
Board. For additional information, please refer to the Procedures for School Facility Program Funding.   
 
 
PRIORITY FUNDING APPORTIONMENTS from SEPTEMBER 6, 2017 
 
At its September 6, 2017 meeting, the Board approved 131 funding applications representing 68 school districts for 
$433.3 million in priority funding apportionments. Applicants are required to submit a Form SAB 50-05 by Tuesday, 
December 5, 2017. Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) staff received 101 of the required 130 required 
Forms SAB 50-05 as of Monday, November 27, 2017, with 29 remaining to be submitted. 
 
 
NEW REPORTS IN FINANCIALS SECTION 
 
New reports are now included in the Financials section of the agenda detailing Proposition 51 funding allocations.  
 
 
REGULATIONS UPDATE 
 
At the June 2017 meetings, the Board approved regulatory amendments to require grant agreements and to facilitate 
the application submittal process for school districts seeking Financial Hardship funding. These regulations took 
effect on September 20 and 22, 2017 respectively.  
 
In addition, at the August 2017 meeting, the Board approved regulatory amendments to restart the Career Technical 
Education Facilities Program (CTEFP). These regulations took effect on November 27, 2017.   
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CAREER TECHNICAL EDUCATION FACILITIES PROGRAM 
 
At its August 2017 meeting, the Board established two CTEFP filing rounds. California Department of Education 
(CDE) grant applications were due to CDE by November 29, 2017. Approximately 300 applications were received. 
 
ONLINE FUNDING APPLICATIONS 
 
OPSC is developing new on-line options for the School Facility Program applications. The long-term plan is to 
provide school districts the ability to submit eligibility and funding applications electronically. We are looking forward 
to having the first application ready at the end of January, which will be the Career Technical Education Facilities 
Program Funding (CTEFP) Application. Additional updates will be provided in the future. 
 
 
SEISMIC MITIGATION PROGRAM PROJECTS 
 
In the Consent section of the agenda for this meeting, there are four Seismic Mitigation Program projects that will 
receive an unfunded approval for a total of $10.3 million.  
 
 
JOINT AGENCY WORKSHOPS 
 
OPSC, CDE, and Division of the State Architect (DSA) are continuing to hold joint agency workshops. These 
workshops provide school districts and stakeholders with updates on School Facility Programs, as well as CDE and 
DSA processes. Some sessions are specialized for small school districts to directly address concerns and provide 
assistance on specific projects or facility needs that may be eligible for funding. Sessions and handouts are posted 
on OPSC’S website. 
 
In September and October, six workshops were held throughout the state with a total of 600 attendees in person and 
on-line that focused on agency updates and small schools outreach. 
 
Two CTEFP-focused workshops were held in October and November with 342 attendees in person and on-line. 
 
The next joint agency workshop is scheduled to be held on December 12, 2017 at the Butte County Office of 
Education in Oroville. 
 
NEXT STATE ALLOCATION BOARD MEETING 
 
The next meeting is tentatively scheduled for January 24, 2018.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


To present to the State Allocation Board (Board) a list of School Facility Program (SFP) applications for unfunded 
approval. 


DESCRIPTION 


The project applications represent SFP new construction and modernization projects in date order of a complete 
application being received by the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC). 


 
AUTHORITY 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as an information list of unfunded 
projects that was created due to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment 
Account (AB 55 loans) to fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter 
#33 issued on December 18, 2008. 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states:  
 
“When the Board has no funds to apportion …, the Board will also accept and process applications for 
apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on the date the application is ready for 
Apportionment, with the exception of New Construction funding applications that utilize eligibility generated by the 
Alternative Enrollment Projection.   
 
An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement subject to adjustments in the 
New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section 1859.77.”  


 
BACKGROUND 
 


At the March 11, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board requested that Staff continue to process applications to the Board 
for unfunded approval, up to the bonding authority.  The Attachment reflects applications being presented for 
unfunded approval, including SFP modernization and new construction projects in date order of a complete 
application being received by the OPSC.  The list also includes health and safety facility hardship applications for 
funding that have been processed and are ready for approval regardless of received date.  The unfunded approval 
of the applications as reflected on the Attachment does not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

A review of expenditures reported by the District has been made and the revisions indicated are necessary to close out this 
completed project. This is a Financial Hardship project and has savings in the amount of $968,799.  SFP Regulation Section 
1859.103 states that “the State’s portion of any savings declared by the district or determined by the OPSC by audit must be 
used to reduce the SFP financial hardship grant of that project … any interest earned on a financial hardship project not 
expended on eligible project expenditures will be treated as savings and will be used to reduce the SFP financial hardship grant 
for that project.” Further, the District was overfunded for Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) costs in the amount of 
$1,500. Per SFP Regulation Section 1859.106(a) an adjustment must be made to the site grant between the value used to 
determine the grant and the actual amount paid for the DTSC Costs. The District has concurred with the findings and agrees to 
return the State funds in the amount of $970,299.

EXEMPTION FOR INDEPENDENT STUDY FACILITIES 


 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 
To present the William S. Hart Union High School District’s (District) request, as shown on the Attachment, for 
an exemption from the definition of “school buildings” for certain facilities used for independent study. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The District operates an independent study program at a facility that is not located at a regular school site and is 
requesting an exemption from the definition of "school building," as described in Education Code (EC) Section 
17283, for the facility. 
 


EC Section 17289 authorizes any school district or county office of education to request an exemption from the 
State Allocation Board (Board) for a building or structure or portion of a building or structure used for 
independent study from the definition of “school buildings.”  These buildings do not have to meet the Field Act 
requirements but must comply with local health and safety standards. 
 


The District has certified that it has satisfied the legal requirements under EC Section 17289 for the exemption. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


EC Section 17283 states: “ “School building” as used in this article means and includes any building used, or 
designed to be used, for elementary or secondary school purposes and constructed, reconstructed, altered, or 
added to, by the state or any city or city and county, or by any political subdivision or by any school district of 
any kind within the state, or by any regional occupational center or program created by or authorized to act by 
an agreement under joint exercise of power, or by the United States government, or any agency thereof.” 
 


EC Section 17289 states “In order to provide alternative, community-based educational opportunities through 
independent study, any school district or county office of education may request an exemption from the State 
Allocation Board for a building or structure, or portion of a building or structure, from the definition of “school 
buildings” within the meaning of Section 17283.  The exemptions may be granted for no longer than two years 
and exemptions are renewable.  An exemption may only be granted if the school district or county office of 
education demonstrates to the satisfaction of the State Allocation Board all of the following: 
(a)  The building or structure, or portion of building or structure, satisfies all of the following: 
(1) It is not located on a regular schoolsite. 
(2) It complies with all applicable local building standards and all relevant local health and safety standards in 


the community in which it is located. 
(3) It is used for independent study. 
(4) It serves fewer than 25 pupils enrolled in kindergarten or any of the grades 1 to 12, inclusive, at any one 


time in the building or structure, or in a portion of a building or structure where the remainder of the building 
or structure is not used for instructional purposes. 


 (b)  The use of the building or structure is critical to providing an effective alternative, community-based  
  program. 
 (c) The use of other buildings or structures that would meet seismic safety standards for school   
  facilities is not practical.”

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 
 To request the State Allocation Board (Board) approve the following reports: 
 


• Unused School Site Payments (Attachment B)  
• Waivers of Assessment of Fees for Unused School Sites (Attachment C) 
• Reduction of Fees for Unused School Sites (Attachment D) 
• Added Unused School Sites (Attachment E) 
• Deleted Unused School Sites (Attachment F) 


 
DESCRIPTION 
 
 Current statute requires all school districts to report their unused sites to the Board on an annual basis.  Using 


the information provided, the school districts are assessed a fee for each unused site equal to one percent of the 
value of the site.  A school district may request a waiver or a reduction of the fee for any site, provided that the 
school district meets certain criteria for the use of the site.  School districts are also required to report any newly 
acquired site or sites that are no longer being used for school purposes.  A site may be deleted from the Unused 
Sites Program when a school district sells a site, begins construction on a site or reopens a site for school 
purposes. 


 
 This item is requesting the Board approve the nonuse payments, waivers, reduction of fees, additions and 


deletions for unused school sites as shown on the attachments. 
 
AUTHORITY 
 


Please see Attachment A. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 


As required by law, all school districts are required to report any unused school sites to the Board annually.  
The school districts self-certify requests for waivers and reduction of fees based on certain criteria outlined in 
Education Code Section 17219.  In addition, school districts are required to report any newly acquired or 
closed school sites.  An unused school site may be deleted if a school district has sold, constructed a new 
school or reopened a previously closed school site. 
 
Funds collected by the State Controller’s Office are transferred to the State School Site Utilization Fund. 


 
STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


Unused School Site Payments 
The school districts on Attachment B are being assessed unused school site fees based on the self-
certified reports submitted to the Office of Public School Construction.  This information will authorize the 
State Controller’s Office to withhold an amount equal to the school districts’ total assessed fee, in four 
equal installments, during the months of February through May as prescribed in law.  A total of $4,249,280 
will be withheld for the Fiscal Year 2016/2017.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 
 


Waivers of Assessment of Fees for Unused School Sites 
Attachment C lists school districts that have submitted self-certified documents requesting a waiver of the 
unused school site assessment due to the State.  The school districts must meet any one of the following 
conditions to be eligible for a waiver: 


 
a. The school district has resolved to use the site for the purpose for which it was intended within a 


specified period of time (will be used within 1, 2 or 3 years); 
b. The site has a value less than the exemption amount of $46,841 for the current Fiscal Year 
 (below minimum); 
c. The school district has advertised the school site for sale and received no bids that, in the judgment 


of the Board, reflect the fair market value of the property (Attempted to sell); 
d. The site was used for at least one-half of the year for purposes as specified in law (community use, 


child care program); 
e. The site was leased for at least one-half of the year to a tenant that is paying possessory taxes on the 


site (leased to tenant); or, 
f. Nonuse payments would cause the school district to receive less than $120 per pupil in average daily 


attendance in the school district during the preceding school year (Basic Aid). 
 


Reduction of Fees for Unused School Sites 
 The school district listed on Attachment D is requesting a reduction of unused school site fees for 
 either of the following reasons as self-certified by the school district: 
 


a. The payment of bond debt service costs that are directly related to the actual construction of school 
facilities; or, 


b. A modification of the adjusted value of the site. 
 
 If the debt service amount is less than the unused school site fee assessment, the specific 
 percentage of reduction will be reflected on Attachment D. 
 
Added Unused School Sites 
 The school districts on Attachment E have reported newly acquired school sites or closed school 
 sites, as required by law.  Newly acquired school sites will not be subject to an unused school site fee 
 for a period of five years from the date of acquisition for elementary school districts with any grade 
 combination of Kindergarten (K)  through eight and for all unified school districts with sites designated for 
 K through six.  Any high school districts or unified school districts with sites designated for grades seven 
 through twelve will not be assessed an unused school site fee for a period of seven years.  Any unused  
 school site that has previously been utilized as a school but is no longer in use for school purposes, will 
 not be subject to an unused school site fee for a period of five years. 
 
Deleted Unused School Sites 
 Attachment F lists the unused school sites that have been sold, have begun or completed 
 construction, opened or reopened for school purposes, based on self-certification by the school districts.  
 These school sites will no longer be assessed an unused school site fee.

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ATTACHMENT A 
 
 
Education Code (EC) Section 17219.  (a) Whenever a school district acquires or has acquired a site for school 
purposes, as determined by the State Allocation Board, and does not use the site within (1) five years of the date of 
acquisition for the kindergarten, if any, and any of grades 1 to 8, inclusive, maintained by an elementary school 
district or a unified school district, or, (2) seven years of the date of acquisition for any of grades 7 to 12, inclusive, 
maintained by a high school district or a unified school district, or if a school district has a site at any grade level that 
has previously been used but has not been used for school purposes within the preceding five years, the school 
district shall be subject to nonuse payments, unless the State Allocation Board, from time to time, makes a 
determination that the school district will utilize the property for the purpose for which it was intended within a 
reasonable period of time, in a specific amount for each additional year in which the site is retained and not used by 
the district beyond the foregoing specified periods, except the first additional year shall be deemed to end not earlier 
than April 30, 1973. 
   (b) Payment shall not be required under this section as to any site having a value of twenty thousand dollars 
($20,000) or less. Commencing on January 1, 1988, and annually thereafter, the State Allocation Board shall 
increase this exemption figure by the amount of the current fiscal year inflation adjustment specified in Section 
42238.1, if any. 
   (c) The payments required shall be computed by the Executive Officer of the State Allocation Board and certified to 
the Controller, and payments shall be equal to one one-hundredth (1/100) of the original purchase price of the site 
modified by either a factor reflecting the change in assessed value of all lands in the state from the date of purchase 
of the site to the current date or any other factor that in the determination of the State Allocation Board is applicable 
to the site under consideration. 
   (d) Whenever the State Allocation Board has determined that a school district in good faith has, within the 
preceding year, advertised the schoolsite for sale to the highest bidder pursuant to the provisions of Article 4 
(commencing with Section 17455) of Chapter 4 of Part 10.5 and has received no bids that in the judgment of the 
State Allocation Board reflect the fair market value of the property, the Executive Officer of the State Allocation Board 
shall not compute any nonuse payments for the site for a period of one year beyond the date of the determination. 
   (e) Nonuse payments shall not be required for any year with respect to a schoolsite that for one-half or more of the 
number of days of that year has been utilized for any of the following purposes: 
   (1) By the school district, or by any other governmental entity pursuant to agreement with the school district, for 
school purposes, for use as a civic center, or for community playground, playing field, or other outdoor recreational 
purposes. "Civic center," for this purpose, means a site used for one or more of the purposes described in Section 
40041. 
   (2) By the State Allocation Board, pursuant to agreement with the school district, for the storage of emergency 
portable classrooms. 
   (3) By the school district, or by any other public or private entity pursuant to agreement with the school district, for 
the operation of a child care program. 
   (f) Nonuse payments shall not be required for any year with respect to a schoolsite that was leased at least one-
half of the days in that year in a manner that subjected the site to property taxes equal to the taxes that would have 
been paid if the site had been sold. 
 
 
EC Section 17221.  The amount of any nonuse payments required of any school district under Section 17219 shall 
be reduced, without regard to fiscal year, by the amount of the proceeds, resulting from the lease of district property 
that is subject to that section, that are expended by the district the payment of bond debt service costs that are 
directly related to the actual construction of school facilities. 
 
EC Section 17222.  The Controller shall, during the next fiscal year following that in which the Executive Officer of 
the State Allocation Board certifies to him or her the amount of payment, deduct the total amount of the payment of 
each district in equal amounts from each of the February, March, April and May installments of the apportionments 
made to the district from the State School Fund under Sections 46304, 46305, and 41050, Sections 41330 to 41343, 
inclusive, and Sections 41600 to 41972, inclusive, whichever are in effect. However, in no event shall the deductions 
exceed an amount which would result in a district's receiving, in any school year, from the State School Fund, less 
than one hundred twenty dollars ($120) per pupil in average daily attendance in the district during the preceding 
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school year. On order of the Controller, the amount so deducted shall be transferred to the State School Site 
Utilization Fund which is hereby created. 
 
EC Section 17223.  (a) Whenever a school district has either begun to use an unused site or has sold that site within 
two years of the date the Controller, pursuant to Section 17222, has deducted a certified nonuse payment from the 
district's State School Fund apportionment, the State Allocation Board shall certify that fact to the Controller.  The 
Controller shall then cease to withhold any additional payments and shall return to the district from the State School 
Site Utilization Fund the payments, without interest, which had been withheld for the particular site during the prior 
fiscal year and the current fiscal year. 
   (b) If the school district begins to use or has sold the site more than two years after the aforesaid date, the State 
Allocation Board shall so certify to the Controller and no further payments shall be withheld as specified in Section 
17222. 
 
EC Section 17224.  Any funds in the State School Site Utilization Fund, including interest, that are not subject to 
return to a school district pursuant to Section 17223 shall revert to the Deferred Maintenance Fund.

DESCRIPTION  
 
Description of Health and Safety Threat The water supply at Vista Del Mar Elementary School is provided by a well 


system which is extremely remote and requires a four wheel drive quad vehicle 
for access. Additionally, the well system is manual which requires staff to 
estimate the water levels and navigate out to the wells as often as multiple times 
a day to turn the wells on and off in order to fill the water storage tanks which 
supply the school. The state of the well system is such that the water has had 
periods of where it was unsafe for consuming. Additionally, because of their 
remote location and lack of remote monitoring equipment, the industry specialist 
report by the Wallace Group dated July 26, 2017 states in part, “…there is a 
significant risk that sufficient water supply could not be maintained at the school 
especially during an emergency.” The Santa Barbara County Health Department, 
Environmental Health Services Department, toured the site and has additionally 
identified these items as being health and safety concerns and has directed the 
District to make the recommended mitigation measures.  
 


Scope of Project The scope of the project includes replacement of a 5,000 gallon water storage 
tank, repair to remaining storage tanks, replacement of the non-functioning 
automatic chlorination system and the installation of automatic operators which 
will enable the school to operate the water supply remotely (without having to 
drive miles on a quad to manually adjust the water levels) so they can ensure 
adequate supply on a daily basis and in times of emergency.

Description of Health and Safety Threat In 2014, a structural engineering firm was retained by the District to conduct 


seismic eligibility evaluations of the original buildings on the school site to see if 
they were eligible for funding through the Seismic Mitigation Program. The 
findings identified that the six of the permanent buildings (Buildings A, B, C, E, F, 
and G) contained critical deficiencies. These deficiencies were such that the 
buildings were associated with having a high potential for local or global collapse 
in the event of seismic activity.  
 


Scope of Project The total minimum costs to rehabilitate each of the buildings was less than 50 
percent of the Current Replacement Cost of the facilities, which qualifies the 
District for rehabilitation funding. However, the District has chosen to use the

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 


To present five Facility Hardship applications from the District for State Allocation Board (Board) action related to 


funding. 


 


DESCRIPTION 


 


Beginning in 2015, the District discovered extensive water intrusion issues at various sites that included dry rot 


and mold damage plus the presence of mold spores. The District immediately closed the affected facilities and 


began the repair process. Since then, the District has been working to repair the schools and in the process has 


discovered more facilities that are impacted by mold. Located in a remote region of Northern California, the 


District states it must use specialized design elements to contend with its humid micro-climate which results in 


escalated construction costs because of its location. In 2016, the Board approved funding for ten Facility 


Hardship projects related to these same issues. 


 


To continue addressing these health and safety threats, the District submitted four additional Facility Hardship 


funding applications to the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) for the following sites: Weitchpec 


Elementary School, Hoopa Valley Elementary, Hoopa Valley High, and Trinity Valley Elementary. The District 


has included all four sites in its appeal to request replacement level funding for rehabilitation work and to receive 


expedited apportionments outside of Priority Funding. 


 


The District also submitted a separate appeal for Orleans Elementary to request Site Development costs that 


were not included as part of an application funded in 2016.

BACKGROUND 


 


Klamath-Trinity Joint Unified is a small district serving the Salyer, Willow Creek, Hoopa, Weitchpec, Orleans and 


Pecwan communities, as well as the Hoopa and Yurok Indian Reservations and Karuk Tribal lands, in Humboldt 


and Trinity Counties. The remote location of the school sites presents a variety of logistical and economic 


challenges for construction, including, but not limited to, the lack of multiple qualified bids, transportation to and 


housing of workers near the project sites, transportation of materials to the project sites, and escalated project 


costs for specialized design.

I. Replacement Funding to Perform Rehabilitation Work 


 


District Position 


In its appeal, the District is requesting to use Facility Hardship replacement funding to rehabilitate multiple 


buildings on four separate sites within the District. It believes that ’rehabilitating the buildings is the most prudent 


use of local and State funds’ due to “the unique circumstances regarding the District’s geographic location, 


current construction climate, and community significance.” 


 


The District contends that the Current Replacement Cost used by OPSC to determine if a project is eligible for 


rehabilitation or replacement is not reflective of the costs for its location. The District provided a chart showing 


that rehabilitation costs for the projects were greater than 50 percent of the replacement costs, based on bids 


received and calculations provided by construction managers and their architect. The Form SAB 189 states that 


”it would not be economically feasible for the District to replace these buildings as the true replacements costs 


far exceed the replacement funding from the State and the District’s available funds.” According to the District, 


these higher construction costs are attributed to persistent humidity, increasing design and construction costs, 


and the remote location, which has created an insufficient construction pool and low supply of construction 


materials. 


 


Additionally, the District states that schools are ‘an important focal point for the community’, as many of the 


buildings are used during after school hours by various community groups and maintains that if the buildings 


were replaced, cost restraints would require them to be built significantly smaller, and the buildings would lose 


their significance and usefulness within the community. The District has further indicated that many students 


spend up to 12 hours a day at the school sites, in before or after school programs, making these sites a 


significant and safe place for the students.  


 


The full text of the District’s appeal request is included as Attachment B1. 


  


Staff Position 


The District is requesting to use replacement funding for rehabilitation work on qualifying buildings at four sites 


under the Facility Hardship Program. Pursuant to School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.82, 


the District qualifies for replacement funding because the cost to rehabilitate their facilities exceeds 50 percent of 


the Current Replacement Cost. Additionally, OPSC cannot administratively approve replacement funding as the 


District is actually rehabilitating the buildings. The District believes rehabilitation is the most prudent and 


economically feasible way to address the health and safety issues. SFP Regulations that implement the 


Education Code (EC) have been interpreted previously by the Board to allow replacement funding for 


rehabilitation projects that exceeded 50 percent of the replacement cost of the facility for both Seismic Mitigation 


Program (SMP) and Facility Hardship projects that have demonstrated unusual circumstances.  


 


Staff has reviewed the four new applications for funding under the Facility Hardship program and confirmed that 


the District submitted cost estimates for the rehabilitation work in all four projects exceeds 50 percent of the 


Current Replacement Cost. Staff agrees that while the SFP Regulations allow staff to provide increased costs 


due to geographic location and for a high level of complexity in rehabilitation work, these costs may not equate to 


the cost the District would need to incur while mitigating the health and safety concerns at the sites.  Further, 


statute does not specify that buildings must be replaced if they qualify for replacement if replacement funding is 


provided. Staff is unable to administratively approve the District’s request; however based on prior Board actions 


and the circumstances surrounding these projects, Staff recommends providing replacement funding, while 


allowing the District to perform rehabilitation work, and adjusting the District’s modernization baseline eligibility 


accordingly.

II. Immediate Apportionments Outside of Priorities in Funding Round 


 


District Position 


The District is requesting immediate Apportionments for all the projects included in the table on Page Two.  


 


The full text of the District’s appeal request is included as Attachments B1 and B2. 


 


Staff Position 


Due to the urgency of the situation described in the District’s appeal request, Staff recommends that the District 


receive immediate Apportionments for the projects. Apportionments outside of the priority funding process will 


result in the District having immediate access to cash once a Fund Release Authorization is submitted. While the 


District would have 18 months to submit a fund release request versus the 90 day requirement under priority 


funding, the District has indicated they would submit the Fund Release Authorization immediately upon Board 


approval and execution of Grant Agreements.  


 


Since the District has exhausted its available funding and qualifies for full funding under the Financial Hardship 


program, access to cash quickly will allow them to continue mitigating the mold and dry rot issues. 


 


In addition, during the review of the applications listed on Attachments C, D, E, and F, the District indicated to 


Staff that additional costs for site development work related to dewatering systems, sewers, and storm drains will 


be required to fully mitigate the health and safety issues at the site. The District has not yet designed the 


systems that have been recommended by its industry specialist. For this reason, currently the District is unable 


to provide an accurate cost estimate for the unknown level of work needed. Staff recommends that if the funding 


items are approved as part of this agenda, the Board allow the District one year from the date of this approval to 


submit documentation to OPSC, so that Staff can confirm eligible site development grant amounts and present 


an amended funding item for Board approval. 


 


 


 


III. Approve Adjusted Grant Amount for Previously Approved Funding Application 
 


District Position 


In the appeal submitted by the District, it is requesting additional grants for eligible site development at the 


Orleans Elementary site that were previously not included in the original application for replacement funding.

Staff Position 


Upon review of the District’s Appeal Request, OPSC has determined that the District would have been eligible 


for the requested site development costs had they been requested as part of the original application. Given the 


unique circumstances of the health and safety project, Staff believes it is reasonable for the Board to consider 


granting approval of the additional eligible site development costs previously omitted.

AUTHORITY 
 


Education Code (EC) Section 17075.10(b)(2) states that a school district applying for hardship state funding must:  
…demonstrate that due to unusual circumstances that are beyond the control of the district, excessive costs 
need to be incurred in the construction of school facilities. Funds for the purpose of seismic mitigation work 
or facility replacement pursuant to this section shall be allocated by the board on a 50-percent state share 
basis…..If the board determines that the seismic mitigation work of a school building would require funding 
that is greater than the 50 percent of the funds required to construct a new facility, the school district shall 
be eligible for funding to construct a new facility under this chapter. 


 
EC Section 17070.35(a) states the following:  


(a) In addition to all other powers and duties as are granted to the board by this chapter, other statutes, or 
the California Constitution, the board shall do all of the following: 
(1) Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the rulemaking provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, 
Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government Code, for 
the administration of this chapter. However, the board shall have no authority to set the level of the fees of 
any architect, structural engineer, or other design professional on any project. The initial regulations adopted 
pursuant to this chapter shall be adopted as emergency regulations, and the circumstances related to the 
initial adoption are hereby deemed to constitute an emergency for this purpose. The initial regulations 
adopted pursuant to this chapter shall be adopted by November 4, 1998. If the initial regulations are not 
adopted by that date, the board shall report to the Legislature by that date, explaining the reasons for the 
delay. 


 
EC Section 17070.35(a)(2) states that the Board shall,  “Establish and publish any procedures and policies in 
connection with the administration of…(the SFP) as it deems necessary.” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states the following: “A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to replace or 
construct new classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or 
the condition of the facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.”  
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A) states:  


If the request is for replacement facilities, a cost/benefit analysis must be prepared by the district and 
submitted to the OPSC that indicates the total costs to remain in the classroom or related facility and 
mitigate the problem is at least 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost of the classroom or related 
facility…If the cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is less than 50 percent of the Current 
Replacement Cost, the district may qualify for a Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for 
rehabilitation costs pursuant to Section 1859.83(e) or a grant not to exceed 50 percent of the cost estimate 
that has been reviewed and approved by the OPSC and approved by the board for seismic rehabilitation. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.90 states that “a district must submit the Form SAB 50-05, within 18 months of the 
Apportionment of the SFP grant for the project or the entire…apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board 
action…”

AUTHORITY 


 


Education Code (EC) Section 17075.10(a) states: 


A school district may apply for hardship assistance in cases of extraordinary circumstances. Extraordinary 


circumstances may include, but are not limited to, the need to repair, reconstruct, or replace the most vulnerable 


school facilities that are identified as a Category 2 building, as defined in the report submitted pursuant to 


Section 17317, determined by the department to pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its occupants in the event 


of a seismic event. 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.81 states: 


Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a district is eligible for financial 


hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c), and 


(d) below: 


(a) The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible project. To determine 


this, an analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by the OPSC including data and records 


maintained by the CDE and the County Office of Education…. 


(b) From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may retain $19,776 per classroom in 


each enrollment reporting period for the cost to provide interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils of 


the district.… 


(c) The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating it is 


levying the developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than the 


developer fee otherwise justified under law at the time of request for hardship and the district meets at least 


one of the following: 


(1) The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing school 


facilities in accordance with Education Code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the time of 


request for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity. Outstanding 


bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, School Facility 


Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a debt service that 


was issued for capital outlay school facility purposes. 


(2) The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed under 


Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status. The 


proceeds from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of 


Proposition 39 must be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for SFP project(s). 


(3) It is a County Superintendent of Schools.

Trinity Valley Elementary was built in 1950 and is remotely located within the 


small-town limits of Willow Creek, California which has a unique micro climate 


with abnormally high humidity levels due to the nearby Trinity River and normal 


annual rainfall levels approaching 38 inches. District officials began discovering 


mold and water damage throughout various school sites in the District in 2015. 


During this evaluation it was discovered that the original building designs and 


materials used along with the very humid micro-climate in the District greatly 


contributed to the presence of mold. Asbestos Science Technologies, Inc. 


determined that the mold constituted a health and safety issue, and the 


Humboldt County Department of Health and Human Services (HCDHHS) 


concurred. The library and two classrooms have been closed due to mold. 


 


 


 


Scope of Project To mitigate the issue, the District will perform mold abatement on all surfaces, 


which involves removing and replacing affected ceiling tiles, roof plywood, 


roofing insulation, drywall, siding, and wall plywood under a negative air 


containment area. The District will also be installing a new roofing system that 


will provide adequate ventilation appropriate for the humid environment in the 


area. The heating, ventilation, and air conditioning system will also be replaced 


pursuant to the industry specialist’s recommendations.

(4) The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or less. 


(5) Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB. 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states, “A district is eligible for  facility hardship funding to replace or construct new 


classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or the condition of 


the facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.”

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 


To present the District’s request to change the scope of a Facility Hardship project that has previously received 


conceptual approval and design funding and is also presented as part of this item for unfunded approval 


 


DESCRIPTION 


 


The District is a one-school district that previously received conceptual approval and a design apportionment for 


rehabilitation funding under the Facility Hardship Program. During the review of the full funding application, Staff 


determined that all buildings on the site qualify for replacement funding under the Facility Hardship Program. 


Due to the extensive repairs required for each building, the District’s approved plans include replacement of all 


buildings on the site with the exception of the multi-purpose room building.  


 


The District is requesting the following actions for Board consideration: 


 


1. Allow the Facility Hardship replacement project to be approved for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of 


AB55 Loans).  


2. Grant a change of scope request to redesign the multi-purpose room building from rehabilitation work to 


replacement.  


3. Grant additional time for the District to provide a site development cost estimate and receive an adjustment 


to the unfunded approval amount for costs determined to be eligible as part of the replacement project.

BACKGROUND 


 


In December 2015, the District received conceptual approval for a Facility Hardship rehabilitation project to 


address health and safety issues due to water intrusion.  The scope of work included replacing damaged 


electrical and fire systems and the roof. The 2015 Board item is included as Attachment B. 


 


Given the scale of rehabilitation work required to address the minimum work necessary to address the health 


and safety threats, the District chose to design for the replacement of all facilities on site with modular 


construction with the exception of the multipurpose room building. The design for the multipurpose room building 


included rehabilitation work instead of building replacement. The plans for the project were approved by the 


Division of the State Architect (DSA) on August 31, 2017. 
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BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 


In September 2017, the District submitted its Approved Application for funding. During the course of the review, 
Staff determined that all buildings on the site, including the multipurpose room building, qualified for replacement 
funding through the Facility Hardship Program.  
 
In order to continue to move forward with this critical project, the District submitted a School District Appeal 
Request (Form SAB 189) to request approval for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) and to 
allow the District to change the scope of project from rehabilitation of the multipurpose room building to 
replacement. The District submitted Form SAB 189 is included as Attachment C. 
 
Previous Change of Project Scope Discussions 
General guidelines for scope changes have been in place since 2005 (Attachment D). A change of scope in 
certain situations may be permitted if the following conditions are met: 
 


• The California Department of Education (CDE) and DSA have approved the changes in the plans. 
• The amended project meets the 60 percent commensurate requirement. 
• The original intent/purpose of the project is maintained. 


  
Prior Board Actions 
Staff cannot administratively approve a change of scope that requires the approval of new DSA and CDE plans 
while allowing the District to retain the same Apportionment date.  This requires Board approval. The Board has 
previously heard scope change requests for seven projects, as listed below:

Staff Position 
Staff has reviewed the District’s request, and recommends approval of the change of scope and additional time 
to submit documentation to request site development grants.  
 
When reviewing change of scope requests, Staff reviews various issues to ensure that the project still meets the 
requirements of State funding, as described below. 


 
Transition from Rehabilitation to Replacement Funding 
Based on the information available at the time of the conceptual approval, the District’s application was initially 
determined by Staff to qualify for rehabilitation funding for all buildings at the Maple Elementary School site. 
However, once the District fully designed the project and provided Staff with DSA approved drawings and current 
cost estimates for the scope of rehabilitation work, Staff determined that the total cost to mitigate the health and 
safety threats and remain in the facilities exceeds 50 percent of the Current Replacement Costs. This qualifies 
the District for replacement funding. Because the DSA approved plans for the project include rehabilitation work 
for the multi-purpose room building and the project no longer qualifies for this type of funding, Board action is 
necessary to allow the project to move forward for funding approval. 
 
Staff also recognizes the need for the District to mitigate the health and safety issues as soon as possible. The 
District qualifies for financial hardship assistance and cannot move forward with construction until state funding 
is received.  Allowing the change of scope while also approving the funding item for placement on the Unfunded 
List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) will enable the District to participate in the current Priority Funding filing period. 
Requiring the District to resubmit the application after the plans for the replacement of the multi-purpose room 
building have been designed and approved will delay the application approval and the District’s ability to access 
cash from a future bond sale.  It appears that the District acted in good faith to design the original scope of work 
to be consistent with the conceptual approval and did not foresee the change in funding methodology necessary 
pursuant to the School Facility Program regulations.    
 
Site Development Grants 
With replacement funding, the District also qualifies for site development grants, which require additional 
supporting documentation. As the OPSC and District just recently discovered that this will be a replacement 
project, the site development costs have not yet been determined. Staff supports the District’s request that that if 
the funding item is approved today, any approval granted by the Board be allowed to be kept open for a future 
adjustment to allow for eligible site development costs to be added.  
 
State Agency Approvals and Review Process 
Prior scope change requests have focused on maintaining DSA and CDE plan approvals, which are required by 
regulation and law for SFP project funding. To address this concern, the Board has allowed scope changes 
contingent upon school districts obtaining updated State agency approvals as necessary. Staff recommends the 
same requirement for this request if the Board approves the District’s request. 
 
Conclusion 
Staff recommends approval of the District’s change of scope request, approval of the funding item shown on 
Attachment E for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans), and approval of the request for 
additional time to request and receive an adjustment to the funding item to add site development grants. These 
actions will allow the District to participate in the current Priority Funding round in order to more quickly address 
the urgent health and safety needs at the school site. Staff supports the District’s request because the original 
intent of the project to mitigate the health and safety threat is maintained and the change is due primarily to how 
the project qualifies for funding under the SFP regulations.

In 


December of 2014, after episodes of severe water intrusion in walls and ceilings 


throughout the campus, JMPE Electrical Engineering inspected the electrical 


system at Maple Elementary and determined that the system was obsolete and 


unsafe, and recommended replacing the main switchboard and all of the wiring 


and underground conduit. The inspector also noted that the fire alarm system 


was not functional and should be immediately replaced, and that the subpanels 


were not functional, in part due to roof leaks. The Kern County Building 


Inspection Division also inspected the campus, and concurred with JMPE 


Electrical Engineering, stating, “many of the electrical systems and components 


are old, outdated, unsafe, and in need of immediate repair or replacement.” The 


Kern County Fire Department also inspected the fire alarm system and 


concluded “it is the opinion of the Kern County Fire Department that the existing 


fire alarm system at Maple Elementary is obsolete, inoperable, and incapable of 


being serviced adequately.”     


 
 


Scope of Project Rehabilitation work consists of replacing the electrical and fire alarm systems, 


and replacing the roof in order to protect the integrity of the new systems.

Outstanding bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, 


School Facility Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a 


debt service that was issued for capital outlay school facility purposes. 


(2) The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed 


under Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status. 


The proceeds from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions 


of Proposition 39 must be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for SFP project(s). 


(3) It is a County Superintendent of Schools.  


(4) The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or 


less. 


(5) Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB…. 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.81(e)(2) permits design funding for a district that meets the financial hardship criteria in 


Section 1859.81 at, “25 percent of the modernization grant less any district funds available for the project pursuant to 


Section 1859.81(a)….”

1859.76. The cost/benefit analysis shall not include increased costs associated with high performance 


related costs or components, with the exception of those high performance components that were pre-


existing in the classroom or related facility. If the cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is less 


than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost, the district may qualify for either grant below, as 


applicable: 


1. Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for Rehabilitation Costs pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), or 


2. A grant not to exceed 50 percent of the cost estimate that has been reviewed and approved by the OPSC 


and approved by the board for seismic rehabilitation. 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.83(e) provides for: 


Excessive Cost for rehabilitation of facilities the Board has determined are a health and safety risk to the 


pupils pursuant to Section 1859.82(a)(1) and the cost/benefit analysis to mitigate the problem and remain in 


the facility is less than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost of the facility. The cost/benefit analysis 


shall not include increased costs associated with high performance related costs or components, with the 


exception of those high performance components that were pre-existing in the classroom or related facility. 


If the district qualifies, the district is eligible for funding of Rehabilitation Costs as a modernization project. 


…. If the Approved Application is received after April 29, 2002, the grant amount provided is 60 percent of 


the amount of the cost estimate required in Section 1859.82(a)(1) that has been reviewed by the OPSC and  


approved by the Board. An additional grant may be provided for high performance incentive pursuant to 


Section 1859.77.4 provided that the high performance points attained are related to the scope of the Facility 


Hardship project. For any project funded in whole or in part from Proposition 47 or Proposition 55 for which 


the construction contract is awarded prior to January 1, 2012, the district may be eligible for the funding 


provided to initiate and enforce a LCP as prescribed in Section 1859.78.1(a). For any project for which the 


construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 2012 the grant may be adjusted in the manner 


prescribed in Section 1859.78.1(b) and subject to the limitations established in Section 1859.78.1(c).

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Change of Project Scope

As many of you are aware, each application for funding of the full grant phase 


of a School Facility Program (SFP) modernization or new construction project 


is accompanied by a complete set of plans and specifications that have been 


approved by the Division of State Architect (DSA) and the California Department 


of Education (CDE). The State Allocation Board’s (SAB) full and final grant 


approval is based on the accompanying plans. Therefore, it is imperative that the 


apportionment is used for the scope of work contained in that specific set of plans.


To ensure your project meets this requirement and is successful, it is important to 


structure your bid with flexibility by the use of additive and deductive alternates 


(see page 5 of this issue of the Advisory Actions for more information on this topic). 


This will allow the project to be modified according to fluctuations in the bid 


climate or costs of materials. For example, as a result of excellent planning or a 


good bid climate, the budget for the project may exceed the cost of the work in the 


plans and a district may consider using those excess funds for additional work that 


was not contemplated in the plans. Or, the cost of materials for construction may 


have significantly increased and a district may consider eliminating facilities from 


the project to stay within the budget. When it comes to classrooms and minimum 


essential facilities (MEF), meaning libraries, gymnasiums, multi-purpose rooms, and 


toilets which are necessary and support the traditional classroom environment, 


there are limited circumstances where a project may deviate from the scope of 


work outlined in the plans that were included with the application and approved 


by the SAB.


Additions
It is important to keep in mind that the project may not include the addition of 


area not proposed in the plans approved by the SAB. This applies to classrooms, 


MEF and non-classroom, non-MEF space. As stipulated in Regulation Section 


1859.51(i)(5), the project may include the construction of more classrooms than 


needed to house the pupils requested in the application as specified, but these 


classrooms must have been in the plans submitted with the application. The 


flexible structuring of the bid documents will accommodate the districts’ need to 


make decisions based on the bid results.


If the project is non-financial hardship, then any project savings may be retained 


and used for any high priority capital facilities needs or as part of the district’s 


contribution to a future SFP project. This approach would provide an alternative 


method to later add facilities if the district had not included the additional desired 


facilities in the plans for the project approved by the SAB. However, the law 


stipulates that classrooms provided by State or local funding shall be adjusted from 


the districts’ SFP new construction eligibility baseline.


Reductions, Deletions or Modifications
Some flexibility is a recognized part of SFP new construction projects. However, 


to continue with a project as approved by the Board, the original intent or project 


scope must be maintained. If modifications are considered by a district, it is 


critical that the affected State agencies be part of the process and that certain 


project requirements continue to be met. The State agencies are coordinating 


efforts in this area to assist districts when these situations arise. Some extenuating 


circumstances may be considered by the SAB, as outlined in the next column.

FINANCIAL HARDSHIP PROGRAM QUALIFYING CRITERIA 
 
 
Regulation Section 1859.81.  Financial Hardship. 
 
Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a district is eligible for financial 
hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c), 
and (d) below: 
(a) The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible project.  To determine this, an 


analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by the OPSC including data and records maintained by the 
CDE and the County Office of Education.  The analysis shall consist of a review of the district’s latest Independent 
Audit regarding funds available from all capital facility accounts, including, but not limited to, developer fees, funds 
generated from capital facility certificates of participation, federal grants, redevelopment funds, sale proceeds from 
surplus property, the appraised value of facilities approved for replacement pursuant to Section 1859.82, bond funds 
either encumbered, unencumbered or authorized but unsold, and savings from other SFP projects.  All funds thus 
identified that have not been expended or encumbered by a contractual agreement for a specific capital outlay purpose 
prior to the initial request for financial hardship status shall be deemed available as a matching contribution. 


 
After the initial request for financial hardship status is granted, no further encumbrances will be approved by the 
OPSC and all prospective revenue made available to the district’s capital facility accounts shall be deemed 
available as matching contribution on the subsequent financial hardship review, with the exception of: 


(1)   Approved interim housing expenditures. 
(2)   Funding to pay for previously recognized multi-year encumbrances approved at the initial financial hardship approval. 
(3)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Federal 


Renovation Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the maximum Federal 
Renovation Grant amount. 


(4)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the School 
Facilities Needs Assessment Grant Program or Emergency Repair Program when the amount expended out of 
that fund does not exceed the maximum grant amount apportioned. 


(5)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Career 
Technical Education Facilities Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the 
applicant’s share of the maximum grant amount apportioned.  


(6)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and used for the express purpose of the Overcrowding 
Relief Grant when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the amount of the site acquisition and 
design costs of the project and the district has submitted an approved Form SAB 50-11. 


(7)   Funding that is used for the express purpose of reimbursing the State a proportionate share of financial hardship  
       received when there has been a transfer of a special education program and title to the facility.  In addition, the  
       funding was used within five years of the title transfer. 
(8)   Funding to pay for obtaining a structural report pursuant to Section 1859.82 for an approvable and funded 


seismic mitigation project.  
(9)  All other capital facility funding for a period of three years when no subsequent financial hardship request is made 


during this period, with the exception of the funding identified in (6).  The three-year period begins with the date of 
the most recent financial hardship new construction or modernization adjusted grant funding apportionment. 
 
When Overcrowding Relief Grant funding is set aside pursuant to (6) and the School District has not submitted, 
or the OPSC has not accepted, a Form SAB 50-04 for an Overcrowding Relief Grant within three years from the 
date of deposit into the Special Reserve Fund, or the School District has not met the requirements in Sections 
1859.90 or 1859.105, remaining funds plus interest accrued at the Pooled Money Investment Board rate at that

time period shall be deemed available as matching contribution on a subsequent financial hardship project or be 
captured through an audit adjustment pursuant to Section 1859.106. 
 
The financial hardship analysis is subject to approval by the Board. 
 


(b)   From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may retain $19,776 per classroom in 
each enrollment reporting period for the cost to provide interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils of the 
district.  The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The 
number of classrooms needed for interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils shall be the sum of the 
positive numbers determined in (b)(7) as follows: 


(1)   Determine the current enrollment of the district by grade level as shown on the latest Form SAB 50-01. 
(2)   Determine the New Construction Grants apportioned by grade level for all SFP projects and LPP funded under 


the provisions of Sections 1859.12 or 1859.13 where the district has submitted Form SAB 50-06 indicating that 
the project is 100 percent complete. 


(3) Subtract (b)(2) from (b)(1). 
(4) Determine the number of classrooms by grade level reported in Part 1, Line 8 on Form SAB 50-02. 
(5) Multiply the classrooms determined in (b)(4) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe. 
(6) Subtract the product determined in (b)(5) from the difference determined in (b)(3) by grade level. 
(7) Divide the difference by grade level determined in (b)(6) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for 


Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
 


From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per portable toilet 
unit in each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim toilet facilities for the currently unhoused pupils  
of the district.  The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The 
number of toilet facilities needed for interim housing shall be the sum of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7)  
divided by eight rounded up to the nearest whole number. 
 
From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per classroom in 
each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils displaced as 
a result of a SAB approved seismic mitigation project pursuant to Section 1859.82.  The amount shown shall be 
adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The number of classrooms needed for interim 
housing shall be the quotient of the displaced pupils by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe 
and round up to the nearest whole number. 
 
If the district’s available funds, as determined by the OPSC analysis less costs for interim housing, is less than its 
matching share, the district will be deemed to have met the requirements of this Subsection. 
 
(c)   The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating it is levying the 


developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than the developer fee otherwise 
justified under law at the time of request for hardship and the district meets at least one of the following: 


(1)  The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing school 
facilities in accordance with Education Code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the time of  
request for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity.  Outstanding 
bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, School Facility 
Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a debt service that was 
issued for capital outlay school facility purposes. 


(2)  The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed under 
Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status.  The proceeds 
from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of Proposition 39 must 
be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for SFP project(s). 


(3)   It is a County Superintendent of Schools. 
(4)   The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or less.  
(5)   Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB. 
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If the district’s request for financial hardship status is denied by the Board, the district may be deemed eligible for rental 
payments of $2,000 per year per classroom under the Emergency School Classroom Law of 1979 for a two year period when 
relocatable classroom buildings are available and the district provides financial documentation that it is unable to afford the  
full rental amount and any other information satisfactory to the Board that the rental reduction is necessary.  The number of 
classrooms eligible for the $2,000 rental payments shall be the sum of the numbers determined in (c)(5)(B) as follows: 
(A) Determine the number of pupils by grade level that the district requested a New Construction Grant on the Form 


SAB 50-04 that were denied financial hardship status. 
(B) Divide the number by grade level determined in (c)(5)(A) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for 


Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
(d)  The district has not signed a contract for acquisition or construction of classrooms that replace existing facility(ies), 


which were included in the determination of the district’s new construction eligibility pursuant to Education Code 
Section 17071.75, in a locally funded project during the five-year period immediately preceding the district’s 
application for financial hardship assistance.  This restriction may be lifted if the Board finds that unforeseen and 
extenuating circumstances existed that required the district to use local funds to replace the facility(ies).   


(e)  If the district meets the financial hardship requirements in this Section, the amount of financial hardship is equal 
to the district’s matching share less funds deemed available in (a). 


(1)  Once a district has been notified by the OPSC that it meets the requirements of financial hardship in this Section, 
the district may file Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship anytime within a period of 180 
calendar days from the date of the OPSC notification. 


(2)   If the district does not submit Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship within 180 calendar 
days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial hardship status, the district must re-qualify for financial 
hardship status under the provisions of this Section by submittal of a new request for financial hardship status. 


(3)   If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial 
hardship and the project(s) has been included on an unfunded list for more than 180 calendar days, a review of 
the district’s funds pursuant to (a) will be made to determine if additional district funds are available to fund the 
district’s matching share of the project(s). 
 
Financial hardship approval status by the OPSC for a separate design and/or site apportionment does not apply 
to any subsequent funding for the project(s). 
 


(f) If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial 
hardship and the project(s) has been included on the “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” for more than 180 
calendar days as a result of the State of California’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money 
Investment Account (AB 55 loans), the Board may suspend the unfunded review requirement as defined in 
Regulation Section 1859.81(e).  Projects added to any other unfunded list shall be subject to the review detailed 
in Regulation Section 1859.81(e).  Regulation Section 1859.81(f) shall become inoperative July 1, 2011. 


(g)  A project added to an unfunded list on or after July 1, 2011 will be subject to the review detailed in section (e)(3).  For 
projects added to an unfunded list between February 25, 2009 and June 30, 2011, only the district’s financial records 
on or after July 1, 2011 will be considered in calculating any adjustment to the district’s matching share.
