EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT

The Executive Officer informed the SAB of the following:

May 2021 Priority Funding Apportionments

The SAB approved funding apportionments at its April 28, 2021 meeting in the amount of $519.4
million for 229 projects from 114 school districts. This was a result of the cash proceeds from the
General Obligation Bond sale that took place in March 2021. School districts that received a Priority
Funding Apportionment are required to submit a valid Fund Release Authorization, (Form SAB 50-
05) to OPSC by the end of day, Tuesday, July 27, 2021. OPSC encourages school districts to
submit the documentation electronically through the OPSC Online system or via email to OPSC’s
ApplicationReviewTeam@dgs.ca.gov. OPSC will continue to accept hard copies through the U.S.
Mail. As of June 11, 2021, OPSC received 84 Forms SAB 50-05 representing a total of $236.7
million and, out of the 84 projects, funds have been released for 76 of the projects in the amount of
$203.7 million. School districts are reminded that the non-participation regulations remain in effect.

21 Priority Funding Filing Round Apportionments

The 21% Priority Funding filing period closed at the end of day on June 10, 2021. Valid requests are
eligible to receive apportionments from July 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021. OPSC received
requests in the amount of $768 million for all 246 unique projects.

New Virtual Training Announcement

OPSC has held 11 free virtual training workshops since the start of the series in January 2021.
These virtual training workshops provide background and training on applying to the different
programs offered by OPSC as well as navigating the new online system, OPSC Online. To date, 753
external participants have attended these workshops and the feedback received has been
overwhelmingly positive.

2021/2022 STATE BUDGET UPDATES

California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten and Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities
Grant Program

Assembly Bill 130 was signed by the Governor on July 9, 2021. Among other changes,
this bill expands the Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities Grant Program to the California
Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten and Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities Grant
Program. This bill provided an additional $490 million to the Program for school districts
to construct new school facilities or retrofit existing school facilities for the purposes of
providing preschool classrooms for California state preschool programs, transitional
kindergarten classrooms, and full-day kindergarten classrooms.

The Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) Staff intends to hold several public
meetings to invite stakeholder participation in the development of updated regulations
for the expanded program. Staff has tentatively scheduled the first stakeholder meeting
for September 8, 2021.

Additional Funding for the School Facility Program (SFP)

Additionally, Assembly Bill 130 appropriated an additional $250 million from the General
Fund to the State Allocation Board to provide funding for SFP new construction and
modernization projects. Staff is currently working on guidelines for allocating these
moneys. Staff is planning to present proposed guidelines at the September State
Allocation Board (Board) meeting.

Facility Inspection Tool

Senate Bill 129 was signed by the Governor on July 12, 2021. Among other changes,
this bill provides $250,000 for OPSC to update the Facility Inspection Tool for use
beginning July 1, 2022. The Facility Inspection Tool is used to determine if a school
facility is in “good repair” as defined in statute. OPSC will hold several stakeholder
meetings to receive feedback and consultation on the development of the updated Tool.
Staff has tentatively scheduled the first stakeholder meeting for September 30, 2021.

APRIL 2021 PRIORITY FUNDING APPORTIONMENTS

As a result of cash proceeds that became available from the General Obligation Bond
Sale that took place in March 2021, the Board approved funding apportionments for
$519.4 million for 229 projects from 114 school districts that participated in the
twentieth priority funding filing round at the April 28, 2021 meeting.

Districts that receive a Priority Funding Apportionment were required to submit a valid
Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) by the end of Tuesday, July 27, 2021 to
the OPSC. The Form SAB 50-05 and supporting documentation may be emailed to
OPSCApplicationReviewTeam@dgs.ca.gov.

As of July 30, 2021, OPSC received 111 of the required 226 Forms SAB 50-05
representing a total of $347.6 million. Out of the 111 projects, we’ve released funds for
111 of them in the amount of $347.6 million. In addition, OPSC released funds for 3
projects in the amount of $1.8 million that did not require a Form SAB 50-05.
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If a required applicant did not submit a valid fund release request by July 27, 2021,
the project was given a non-participation occurrence and received a new Unfunded
Approval date of July 27, 2021. If a second non-participation occurrence is received,
the project will be rescinded without further action by the Board.

21st PRIORITY FUNDING FILING ROUND APPORTIONMENTS

The 218t Priority Funding Filing Round closed at the end of the day on June 10, 2021.
Valid requests made during this window are eligible for apportionments from July 1,
2021 through December 31, 2021. OPSC received requests in the amount of $766.1
million for 246 of the total 260 unique and eligible projects, which includes requests for
241 out of 244 eligible SFP projects and 5 out of 16 eligible Charter School Facilities
Program projects.

SEPTEMBER 2021 GENERAL OBLIGATION BOND SALE

The upcoming General Obligation Bond sale is scheduled for the week of September
12th and expect to close the week of September 20th. Staff will be moving forward the
proceeds for the Board to take action on the apportionments to the October 2021 Board
meeting.

NEW VIRTUAL TRAINING ANNOUNCEMENT

Since the June 23, 2021 Board meeting, OPSC has held one more free virtual training
workshop. The most recent workshop took place on August 3, 2021 and covered the
Financial Hardship Program. The session introduced attendees to the Financial
Hardship Program process, how districts may qualify for financial hardship assistance to
pair with their SFP funded projects, how available funding is determined, options for
savings or overspent amounts upon the project close out audit, and how to avoid
potential problems in applying for Financial Hardship assistance.

OPSC has held 12 free virtual training workshops since the start of the series in January
2021. These virtual workshops provide background and training on applying to the
different programs offered by OPSC as well as navigating our new online application,
OPSC Online, and various processes related to SFP funding. Thus far, 825 external
participants have attended these workshops and the feedback from school districts and
stakeholders has been overwhelmingly positive.

In continuing this effort, OPSC has scheduled one new virtual training workshop:

The upcoming workshop covers the Site Development Worksheet and the new Facility
Hardship Cost Estimate (Form SAB 58-01) and is scheduled for September 9, 2021
from 10 a.m. —11:30 a.m. The session will introduce attendees to the Plan Verification
Team and their role in processing applications, discuss the purpose and use cases for
both forms, provide an overview of the review process and funding analysis associated
with each form, and offer tips for successfully completing each of the forms to get the
best results when submitting these documents.
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OPSC will send an email blast to those subscribed announcing the dates and times for
these and any upcoming free training sessions soon. The information will also be
posted to OPSC’s Virtual Training Series webpage under Resources at
https://tinyurl.com/y64Igpks. Interested parties who wish to receive training information
notifications are encouraged to sign up on the email list link available on the webpage.

All online trainings are archived to OPSC'’s YouTube channel for future access.

WHEREAS, the Board has previously approved or determined to be approvable a
number of projects for construction or modernization eligibility of facilities for school districts and
is making apportionments and/or unfunded approvals for the grant amounts for projects that
meet the Board'’s criteria for the apportionment of grants pursuant to Education Code Sections
17072.10, 17078.52, 17078.70, 17079 or 17074.10 or Board Regulations 1859.81.1 or 1859.83;

WHEREAS, Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2 require the State (on whose behalf
the Board is acting) to declare its reasonable intent to provide grant funding to school districts,
in accordance with Board policy and law, for costs of the projects with proceeds of State bonds;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

1. This Resolution is adopted by the Board for the purposes of establishing
compliance with Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2, and this Resolution does
not bind the Board to make any additional apportionment, or bind the State to
incur any indebtedness.

2. The Board anticipates that some or all of the school districts listed on the list of
“Projects” referred to in this Resolution will pay certain capital expenditures in
connection with some or all of the project costs prior to the issuance of bonds by
the State to pay for the grants for the projects. The reimbursement of such costs
is consistent with the State’s budgetary and financial circumstances, and in
accordance with Board policy, as no other funds or accounts of the State have
been budgeted or are available to pay the costs of the projects on either a short-
term or a long-term basis.

3. The Board, acting on behalf of the State, hereby declares that it is the State’s
official intent to use proceeds of general obligation bonds that may become
available for such purpose, consistent with the requirements of law that are in
effect at the time the funds are available, to provide grants in accordance with
applicable laws and regulations.

4. This Resolution shall be continuously available for inspection by the general
public during normal business hours at the offices of the Board at 707 3™ Street,
West Sacramento, California, commencing within one week after the date of
enactment of this Resolution.

5. Any eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment of future funding
by the Board.

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present to the State Allocation Board (Board) a list of School Facility Program (SFP)
applications for unfunded approval.

At the January 2021 Board meeting, the Board elected to provide an increase
adjustment of 1.42 percent to SFP projects for calendar year 2021. The projects listed
on the Attachment reflect the Board’s action of the adoption of the 1.42 percent increase
based on the RS Means Construction Cost Index. In addition, the project applications
represent SFP New Construction, Modernization, Charter School and Overcrowding
Relief Grant projects in date order of a complete application being received by the
Office of Public School Construction (OPSC).

AUTHORITY

SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as an
information list of unfunded projects that was created due to the State’s inability to
provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment Account (AB 55 loans) to
fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget
Letter #33 issued on December 18, 2008.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states:

“When the Board has no funds to apportion ..., the Board will also accept and process
applications for apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on
the date the application is ready for Apportionment, with the exception of New
Construction funding applications that utilize eligibility generated by the Alternative
Enrollment Projection.

An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement
subject to adjustments in the New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section
1859.77.
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BACKGROUND

At the March 11, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board requested that Staff continue to process
applications to the Board for unfunded approval, up to the bonding authority. The
Attachment reflects applications being presented for unfunded approval, including SFP
modernization and new construction projects in date order of a complete application
being received by the OPSC. The list also includes health and safety facility hardship
applications for funding that have been processed and are ready for approval
regardless of received date. The unfunded approval of the applications as reflected on
the Attachment does not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Approve the SFP applications as presented on the Attachment.

2. Provide that these unfunded approvals do not constitute a guarantee of future
funding.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.82.2 states that “A school district is eligible for funding to repair,
reconstruct, or replace the Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings which were originally
constructed to be used as School Facilities and pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its
occupants in the event of seismic activity. Program eligibility is determined by the Division of
the State Architect while determination of grant funding is determined by the Board based on
the following criteria.

Notwithstanding Sections 1859.93 and 1859.93.1, all applications for the seismic mitigation of
the Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings shall be funded in the order of receipt of an
Approved Application for funding. Any grants provided for the purpose of this section shall be
provided as a new construction project and allocated on a 50 percent state share basis.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.82.2(a) states,
(a) Seismic mitigation projects must meet all of the following requirements:
(1) The construction contract was executed on or after May 20, 2006;
(2) The project funding provided shall be for the minimum work necessary to obtain
DSA approval;
(3) The School Building is designed for occupancy by students and staff; and
(4) The DSA concurs with a report by a structural engineer, which identifies structural
deficiencies that pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its occupants in a seismic event.
The structural engineers report shall conform to the guidelines prepared by the DSA, in
accordance with Education Code Section 17310.

If the unacceptable risk of injury is due to the presence of faulting, liquefaction or
landslide, these hazards must be documented by a geological hazards report prepared
by an engineering geologist in accordance with California Building Code, Part 2,
Chapter 18, section 1803A and with concurrence of the California Geological Survey

In 2020, Del Norte Unified School District conducted a survey of the condition of the electrical
system at Crescent Elk Middle School. During the survey, electrical contractors observed
several areas of concern in the existing electrical system serving the campus. A full electrical
system assessment and report by Solomon Electric and Data, Inc., dated February 2021
identifies critical deficiencies in multiple electrical service panels throughout the site. The
failures include malfunctioning circuit breakers, failed grounding systems, and severe
corrosion to critical components caused by water intrusion in several areas. The electrical
report indicates “a compromised electrical system poses a danger and threat to the life and
safety of students and staff. The hazard posed by this failure should be mitigated by complete
replacement of the affected equipment.” A subsequent report by PBK investigated the sources
of water intrusion and concluded “The adverse impact of the coastal climate has had a big
impact on the current condition. Selection of materials has no doubt influenced the
deterioration, in particular, exterior panels. This has resulted in extensive corrosive damage to
the exterior and interior of the panels. This issue would also create a life safety issue for those
maintaining the electrical systems.”

SCOPE OF PROJECT

The scope of the project includes the replacement of the failed electrical equipment on the
Crescent ElIk Middle School site and ancillary work as required to mitigate underlying water
intrusion into the system.

COVID-19 AND POTENTIAL IMPACTS ON NEW CONSTRUCTION ELIGIBILITY

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present the State Allocation Board (Board) with updates on potential impacts of
COVID-19 on enroliment and new construction eligibility updates for the 2020/2021
enrollment year.

DESCRIPTION

To help ensure that bond funds were being used for the most current classroom capacity
needs within school districts, the Board approved regulations in June of 2017 that
provide funding for unhoused pupils at the time of application processing. In accordance
with the Board’s action, school districts are required to submit an Enroliment
Certification/Projection (Form SAB 50-01) to update their eligibility within 90 days of
receiving notification from OPSC that an application will be processed.

On March 4, 2020, the Governor proclaimed that a State of Emergency exists in
California as a result of the threat of COVID-19 that added many challenges for school
districts. Many school districts finished the 2019/2020 school year through distance
learning. As the pandemic continued into the 2020/2021 school year, many school
districts continued with distance learning and/or a hybrid approach.

Some school districts have indicated that COVID-19 has resulted in a decline in
enrollment during the 2020/2021 school year which has resulted in a decline in eligibility
for School Facility Program (SFP) new construction funding. Staff is seeking Board
direction on how to address these concerns.

BACKGROUND

General Impact of COVID-19 on School Districts

On March 4, 2020, the Governor proclaimed that a State of Emergency exists in
California as a result of the threat of COVID-19 that added many challenges for school
districts. COVID-19 added many challenges for school districts. A majority of school
districts completed the 2019/2020 school year through distance learning. For the
2020/2021 school year, many school districts continued with a distance learning and/or
hybrid approach. Some school districts have reported that they had lost enroliment due
to factors such as lower rates of enrollment for kindergarten due to it being optional,
inter-district migration to or from the school district boundaries and transfers to
alternative school options such as home-schooling, charter schools, and private schools.

In recognition of the loss of enroliment, Senate Bill 820 was enacted in September 2020,
which amended Education Code 43502(b)(1) to state that average daily attendance for
local educational agencies for the 2020/2021 school year will be calculated off of the
average daily attendance reported for the 2019/2020 school year.
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BACKGROUND (cont.)

While most of school districts appear to intend to implement full in-person instruction for
the 2021/2022 school year, it remains too early to determine what future enrollment will
be.

Demonstration of Current Need for New Construction Projects

The requirement for school districts to update new construction eligibility for the
enrollment year in which the application is being processed stems back to the Board’s
actions following the passage of Proposition 51. In November 2016 voters approved
Proposition 51, which in part provided $3 billion for new construction projects.

Upon passage of Proposition 51, the Board endeavored to ensure that new bond funds
were provided only for new construction projects with current unhoused pupil needs at
the time the applications were processed. At the June 5, 2017 meeting, the Board took
action to move all projects from the Applications Received Beyond Bond Authority
(ARBBA) List to OPSC'’s active workload list while also requiring districts to update new
construction eligibility for the enrollment year in which OPSC processes the application
to demonstrate a current need for additional classrooms. At the same meeting, the
Board stated that it would consider appeals relating to eligibility on a case-by-case basis.

Demonstration of Current Need — Impacts of 2020/2021 Enroliment

In accordance with the Board’s action, districts are required to submit an Enroliment
Certification/Projection (Form SAB 50-01) to update their eligibility within 90 days of
receiving notification from OPSC that an application will be processed. Applications
processed from November 1, 2020 through October 31, 2021 are required to use
enroliment data through the 2020/2021 enroliment year. As staff was preparing to send
out the natifications to school districts for applications being processed in the 2020/2021
enrollment year, concern was expressed by some school districts that COVID-19 could
negatively impact their enroliment projections. As such, staff encouraged school districts
to submit updated information for new construction eligibility early in order for staff to
determine potential impacts on 2020/2021 enroliment due to COVID-19.

As funding applications being processed were starting to use 2020/2021 enrollment,
school districts took a variety of actions to attempt to secure sufficient eligibility to fund
their applications. They took actions such as using various alternate projection methods
and augmentations, reducing their original pupil grant request, adopting a Use of Grant
request to utilize available pupil grants in alternative grade levels, and opting to
temporarily pause the processing of their applications in order to see the outcome of this
item.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

Because the causes of school districts’ enroliment trends are often nuanced and multi-
faceted, it is difficult to determine the degree of impact COVID-19 alone had on
enrollment trends. However, based on review of the data, Staff thinks it is reasonable to
conclude that some school districts have been impacted by the global pandemic and that
this warrants Board discussion and action.
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.)

Enrollment Projections & Cohort Method

The Education Code governing the SFP and SFP Regulations have existing
mechanisms by which school districts can maximize eligibility to justify funding requests,
thereby providing the ability to account for unusual enroliment trends that may impact
enrollment projections.

In the simplest method to determine new construction eligibility, a school district must
demonstrate that existing seating capacity within the school district is insufficient to
house the anticipated future enrollment generated by the enroliment projection on the
Form SAB 50-01 using the Cohort Survival Enroliment Projection (Cohort) method.
Through this requirement, school districts are afforded an opportunity to demonstrate a
projected district-wide unhoused pupil need for additional classroom capacity, and the
requirement also allows school districts to construct classrooms in anticipation of the
future enroliment need.

The Cohort is the mathematical means used to determine a district’s enrollment
projection. It estimates what a district’s enroliment will be in five or 10 years by observing
the trend of enroliment (increasing or decreasing) between grade levels, projecting that
the same trend will continue for five or 10 years and allows school districts to plan future
construction activities accordingly. If a school district is experiencing a declining
enroliment trend, any enroliment projections submitted during the period of decline
would likely result in a downward projection of the school district’s future eligibility.
Conversely, if district-wide enrollment is trending upwards, it is likely that a district’s
eligibility would also increase to account for the projected number of additional pupils.

New Construction Eligibility is determined by calculating the average rate of change for
each grade level, based on weighting mechanisms. In the standard calculation, the most
recent year is weighted the heaviest.

Therefore, the prior year’s kindergarten enrollment has the largest impact on the
enrollment projection and depending how much it has increased or decreased from the
prior year could determine if the school district’s enrollment projection results in a
positive or negative outcome. Please note that the kindergarten enroliment reported on
the Form SAB 50-01 should include transitional-kindergarten (TK) enrollment.

The standard Cohort method assumes that the historical trends in the school district’s
enrollment will continue in the future. As a result, the standard Cohort method is more
accurate for districts with steady enrollment trends and less accurate for school districts
experiencing sudden, unusual growth or declines.

SFP Regulations provide various methods to supplement the Cohort method that allow
school districts to pick a projection method(s) that best represents their enroliment
trends. SFP Regulations also provide alternative reporting options for small school
districts to account for disadvantages these districts may face due to their size because
small fluctuations can cause a dramatic change in a school district’s projected eligibility.
Additionally, SFP Regulations allow school districts to utilize a Use of Grants request,
which enables districts to divert pupil grants from one grade level for the purposes of
constructing classrooms at a different grade level.
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Five-Year Projection Methods

Description

Typical

Uses a weighted mechanism of 1-2-3, where the
greatest weight is given to the most current year.

Compares three weighting types (1-2-3, 3-2-1, and
1-1-1) and determine the type that best represents
the trends of a district’s enrollment.

in enrollment from year to year and do not
grow or decline predictably.

Alternative Weighting

Uses an alternate weighting mechanism consisting
of any three positive whole numbers (i.e., 3-4-8 or

3-2-8) that is shown to best represent the trends of
a district’s enrollment.

Five-Year Projection
Augmentations

Description

Birth Rate Data

Compares historical birth numbers to past
kindergarten enrollment to determine how many
children born will attend that district. Best for
circumstances where kindergarten enrollment
fluctuates or makes an uncharacteristic drop.

Dwelling Units

Determined by the number of unhoused pupils that
are anticipated because of dwelling units proposed
to be built in a district. Best for a district
experiencing unusual residential growth so it can
factor in these additional students into the
enrollment projection.

District Student Yield Factor

Reflects the number of students each dwelling unit
will generate for purposes of an enroliment
augmentation. Best for a district experiencing
unusual residential growth so it can factor in these
additional students into the enrollment projection.

Complexity of Determining Causes of Declining Enrollment

One challenge in accounting for the decline in enroliment in 2020/2021 when processing
new construction eligibility updates is that it is difficult to determine the extent to which
COVID-19 alone negatively impacted a school district’s enroliment versus other factors.
The factors behind a school district’s enroliment trend are often nuanced and multi-
faceted.

Two significant factors likely contributing to the overall enroliment decrease in 2020/2021
are the general population loss in the state as well as the consistently declining birth
rate. Refer to Attachment B for data regarding statewide population trends. In addition to
these statewide population declines, factors such as inter-district migration to or from the
school district boundaries and transfers to non-public school options such as home-
schooling and private schools may also have played roles in declining enroliment of a
school district. While many areas have experienced population decline, other areas saw
population growth. The presence of all these factors means that it is difficult to parse out
the degree of impact that COVID-19 alone has had on enrollment; however, it does
appear that COVID-19 is having an impact on 2020/2021 enroliment and, thus, SFP new
construction eligibility.

Impact of COVID-19 on School Facility Program New Construction Eligibility

As of August 5, 2021, 52 school districts have had their Form SAB 50-01 processed by
OPSC in order to update to the 2020/2021 enroliment year. OPSC is aware of an
additional 6 school districts that will use 2020/2021 enrollment for future processing; as
such, these 6 districts are not included in the data below. Despite the options available
to school districts to maximize their eligibility (as described earlier in the item), 26 of the
52 total school districts (representing 47 of the total 92 applications) have encountered
reductions in their new construction eligibility projections resulting in insufficient eligibility
to support their funding applications.

*These numbers include four school districts that have several applications, some of
which are not impacted by the 2020/2021 update and others that are impacted.

Of these 47 impacted applications, 22 applications were able to move forward, with 6
applications needing to reduce their original pupil grant request and the remaining 16
needing to adopt a Use of Grant request to utilize available pupil grants in alternative
grade levels. The other 25 applications of the 47 were not able to move forward as a
result of the 2020/2021 update, with 2 applications being returned and 23 applications
intending to appeal the results of this update and/or wait to see the outcome of this item.

Uncertain Future for Enrollment

It is unknown how enrollment trends will be in the upcoming enrollment years. It is
difficult for school districts and staff to determine what enrollment will look like as school
districts transition back to in-person instruction. It is unknown if trends seen in the
2020/2021 year, such as increased enrollment in private schools and homeschool
programs, will continue in upcoming years. Because of this uncertainty about the future,
there is no assurance that enroliment in the 2021/2022 enroliment year and beyond
would necessarily bounce back to pre-COVID-19 amounts.

If enroliment does rebound, the SFP Regulations allow for alternative weighting options
that could put less emphasis on the 2020/2021 enrollment year and more emphasis on
the 2021/2022 and years preceding 2020/2021 as they form the projected enrollment for
future years. An enrollment rebound wherein school districts went from having significant
declines in 2020/21 enrollment and then significant increases in 2021/22 enroliment may
result in high eligibility yield for future enroliment updates. An exploration of the potential
impacts of such an enroliment rebound is discussed later in this item and in Attachment
C.

Proposed Solution to Address 2020/2021 Enrollment Declines

Due to the unique circumstances created by the global pandemic, staff believes it is
prudent to raise the issue of how to address the potential impacts of COVID-19 on
2020/2021 enroliment when processing current new construction eligibility applications
while also adhering to the Board’s previous decision to require districts to demonstrate a
current need.

Staff is providing the following recommendation:

Allow Districts that are currently required to use 2020/21 enroliment information
the option of using 2019/20 enroliment information

If approved, the Board would issue a one-time exemption from the requirement to
update new construction eligibility during the year in which a funding application is
processed. The Board would waive this requirement for all school districts with funding
applications being processed in the 2020/2021 enroliment year. Instead, school districts
would be allowed to choose to either use 2019/2020 enrollment, the most recent
enrollment year prior to the pandemic, or to update to the 2020/2021 enrollment year.

This is based on the fact that for many districts 2020/2021 was a highly unusual,
anomalous enrollment year due in part to the COVID-19 pandemic. Therefore,
continuing to use 2019/2020 enroliment levels may prove to be a more accurate
representation of school districts’ enroliment needs when school districts may largely
return to the instruction style used prior to COVID-19.

When considering 2020/2021 updates, Staff tried and considered many methods and
alternatives in order to account for potential impacts of COVID-19 on enroliment. The
option that appears to best address the situation within existing regulatory requirements
and process is to provide school districts the option of using an update based off of
2019/2020 enrollment rather than off of 2020/2021 enroliment.
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Staff does recognize that this solution may not solve the new construction eligibility
issues for all school districts, namely districts wherein there are many factors other than
COVID-19 that are contributing to a declining enroliment trend. However, it does appear
to be an option for minimizing the impacts related to COVID-19. Further, it is similar to
actions taken to address calculations used for determining Local Control Funding
Formula allocations for the 2020/2021 school year.

To illustrate the potential impact of implementing this recommendation, calculations for
those districts and applications for which OPSC had sufficient information were run to
determine how many districts and applications that did not have eligibility with 2020/2021
enrollment would benefit from using 2019/2020 enroliment.

Staff also created two specific examples using actual enrollment to show the outcome
for two types of districts: a district wherein 2020/2021 appears to be an atypical dip in

enrollment and a district wherein 2020/2021 appears to be part of a longer trend of
decline caused by various factors other than just the COVID-19 pandemic. In these
examples, staff explored the difference between the eligibility generated with the
2020/2021 update and the 2019/2020 update. Additionally, these examples also
involved generating estimated projections for the 2021/2022 enrollment year wherein the
enrollment amounts from the 2019/2020 year were listed for the 2021/2022 year with the
assumption that this upcoming year would return to pre-COVID-19 levels. Please refer to
Attachment C for this information.

Summary

Staff believes that COVID-19 has impacted school districts’ enrollment and that
2020/2021 enrollment is not producing an accurate representation of new construction
need for all school districts.

While using 2019/2020 enroliment will not solve every eligibility related issue, it appears
to partially or fully address the issue for most school districts and is consistent with
similar actions taken by the Legislature related to Local Control Funding Formula
allocations. Due to the unique circumstances presented by COVID-19, Staff
recommends that the Board allow school districts that are currently required to use
2020/21 enrollment information the option of using 2019/20 enroliment information

RECOMMENDATION

Allow Districts that are currently required to use 2020/21 enrollment information the

option of using 2019/20 enroliment information.

This Item was approved by the State Allocation Board on August 25, 2021.
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Education Code (EC) Section 17070.35 states in part: (a) In addition to all other powers and
duties as are granted to the board by this chapter, other statues, or the California Constitution,
the board shall do all of the following: (1) Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the
rulemaking provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, Chapter 3.5 (commencing with
Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government Code, for the administration
of this chapter...

Government Code Section 15503 states: “Whenever the board is required to make allocations
or apportionments under this part, it shall prescribe rules and regulations for the administration
of, and not inconsistent with, the act making the appropriation of funds to be allocated or
apportioned. The board shall require the procedure, forms, and the submission of any
information it may deem necessary or appropriate. Unless otherwise provided in the
appropriation act, the board may require that applications for allocations or apportionments be
submitted to it for approval.”

Education Code (EC) Section 17071.75 states in part:

After a one-time initial report of existing school building capacity has been completed, the
ongoing eligibility of a school district for new construction funding shall be determined by making
all of the following calculations:
(a) A school district that applies to receive funding for new construction shall use the
following methods to determine projected enroliment:

(g) For a school district with an enrollment of 2,500 or less, an adjustment in enroliment
projections shall not result in a loss of ongoing eligibility to that school district for a period of
three years from the date of the approval of eligibility by the board.

EC Section 17072.35

A grant for new construction may be used for any and all costs necessary to adequately house
new pupils in any approved project, and those costs may only include the cost of design,
engineering, testing, inspection, plan checking, construction management, site acquisition and
development, evaluation and response action costs relating to hazardous substances at a new
or existing schoolsite, demolition, construction, acquisition and installation of portable
classrooms, landscaping, necessary utility costs, utility connections and other fees, equipment
including telecommunication equipment to increase school security, furnishings, and the
upgrading of electrical systems or the wiring or cabling of classrooms in order to accommodate
educational technology. A grant for new construction may also be used to acquire an existing
government or privately owned building, or a privately financed school building, and for the
necessary costs of converting the government or privately owned building for public school use.
A grant for new construction may also be used for the costs of designs and materials that
promote the efficient use of energy and water, the maximum use of natural lighting and indoor
air quality, the use of recycled materials and materials that emit a minimum of toxic substances,
the use of acoustics conducive to teaching and learning, and other characteristics of high
performance schools.
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EC Section 48200

Each person between the ages of 6 and 18 years not exempted under the provisions of this
chapter or Chapter 3 (commencing with Section 48400) is subject to compulsory full-time
education. Each person subject to compulsory full-time education and each person subject to
compulsory continuation education not exempted under the provisions of Chapter 3
(commencing with Section 48400) shall attend the public full-time day school or continuation
school or classes and for the full time designated as the length of the schoolday by the
governing board of the school district in which the residency of either the parent or legal
guardian is located and each parent, guardian, or other person having control or charge of the
pupil shall send the pupil to the public full-time day school or continuation school or classes and
for the full time designated as the length of the schoolday by the governing board of the school
district in which the residence of either the parent or legal guardian is located.

Unless otherwise provided for in this code, a pupil shall not be enrolled for less than the
minimum schoolday established by law.

School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.2 Definitions states in part:

‘.‘i:-orm SAB 50-01” means the Enrollment Certification/Projection, Form SAB 50-01 (Revised
05/09), and, when utilizing HSAA residency reporting, the High School Attendance Area
Residency Reporting Worksheet (New 06/08), which are incorporated by reference.

“Small School District” means a school district with current districtwide enrollment reported in
Part A, the continuation high pupils reported in Part C, and the Special Day Class pupils
reported in Part D on the latest Form SAB 50-01, used to determine or adjust the district’s
baseline eligibility pursuant to Sections 1859.50 and 1859.51 or submitted separately to the
OPSC, thatis 2,500 or less.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.20 SFP Application for Determination of Eligibility

A School District seeking a determination of eligibility for a SFP project shall complete and file
the following documents with the OPSC:

(a) For new construction, either districtwide, HSAA, or Super HSAA, or for modernization
projects, the Form SAB 50-03.

(b) For new construction projects, either districtwide, HSAA or Super HSAA, the Form SAB 50-
01.

(c) For new construction projects, the Form SAB 50-02.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.40. Enroliment Projections Used to Determine a District’s
Eligibility for New Construction Grants

“The district shall provide an enroliment Certification and report enroliment data, on the Form
SAB 50-01. The information provided on this Form shall serve as the basis for determining a
district’s eligibility for New Construction funding. The enrollment projections generated by
completing the Form SAB 50-01 shall be known as Cohort Projections for purposes of this
section....”

(a) In addition, a School District that meets the eligibility criteria as specified in Education Code
Section 17071.75(a)(1) and has applied for determination of eligibility pursuant to Section

1859.20, may submit a request for review of an Alternative Enrollment Projection to the OPSC
and the DRU.

(b) The request must contain all of the following to substantiate the Alternative Enroliment
Projection methodology:

(1) provide a description to the OPSC on how the district cannot adequately meet its housing
needs at the impacted school sites, after considering all existing eligibility mechanisms available
from the Cohort Projections;

(2) a written explanation of the methodology for calculating the enroliment projections;

(3) an electronic copy of the calculations used in determining the enrollment projections;

(4) a disclosure of any assumptions that support the calculations of enroliment projections;

(5) a minimum of three years or more, as determined necessary by the DRU, of historical data
used in calculating the enroliment projections. The data must be verifiable, annually based, and
geographically organized if the school district’'s boundaries have changed since the 2000
Census conducted by the United States Census Bureau.

(6) a list of source(s) used to collect all applicable data with contact information for each data
source;

(7) a separate enrolliment projection for each grade level,

(8) a district-wide enrollment projection for any district that reports district-wide enroliment on
the Form SAB 50-01; or HSAA enrollment projection(s) for any district that reports enroliment for
one or more HSAA(s) on the Form SAB 50-01; or Super HSAA enrollment projection(s) for any
district that reports enroliment for one or more Super HSAA(s) on the Form SAB 50-01.

The eligibility generated by an Alternative Enrollment Projection shall be made available to
eligible school districts pursuant to Education Code Section 17071.75(a)(1), that received the
OPSC’s and the DRU’s approval of the Alternative Enrollment Projection, until the combined
Apportionments for all funding requests utilizing eligibility available from the Alternative
Enrollment Projection reaches $500 million or the Board has no funds to apportion from the
Kindergarten-University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2004.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.41. High School Attendance Area Reporting

(a) A district may request that its eligibility determination for a New Construction Grant be based
on a HSAA or Super HSAA basis if it meets all the following criteria:

(1) The district demonstrates that the eligibility determination for a New Construction Grant in at
least one of the district’'s HSAA or Super HSAA results in negative eligibility for maximum
funding at any grade level within the HSAA or Super HSAA.

(2) The New Construction Grant eligibility determination for the HSAA or Super HSAA is based
on the existing boundaries of the HSAA or Super HSAA and the capacity and projected
enroliment of the HSAA or Super HSAA as shown on the Form SAB 50-03.

(3) The eligibility determination for the HSAA or Super HSAA includes a currently operated high
school that serves any combination of grades nine through twelve and that high school is not a
continuation high school or a community school.

(b) An elementary school district may request that its eligibility determination for a new
construction grant be based on this section if the district meets the criteria in subsection (a) and
meets all of the conditions set forth in Education Code Section 17071.76(c).

(c) If a district meets the criteria in subsection (a) or (b) and requests its eligibility determination
to be based on an HSAA or Super HSAA, eligibility for a future New Construction Grant, with the
exception of community school pupil grants for a county superintendent, in that HSAA or Super
HSAA must be filed on the same basis for a period of five years from the date the district
received an apportionment that was justified by eligibility under that HSAA or Super HSAA. A
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county superintendent reporting on the basis of one or more HSAA basis may file applications
by utilizing HSAA or Super HSAA boundaries of any district within the county. A county
superintendent may report enroliment and file eligibility for a future New Construction Grant
separately for special education pupils or for community school pupils.

If a district requests to re-file its eligibility determination from HSAA or Super HSAA to district-
wide after the five year time period has elapsed, the existing school building capacity in the
district will be determined based on classrooms available in the HSAA or Super HSAA at the
time of initial request for eligibility determination and the current classrooms in the remaining
portion of the district. Once the baseline eligibility has been determined for the district, it will be
adjusted for classrooms constructed, funded or acquired in that HSAA or Super HSAA as
provided by Section 1859.51.

Existing boundaries of a HSAA or Super HSAA may only be changed as a result of Section
1859.51(f).

SFP Regulation Section 1859.41.1. Pupil Reporting Options for Projecting High School
Attendance Area Enroliment.

A district that qualifies to have its eligibility determination for a New Construction Grant made on
a HSAA or Super HSAA basis pursuant to Section 1859.41 must report pupil enroliment for all
HSAAs and/or Super HSAAs for which the district wishes to establish or update eligibility in the
same manner as outlined in either (a) or (b) below:

(a) Report pupils attending schools in the HSAA or Super HSAA. When only a portion of the
enroliment at a feeder school actually contributes to the HSAA or Super HSAA, the district shall
report, as a percentage, only that portion of the enroliment.

(b) Report pupils residing in all HSAA or Super HSAA by completing the High School
Attendance Area Residency Reporting Worksheet (New/06/08). A district that reports pupils by
residence shall only report pupils residing within the boundaries of the HSAA or Super HSAA
that were included in the CBEDS Report of the district for the same enroliment year.

Eligibility for a New Construction Grant, once established using (b) above, must be filed on the
same basis until the district has submitted a final Form SAB 50-06 for all projects for which the
district has received an apportionment justified by eligibility determined using the residency
reporting option. This restriction would not prevent a HSAA or Super HSAA district from re-filing
its eligibility on districtwide basis after the expiration of the five-year period per Section 1859.41.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.42. Projecting Non-Special Day Class Enroliment.

The district enrollment, as reported on the Form SAB 50-01, shall be used to calculate the
district’s projected enroliment other than Special Day Class enroliment. The OPSC shall use
either (a) or (b) to determine the district’s projected enroliment:

(a) Fifth-year projected enroliment with the exception of Special Day Class enroliment shall be
calculated pursuant to the cohort survival enrollment projection system which is described as
follows:

(1) For all grades, using the current and three previous years of enroliment, determine the
numerical change in enrollment between the current grade and the next lower grade in the
previous year; determine the numerical change in enroliment between the previous year grade
and the next lower grade in the second previous year; determine the numerical change in
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enrollment between the second previous year grade and the next lower grade in the third
previous year. Determine the numerical change of kindergarten enrollment on the second
previous and third previous year respectively. A district utilizing a fifth-year enrollment projection
may calculate the kindergarten enrollment projection in accordance with Section 1859.42.1(b).
(2) Compute the annual change in enroliment as explained in (1) for each grade. The annual
change shall then be weighted by multiplying the most recent annual change in enrollment by
three, the next most recent annual change by two, and the earliest annual change by one, and
dividing the sum of the annual weighted changes for each grade by six. The result shall be the
average annual change.

(3) Calculate enrolliment for each projection year by advancing the enrollment in each grade
level through the five-year projection period, modifying the grade progression each year by the
average annual change for each grade as computed in (2).

(b) Tenth-year projected enrollment with the exception of Special Day Class enroliment shall be
calculated pursuant to the cohort survival enroliment projection system which is described as
follows:

(1) For all grades, using the current and seven previous years of enroliment, determine the
numerical change in enroliment between:

(A) The current grade and the next lower grade in the first previous year;

(B) The first previous year grade and the next lower grade in the second previous year;

(C) The second previous year grade and the next lower grade in the third previous year;

(D) The third previous year grade and the next lower grade in the fourth previous year;

(E) The fourth previous year grade and the next lower grade in the fifth previous year;

(F) The fifth previous year grade and the next lower grade in the sixth previous year,;

(G) The sixth previous year grade and the next lower grade in the seventh previous year;

(H) Determine the numerical change of kindergarten enrollment using the previous year’s
kindergarten enroliment in place of the next lower grade in the previous year for each step in (A)
through (G), respectively.

(2) Compute the annual change in enroliment as explained in (1) for each grade. The annual
change shall then be weighted by multiplying the most recent annual change in enroliment by
seven, the next most recent annual change by six, the next most recent annual change by five,
the next most recent annual change by four, the next most recent annual change by three, the
next most recent annual change by two, and the earliest annual change by one, and dividing the
sum of the annual weighted changes for each grade by 28. The result shall be the average
annual change.

(3) Calculate enrollment for each projection year by advancing the latest enroliment in each
grade through the ten-year projection period, modifying the grade progression each year by the
average annual change for each grade as computed in (2).

(c) The projected enroliment of a HSAA or Super HSAA shall be computed in the same manner
as that set forth in this section, except that the enrollment used in such computation shall be
that of the HSAA or Super HSAA rather than the entire district.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.42.1. Supplements to the Fifth-Year Projection of Non-
Special Day Class Enroliment.

A district utilizing a fifth-year enroliment projection pursuant to Section 1859.42(a), except when
reporting on a HSAA or Super HSAA basis pursuant to Section 1859.41.1(b), may supplement
the enrollment projection with any of the following:

(a) The number of pupils as reported by the district on Form SAB 50-01, that will reside in
dwelling units included in an approved and valid tentative or final subdivision map that exceed
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the number of pupils projected as a result of the cohort survival method for that tentative or final
subdivision map. The augmentation shall be calculated as follows:

(1) Calculate a first year projection by advancing the current enroliment as reported on Form
SAB 50-01 by one year for each grade level without applying the average annual change. For
kindergarten, the first year projection shall be the same as the reported current enroliment.

(2) Subtract the current enrollment progressed one year for each grade level as determined in
(1) from the one-year projection of enroliment for each grade level as determined in Section
1859.42(a). If the computation results in a negative number, the number shall be zero.

(3) Divide the current enroliment progressed one year for each grade level by the sum of the
current enrollment progressed one year in all grade levels.

(4) Multiply the number of housing units in the approved and valid tentative or final subdivision
maps by the pupil yield factor provided on the Form SAB 50-01.

(5) Multiply the number of pupils determined in (4) by the percentages determined in (3) for
each grade.

(6) Subtract five times the value determined in (2) from the value determined in (5). If the
computation results in a negative number, the number shall be zero.

(7) Add the value in (6) to the fifth year of projected enroliment as computed in Section
1859.42(a) to establish the augmented projection of enroliment.

(8) For districts with HSAA reporting, the augmentation as provided in this section may include
only dwelling units located in the HSAA or Super HSAA.

(b) The number of children born as reported on the Form SAB 50-01 that will attend
kindergarten within the district or HSAA in the enrollment year that begins during the fifth
calendar year following the year in which the children were born, as determined through the
birth-attendance rate. For the purposes of this section, children born in a given

calendar year will be considered to all begin school in the same enroliment year. For the
purposes of this section, the number of children born shall be referred to as births. The
augmentation shall be calculated as follows:

(1) For current and each of the three previous years of enroliment reported on the Form SAB
50-01, determine the yearly birth-attendance rate by dividing the kindergarten enroliment by the
number of births from the fifth preceding calendar year. Add the four yearly birth-attendance
rates together and divide by four. The result will be the average birth-attendance rate.

(2) The number of births must be as reported by the Department of Health Services by place of
residence. A district may utilize one of the following:

(A) Births as reported by County.

(B) Births as reported by Zip Code. The district must report the ZIP Codes the district or HSAA
will serve for the current year and three previous years. If a district serves only a portion of a ZIP
Code, and if less than 10 percent of the population of that ZIP Code resides within the portion
served by the district, the district must report that ZIP Code, but may choose not to count the
births within that ZIP Code for the purposes of this section.

(3) Calculate the kindergarten enrollment projection by multiplying the average birth-attendance
rate by the number of births five years prior to the applicable projected enroliment year.

(4) For years in which the Department of Health Services has not yet reported the number of
births, the number of births shall be determined by:

(A) Adding the three previous years’ number of births and dividing by three.

(B) For years in which more than one year of births has not yet been reported, the first birth
number shall be calculated per (A), and subsequent years shall be calculated using (A), with the
previous averaged births acting as the previous year births.

(c) Modified weighting that best represents the enroliment trends of the district to supplant the
weighting method used to calculate the average annual change in Section 1859.42(a)(2). The
modified weighting shall be calculated as follows:
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(1) A district choosing to utilize a modified weighting method must submit enroliment data from
14 years immediately prior to those included on the Form SAB 50-01. In total, 18 consecutive
years of enrollment must be submitted. Any enrollment information submitted in addition to the
Form SAB 50-01 must meet all the requirements as provided for Parts A and C on the Form
SAB 50-01.

(2) Utilizing the 18 years of enroliment data, calculate three sets of ten historical enroliment
projections. These projections cannot be supplemented with (a) and (b) above and are made as
follows:

(A) For each of the ten enrolliment projections determine the numerical change in enroliment
utilizing the calculations in Section 1859.42(a)(1), starting with the 14th previous year as the
current year, progressing one year for each of the projections with the tenth projection being
made with the fifth previous year as the current year. When calculating the ten enrollment
projections, the five most recent enroliment years shall not be used.

(B) Compute the average annual change for each of the ten projections utilizing the calculations
per Section 1859.42(a)(2). Calculate enroliment for each projection year by advancing the
enroliment in each grade level through the five-year projection period, modifying the grade
progression each year by the average annual change for each grade as computed in this
paragraph. This set of ten projections shall be the “1-2-3” projections.

(C) Repeat (A) above, but calculate the average annual change by multiplying the most recent
annual change in the enrollment by one, the next most recent annual change by two, and the
earliest annual change by three, and dividing the sum of the annual weight changes for each
grade by six. Calculate enrollment for each

projection year by advancing the enroliment in each grade level through the five-year projection
period, modifying the grade progression each year by the average annual change for each
grade as computed in this paragraph. This set of ten projections shall be the “3-2-1” projections.
(D) Repeat (A) above, but calculate the average annual change by dividing the sum of the
annual changes for each grade by three. Calculate enrollment for each projection year by
advancing the enroliment in each grade level through the five-year projection period, modifying
the grade progression each year by the average annual change for each grade as computed in
this paragraph. This set of ten projections shall be the “1-1-1” projections.

(3) For the ninth previous year through the current year as reported on the Form SAB 50-01
determine the actual enroliment for that year per grade category. For the purposes of this
section, grade category shall mean kindergarten through sixth grade, seventh grade through
eighth grade, and ninth grade through twelfth grade. Determine the actual enrollment for each
grade category by totaling the enrollment from the grades within that grade category.

(4) For each of the ten enrollment projections within each of the three projection types, “1-2-3”,
“3-2-1" and “1-1-1”, determine the percentage of accuracy. The percentage of accuracy shall be
the projected total enroliment for a grade category minus the actual total enrollment for that
grade category five years after divided by the actual grade category total five years later and
multiplied by 100, rounded to two significant figures.

(5) Calculate the absolute value of the percentage of accuracy as determined in (4) above.

(6) Determine the (x,y) coordinate for each percentage of accuracy as determined in (5), with x
being the distance from the y-axis and representing time, and y being the distance from the x-
axis and representing the percentage of accuracy, as follows:

(A) The x coordinate shall be assigned based on 30 enrollment projections made in (2).
Projections made with the fourteenth previous year as the current year shall have an x value of
one, progressing one year for each of the projections with the tenth projection being made with
the fifth previous year as the current year and having an x value of ten.

(B) The y coordinate shall be the distance from zero as calculated in (5), above.

(7) Using Microsoft Office Excel 2003 or a similar tool, plot each point from (6) onto graphs.
Districts must only generate graphs for the grade categories that are reported on the Form SAB
50-01. The points shall be graphed as follows:

(A) Graph one shall be all kindergarten through sixth grade comparisons for “1-2-3” projections.
(B) Graph two shall be all seventh grade through eighth grade comparisons for “1-2-3”
projections.

(C) Graph three shall be all ninth grade through twelfth grade comparisons for “1-2-3”
projections.

(D) Graph four shall be all kindergarten through sixth grade comparisons for “3-2-1” projections.
(E) Graph five shall be all seventh grade through eighth grade comparisons for “3-2-1”
projections.

(F) Graph six shall be all ninth grade through twelfth grade comparisons for “3-2-1” projections.
(G) Graph seven shall be all kindergarten through sixth grade comparisons for “1-1-1”
projections.

(H) Graph eight shall be all seventh grade through eighth grade comparisons for “1-1-1”
projections.

(I) Graph nine shall be all ninth grade through twelfth grade comparisons for “1-1-1” projections.
(8) For each of the graphs in (7), using Microsoft Office Excel 2003 or a similar tool, determine
the Linear Regression equation.

(9) For each projection type, “1-2-3”, “3-2-1” and “1-1-1”, determine the average Linear
Regression equation:

(A) Each equation shall be in the format y = (m * x) + b, where m is the slope and b is the y-axis
intercept.

(B) Determine the average m for each projection type by adding the m’s together and dividing
by the number of m’s. The number should be one to three and equal to the number of grade
categories a district reports on the Form SAB 50-01.

(C) Determine the average b for each projection type by adding the b’s together and dividing by
the number of b’s. The number should be one to three and equal to the number of grade
categories a district reports on the Form SAB 50-01.

(D) Generate the average Linear Regression equation as show in (A) above, for each projection
type by creating three new equations using the average m and b from (B) and (C) above.

(10) Determine the modified weighting that best represents the trends of the district by:

(A) Calculate the three average Linear Regression equations by replacing the x variable with 15.
(B) Determine the absolute value of y for the three results

(C) The projection type with the result closest to zero, or the smallest number, shall be the
modified weighting method that best represents the trends of the district. For the purposes of
(c), this shall be the weighting method used when determining the district’s projection in Section
1859.42(a)(2).

(11) Additionally, a district may propose a fourth weighting method for consideration. The
alternative weights shall be only positive whole numbers. The district must follow steps (2)
through (10) in this Section using the proposed additional alternative weighting method and
determine that the result of (10) is closer to zero than any of the three projection types, “1-2-3”,
“3-2-1" and “1-1-1".

SFP Regulation Section 1859.43. Projecting Special Day Class Enroliment.
The district enroliment, as reported on the Form SAB 50-01, shall be used to calculate the

district’s projected Special Day Class enroliment. The OPSC shall use the following
methodology to determine the district’s projected enroliment:
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(a) For the purposes of this section the final year shall refer to the fifth or tenth-year as
determined in projection method used for projecting non-Special Day Class enrollment in
Section 1859.42. The projected enroliment of Special Day Class students served by a school
district shall be computed by multiplying the total reported enroliment of Special Day Class
students by the final-year projection of the same grade level of students as determined by
Section 1859.42. The resulting value shall be divided by the current enrollment of the same
students as provided on Form SAB 50-01.

(b) The projected enroliment of Special Day Class students served by a county office of
education shall be computed using either (1) or (2). A county office of education that utilized a
fifth-year projection when projecting non-Special Day Class enroliment per Section 1859.42
must utilize a fifth-year projection for projecting its Special Day Class enrollment. A county office
of education that utilized a tenth-year projection when projecting its non-Special Day Class
enroliment per Section 1859.42 must utilize a tenth-year projection for its Special Day Class
enrolliment.

(1) Fifth-year projection enrollment shall be calculated as follows:

(A) Determine the percentage change in total Special Day Class enrollment from the previous
year to the current year; determine the percentage change in total Special Day Class enroliment
in the second previous year to the previous year; determine the percentage change in total
Special Day Class enrollment in the third previous year to the second previous year. To
determine the average annual change, add the three percentage changes and divide by three.
(B) The current Special Day Class enroliment provided by the county office of education as
reported on Form SAB 50-01, shall be adjusted by the average annual percentage change in
(A) for each year until the five-year projected enroliment has been determined.

(2) Tenth-year enrollment projection shall be calculated as follows:

(A) Calculate the average annual change as follows:

1. Determine the percentage change in total Special Day Class enrollment from the previous
year to the current year,

2. Determine the percentage change in total Special Day Class enrollment in the second
previous year to the previous year;

3. Determine the percentage change in total Special Day Class enrollment in the third previous
year to the second previous year;

4. Determine the percentage change in total Special Day Class enrollment in the fourth previous
year to the third previous year;

5. Determine the percentage change in total Special Day Class enrollment in the fifth previous
year to the fourth previous year;

6. Determine the percentage change in total Special Day Class enrollment in the sixth previous
year to the fifth previous year;

7. Determine the percentage change in total Special Day Class enrollment in the seventh
previous year to the sixth previous year.

8. To determine the average annual change, add the seven percentage changes and divide by
seven.

(B) The current Special Day Class enroliment provided by the county office of education as
reported on Form SAB 50-01, shall be adjusted by the average annual percentage change in 8.
above, for each year until the tenth-year projected enroliment has been determined.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.50. Calculations to Determine New Construction Baseline
Eligibility.
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The district shall calculate its eligibility determination by completion of the Form SAB 50-03.
Eligibility determination for New Construction Grant(s) may be requested on either a district-
wide basis, a HSAA or Super HSAA basis.

If a district requests to have its eligibility determination made on a district-wide basis, eligibility
for future grants in the district must be filed on the same basis for a period of five years from the
date the district received an apportionment that was justified by eligibility determined on a
district-wide basis.

If a district requests to re-file its eligibility determination from district-wide to HSAA or Super
HSAA after the five year time period has elapsed, the existing school building capacity in the
HSAA or Super HSAA will be determined based on the classrooms available in the HSAA or
Super HSAA at the time of the initial district-wide request for eligibility determination. Once the
baseline eligibility has been determined for the HSAA or Super HSAA, it will be adjusted for
classrooms constructed, funded or acquired in that HSAA or Super HSAA as provided by
Section 1859.51.

If the district requests to have its eligibility determination made on a HSAA or Super HSAA, it
must meet the criteria of Section 1859.41.

The calculated eligibility on the Form SAB 50-03, is the initial eligibility of the district, the HSAA
or Super HSAA and shall be referenced as the baseline eligibility for future SFP funding. The
baseline eligibility is the basis for filing Form SAB 50-04, for a new construction SFP grant.

If a special education program and the title to the related facilities is transferred between a
school district and county office of education after the baseline eligibility was established by the
Board, the following shall be required if the title transfer took place after January 1, 2007, or if
requested by the school district and county office of education due to a title transfer that took
place prior to January 1, 2007:

(a) The sending School District’s existing school building capacity shall be adjusted pursuant to
Section 1859.51(r).

(b) The receiving School District’s existing school building capacity shall be adjusted pursuant to
Section 1859.51(i).

(c) The sending School District’s enrollment projection shall be adjusted pursuant to Education
Code Section 17071.75(f).

(d) The receiving School District shall remit to the State a proportionate share of any financial
hardship assistance provided for the project as described in Section 1859.106.

For purposes of this paragraph, the transfer of title to facilities shall also include:

(1) A pre-existing lease, for the duration of more than five years whether in a single lease or
cumulative total of several leases, of the receiving School District’s facilities by the sending
School District that is terminated after transfer of the special education program takes place.
(2) A lease, for the duration of more than five years whether in a single lease or cumulative total
of several leases, of the sending School District’s facilities by the receiving School District.
There shall not be any further adjustments made as a result of any subsequent transfers of that
program for a period of five years from the date of the initial transfer or before all applicable
funds have been remitted to the State as a result of the initial transfer. Both School Districts
shall submit a Form SAB 50-01 for enroliment changes immediately upon transfer of title.

A district affected by a reorganization election on or after November 4, 1998 may file an
application for a determination of new construction baseline eligibility after a successful
reorganization election.
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SFP Regulation Section 1859.51. Adjustments to the New Construction Baseline

Eligibility.

The baseline eligibility for new construction determined on the Form SAB 50-03 will be adjusted

as follows:

(e) Increased/decreased by changes in projected enrollment in subsequent enrollment reporting
years for all districts using a fifth-year projection or a tenth-year projection, except decreases as

provided in (j) below.

For all funding requests received by OPSC on or after June 6, 2017, OPSC will notify the
School District in writing that OPSC is scheduled to begin processing the School District's Form
SAB 50-04 and that the School District shall submit the Form SAB 50-01 based on school

district enrollment data, as shown in the table below:

OPSC Received Date of Form SAB 50-01

Enrollment Reporting Year

July 1 through October 31 Submit Prior Fiscal Year Enroliment Data

November 1 through June 30 Submit Current Fiscal Year Enrollment Data

OPSC may return the Form SAB 50-04 to the School District for failure to submit the Form SAB

50-01 within 90 calendar days of OPSC’s notification.
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GENERAL INFORMATION

To determine a district’s initial eligibility for new construction funding
under the School Facility Program (SFP), the district must provide
enrollment information for the current and previous three or seven years,
as appropriate, on this form. After the initial submittal, this form need only
be resubmitted when the district requests additional new construction
funding in a new enrollment year, as a result of a reorganization election
that affects either the district’s enrollment or existing school building
capacity, or as a result of a special education program transfer.

Pupil Enrollment Projection Options

Districts may submit either a fifth-year or a tenth-year enroliment
projection. If utilizing the fifth-year enrollment projection, a district must
provide the current and three previous years'enrollment information. If
utilizing the tenth-year enrollment projection, a district must provide

the current and seven previous years’ enrollment information. Districts
must utilize either the fifth-year or the tenth-year projection for all grade
groupings and High School Attendance Areas (HSAA) or Super HSAAs in
the district.

A high school district, unified school district, elementary school district, or
county superintendent of schools may file on a HSAA basis or Super HSAAs
as provided under Education Code Section 17071.76 and Section 1859.41.

In that case, the enrollment used on this form is the current and three or
seven previous years' pupil enrollment or residence in the HSAA or Super
HSAA.

Districts filing on a HSAA or Super HSAA basis may report pupil enrollment
by either the HSAA in which the pupils attend school or by the HSAA in
which pupils reside. Districts reporting enrollment using residency data
must submit additional documentation outlined below.

The following options are available to project enroliment:
For Districtwide or HSAA Attendance Reporting:

- Fifth-Year Projection
« Districts must report the current and three previous years'enrollment data.
- The fifth-year enrollment projection may be augmented with any of
the following: modified weighting mechanisms, birth-attendance
rates, dwelling units, and a district Student Yield Factor.
« Tenth-Year Projection: Districts must report the current and seven previous
years'enrollment data.

For HSAA Residency Reporting (New 06/08):

- Fifth-Year Projection: Districts must report the current and three previous
years'enrollment data.

« Tenth-Year Projection: Districts must report the current and seven previous
years'enrollment data.

For HSAA Residency Reporting [For Critically Overcrowded Schools (COS)
HSAA districts filing pursuant to Section 1859.147 (e)(2)1:

- Fifth-Year Projection: Districts must report the current and three previous
years'enrollment data.

Augmentations to the Fifth-Year Enroliment Projection

A district that is requesting a fifth-year enrollment projection and
reporting on a districtwide or HSAA pupil attendance basis may utilize the
following augmentations to the enrollment projection:

+ Modified Weighting Mechanisms

If the district is requesting to utilize modified or alternate weighting
mechanisms pursuant to Section 1859.42.1(c), the district must submit
additional K-12 and continuation high school enroliment information for
the 14 years prior to the four years of data reported on this form, for a
total of 18 years of enroliment data.

If the district is requesting to utilize a district-specific alternate weighting
method, it must show that the proposed alternate weighting mechanism
provides a more accurate projection based on historical data as outlined
in Section 1859.42.1(c).

Birth-Attendance Rate Adjustment

If the district is requesting to use the birth-attendance rate based on
county birth data, enter the county births by residence as reported by the
Department of Health Services (DHS) for the current and eight previous
years in Part F of this form.

If the district is requesting a birth-attendance rate adjustment based on
birth data for ZIP codes served by the district, the district must report the
births by residence as reported by the DHS for ZIP Codes served by the
district for the current and eight previous years. When submitting this
form, the district must provide all ZIP Codes served by the district and
indicate the ZIP Codes, if any, for which the district is not reporting birth
data pursuant to Section 1859.42.1(b)(2)(B).

Dwelling Unit Augmentation
Districts requesting a dwelling unit augmentation must provide all of the
following:

- The approval dates of the maps by the local planning commission or
approval authority and
« The number of dwelling units to be built within each subdivision
excluding all dwelling units that have either 1) been occupied; or,
2) had construction permits pulled that are twelve months or older
from the date the permit was pulled. (Note: A district must select only
one option—the Date of Occupancy or permits pulled, plus twelve
months—as the point in time to stop reporting dwelling units for all
tracts being submitted. A district may select the alternate option the
following submittal year if desired.); and,
« One of the following:
1. An approved and valid tentative or final subdivision map with the
local planning commission or approval authority stamp located
on the map, or

2. Anapproved and valid tentative or final subdivision map with
supporting documentation, or

3. Aspreadsheet or the Office of Public School Construction(OPSC)
dwelling unit worksheet listing all of the subdivisions reported on
the Form SAB 50-01 with supporting documentation. If the district
wishes to utilize this option, please note that when the district
representative signs the Form SAB 50-01, he/she is certifying that
the tract maps are on file at the district office and available for
OPSC review if requested.

Supporting documentation is defined as one of the following:

« Local planning commission or approval authority meeting minutes
detailing the approval of the map. If the approval was given an exten-
sion, please provide the most current meeting minutes indicating
the approval of the extension request. Dwelling units contained in
expired maps may not be reported on the Form SAB 50-01, or
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« Aletter from the local planning commission or approval authority
indicating that the tract map is approved and valid as of the signature
date of the Form SAB 50-01, or

« Any other reasonable documentation from the local planning com-
mission or approval authority that indicates the tract map is approved
and currently valid.

« Student Yield Factor

- If the district is requesting an augmentation of its enrollment projec-
tion due to pupils residing in new dwelling units and it is not using
the State yield factors (refer to Part H), the district must provide a copy
of the study supporting the Student Yield Factor. The district’s study
should determine the elementary, middle and high school pupils
generated by new residential units, in each grade category of pupils
enrolled in the district. This study should be based on the historical
student generation rates of new residential units constructed during
the previous five years that are of a similar type of unit to those antici-
pated to be constructed in which the school district is located.

HSAA Residency Reporting

If the district is currently, or anticipates for the future, reporting residency
data pursuant to Section 1859.41.1(b) or 1859.147(e)(2) (refer to Part A), it
must submit a copy of the governing board-approved attendance map
and High School Attendance Area Residency Reporting Worksheet. By
signing this form, the district certifies that the pupil enrollment and
residency data used to support the submitted map and worksheet is
available at the distict for OPSC verification.

To determine the new construction eligibility for a district filing on a
HSAA basis and seeking COS project justification pursuant to Section
1859.147(¢)(2), one Form SAB 50-01 based on enrollment as reported to
the California Department of Education (CDE) and one based on the
residence of the pupils must be filed for each HSAA which includes a
Preliminary Apportionment for a COS project.

Additional Documentation
The following documentation must be submitted with this form (as
appropriate):

- Specific enrollment data for districts with current enrollment that is less
than 300 if the district is requesting an enrollment projection based on
five-year average enrollment data (refer to Part A instructions).

- Upon transfer of any Special Education Local Plan Area (SELPA) facilities,
the school districts are required to submit a letter to the OPSC, signed by
each school district involved, including the following:

- Grant deed or other legal documentation indicating the facilities have
been transferred,

- Name of school,

« Building square footage and number of classrooms being transferred,

- The initial occupancy date of the facility,

« Date of transfer,

« Acknowledgement that the grantee may owe the State funds,

- Financial hardship status of each school district at time of initial ap-
plication and at time of transfer,

« OPSC application number(s) of Application for Funding (Form SAB
50-04),

« Acknowledgment that the certifications made, pursuant to Educa-

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Section 1859.81. Financial Hardship.

Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a
district is eligible for financial hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share
requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c), and (d) below:

(a) The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible
project. To determine this, an analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by
the OPSC including data and records maintained by the CDE and the County Office of
Education. The analysis shall consist of a review of the district’s latest Independent Audit
regarding funds available from all capital facility accounts, including, but not limited to,
developer fees, funds generated from capital facility certificates of participation, federal
grants, redevelopment funds, sale proceeds from surplus property, the appraised value of
facilities approved for replacement pursuant to Section 1859.82, bond funds either
encumbered, unencumbered or authorized but unsold, and savings from other SFP
projects. All funds thus identified that have not been expended or encumbered by a
contractual agreement for a specific capital outlay purpose prior to the initial request for
financial hardship status shall be deemed available as a matching contribution.

After the initial request for financial hardship status is granted, no further
encumbrances will be approved by the OPSC and all prospective revenue made
available to the district’s capital facility accounts shall be deemed available as
matching contribution on the subsequent financial hardship review, with the

exception of:

(1) Approved interim housing expenditures.

(2) Funding to pay for previously recognized multi-year encumbrances approved at the
initial financial hardship approval.

(3) Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the
express purpose of the Federal Renovation Program when the amount expended

out of that fund does not exceed the maximum Federal Renovation Grant amount.

(4) Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the
express purpose of the School Facilities Needs Assessment Grant Program or
Emergency Repair Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not
exceed the maximum grant amount apportioned.

(5) Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the
express purpose of the Career Technical Education Facilities Program when the
amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the applicant’s share of the
maximum grant amount apportioned.

(6) Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and used for the express
purpose of the Overcrowding Relief Grant when the amount expended out of that
fund does not exceed the amount of the site acquisition and design costs of the
project and the district has submitted an approved Form SAB 50-11.

(7) Funding that is used for the express purpose of reimbursing the State a proportionate
share of financial hardship received when there has been a transfer of a special
education program and title to the facility. In addition, the funding was used within five
years of the title transfer.

(8) Funding to pay for obtaining a structural report pursuant to Section 1859.82.2 for
an approvable and funded seismic mitigation project.

(9) All other capital facility funding for a period of three years when no subsequent
financial hardship request is made during this period, with the exception of the funding
identified in (6). The three-year period begins with the date of the most recent
financial hardship new construction or modernization adjusted grant funding
apportionment.
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When Overcrowding Relief Grant funding is set aside pursuant to (6) and the School
District has not submitted, or the OPSC has not accepted, a Form SAB 50-04 for an
Overcrowding Relief Grant within three years from the date of deposit into the
Special Reserve Fund, or the School District has not met the requirements in
Sections 1859.90 or 1859.105, remaining funds plus interest accrued at the Pooled
Money Investment Board rate at that time period shall be deemed available as
matching contribution on a subsequent financial hardship project or be captured
through an audit adjustment pursuant to Section 1859.106.

The financial hardship analysis is subject to approval by the Board.

(b) From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may
retain $19,776 per classroom in each enroliment reporting period for the cost to
provide interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils of the district. The amount
shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71. The
number of classrooms needed for interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils
shall be the sum of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7) as follows:

(1) Determine the current enrollment of the district by grade level as shown on the
latest Form SAB 50-01.

(2) Determine the New Construction Grants apportioned by grade level for all SFP
projects and LPP funded under the provisions of Sections 1859.12 or 1859.13 where
the district has submitted Form SAB 50-06 indicating that the project is 100 percent
complete.

(3) Subtract (b)(2) from (b)(1).

(4) Determine the number of classrooms by grade level reported in Part 1, Line 8 on
Form SAB 50-02.

(5) Multiply the classrooms determined in (b)(4) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for
Non-Severe and 9 for Severe.

(6) Subtract the product determined in (b)(5) from the difference determined in (b)(3)
by grade level.

(7) Divide the difference by grade level determined in (b)(6) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-
12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe and round up to the nearest whole number.

From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also
retain $19,776 per portable toilet unit in each reporting period for the cost to provide
necessary interim toilet facilities for the currently unhoused pupils of the district. The
amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section
1859.71. The number of toilet facilities needed for interim housing shall be the sum
of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7) divided by eight rounded up to the
nearest whole number.

From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also
retain $19,776 per classroom in each reporting period for the cost to provide
necessary interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils displaced as a result of
a SAB approved seismic mitigation project pursuant to Section 1859.82.2. The
amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section
1859.71. The number of classrooms needed for interim housing shall be the
quotient of the displaced pupils by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9
for Severe and round up to the nearest whole number.
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If the district’s available funds, as determined by the OPSC analysis less costs for
interim housing, is less than its matching share, the district will be deemed to have
met the requirements of this Subsection.

(c) The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by
demonstrating it is levying the developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue
source equal to or greater than the developer fee otherwise justified under law at the time
of request for hardship and the district meets at least one of the following:

(1) The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the

purpose of constructing school facilities in accordance with Education Code Section
17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the time of request for financial hardship

status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity. Outstanding

bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos

Bonds, School Facility Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation

which the district is paying a debt service that was issued for capital outlay school
facility purposes.

(2) The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the

maximum amount allowed under Proposition 39 within the previous two years from

the date of request for financial hardship status. The proceeds from the bond

election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of
Proposition 39 must be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for

SFP project(s).

(3) It is a County Superintendent of Schools.

(4) The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial

hardship status is $5 million or less.

(5) Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB.

If the district’s request for financial hardship status is denied by the Board, the district may
be deemed eligible for rental payments of $2,000 per year per classroom under the
Emergency School Classroom Law of 1979 for a two year period when relocatable
classroom buildings are available and the district provides financial documentation that it is
unable to afford the full rental amount and any other information satisfactory to the Board
that the rental reduction is necessary. The number of classrooms eligible for the $2,000
rental payments shall be the sum of the numbers determined in (c)(5)(B) as follows:

(A) Determine the number of pupils by grade level that the district requested a New
Construction Grant on the Form SAB 50-04 that were denied financial hardship

status.

(B) Divide the number by grade level determined in (c)(5)(A) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-

12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe and round up to the nearest whole number.

(d) The district has not signed a contract for acquisition or construction of classrooms
that replace existing facility(ies), which were included in the determination of the

district’'s new construction eligibility pursuant to Education Code Section 17071.75, in a
locally funded project during the five-year period immediately preceding the district’s
application for financial hardship assistance. This restriction may be lifted if the Board
finds that unforeseen and extenuating circumstances existed that required the district

to use local funds to replace the facility(ies).

(e) If the district meets the financial hardship requirements in this Section, the

amount of financial hardship is equal to the district’s matching share less funds

deemed available in (a).

(1) Once a district has been notified by OPSC that it meets the requirements of

financial hardship in this Section, the district may file Form SAB 50-04 under the
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provisions of financial hardship anytime within a period of 180 calendar days from
the date of the OPSC notification.

(2) If the district does not submit Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial
hardship within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial
hardship status, the district must re-qualify for financial hardship status under the
provisions of this Section by submittal of a new request for financial hardship status.
(3) If the project(s) has been included on an unfunded list for more than 180
calendar days, a review of the district’s funds pursuant to (a) will be made to
determine if additional district funds are available to fund the district's matching
share of the project(s).

Financial hardship approval status by the OPSC for a separate design and/or site
apportionment does not apply to any subsequent funding for the project(s).

(f) If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC
notification of approval of financial hardship and the project(s) has been included on

the “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” for more than 180 calendar days as a

result of the State of California’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled
Money Investment Account (AB 55 loans), the Board may suspend the unfunded
review requirement as defined in Regulation Section 1859.81(e). Projects added to
any other unfunded list shall be subject to the review detailed in Regulation Section
1859.81(e). Regulation Section 1859.81(f) shall become inoperative July 1, 2011.

(g) A project added to an unfunded list on or after July 1, 2011 will be subject to the
review detailed in section (e)(3). For projects added to an unfunded list between
February 25, 2009 and June 30, 2011, only the district’s financial records on or after
July 1, 2011 will be considered in calculating any adjustment to the district's matching
share.

(h) On or after September 22, 2017, a district may submit a request for funding in
advance of obtaining a determination of Financial Hardship.

(1) To be considered for Financial Hardship, the district must check the box on the Form
SAB 50-04 requesting Financial Hardship pursuant to this subsection when submitting a
request for funding.

(2) Prior to processing an application OPSC will notify the district in writing to submit the
necessary documentation for a Financial Hardship analysis pursuant to (a), (b), (c) and
(d). OPSC will not accept any documents for a Financial Hardship analysis in advance
of the notification. Failure to submit the requested documentation within 60 calendar
days of OPSC'’s naotification will result in either a. or b.:

a. District may amend their Form SAB 50-04 to exclude the request for Financial
Hardship determination.

b. OPSC will return the request for funding and related materials to the district.

(3) Upon notification of Financial Hardship approval, any Form SAB 50-04 processed
within 180 calendar days of the approval date will be included in the approval.

(4) For any Form SAB 50-04 processed more than 180 calendar days after the date of
the Financial Hardship approval the district shall re-qualify for Financial Hardship status.
