89.101.9 Effective Date of This Code. Only those standards approved by the California Building Standards Commission that are effective at the time an application for building permit is submitted shall apply to the plans and specifications for, and to the construction performed under, that permit. For the effective dates of the provisions contained in this code, see the History Note page of this code. (No change to existing California amendment.) 
(HCD 1 & HCD 2) Exceptions: 
1. Retroactive permits issued in accordance with Health and Safety Code Section 17958.12. 

2. Plans approved by the Department of Housing and Community Development or a Department-approved design approval agency for factory-built housing as defined by Health and Safety Code Section 19971. Approved plans, pursuant to the California Code of Regulations, Title 25, Division 1, Chapter 3, Subchapter 1, Article 3, Section 3048 remain valid for a period of 36 months from the date of plan approval.

89.108.4 Permits, Fees, Applications and Inspections.
89.108.4.1 Permits. (a) Except as exempted in paragraphs (b) or (c) of this subsection, a written construction permit shall be obtained from the enforcing agency prior to the erection, construction, reconstruction, installation, movement, or alteration of any electrical system. 
(b) Consistent with the requirements of Section 17960 of the Health and Safety Code, the local enforcing agency shall enforce the requirements of this code, but shall exempt the following activities from the requirement for a permit or inspection. (No change to California existing amendment text; shown for re-lettering reference only.)
1. through 4. (No change to existing California amendment.)
(c) Retroactive permits issued in accordance with Health and Safety Code Section 17958.12.
Exemptions from permit and inspection requirements shall not be deemed to grant authorization for any work to be done in any manner in violation of any other provision of law or this code. (No change to existing California amendment.)

Item 2	  HCD proposes to amend Chapter 1 as follows:
CHAPTER 1 GENERAL
ARTICLE 100
DEFINITIONS
Accessory Dwelling Unit. (HCD 1 & HCD 2) An attached or detached residential dwelling unit that provides complete independent living facilities for one or more persons and is located on a lot with a proposed or existing primary residence. Accessory dwelling units shall include permanent provisions for living, sleeping, eating, cooking, and sanitation on the same parcel as the single-family or multifamily dwelling is or will be situated. (See Government Code Section 65852.2 for details.)
