Agenda Items 5 through 12 - 2019 Intervening Code Adoption Cycle Proposed 
Rulemakings: The commission will take action to approve, disapprove, further study required, 
or approve as amended the proposed code changes to various parts contained in the 
California Building Standards Code, Title 24, California Code of Regulations. Upon adoption, 
these building standards will be codified and published as a supplement to the 2019 California 
Building Standards Code, Title 24, California Code of Regulations. Commission action will be 
guided by the nine point criteria established in Health and Safety Code Section 18930. The 
commission will consider each agency’s proposed building standards and its justifications,
