The purpose of this code is to establish minimum requirements to reduce the likelihood of life and property loss due to wildfire through the use of performance and prescriptive requirements for construction and development in all Fire Hazard Severity Zones in State Responsibility Areas (SRA), and Local Responsibility Areas (LRA) designated identified by the State Fire Marshal as a High or Very High Fire Hazard Severity Zone, and LRA designated High or Very High Fire Hazard Severity Zone by a local agency pursuant to Government Code Section 51179(b). This will increase the ability of buildings located in any Fire Hazard Severity Zone within State Responsibility Areas (SRA), or Wildland-Urban Interface (WUI) Areas identified area to resist the intrusion of flames or burning embers projected by a vegetation fire and contributes to a systematic reduction in conflagration losses and reduce the likelihood of life and property loss due to a wildfire.

Division II Scope and Administration, Section 101.2 Scope
[SFM proposes to amend the scoping section that has caused code user confusion.]
[A] 101.2 Scope. This code applies to building materials, systems and/or assemblies used in the exterior design and construction of new buildings located within a Wildland-Urban Interface (WUI) Area all Fire Hazard Severity Zones in State Responsibility Areas (SRA), Local Responsibility Areas (LRA) designated as a High or Very High Fire Hazard Severity Zone, or Fire Hazard Severity Zones as specified in Section 101.3.1 and contains minimum requirements to mitigate conditions that might cause a fire originating in a structure to ignite vegetation in the Wildland-Urban Interface (WUI) area, and conversely, a wildfire burning in vegetative fuels to transmit fire to buildings and threaten to destroy life, overwhelm fire suppression capabilities or result in large property losses.

Division II, Section 101.3.1 Application and 101.3.1.1 Application date and where required

101.3.1 Application. New buildings located in any Fire Hazard Severity Zone or Wildland-Urban Interface (WUI) Fire Area designated by the enforcing agency constructed after the application date shall comply with the provisions of this code. This shall include all new buildings with residential, commercial, educational, institutional or similar occupancy type use, which shall be referred to in this code as “applicable buildings,” as well as new buildings and structures accessory to those applicable buildings.
Exceptions:
1. Group U occupancy accessory buildings of any size located at least 50 feet (15 240 mm) from an applicable building on the same lot.
1. Group U occupancy agricultural buildings, as defined in Section 202 of the California Building Code of any size located at least 50 feet (15 240 mm) from an applicable building.
1. Group C occupancy special buildings conforming to the limitations specified in Section 450.4.1 of the California Building Code.
1. New accessory buildings and miscellaneous structures specified in Section 504.11 shall comply only with the requirements of that section.
1. Additions to and remodels of buildings originally constructed prior to July 1, 2008.
101.3.1.1 Application date and where required. New buildings for which an application for a building permit is submitted on or after July 1, 2008, located in any Fire Hazard Severity Zone or Wildland-Urban Interface Area shall comply with this code, including all of the following areas:
All unincorporated lands designated by the State Board of Forestry and Fire Protection as State Responsibility Area (SRA) including:
Moderate Fire Hazard Severity Zones.
High Fire Hazard Severity Zones.
Very High Fire Hazard Severity Zones.
Land designated as a Very High Fire Hazard Severity Zone by cities and other local agencies.
Land designated as a wildland-urban interface area by cities and other local agencies.
Exceptions:
1. New buildings located in any Fire Hazard Severity Zone within a State Responsibility Area, for which an application for a building permit is submitted on or after January 1, 2008, shall comply with this code.
2. New buildings located in any Fire Hazard Severity Zone within a State Responsibility Area or any wildland-urban interface area designated by cities and other local agencies for which an application for a building permit is submitted on or after December 1, 2005, but prior to July 1, 2008, shall only comply with the following sections of this chapter:
2.1. Section 507 – Replacement or Repair of Roof Coverings.
2.2. Section 504.10 – Vents
101.3.1 Application. Additions or alterations shall be permitted to be made to any building or structure without requiring the existing building or structure to comply with all of the requirements of this code, provided that the addition or alteration conforms to that required for a new building or structure.
Exception: Provisions of this code that specifically apply to existing conditions are retroactive.
Additions or alterations shall not be made to an existing building or structure that will cause the existing building or structure to be in violation of any of the provisions of this code nor shall such additions or alterations cause the existing building or structure to become unsafe. An unsafe condition shall be deemed to have been created if an addition or alteration will cause the existing building or structure to become structurally unsafe or overloaded; will not provide adequate access in compliance with the provisions of this code or will obstruct existing exits or access; will create a fire hazard; will reduce required fire resistance or will otherwise create conditions dangerous to human life.

SECTION 503 IGNITION-RESISTANT CONSTRUCTION AND MATERIAL
503.1 General. Buildings and structures hereafter constructed, modified or relocated into or within wildland-urban interface areas shall meet the construction requirements in accordance with Chapter 5. Materials required to be ignition-resistant building materials shall comply with the requirements of Section 503.2. Materials required to be fire-retardant-treated wood roof coverings shall comply with the requirements of Section 503.3. Where this code requires fire-resistance-rated construction, fire-resistance ratings shall be determined in accordance with Section 503.4.
Exceptions:
1. New accessory buildings and miscellaneous structures complying with Section 504.11. 
2. Additions to and remodels of buildings originally constructed prior to July 1, 2008.
32. Group C occupancy special buildings conforming to the limitations specified in Section 450.4.1 of the California Building Code.

503.2 Ignition-resistant building material. Ignition-resistant building materials shall be designed for exterior use and weather exposure and shall comply with any one of the requirements in Section 503.2.1 through 503.2.4.3.3 503.2.3.3.3. [the following is relocated from Section 503.2.5] Use of paints, coatings, stains or other surface treatments are not an approved method of protection as required in this chapter.
503.2.1 Noncombustible material. Noncombustible material shall comply with the requirements in Section 501.4 Sections 503.2.1.1 and 503.2.1.2.
501.4 503.2.1.1 Noncombustibility tests. The tests indicated in Section 501.4.1 503.2.1.1.1 shall serve as criteria for acceptance of noncombustible building materials. The term “noncombustible” does not apply to the flame spread characteristics of interior finish or trim materials. A material shall not be classified as a noncombustible building construction material if it is subject to an increase in combustibility or flame spread beyond the limitations herein established through the effects of age, moisture or other atmospheric conditions.
501.4.1 Noncombustible materials 503.2.1.1.1 Testing. Materials required to be noncombustible shall be tested in accordance with ASTM E136 and pass the test. Alternately, materials required to be noncombustible shall be tested in accordance with ASTM E2652 and comply with the acceptance criteria prescribed by ASTM E136.
Exception: Materials having a structural base of noncombustible material as determined in accordance with ASTM E136, or with ASTM E2652 using the acceptance criteria prescribed by ASTM E136, and a surfacing of not more than 0.125 inch (3.18 mm) in thickness having a flame spread index not greater than 50 when tested in accordance with ASTM E84 or UL 723 shall be acceptable as noncombustible.
503.2.1.1.2 Additional requirements. Materials required to be noncombustible for reduced clearances to flues, heating appliances or other sources of high temperature shall be material conforming to the requirements of ASTM E136.
503.2.2 Fire-retardant-treated wood. Fire-retardant-treated wood shall be identified for exterior use and shall exposed to weathering in accordance with Method A in ASTM D2898 and meet the requirements of Section 2303.2 of the California Building Code. Fire-retardant-treated wood shall be identified for exterior use.
[bookmark: _Hlk209103832]503.2.4 503.2.3 Other ignition-resistant building material. Material Materials other than noncombustible materials and fire-retardant-treated wood materials shall be tested on the front and back faces in accordance with the extended ASTM E84 or UL 723 test, for a total test period of 30 minutes, or with the ASTM E2768 test. The materials shall bear identification showing the fire test results. Panel products shall be tested with a ripped or cut longitudinal gap of 1/8 inch (3.2 mm). The materials, when tested in accordance with the test procedures set forth in ASTM E84 or UL 723 for a test period of 30 minutes, or with ASTM E2768, shall comply with Sections 503.2.4.1 503.2.3.1 through 503.2.4.3 503.2.3.3.
Exception: Materials composed of a combustible core and a noncombustible exterior covering made from either aluminum at a minimum 0.019 inch (0.48 mm) thickness or corrosion-resistant steel at a minimum 0.0149 inch (0.38 mm) thickness shall not be required to be tested with a ripped or cut longitudinal gap.
503.2.4.1 503.2.3.1 Flame spread. The material shall exhibit a flame spread index not exceeding 25.
503.2.4.2 503.2.3.2 Flame front. The material shall exhibit a flame front that does not progress more than 10 feet 6 inches (3200 mm) beyond the centerline of the burner at any time during the test.
503.2.4.3 503.2.3.3 Weathering. Ignition-resistant building The materials material shall maintain their its performance in accordance with this section under conditions of use. The materials shall meet the performance requirements for weathering (including exposure to temperature, moisture and ultraviolet radiation) contained in Sections 503.2.4.3.1 503.2.3.3.1 through 503.2.4.3.3 503.2.3.3.4, as applicable to the materials and conditions of use. 
503.2.4.3.1 503.2.3.3.1 Evaluation requirements for weathering. Fire-retardant-treated wood-plastic composite materials and plastic lumber materials shall be evaluated after weathering in accordance with Method A “Test Method for Accelerated Weathering of Fire-Retardant-Treated Wood for Fire Testing” in ASTM D2898.
503.2.4.3.2 503.2.3.3.2 Wood-plastic composite materials. Wood-plastic composite materials shall also demonstrate acceptable fire performance after weathering by the following procedure: first testing in accordance with ASTM E1354 at an incident heat flux of 50 kW/m² in the horizontal orientation, then weathering in accordance with ASTM D7032 and then retesting in accordance with ASTM E1354 and exhibiting an increase of no more than 10 percent in peak rate of heat release when compared to the peak heat release rate of the nonweathered material.
503.2.4.3.3 503.2.3.3.3 Plastic lumber materials. Plastic lumber materials shall also demonstrate acceptable fire performance after weathering by the following procedure: first testing in accordance with ASTM E1354 at an incident heat flux of 50 kW/m² in the horizontal orientation, then weathering in accordance with ASTM D6662 and then retesting in accordance with ASTM E1354 and exhibiting an increase of no more than 10 percent in peak rate of heat release when compared to the peak heat release rate of the nonweathered material.
503.2.5 Surface treatment protection. [the following is relocated to Section 503.2] Use of paints, coatings, stains or other surface treatments are not an approved method of protection as required in this chapter.
503.2.3.3.4 Weathering for other building materials. Materials other than noncombustible materials, fire-retardant-treated wood materials, wood-plastic composite materials and plastic lumber materials shall demonstrate that they retain the fire performance required by Section 503.2.3 after weathering in accordance with Test Method A in ASTM D2898.
503.2.3 503.3 Fire-retardant-treated wood roof coverings. Roof assemblies containing fire-retardant-treated wood shingles and shakes shall comply with the requirements of Section 1505.6 of the California Building Code and shall be classified as Class A roof assemblies as required in Section 1505.2 of the California Building Code.
501.3 503.4 Fire-resistance-rated construction. Where this code requires 1-hour fire-resistance-rated construction, the fire-resistance rating of building elements, components or assemblies shall be determined in accordance with the test procedures set forth in ASTM E119 or UL 263.
Exceptions:
1. The fire-resistance rating of building elements, components or assemblies based on the prescriptive designs prescribed in Section 721 of the California Building Code.
1. The fire-resistance rating of building elements, components or assemblies based on the calculation procedures in accordance with Section 722 of the California Building Code.
503.3 503.5 Standards of quality. Building material, systems, assemblies and methods of construction shall be tested in accordance with the standards specified in Chapter 5.
503.3.1 503.5.1 Qualification by testing. Material and material assemblies tested in accordance with the requirements of Section 503 shall be accepted for use when the results and conditions of those tests are met. Product evaluation testing of material and material assemblies shall be approved or listed by the State Fire Marshal or identified in a current report issued by an approved agency.
503.3.2 503.5.2 Approved agency. Product evaluation testing shall be performed by an approved agency in accordance with Section 1703 of the California Building Code. The scope of accreditation for the approved agency shall include building product compliance with this code.
503.3.3 503.5.3 Labeling. Material and material assemblies tested in accordance with the referenced standards shall bear an identification label showing the fire test results. That identification label shall be issued by a testing and/or inspecting agency approved by the State Fire Marshal.

9. Fire-retardant-treated wood labeled for exterior use and complying with Section 2303.2 of the California Building Code.
Such material shall extend from the top of the foundation to the underside of the roof sheathing
504.5.1 Exterior wall construction. Exterior walls of buildings or structures shall be constructed using one or more methods:
1. 1-hour fire-resistance-rated construction.
2. Ignition-resistant building materials in accordance with Section 503.2.
