2. Budget Contingency Clause

A. It is mutually agreed that if the Budget Act of the current year and/or any subsequentyears covered under this Agreement does not appropriate sufficient funds for the program, this Agreement shall be of no further force and effect. In this event, the State shall have no liability to pay any funds whatsoever to Contractor or to furnish any other considerations under this Agreement and Contractor shall not be obligated to perform any provisions of this Agreement.

B. If fundingfor any fiscal year is reduced or deleted by the Budget Act for purposes of this program, the State shall have the option to either cancel this Agreement with no liability occurring to the State, or offer an agreement amendment to Contractor to reflect the reduced amount.

3. Prompt Payment Clause

Payment will be made in accordance with, and within the time specified in, Government Code Chapter 4.5, commencing with Section 927. In the event of an emergency, as defined in section 927.11, late payment penalties  may not apply. Specific to the California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection (CAL FIRE), if an invoice from a business under contract with CAL FIRE becomes subject to late payment penalties during the annually declared fire season, then the required payment approval date shall extend thirty (30) calendar days beyond the initial forty-five (45)-day period, except in the case of a contract with a certified small business,a certified Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise, a non-profit organization, or a non-profit public benefit corporation.

Any request to the Caltrans Attorney for purcha se approval shall include an explanation of necessity for the purch::ise and three competitive quotations mu t be s ubmitt ed or the absence of bidd ing must be justified.
8. Any equipment purcha sed as a result of this Agreement is subject to the following: The Contractor shall maintain an inventory of all nonexpendable property. Nonexpendable proper·ry is deiined as having a
u eful life of at least rwo (2) years and an acqu isiti on cost of fi\'e hundred dollars (S500) or more. If the purchased equipment needs replacement and is sold or traded in. Caltrans shall rece i ve a proper refund or credit.
