With a quorum present, Ms. Ortega, Chair, called the meeting to order at 2:05 p.m. 
 
PRIOR MINUTES 
 
A motion was made, and carried, to approve three sets of SAB meeting Minutes:  1) August 28, 2013 SAB 
Minutes; 2) October 1, 2013 SAB Minutes; and 3) October 14, 2013 SAB Minutes. 
  
EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT 
 
The Executive Officer informed the Board of the following: 
 
Fund Releases for Priority Funding Apportionments 
 
July 10, 2013 Apportionments 
The SAB approved $41.6 million in priority funding apportionments for 17 projects for 14 school districts in 
July 2013.  Districts that received a priority funding apportionment on July 10, 2013 were required to submit a 
complete Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) containing an original signature by Tuesday, 
October 8, 2013.  The OPSC received 15 valid fund release requests totaling $39.3 million.  Two projects did 
not submit valid Forms SAB 50-05 by the deadline.  The priority funding apportionments were rescinded without 
further SAB action and returned to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) with a new unfunded approval date 
of October 8, 2013. 
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EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT (cont.) 
 
Fund Releases for Priority Funding Apportionments (cont.) 
 
August 28, 2013 Apportionments 
The SAB approved $19.7 million in priority funding apportionments for three projects for two school districts in 
August 2013.  Districts that received a priority funding apportionment on August 28, 2013 were required to 
submit a complete Form SAB 50-05 containing an original signature by Tuesday, November 26, 2013.  If the 
Form SAB 50-05 was not physically received at the OPSC by 5:00 p.m. on Tuesday, November 26, 2013, the 
project was rescinded without further SAB action and was returned to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) 
with a new unfunded approval date of November 26, 2013.  As of November 15, 2013, the OPSC received two 
fund release requests totaling $7.1 million. 
 
October 14, 2013 Apportionments 
The SAB approved nearly $285 million in priority funding apportionments for 112 projects for 54 school districts 
in October 2013.  Districts that received a priority funding apportionment on October 14, 2013 are required to 
submit a complete Form SAB 50-05 containing an original signature by Monday, January 13, 2014.  If the Form 
SAB 50-05 is not physically received at the OPSC by 5:00 p.m. on Monday, January 13, 2014, the project will be 
rescinded without further SAB action and will return to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) with a new 
unfunded approval date of January 13, 2014.  As of November 15, 2013, the OPSC received 69 fund release 
requests totaling $123.7 million. 
 
Upcoming Priority Funding Request Filing Period 
 
The sixth Priority Funding request filing period began on Wednesday, November 13, 2013.  Priority Funding 
requests with original signatures must be physically received by the OPSC before the close of business on 
Thursday, December 12, 2013.  It is recommended that districts monitor any mailed letters by tracking the 
parcel and receiving delivery confirmation.  Districts that submit valid requests for projects during this filing 
period will be eligible for Priority Funding apportionments from January 1, 2014 through June 30, 2014.  Projects 
subject to the School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.90.3 must file requests for each priority 
funding round to avoid an occurrence of non-participation.  For additional information, please refer to the 
Procedures for School Facility Program Funding under the “Priority Funding Information” accordion at 
www.dgs.ca.gov/opsc. 
 
Participation in the Priority Funding Process 
 
The OPSC reminded school districts that the regulations governing Participation in the Priority Funding Process 
are in effect (SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3).  The regulations only apply to new construction, 
modernization, and Facility Hardship replacement and rehabilitation projects on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 
55 Loans).  It was noted that there are two ways for a school district to not participate in the Priority Funding 
Process are as follows: 
 


1. Not submit a valid priority funding request in the 30-day filing period, or 
2. Submit a valid priority funding request, but fail to submit a valid Form SAB 50-05 to request the release 


of funds after the SAB approved an apportionment. 
 
The second time that either of these occurs, the funding for the project will be rescinded without further action by 
the SAB.  When a project is rescinded, the bond authority associated with the project is returned to the 
respective program and may result in additional funding being available for future projects.  School districts were 
reminded that these regulations do not apply to Charter School Facilities, Career Technical Education Facilities, 
or Overcrowding Relief Grant Programs projects. 
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EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT (cont.) 
 
Green California Schools Summit & Exposition 
 
At the November 6, 2013 Green California Schools Summit & Exposition in Pasadena, California, the OPSC 
hosted a roundtable discussion on the High Performance Incentive (HPI) Grant Program.  It was stated that 
there was $38.1 million in available funding for the Program.  The OPSC also provided information on how to 
access the Seismic Mitigation Program. 
 
Regulations Update 
 
HPI Grant – January 1, 2014 
Regulatory amendments for the HPI Grant Program were approved by the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) 
on November 5, 2013 and took effect January 1, 2014.  These regulations provide a mechanism for all eligible 
Facility Hardship projects, including Seismic Mitigation Program projects, to receive the HPI grant. 
 
General Site Development Grant – January 1, 2014 
Regulations authorizing the General Site Development grant were set to expire on January 1, 2014.  The SAB 
took action on May 22, 2013 to extend the authority to provide the grant until December 31, 2014.  The 
regulatory amendment was approved by the OAL on November 5, 2013 and took effect January 1, 2014. 
 
Seismic Mitigation Program Projects – Consent 
 
In the Consent portion of this Agenda, there were six Seismic Mitigation Program projects presented for 
approval.  Four of these projects included requests for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) 
with State share grants totaling $3.7 million.  Two of the projects were presented for conceptual approval.  
School districts may request conceptual approval of the project prior to having the Division of the State 
Architect-approved plans in order to ensure that the project meets the basic program eligibility criteria. 
 
School Facility Program Review Sub-Committee Meetings 
 
The School Facility Program Review Sub-Committee met on November 12, 2013 and discussed options related 
to future school facility needs.  The next meetings were scheduled for the following dates:

A motion was made to set a 
new application filing period starting April 1, 2014 through May 30, 2014, and that the amount of available 
funding would be determined at a future SAB meeting.  In addition to the motion, the SAB agreed to discuss the 
retention of applications for eight months as outlined in Recommendation No. 2 at the same time they determine 
the amount of available funding.

REPORTS, DISCUSSION, AND INFORMATION ITEMS 
 
Legislative Update 
 
Mr. Juan Mireles, representing the SAB staff, presented the report to the SAB and the SAB acknowledged the 
report.  An SAB member indicated that his bill was chaptered [Assembly Bill (AB) 308, Chapter 496, Statutes of 
2013] and there were some lingering concerns that needed clarification.  It was stated that Legislative Counsel 
provide clarifying information and once received, the SAB would ask staff to bring back a recommendation on 
what a program would look like consistent with the chaptered bill.  Another SAB member asked how Senate Bill 
584 (Chapter 167, Wyland, Statutes of 2013) would be implemented.  The response was that it was unknown 
and would largely depend upon the State Controller to determine the extent of the SAB’s involvement.  The 
same SAB member also asked about the prequalification bill (AB 1565, Chapter 808, Statutes of 2012).  The 
response was there was nothing the OPSC needed to do because there are certain certifications that school 
districts must comply with as part of submitting a funding application that covers all applicable laws for school 
construction, which would also include the requirements in the bill.

FUND RELEASES FOR PRIORITY FUNDING APPORTIONMENTS 
 
October 14, 2013 Apportionments 
The Board approved nearly $285 million in priority funding apportionments for 112 projects for 54 school districts on 
October 14, 2013.  Districts that received a priority funding apportionment were required to submit a valid Fund 
Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) containing an original signature by Monday, January 13, 2014. If the Form 
SAB 50-05 was not physically received at the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) by 5:00 PM on Monday 
January 13, 2014, the project will either return to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) with a new approval date 
of Monday January 13, 2014 or be rescinded without further Board action depending on whether or not one of these 
has already occurred.   
 
At the conclusion of the filing period, Staff received Forms SAB 50-05 for 104 projects in the amount of 
$264,579,391. Six projects received automatic fund releases and did not require the submittal of a Form SAB 50-05. 
These projects represent a total of $721,612 in apportionments. Staff did not receive a Form SAB 50-05 for two 
projects, which total $19,674,622. 
 
 
PRIORITY FUNDING FILING ROUND 
 
The sixth priority funding filing period began on November 13, 2013 and closed on December 12, 2013. Priority 
funding requests with original signatures must have been physically received by the OPSC before the close of 
business on December 12, 2013. Staff received valid priority funding requests for 107 projects that total $375.4 
million. Districts that submitted valid requests for their projects during this filing period are eligible for priority funding 
apportionments from January 1, 2014 through June 30, 2014.  


The OPSC reminds school districts that the Non-Participation in the Priority Funding Process regulation is in effect.  
There are two ways for a school district to not participate in the priority funding process as follows: 


 Not submit a valid priority funding request in the 30-day filing period, or  
 Submit a valid priority funding request but fail to submit a valid Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-


05) to request the release of funds after the State Allocation Board (SAB) approves an apportionment.  


The second time that either of these occurs, the funding for the project will be rescinded without further action by the 
Board.  For additional information, please refer to the Procedures for School Facility Program Funding.   
 
 
NON-PARTICIPATION IN THE PRIORITY FUNDING PROCESS – SECOND OCCURRENCE 
At the conclusion of the sixth filing round, 21 projects received their second occurrence for non-participation. The 
projects have been rescinded without further board action. Pursuant to SFP Regulations, the bond authority was 
returned to the respective propositions and the district pupil grants were returned to their eligibility baseline. As a 
result of the returning bond authority, five New Construction projects are being presented in the January Consent 
Agenda for conversion from the Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) in the 
amount of $30.1 million. 
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EVENTS 
 
Charter School Webinar and Workshops 
On January 13, 2014, the OPSC, California Department of Education (CDE), and California School Finance Authority 
(CSFA) jointly presented an informative webinar to assist charter schools and school districts in completing the 
application process for the 2014 Charter School Facilities Program filing round. The webcast had 56 participants, not 
including the OPSC, CDE, and CSFA staff.

The OPSC, CDE and CSFA will be hosting future workshops throughout the State for the 2014 Charter School

The next scheduled workshop will be held on Tuesday, January 28, 2014 from 10am-4pm at the Department of 
General Services headquarters, 707 3rd Street in West Sacramento. The workshop will consist of a live presentation 
and interactive workshops.

 This Resolution of the State Allocation Board (hereafter referred to as the “Board”) is applicable to the 
appropriate sections of the Education Code and is described and filed in the office of the Executive Officer and will be 
made available to all interested parties as the Resolution pertains to the documents attached hereto.  Said 
documents were acted upon by the Board at its meeting on January 22, 2014. 
 
 WHEREAS, the Board has previously approved or determined to be approvable a number of projects for 
construction or modernization eligibility of facilities for school districts and is making apportionments and/or unfunded 
approvals for the grant amounts for projects that meet the Board’s criteria for the apportionment of grants pursuant to 
Education Code Sections 17072.10, 17078.52, 17078.70, 17079 or 17074.10 or Board Regulations 1859.81.1 or 
1859.83; 
 
 WHEREAS, Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2 require the State (on whose behalf the Board is acting) 
to declare its reasonable intent to provide grant funding to school districts, in accordance with Board policy and law, 
for costs of the projects with proceeds of State bonds; 
 
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: 
 


1. This Resolution is adopted by the Board for the purposes of establishing compliance with Treasury 
Regulations Section 1.150-2, and this Resolution does not bind the Board to make any additional 
apportionment, or bind the State to incur any indebtedness.  


 
2. The Board anticipates that some or all of the school districts listed on the list of “Projects” referred 


to in this Resolution will pay certain capital expenditures in connection with some or all of the 
project costs prior to the issuance of bonds by the State to pay for the grants for the projects.  The 
reimbursement of such costs is consistent with the State’s budgetary and financial circumstances, 
and in accordance with Board policy, as no other funds or accounts of the State have been 
budgeted or are available to pay the costs of the projects on either a short-term or a long-term 
basis. 


 
3. The Board, acting on behalf of the State, hereby declares that it is the State’s official intent to use 


proceeds of general obligation bonds that may become available for such purpose, consistent with 
the requirements of law that are in effect at the time the funds are available, to provide grants in 
accordance with applicable laws and regulations. 


 
4. This Resolution shall be continuously available for inspection by the general public during normal 


business hours at the offices of the Board at 707 3rd Street, West Sacramento, California, 
commencing within one week after the date of enactment of this Resolution. 


 
5. Any eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment of future funding by the Board.

INDEX ADJUSTMENT ON THE ASSESSMENT FOR DEVELOPMENT 
 
 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To report the index adjustment on the assessment for development which may be levied pursuant to 
Education Code Section 17620. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The law requires the maximum assessment for development be adjusted every two years by the change in 
the Class B construction cost index, as determined by the State Allocation Board (Board) at its January 
meeting.  This item requests that the Board make the adjustment it considers appropriate. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


Education Code Section 17620(a)(1) states the following: “The governing board of any school district is 
authorized to levy a fee, charge, dedication, or other requirement against any construction within the 
boundaries of the district, for the purpose of funding the construction or reconstruction of school facilities, 
subject to any limitations set forth in Chapter 4.9 (commencing with Section 65995) of Division 1 of Title 7 of 
the Government Code.” 
 
Government Code Section 65995(b)(3) states the following: “The amount of the limits set forth in paragraphs 
(1) and (2) shall be increased in 2000, and every two years thereafter, according to the adjustment for 
inflation set forth in the statewide cost index for class B construction, as determined by the State Allocation 
Board at its January meeting, which increase shall be effective as of the date of that meeting.” 
 


BACKGROUND 
 


There are three levels that may be levied for developer’s fees.  The fees are levied on a per-square foot 
basis.  The lowest fee, Level I, is assessed if the district conducts a Justification Study that establishes the 
connection between the development coming into the district and the assessment of fees to pay for the cost 
of the facilities needed to house future students.  The Level II fee is assessed if a district makes a timely 
application to the Board for new construction funding, conducts a School Facility Needs Analysis pursuant to 
Government Code Section 65995.6, and satisfies at least two of the requirements listed in Government 
Code Section 65995.5(b)(3).  The Level III fee is assessed when State bond funds are exhausted; the 
district may impose a developer’s fee up to 100 percent of the School Facility Program new construction 
project cost. 
 
In 2010, the Board did not adjust the fee because the Class B construction index had decreased, which kept 
it at the 2008 rate of $2.97 per square foot for Residential and $.47 per square foot for Commercial/ 
Industrial. In 2012, the Board approved an increase based on the change in the Class B construction index 
according to the Marshall & Swift (M&S) Eight California Cities Index.

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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


The assessment for development fees for 2008, 2010, 2012 and 2014 are shown below for information.  
According to the M&S Eight California Cities Index and Ten Western States Index and the Lee Saylor Index, 
the cost index for Class B construction increased by 4.93, 5.38 and 2.13 percent respectively during the 
period of January 2012 through December 2013, requiring the assessment for development fees to be 
adjusted as follows beginning January 2014:

The M&S Eight California Cities Index fits most appropriately for the construction projects in California.  
Additionally, it will provide more assessment collection to school districts than the alternate indices.

ANNUAL ADJUSTMENT TO SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM GRANTS 
 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 
To adopt the annual adjustment in the School Facility Program (SFP) grants based on the change in 
construction costs pursuant to the Education Code (EC) and SFP Regulations.  
 


DESCRIPTION 
 
This item presents the State Allocation Board (Board) with the annual adjustment to the SFP grants based 
on the statewide cost index for Class B construction.  Each year the Board adjusts the SFP grants to reflect 
construction cost changes.  In January 2012, the Board adopted the Marshall & Swift (M&S) Eight California 
Cities index for 2012 and future years.  This item presents the 2014 annual adjustment to SFP grants based 
on the M&S Eight California Cities index.  
 


AUTHORITY 
 
For New Construction grant, EC Section 17072.10(b) states, “The board annually shall adjust the per-
unhoused-pupil apportionment to reflect construction cost changes, as set forth in the statewide cost index 
for class B construction as determined by the board.”   
 
EC Section 17072.11(a)(3) states, “The board shall conduct an analysis of the relationship between the per-
unhoused-pupil grant eligibility determined under this article and the per-pupil cost of new school construction 
for elementary, middle, and high school pupils.” 
 
For Modernization funding, EC Section 17074.10(b) states, “The board shall annually adjust the factors set 
forth in subdivision (a) according to the adjustment for inflation set forth in the statewide cost index for class 
B construction, as determined by the board.” 


 
SFP Regulations Section 1859.71 states, “The new construction per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as 
provided by Education Code Section 17072.10(a), will be adjusted annually based on the change in the 
Class B Construction Cost Index as approved by the Board each January.  The new construction per-
unhoused-pupil grant amount, as provided by Education Code Section 17072.10(a), may be increased by 
an additional amount not to exceed six percent in a fiscal year, or decreased, based on the analysis of the 
current cost to build schools as reported on the Project Information Worksheet (New 09/07) which shall be 
submitted with the Forms SAB 50-05 and 50-06 and as approved by the Board.”   
 
For the assistance on Small School Districts’ new construction projects, SFP Regulations Section 1859.73.1 
and Section 1859.78.2 both state the amount will be adjusted annually based on the change in the Class B 
Construction Cost Index as approved by the Board each January. 


 
SFP Regulations Section 1859.78 states, “The modernization per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as 
provided by Education Code Section 17074.10(a), will be adjusted annually based on the change in the 
Class B Construction Cost Index as approved by the Board each January.”

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AUTHORITY (cont.) 
 


Government Code Section 66452.6 states: 
(a)(1) An approved or conditionally approved tentative map shall expire 24 months after its 
approval or conditional approval, or after any additional period of time as may be prescribed by 
local ordinance, not to exceed an additional 12 months.  However, if the subdivider is required to 
expend two hundred thirty-six thousand seven hundred ninety dollars ($236,790) or more to 
construct, improve, or finance the construction or improvement of public improvements outside the 
property boundaries of the tentative map, excluding improvements of public rights-of-way which 
abut the boundary of the property to be subdivided and which are reasonably related to the 
development of that property, each filing of a final map authorized by Section 66456.1 shall extend 
the expiration of the approved or conditionally approved tentative map by 36 months from the date 
of its expiration, as provided in this section, or the date of the previously filed final map, whichever 
is later.  The extensions shall not extend the tentative map more than 10 years from its approval or 
conditional approval. . . . 
(2)  Commencing January 1, 2012, and each calendar year thereafter, the amount of two hundred 
thirty-six thousand seven hundred ninety dollars ($236,790) shall be annually increased by operation of 
law according to the adjustment for inflation set forth in the statewide cost index for class B 
construction, as determined by the State Allocation Board at its January meeting.  The effective date of 
each annual adjustment shall be March 1.  The adjusted amount shall apply to tentative and vesting 
tentative maps whose applications were received after the effective date of the adjustment. 


 
BACKGROUND 
 


Statute requires an annual adjustment to the per-unhoused-pupil grant amounts of the SFP based on the 
change in the statewide Class B Construction Cost Index (CCI) each January. 
 
The Board has considered three indices in the past: 


 M&S Eight California Cities 
 M&S Ten Western States 
 Lee Saylor Index (LSI) 


 
The Board made the 2009, 2010, 2011, 2012 and 2013 adjustments according to the M&S Eight California 
Cities Index.  At its January 2012 meeting, the Board expressed a preference for the M&S Eight California 
Cities index as the permanent index because it is the only Class B index that uses exclusively California 
cities to capture material and prevailing wage costs in California. The M&S Eight California Cities Index 
most accurately reflects the conditions under which districts will be building their schools with the SFP.  The 
LSI uses data from up to 20 U.S. cities nationwide, only two of which (San Francisco and Los Angeles) are 
in California. As its title suggests, the M&S Ten Western States uses data from 10 western states.   
 
Pursuant to Government Code Section 66452.6(a)(2) as set forth above, the Board’s CCI adjustment 
determination also changes the threshold amount of public improvement costs that triggers an extension of 
the expiration of tentative maps.  The Board’s January 2013 CCI increase of 3.13 percent raised this 
threshold sum to $253,383 for the period of one year commencing March 1, 2013.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


To present to the State Allocation Board (Board) a list of School Facility Program (SFP) applications for unfunded 
approval. 


DESCRIPTION 


At the January 2013 Board meeting, the Board elected to provide an increase adjustment of 3.13 percent to SFP 
projects for calendar year 2013.  The projects listed on the Attachment reflect the Board’s action of the adoption of 
the 3.13 percent increase based on the Marshall & Swift Eight California Cities Index.  In addition, the project 
applications represent SFP new construction and modernization projects in date order of a complete application 
being received by the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC).   


 
AUTHORITY 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as an information list of unfunded 
projects that was created due to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment 
Account (AB 55 loans) to fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter 
#33 issued on December 18, 2008. 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states:  
 
“When the Board has no funds to apportion …, the Board will also accept and process applications for 
apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on the date the application is ready for 
Apportionment, with the exception of New Construction funding applications that utilize eligibility generated by the 
Alternative Enrollment Projection.   
 
An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement subject to adjustments in the 
New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section 1859.77.”  


 
BACKGROUND 
 


At the March 11, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board requested that Staff continue to process applications to the Board 
for unfunded approval, up to the bonding authority.  The Attachment reflects applications being presented for 
unfunded approval, including SFP modernization and new construction projects in date order of a complete 
application being received by the OPSC.  The list also includes health and safety facility hardship applications for 
funding that have been processed and are ready for approval regardless of received date.  The unfunded approval 
of the applications as reflected on the Attachment will not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present Brea Olinda Unified School District’s (District) request to deposit proceeds from the sale 
of a school site property (Olinda Elementary School Site), which was purchased with local funds, 
into the school district’s General Fund. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The District is requesting State Allocation Board approval for the transfer of surplus real property 
sale proceeds into its General Fund for a one-time purpose as listed in Attachment A. The District 
requests this approval under the authority of Education Code (EC) Section 17463.7. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


See Attachment B. 
 


BACKGROUND 
 


EC Section 17463.7 eliminates the ten-year lockout from School Facility Program New 
Construction funding imposed under EC Section 17462 if the surplus property was purchased with 
local funds.  EC Section 17463.7 authorizes the use of surplus real estate sale proceeds for one-
time general fund purposes as long as the costs are not related to a school district’s on-going 
operations.  Pursuant to California Code of Regulations, Title 2, Section 1700, “One-time 
Expenditures” means costs paid by the general fund of a school district that are nonrecurring in 
nature and do not commit the school district to incur costs in the future, and are exclusive of 
Ongoing Expenditures. 
 


Under EC Section 17463.7, school districts are ineligible for hardship funding under the Deferred 
Maintenance Program for a period of five years after the proceeds are deposited into the General 
Fund.  In addition, a school district’s financial hardship assistance shall be reduced by an amount 
equal to that of a school district’s one-time expenditure(s).  A school district must certify the 
following: 
 


 that it has no major deferred maintenance needs; 
 that the site sale does not violate local bond restrictions; and 
 that the real property is not suitable to meet projected school construction needs for the 


next ten years. 
 


The school district must also present a plan to its local governing board regarding the one-time 
expenditures and explain why these expenditures will not result in on-going fiscal obligations for 
the school district. 


 


RECOMMENDATIONS 
 


1. Approve the transfer of surplus real estate sale proceeds for the District as indicated on 
Attachment A.

Authority 
 


California Education Code Section 17463.7: 
(a) Notwithstanding any other law, a school district may deposit the proceeds from the sale of surplus real 
property, together with any personal property located on the property, purchased entirely with local funds, 
into the general fund of the school district and may use the proceeds for any one-time general fund purpose. 
If the purchase of the property was made using the proceeds of a local general obligation bond or revenue 
derived from developer fees, the amount of the proceeds of the transaction that may be deposited into the 
general fund of the school district may not exceed the percentage computed by the difference between the 
purchase price of the property and the proceeds from the transaction, divided by the amount of the 
proceeds of the transaction. For purposes of this section, proceeds of the transaction means either of the 
following, as appropriate: 


(1) The amount realized from the sale of property after reasonable expenses related to the sale. 


(2) For a transaction that does not result in a lump-sum payment of the proceeds of the transaction, the 
proceeds of the transaction shall be calculated as the net present value of the future cashflow generated by 
the transaction. 


(b) The State Allocation Board shall reduce an apportionment of hardship assistance awarded to the 
particular school district pursuant to Article 8 (commencing with Section 17075.10) by an amount equal to 
the amount of the sale of surplus real property used for a one-time expenditure of the school district 
pursuant to this section. 


(c) If the school district exercises the authority granted pursuant to this section, the district is ineligible for 
hardship funding from the State School Deferred Maintenance Fund under Section 17587 for five years after 
the date proceeds are deposited into the general fund pursuant to this section. 


(d) Before a school district exercises the authority granted pursuant to this section, the governing board of 
the school district shall first submit to the State Allocation Board documents certifying the following: 


(1) The school district has no major deferred maintenance requirements not covered by existing capital 
outlay resources. 


(2) The sale of real property pursuant to this section does not violate the provisions of a local bond act. 


(3) The real property is not suitable to meet projected school construction needs for the next 10 years. 


(e) Before the school district exercises the authority granted pursuant to this section, the governing board of 
the school district at a regularly scheduled meeting shall present a plan for expending one-time resources 
pursuant to this section. The plan shall identify the source and use of the funds and describe the reasons 
why the expenditure will not result in ongoing fiscal obligations for the school district. 


(f) The Office of Public School Construction shall submit an interim and a final report to the State Allocation 
Board and the budget, education policy, and fiscal committees of the Legislature that identifies the school 
districts that have exercised the authority granted by this section, the amount of proceeds involved, and the 
purposes for which those proceeds were used. The interim report shall be submitted by January 1, 2011, 
and the final report by January 1, 2015. 


(g) This section shall remain in effect only until January 1, 2016 and as of that date is repealed, unless a 
later enacted statute, that is enacted before January 1, 2016, deletes or extends that date.

Authority 
 
California Code of Regulations, Title 2, Section 1700: 
For the purpose of the provisions of Education Code Section 17462, the terms set forth below shall have the 
following meanings, subject to the provisions of the Act: 
 
“One-time Expenditures” means costs paid by the general funds of a school district that are nonrecurring in 
nature and do not commit the school district to incur costs in the future, and are exclusive of Ongoing 
Expenditures. 
 
“Ongoing Expenditures” means costs paid by the general or special funds of a school district in support of 
employee salaries, benefits and other costs that are associated with ongoing and sustained operations and 
services except, if approved by the State Allocation Board, a single and one-time payment reducing a 
district's existing unfunded liability for postemployment benefits other than pensions will be considered a 
one-time expenditure and not an ongoing expenditure if the following conditions are also met: (1) the 
unfunded liability was incurred prior to January 1, 2007, (2) the unfunded liability has been determined using 
actuarial measurement methods as defined in Governmental Accounting Standards Board Statement 45, 
and (3) the payment is consistent with any plan made by the district according to Assembly Bill 1802, 
Chapter 79, Section 43(a)(6)(A), Statutes of 2006 (Committee on Budget), as amended by Senate Bill 1131, 
Chapter 371, Statutes of 2006 (Committee on Budget and Fiscal Review), or a similar plan adopted by the 
district's governing board.

3. Submittal of an approved separate site funding application pursuant to Section 1859.81.1(a) or an 


approved environmental hardship funding application pursuant to Section 1859.75.1. 
4. Submittal to the Office of Public School Construction of evidence satisfactory to the State Allocation 


Board (SAB) detailing the reason(s) that plans have not been completed and accepted by the DSA.  
 
AUTHORITY 
  


Pursuant to Regulation Section 1859.105 (c)(4), sufficient evidence of substantial progress shall include 
other evidence satisfactory to the SAB detailing the reason(s) that plans have not been completed and 
accepted by the DSA.  If the SAB determines that substantial progress has been made, the SAB shall 
condition its finding of substantial progress upon the COE’s and District’s commitment to complete and 
submit an Approved Adjusted Grant application within 18 months from the date of the SAB’s determination 
of substantial progress. 


 


STAFF COMMENTS  
 


The Attachment represents a project application in which the COE and District received design grant 
apportionments and subsequent fund releases.  The COE and District submitted an acceptable explanation 
of why a substantial progress extension is required. Staff recommends approval of the requests for additional 
time to submit evidence that substantial progress has been met on the design grants.

Education Code (EC) Section 17075.10(a) states:  


A school district may apply for hardship assistance in cases of extraordinary circumstances. Extraordinary 
circumstances may include, but are not limited to, the need to repair, reconstruct, or replace the most 
vulnerable school facilities that are identified as a Category 2 building, as defined in the report submitted 
pursuant to Section 17317, determined by the department to pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its 
occupants in the event of a seismic event. 
 


EC Section 17075.10(b)(2) states: 
Funds for the purpose of seismic mitigation work or facility replacement pursuant to this section shall be 
allocated by the board on a 50-percent state share basis from funds reserved for that purpose in any bond 
approved by the voters after January 1, 2006. If the board determines that the seismic mitigation work of a 
school building would require funding that is greater than 50 percent of the funds required to construct a 
new facility, the school district shall be eligible for funding to construct a new facility under this chapter. 


   
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states,  “A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to replace or construct 
new classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or the 
condition of the facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.” 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1) provides for Facility Hardship grant funding when, “The facilities are needed 
to ensure the health and safety of the pupils if the district can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Board that the 
health and safety of the pupils is at risk.  Factors to be considered by the Board shall include…seismic mitigation of 
the Most Vulnerable Category 2 Buildings as verified by the DSA….” 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A) states:  


If the request is for replacement facilities, a cost/benefit analysis must be prepared by the district and 
submitted to the [Office of Public School Construction] OPSC that indicates the total costs to remain in the 
classroom or related facility and mitigate the problem is at least 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost 
of the classroom or related facility. The cost/benefit analysis may include applicable site development costs 
as outlined in Section 1859.76. If the cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is less than 50 
percent of the Current Replacement Cost, the district may qualify for a Modernization Excessive Cost 
Hardship Grant for rehabilitation costs pursuant to Section 1859.83 (e) or a grant not to exceed 50 percent 
of the cost estimate that has been reviewed and approved by the OPSC and approved by the board for 
seismic rehabilitation.

DESCRIPTION  
 
Description of Health and Safety Threat The Performing Arts Building at St. Helena High School in St. Helena, California 


was originally constructed in 1952 and has a roof structure composed of a series 
of glu-laminated arched beams connected at the top with steel plates and bolts.   
The arches extend from the sides of the buildings and are anchored with steel 
collars to reinforced concrete abutments at the ends.  According to a structural 
engineer’s report prepared by Fellows Structural Engineering, the exposed 
portions of the arches are delaminating where they meet the steel collars, to the 
point that they are starting to buckle in some locations.  The structural engineer’s 
analysis indicates that the arches are overstressed by approximately 160 
percent.  At the recommendation of the structural engineer, the facilities are no 
longer being used, and temporary shoring towers have been placed inside the 
auditorium to prevent the roof from collapsing.

3. Provide that this conceptual approval does not guarantee a commitment for funding by the Board.  Any possible future funding 
will be subject to all governing laws and regulations, and the availability of funds. 
 


4. Provide that the District’s modernization eligibility will be adjusted as a result of one classroom demolished and replaced in the 
Performing Arts Building pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.61(l) and SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 upon receipt of 
an Unfunded Approval by the Board. 


5. Provide that the State portion of any and all savings which may be realized from the funding of this facility hardship 
project must be returned to the State.

AUTHORITY 
(As of July 1, 2013) 


 
Education Code (EC) Section 17075.10(a) states:  


A school district may apply for hardship assistance in cases of extraordinary circumstances. Extraordinary 
circumstances may include, but are not limited to, the need to repair, reconstruct, or replace the most 
vulnerable school facilities that are identified as a Category 2 building, as defined in the report submitted 
pursuant to Section 17317, determined by the department to pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its 
occupants in the event of a seismic event. 
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.61(l) provides adjustments to the Modernization Baseline Eligibility as a result of 
classrooms demolished and replaced pursuant to Regulation Section 1859.82. 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states,  “A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to replace or construct 
new classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or the 
condition of the facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.” 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1) provides for Facility Hardship grant funding when, “The facilities are needed 
to ensure the health and safety of the pupils if the district can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Board that the 
health and safety of the pupils is at risk.  Factors to be considered by the Board shall include… structural deficiencies 
required by the DSA to be repaired….” 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A) states: 


 If the request is for replacement facilities, a cost/benefit analysis must be prepared by the district and 
submitted to the [Office of Public School Construction] OPSC that indicates the total costs to remain in the 
classroom or related facility and mitigate the problem is at least 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost 
of the classroom or related facility. The cost/benefit analysis may include applicable site development costs 
as outlined in Section 1859.76. If the cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is less than 50 
percent of the Current Replacement Cost, the district may qualify for a Modernization Excessive Cost 
Hardship Grant for rehabilitation costs pursuant to Section 1859.83 (e) or a grant not to exceed 50 percent 
of the cost estimate that has been reviewed and approved by the OPSC and approved by the board for 
seismic rehabilitation. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(B) states:  


If the request is for replacement facilities that included structural and/or seismic deficiencies, the cost/benefit 
analysis must also include a report from a licensed design professional identifying the minimum work 
necessary to obtain DSA approval. The report must contain a detailed cost estimate of the repairs. The 
report and cost estimate shall be subject to review by the OPSC for conformance with the Saylor Current 
Construction Cost Publication and, at the OPSC’s discretion, the DSA.  


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(c) states, “A district may request a determination of eligibility for facility hardship 
funding in advance of project funding.”

To present Glenn County Office of Education’s (COE) appeal to allow Financial Hardship (FH) project savings to be 
used for the installation of two communication towers at the COE’s administration buildings in Willows and Orland.

The COE agreed to Option 2, and retained the savings accrued on the six FH projects to reduce the State’s 
contribution on future FH projects within three years (see Attachment B, B-1, B-2).  Subsequently, on March 9, 2012, 
the COE met with Staff to inquire about using FH savings to install the two communication towers.  
 
Since the communication towers are not part of a SFP FH project, the COE is not eligible to use the savings for these 
purposes.  On August 9, 2012, Staff notified the COE that the FH savings cannot be used for the installation of the 
communication towers project, and informed the COE that its FH savings must be used to reduce the FH 
apportionment of a future SFP FH project within the next three years.    


 
Receipt of Appeal 


 
On February 28, 2013, Staff sent a letter to the COE stating that the $86,114 in FH savings must be used to reduce the 
FH apportionment on a future project, or be returned by April 23, 2013.  However, after receiving the letter, the COE 
stated that it had submitted an appeal in September 2012. Staff searched its mail records for the month of September, 
but found no record of receiving the appeal, and the COE had no receipt or tracking number. The COE re-sent the 
appeal, and it was received by OPSC on April 26, 2013.  
 
Staff expanded its search to the month of October 2012, and tracked the original appeal from the COE, which was 
received on October 16, 2012.  Unfortunately, the appeal was misplaced and not processed at that time.  Therefore, 
the received date for this appeal should be considered October 16, 2012. 
 


STAFF ANALYSIS / STATEMENTS  
 
 COE Position  
 


The COE stated in a meeting with Staff that it is responsible for technology and internet support for 8 school districts 
serving approximately 5,600 students. Glenn County is mostly rural, thus internet access is limited in most areas.  The 
need for high speed internet access to all districts within the county is needed because the California Department of 
Education (CDE) is moving towards new state standards referred to as the Common Core standards.  These standards 
will require districts to have high speed internet to administer on-line testing.

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STAFF ANALYSIS / STATEMENTS (cont.) 
 


The COE is proposing to use FH savings to re-design its internet network “from traditional copper/fiber/wired Internet 
connections to carrier-grade wireless point-to-point connections” by installing two large 100 foot communication towers 
in Orland and Willows.  The Orland tower would connect all of the school districts in the northern part of Glenn County, 
and the Willows tower would connect all the school districts to the south.  The two communication towers will be linked 
to each other, unifying the entire network. 
 
The COE estimates the cost for the two communication towers at approximately $450,000 to $500,000 with ongoing 
annual costs thereafter at approximately $40,000 per year.  The COE believes it will save “approximately $122,000 a 
year” by upgrading from their current wired internet provider.  The COE states the operational savings will stay with the 
school districts to be spent in other educational areas of need for students. 
  
The COE also believes the communication towers project will have a significant impact on the education of the 
students, health and safety, telephone connectivity, the way it does business, and potentially save taxpayers hundreds 
of thousands of dollars. 
 
See Attachment C for the full text of the District’s position. 


 
Staff Position 
 
Pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.103 (see Attachment A), the State’s portion of any savings determined by 
the OPSC must be used to reduce the SFP financial hardship grant of that project or other financial hardship projects 
within the district for a period of three years from the date the savings were determined by the OPSC. The use of these 
FH funds for other capital outlay projects is not permitted.  FH savings must be applied to another qualified SFP FH 
project before the three-year deadline. The COE did not have a qualified SFP FH project within the three-year deadline 
to apply the savings; therefore, these funds must be returned to the State. 
 
No classrooms will be built in a project to install communication towers. Pursuant to Education Code Section 17072.35 
(see Attachment A), new construction funds are to be used to adequately house new pupils in any approved project.  
Since communication towers do not house pupils, a project consisting of only communication towers does not meet the 
requirements for new construction funding.  Therefore, installation of the COE’s communication towers does not qualify 
as a SFP new construction project. 


 
Additionally, the communication towers were not included in the original project scopes of any of the six projects being 
appealed; therefore, including them now would be considered a change of scope.  Since the communication towers 
could not be located on school sites funded by the six projects, they would have to be part of a new project on a 
different site. 


 
Although Staff recognizes the communication towers may bring benefits to the COE, and all other school districts in 
Glenn County, Education Code Section 17072.35 requires new classrooms as part of any new construction project. 
The COE does not have a qualified FH project to apply the savings, and the projects’ three-year time limit for the 
savings plus interest to be returned to the State has passed.  Therefore, Staff does not support the District’s request.

AUTHORITY 


 
 
 
Education Code 17072.35.    


A grant for new construction may be used for any and all costs necessary to adequately house new pupils in any 
approved project, and those costs may only include the cost of design, engineering, testing, inspection, plan checking, 
construction management, site acquisition and development, evaluation and response action costs relating to 
hazardous substances at a new or existing schoolsite, demolition, construction, acquisition and installation of portable 
classrooms, landscaping, necessary utility costs, utility connections and other fees, equipment including 
telecommunication equipment to increase school security, furnishings, and the upgrading of electrical systems or the 
wiring or cabling of classrooms in order to accommodate educational technology. A grant for new construction may 
also be used to acquire an existing government or privately owned building, or a privately financed school building, 
and for the necessary costs of converting the government or privately owned building for public school use. A grant for 
new construction may also be used for the costs of designs and materials that promote the efficient use of energy and 
water, the maximum use of natural lighting and indoor air quality, the use of recycled materials and materials that emit 
a minimum of toxic substances, the use of acoustics conducive to teaching and learning, and other characteristics of 
high performance schools. 
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.103. Savings. 
A district may expend the savings not needed for a project on other high priority capital facility needs of the district 
including the relocation of district facilities necessary as a result of Subdivision (b) of Education Code Section 
17072.12. The grants for the projects funded pursuant to Section 1859.70.2 or Section 1859.180 shall be limited to 
eligible expenditures, up to the State Apportionment for the project except as specified in Section 1859.184.1(d).  
Savings may be declared by the district in writing to the OPSC any time after the release of all funds for the project.   
 
With the exception of savings attributable to a site apportionment made pursuant to Sections 1859.74.5 or 1859.81.2, 
the State’s portion of any savings declared by the district or determined by the OPSC by audit must be used to reduce 
the SFP financial hardship grant of that project or other financial hardship projects within the district for a period of 
three years from the date the savings were declared by the district or determined by the OPSC audit.  The State’s 
portion of any savings from a new construction project or a Joint-Use Project may be used as a district matching share 
requirement, only on another new construction project, and the State’s share of any savings from a modernization 
project may be used as a district matching share requirement, only on another modernization project. 
 
Any interest earned on a financial hardship project not expended on eligible project expenditures will be treated as 
savings and will be used to reduce the SFP financial hardship grant for that project.

CONSIDERATION OF ADDITIONAL PROGRAMS REQUIRED TO PARTICIPATE  


IN THE PRIORITY FUNDING PROCESS 
 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 
To present options for the State Allocation Board’s (Board) consideration to include the Overcrowding Relief 
Grant (ORG), Career Technical Education Facilities Program (CTEFP), and Charter School Facilities Program 
(CSFP) applications in the School Facility Program (SFP) Regulations that outline the criteria for participation 
in the priority funding process. 


 
DESCRIPTION 


 
The Board adopted regulations in January 2013 that established the requirement for participation in the priority 
funding process for projects funded from new construction and modernization bond authority, as bond authority 
for these programs was exhausted.  The projects on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) from these 
programs are subject to a limited number of times an applicant may not to participate in priority funding cycles 
without being rescinded.  CSFP and CTEFP projects are currently specifically excluded from this requirement 
while ORG projects are not addressed in the regulation.  Bond authority for the ORG and CTEFP are nearly 
depleted.  Another filing round for the CSFP was recently established in order to allocate available authority.  
Staff is seeking Board direction on whether to add these program projects to the priority funding participation 
requirements outlined in SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3.

BACKGROUND  
 


At the June 2012 meeting, Staff presented a report providing information on projects on the Unfunded List 
(Lack of AB 55 Loans) that have not participated in the priority funding process.  At the October 2012 meeting, 
the Board discussed options and directed Staff bring back regulatory amendments to address this issue.  This 
item is included as Attachment B for reference.  On January 23, 2013, the Board approved regulatory 
amendments to add SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3, which outlines the participation requirements for the 
priority funding process for new construction and modernization applications, including Facility Hardship and 
Rehabilitation.  The bond authority for these programs was exhausted.  The goal of the new regulations was to 
ensure that the bond authority reserved by these projects would be used for construction-ready projects or be 
made available for other projects that are construction-ready.   
 
Beginning with the May 2013 priority funding cycle, an applicant electing to not participate in priority funding by 
either not submitting a valid priority funding request in the 30-day filing period or by submitting a valid priority 
funding request, but failing to submit a valid Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) to request the 
release of funds after the Board approves an apportionment, is subject to the application being rescinded 
without further Board action upon the second occurrence of either of the scenarios.  The first time an 
application fails to submit a fund release request within the required time frame after receiving a priority 
funding apportionment, it returns to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) and with a new unfunded 
approval date equal to the fund release request submittal deadline.

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BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 
As required by statute (Education Code (EC) Section 101012) and regulations, funds are returned to the 
programs from which they were originally allocated.  This may result in funds being available for additional 
projects.  CSFP and CTEFP projects are specifically excluded from these participation regulations.  ORG 
projects are not addressed in the regulation. 


 
Status of the Overcrowding Relief Grant Program  
The Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) received 14 applications for the twelfth funding cycle on  
July 31, 2013. They were processed based upon the highest density of the eligible schools that have 
submitted an approved application, pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.184. There was approximately 
$40.4 million in bond authority available for this cycle. On November 25, 2013, the Board approved $31.7 
million in unfunded approvals for five projects.  This included $29.9 million in ORG program grants and $1.8 
million in High Performance Incentive grants.  There is one additional project that will be presented in a future 
agenda.  After that project is approved, the remaining funds will be insufficient to fully fund the next project on 
the list.  Therefore, Staff is presenting options to the Board at a future meeting to address the remaining eight 
applications.   


 
Status of the Career Technical Education Facilities Program  
The third CTEFP funding cycle is currently oversubscribed by 55 applications totaling a requested amount of 
$78.1 million.  As funds from rescissions and loan payments have been returning to the CTEFP, Staff has 
been presenting additional third cycle projects for unfunded approval.  There is approximately $3.5 million 
currently available to allocate in the future.   
 
Status of the Charter School Facilities Program 
On November 25, 2013, the Board approved a new filing round for the CSFP.  The application filing period will 
open on April 1, 2014 and close on May 30, 2014. There is approximately $87.7 million in bond authority 
currently available to allocate in the future.   
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


Staff is presenting the ORG, CTEFP and CSFP programs for consideration to include in the participation 
requirements for the priority funding process to promote activity on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) 
and equity among the programs.  In January 2013, the Board approved the initial regulation amendments, and 
the CTEFP and CSFP were specifically excluded due to their unique timelines.  At that time, the ORG program 
had two funding cycles scheduled and bond authority available for them.  Currently, however, the ORG and 
CTEFP are oversubscribed; there are more funding applications than bond authority available to allocate.  The 
specific circumstances of each program are presented below. 
 
Overcrowding Relief Grant Program 
As of November 25, 2013, bond authority for the ORG program was nearly exhausted.  There are currently 23 
individual ORG funding applications on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) totaling $153.1 million.* Of 
those, 15 projects received an unfunded approval in 2013 and nine submitted requests to participate in the 
upcoming priority funding round.* At this time, ORG projects are not addressed in SFP Regulation Section 
1859.90.3 and are not subject to any participation requirements in the priority funding process.   
 
*Funding applications may appear more than once on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) due to 
adjustments received after the initial approval. These statements include only counts based on the date of the 
initial approval.

The addition of ORG projects to this Regulation would prevent the possibility of stagnant projects remaining on 
the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) indefinitely.  While the majority of the ORG projects on the Unfunded 
List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) received an approval in 2013, 12 out of the 23 have already not participated in 
three priority funding filing rounds.  The Board could amend SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 to include 
ORG projects on the list of project types that are subject to the priority funding participation requirements set 
forth therein.  This action would help to ensure that limited bond authority is used for construction ready 
projects and would be consistent with the Board’s past action for new construction and modernization when 
bond authority was exhausted.   


 
The chart below illustrates the number of ORG projects currently on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans), 
the amount of bond authority reserved and the dates these projects were approved by the Board.  From 
August 2009 to November 2013, eight priority filing periods were open for 30 calendar days each. 


 


 
 


 
Career Technical Education Facilities Program  
There are currently 51 individual CTEFP projects on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) totaling $57.5 
million.* More than half of these projects have been on the list since October 2010.  The remainder was 
subsequently added on various dates as CTEFP bond authority returned from loan repayments and 
rescissions.  The Board originally excluded these projects from the participation requirements for priority 
funding due to the unique timelines afforded some of these projects to obtain the necessary DSA and CDE 
approvals of plans and specifications.  SFP Regulation Section 1859.193(d) allows the applicant to request 12 
months to submit the required approvals from the date of an apportionment by the Board (emphasis added).   
 
*Funding applications may appear more than once on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) due to 
adjustments received after the initial approval. These statements include only counts based on the date of the 
initial approval.

Without an apportionment, there is not a trigger to begin the 12-month timeline to submit the required 
documents.  The only way to receive an apportionment is to participate in priority funding, which is voluntary.  
Without participation in the priority funding process, these projects could remain on the Unfunded List (Lack of 
AB 55 Loans) indefinitely.  Including CTEFP projects in SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 would help to 
ensure that limited bond authority is used for construction ready projects and would be consistent with the 
Board’s past action for new construction and modernization when bond authority was exhausted.   
 
 
The chart below illustrates the number of CTEFP projects currently on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 
Loans), the amount of bond authority reserved and the dates these projects were approved by the Board.  
From October 2010 to November 2013, eight priority funding filing periods were open for 30 calendar days 
each.  


 
 
 
Charter School Facilities Program 
Currently there are six CSFP conversion project unfunded approvals totaling $38.8 million on the Unfunded 
List (Lack of AB 55 Loans).  The Board originally excluded CSFP projects due to the unique timelines of the 
program.  However, these timelines only apply to the period between preliminary apportionment and 
conversion to a full grant application.  At the time of conversion, these projects are similar to new construction 
or modernization unfunded approvals, as they have met all of the same requirements.  While CSFP applicants 
must meet additional requirements prior to receiving a fund release, the projects were held to the same 18 
month time limit on fund release as new construction and modernization projects prior to the onset of the fiscal 
crisis.

There is currently no mechanism to require participation in priority funding for a CSFP conversion project.  
Without such a requirement, a CSFP conversion project could remain on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 
Loans) indefinitely, tying up authority that could be used for other CSFP purposes.  While the unfunded 
approvals for these projects were recently provided, the Board may wish to consider amending the SFP 
Regulations to require these projects to participate in the priority funding process to promote equity for all 
programs under the SFP.   
  
The chart below illustrates the number of CSFP projects currently on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans), 
the dates they were approved by the Board, and the amount of bond authority reserved.  From June to 
November 2013, one priority funding filing round was open for 30 calendar days.  
 


 
 
There are also eight design and site advance fund releases totaling $17.8 million on the Unfunded List (Lack 
of AB 55 Loans).  Staff is not proposing to include these items in the requirements for participation in the 
priority funding process.  The existing statutory time limits already act as a mechanism to rescind the entire 
preliminary apportionment if an applicant does not request the funds. 
 
Summary 
 
The ORG and CTEFP are currently oversubscribed.  Subjecting projects in these two programs to the 
participation requirements for the priority funding process could ensure that bond authority is available for 
construction ready projects.  It would also prevent projects that are not moving forward from reserving bond 
authority indefinitely.  In addition, this action would be consistent with the action taken when bond authority 
was exhausted for new construction and modernization.  Finally, adding CSFP conversion projects to these 
requirements would promote equity in the priority funding process by establishing the same rules for all 
projects.

Option #1 – Approve regulatory amendments to SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 to include ORG 
projects. 
This option would include ORG projects in the priority funding participation requirements set forth in SFP 
Regulation Section 1859.90.3. Returning authority could be used for other ORG projects.    
 
Issues and Concerns 


 Projects currently on the unfunded list were approved in accordance with the regulations in effect at 
the time the applications were submitted. 


o If the Board wished to apply the change prospectively, the impact would be minimal as ORG 
bond authority is all but depleted.  


 If a district is required to submit a priority funding request while the State does not have cash 
available, districts may need to plan without knowing when they can expect funds. 


 Some districts may have limited time to start the bid process if the cannot go out to bid without a 
guarantee of State cash.  
 


 
Option #2 - Approve regulatory amendments to SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 to include CTEFP 
projects. 
This option would include all CTEFP projects in the priority funding participation requirements set forth in SFP 
Regulation Section 1859.90.3.  All CTEFP projects, including reservation of funds projects, would be subject to 
Priority Funding participation guidelines immediately upon placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55

ATTACHMENT A 
 


AUTHORITY 
 
Education Code Section 101012 
 


(a) The proceeds from the sale of bonds, issued and sold for the purposes of this chapter, shall be allocated in 
accordance with the following schedule: 
(1) The amount of one billion nine hundred million dollars ($1,900,000,000) for new construction of school 
facilities of applicant school districts under Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10) of Part 10. Of the 
amount allocated under this paragraph, up to 10.5 percent shall be available for purposes of seismic repair, 
reconstruction, or replacement, pursuant to Section 17075.10. 
(2) The amount of five hundred million dollars ($500,000,000) shall be available for providing school facilities to 
charter schools pursuant to Article 12 (commencing with Section 17078.52) of Chapter 12.5 of Part 10. 
(3) The amount of three billion three hundred million dollars ($3,300,000,000) for the modernization of school 
facilities pursuant to Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10) of Part 10. 
(4) The amount of five hundred million dollars ($500,000,000) for the purposes set forth in Article 13 
(commencing with Section 17078.70) of Chapter 12.5 of Part 10, relating to facilities for career technical 
education programs. … 


 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.2. Definitions. 


 
“Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” means an information list of unfunded projects that was created due to 
the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment Account (AB 55 loans) to 
fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter #33 issued on 
December 18, 2008. 
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3. Participation in the Priority Funding Process. 
 
This section applies only to applications for new construction, modernization, Facility Hardship pursuant to 
Section 1859.82 and rehabilitation pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), and specifically excludes applications for the 
Charter School Facilities and Career Technical Education Facilities Programs. 


 
(a) For each application on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) for new construction, modernization, 
Facility Hardship pursuant to Section 1859.82 or rehabilitation pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), the occurrences 
of (1) or (2) below shall be limited after the effective date of this regulation section [March 25, 2013]: 
(1) The district abstains from participating in a priority funding 30-calendar day filing period described in Section 
1859.90.2 for the application on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). 
(2) The application receives a priority funding Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(a), and the district 
fails to meet the fund release requirements pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(c). 
(b) The first occurrence of (a)(1) or (a)(2) shall result in the following, as applicable: 
(1) If (a)(1) occurs, the application shall retain its place on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). 
(2) If (a)(2) occurs, the priority funding Apportionment shall be rescinded and the application shall be returned 
to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(c)(2). 
(c) If subsection (b) has occurred, a subsequent occurrence of either (a)(1) or (a)(2) shall result in the 
rescission of the application’s Apportionment and/or unfunded approval, as applicable, and the removal of the 
application from the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) without further Board action. The application shall be 
returned to the applicant. 
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(d) For purposes of subsection (c), “rescinded” or “rescission” of an unfunded approval shall mean that the 
bond authority associated with the Apportionment or unfunded approval, as applicable, returns to the 
appropriate School Facility Program bond authority source for reallocation. If applicable, the pupils housed in 
the project will be added back to the district’s baseline eligibility pursuant to Sections 1859.51(d) for new 
construction or 1859.61(d) for modernization. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.167.2. Preliminary Apportionment Rescissions. 


 
(a) For projects apportioned on or before February 23, 2005 that are rescinded by the Board for purposes other 
than those outlined in Section 1859.166, the following will occur upon rescission: 
(1) the SFP New Construction Eligibility will be increased for the pupils assigned to the Preliminary Charter 
School Application for the school district that physically contains the Charter School within its geographical 
boundaries. 
(2) Those projects that have received an advanced release of funds as provided in Section 1859.164.2(a), shall 
be reduced to costs incurred and closed-out pursuant to Section 1859.106 with a corresponding SFP new 
construction baseline eligibility adjustment for the pupils assigned to the Preliminary Charter School Application. 
(b) For projects apportioned on July 2, 2003 that are rescinded by the Board for purposes other than those 
outlined in Section 1859.166, the funds shall be returned to the program as follows: 
(1) A fund shall be established within the 2002 Charter School Facilities Account to be known as the 
Conversion Increase Fund. An amount equal to $16,634,364 from Preliminary Charter School Apportionments 
rescinded on or before April 25, 2007 shall be transferred, on a one time basis, from the Unrestricted Charter 
School Fund to the Conversion Increase Fund established within that same account. The Conversion Increase 
Fund shall be used for the purposes outlined in Section 1859.167(b)(4). 
(2) Funds available due to projects that rescind after April 25, 2007 shall be transferred to the Unrestricted 
Charter School Fund within the 2002 Charter School Facilities Account. 
(c) For projects apportioned on February 23, 2005 that are rescinded by the Board for purposes other than 
those outlined in Section 1859.166, the funds shall be returned to the program as follows: 
(1) A fund shall be established within the 2004 Charter School Facilities Account to be known as the 
Conversion Increase Fund. This fund shall be used for the purposes outlined in Section 1859.167(b)(4). This 
fund shall include all amounts from Preliminary Charter School Apportionments rescinded from the 2004 
Charter School Facilities Account on or before April 25, 2007, plus the amounts initially reserved for the 
DTSC/Relocation Fund and the Hazardous Material/Waste Removal Fund established in Section 1859.163.3. 
(2) Funds available due to project rescissions after April 25, 2007 including both the Preliminary Apportionment 
reservation and any amount available pursuant to subsection (c)(1) above that is not needed for a Final Charter 
School Apportionment, shall first be used to replenish the DTSC/Relocation Fund and the Hazardous 
Material/Waste Removal Fund until the cumulative deposits made back into the funds total the amount of funds 
initially reserved. Once these funds have been replenished, future rescinded amounts shall be returned to the 
Unrestricted Charter School Fund. 
(d) The maximum amount available for each individual Final Charter School Apportionment from the 2002 
and/or 2004 Conversion Increase Fund shall be equal to the ratio of the project’s Preliminary Charter School 
Apportionment to the total value of preliminary charter school apportionments awarded on February 23, 2005, 
for those recipients eligible for these Conversion Increase Fund funds, multiplied by the sum of the amount of 
funds available for the Conversion Increase Fund in both the 2002 and 2004 Charter School Facilities 
Accounts. 
(e) For projects apportioned after February 23, 2005 any rescinded amounts shall be transferred into the 
Unrestricted Charter School Fund in the appropriate Charter School Facilities Account. Projects shall be 
rescinded pursuant to the process described in subsection (a) above with the exception that any adjustments to 
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the baseline eligibility shall be based on the ratio of the number of unhoused pupils pursuant to Section 
1859.162.2 and the project capacity which generated the project funding to the eligible expenditures. Any funds 
released are subject to the fifty percent local matching share requirement as required by Education Code 
Section 17078.54(d). 
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.184 Overcrowding Relief Grant Application Submittals and Apportionments.  
 
(a) The Board shall accept approved applications for Overcrowding Relief Grants as follows: 
(1) For the funding made available for this purpose for the first funding cycle, the School District shall submit an 
approved application by January 31, 2008. 
(2) The Board shall accept approved applications on a semi-annual basis thereafter. The Board shall apportion 
Overcrowding Relief Grants based upon the highest density of the eligible schools that have submitted an 
approved application. Any School District that does not receive an Overcrowding Relief Grant due to low school 
density and insufficient funds may request that its application remain with the OPSC for consideration in the 
following semi-annual funding cycle. 
(b) The Board shall apportion the Overcrowding Relief Grants as follows: 
(1) For the first funding cycle, up to a maximum of $500 million for all approved applications that are received 
by January 31, 2008. 
(2) For the second funding cycle, up to a maximum of $300 million for all approved applications that are 
received by July 31, 2008, plus any remaining funds not apportioned during the previous funding cycle. 
(3) Approved applications that are received by January 30, 2009 shall be apportioned any remaining funds not 
allocated at the previous funding cycles, plus an additional $200 million. 
(4) Approved applications that are received by July 31, 2009 shall be apportioned any remaining funds not 
allocated at the previous funding cycles. 
(5) Approved applications that are received by January 29, 2010 shall be apportioned any remaining funds not 
allocated at the previous funding cycles. 
(6) Approved applications that are received by July 30, 2010 shall be apportioned any remaining funds not 
allocated at the previous funding cycles. 
(7) The Board may accept applications every six months that are received by the last business day of January 
and July until the Overcrowding Relief Grant funds are exhausted. The approved applications for Overcrowding 
Relief Grants filed after July 31, 2008 must provide a narrative that demonstrates that the project will relieve 
overcrowding at the eligible school, by increasing useable outdoor space for uses such as play areas, green 
space, or outdoor lunch areas. A School District may submit an approved application to request an 
Overcrowding Relief Grant from the funding provided under Proposition 1D for a project that has been 
occupied, if the construction contract for the project was signed after Board approval of these regulations. The 
School District must have obtained all project approvals required for a new construction funding application 
prior to the construction contract date. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.193(d)  


 
(d) If an applicant meets the eligibility criteria in Section 1859.192, but does not have the necessary approvals 
from the DSA and/or the CDE at the time of apportionment, the Board may apportion funds for the Career 
Technical Education Facilities Project and reserve them for a period of up to 12 months. The grant amount to 
be reserved for the project will be the maximum funding as determined above in (a), (b), or (c). 
 


Section 1859.197 Fund Release Process. 
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The OPSC will release State funds that have been apportioned by the Board pursuant to Sections 1859.195 
and 1859.196 after submittal by the applicant of the Form SAB 50-05. 
(a) If an apportionment was made for a Career Technical Education Facilities Project, the applicant must submit 
a Form SAB 50-05 within 18 months of the Apportionment as outlined in Education Code Section 17076.10 or 
the apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
(b) If Career Technical Education Facilities funds were reserved for the applicant pursuant to Section 
1859.193(d) of these Regulations, the applicant: 
(1) Has one year from the date of apportionment to submit the CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans 
and specifications, as required, to the OPSC for the Career Technical Education Facilities Project, otherwise 
the apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
(2) Has 18 months from the date the CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans and specifications, as 
needed, are submitted to the OPSC to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the apportionment shall be 
rescinded without further Board action. If the district is requesting an apportionment pursuant to Section 
1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2, the Board will require that this time limit be reduced to no more than 90 days from the 
date of the apportionment. 
 (c) If the applicant requires a loan for the entire matching share requirement pursuant to Section 1859.194(b) 
of these Regulations: 
(1) Subject to the availability of financing provided by the Pooled Money Investment Board for bond-funded 
projects, the OPSC will release ten percent of the Career Technical Education Facilities grant to the applicant 
within 30 calendar days of the apportionment. 
(2) The applicant has one year from the date of apportionment to submit the CDE plan approval and DSA-
approved plans and specifications, as required, to the OPSC for the Career Technical Education Facilities 
Project, otherwise the apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
(3) The applicant has 18 months from the date in (c)(2) to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the 
apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
(d) If the district is requesting an Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2 and if the district is 
requesting funding as prescribed in Section 1859.71.6 or Section 1859.77.4, as applicable, then the district 
must submit the necessary approvals from the DSA and/or the CDE, as applicable, at least 90 days prior to 
requesting an Apportionment. 
(e) If the district receives an Apportionment pursuant to (a) or (b) and if the district is requesting funding as 
prescribed in Section 1859.71.6 or Section 1859.77.4, as applicable, then the district must submit the 
necessary approvals from the DSA and/or the CDE, as applicable, at least 90 days prior to receiving an 
Apportionment. 
(f) The applicant is subject to substantial progress time limit on the apportionment as outlined in Education 
Code Section 17076.10(b). 
(g) In the event the Board determines there is a fiscal emergency or crisis on the part of the State of California, 
the Board may grant an extension not to exceed 12 months to the time limit prescribed in (b)(1) and (c)(2) 
above and Section 1859.193(d). Regulation Section 1859.197(g) shall become inoperative January 1, 2010. 
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.198  
 
The district is subject to the time limit on the apportionment as outlined in Education Code Section 17076.10 
and substantial progress requirements pursuant to Section 1859.105. 
 
Any Career Technical Education Facilities Project funds returned due to projects being rescinded or reduced to 
cost incurred shall be made available for apportionment in subsequent funding cycles.

NON-PARTICIPATION IN THE PRIORITY FUNDING PROCESS 


 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 
To present options for the State Allocation Board’s (Board) consideration for applications that have not 
submitted requests to receive a priority funding apportionment during the request filing periods. 


 
DESCRIPTION 


 
The Board established the priority funding process in May 2010 and has since held five priority funding 
certification periods.   Through priority funding, the Board has provided apportionments to approximately 
1,145 projects.  While a large number of projects have received priority funding apportionments, many 
districts have elected not to participate in the process even with eligible applications on the list of unfunded 
approvals.   At the August 22, 2012 meeting, the Board directed Staff to bring this discussion back for 
potential action.  This item seeks to present options to the Board for advancing applications on the Unfunded 
List (Lack of AB 55 Loans), referred to in this item as the list of unfunded approvals.  Attachment A provides a 
list of all applications that have not participated in the last two or more priority funding request periods.   


 
AUTHORITY 


 
See Attachment B.  


 
BACKGROUND  


 
At the May 2010 meeting, the Board created a pilot program to introduce the priority funding process.  The 
priority funding process allows the Board to allocate limited funding for school construction projects.  This is 
accomplished through a funding mechanism that allows districts that are ready to submit a Fund Release 
Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) the opportunity to receive funding and move forward with their projects.  In 
the first priority funding round, $408.3 million was apportioned in August 2010.  Through the priority funding 
process, the Board has approved approximately 1,145 projects totaling approximately $3.6 billion in 
apportionments.   


 
In April and May of 2011, the State Allocation Board Priorities in School Construction Funding/Cash 
Management Sub-committee (Sub-committee) met to discuss topics related to the diminishing SFP bond 
authority.  One topic covered was the viability of projects on the list of unfunded approvals.  The Sub-
committee was concerned that projects can remain on the list of unfunded approvals indefinitely reserving 
bond authority that could be used by other projects.  The Sub-committee determined that the issue of 
project viability should be revisited at a time when bond authority is nearing exhaustion and when the 
amount of cash available exceeds priority funding requests.  At the June 2012 meeting, Staff presented a 
report providing information on projects on the list of unfunded approvals that have not participated in the 
priority funding process.  At the August 2012 meeting, the Board directed Staff bring back an action item to 
address this issue. 
 
As of September 30, 2012, Staff has received new funding applications exceeding the available new 
construction bond authority by approximately $88.4 million and new funding applications exceeding the 
available modernization bond authority by approximately $147.9 million.

For each priority funding round, Staff compiles a complete list of applications from districts that have elected 
to participate.  Once all of the requests to participate have been processed, the Board provides 
apportionments to projects on the list of unfunded approvals up to the amount of cash available.  While the 
priority funding process has been very successful, not all applicants on the list of unfunded approvals have 
chosen to participate.  
 
Staff does not have specific information on why districts have not submitted priority funding requests for 
individual projects on the list of unfunded approvals.  There are numerous reasons why a district may not 
participate in the priority funding process.  Below are some of the potential issues that districts could be 
facing: 


Districts may not be able to provide the local matching share of a project due to local fiscal issues.  
Districts may not be able to meet the 90 day fund release requirements, which includes the 
issuance of a Notice to Proceed for the project, a certification that the district has entered into 
contracts for at least 50 percent of the construction, and documentation showing that the project 
meets all Labor Compliance requirements (if required). 


 
The chart below details the number of projects and total amount of bond authority associated with projects 
that have not participated in past priority funding periods:

As shown in the chart above, there are 165 projects totaling $413 million in allocated bond authority on the 
list of unfunded approvals for which priority funding requests have not been submitted during two or more of 
the priority funding rounds.  Of these, requests were not submitted for 112 projects during the the last three 
request periods, 68 requests were not submitted during the last four request periods and priority funding 
requests have never been submitted for 16 projects.   


 
The charts below show a breakdown by the number of projects and total amount of bond authority 
associated with projects not participating in the priority funding process.  Each chart details only application 
for which districts were eligible to participate in the specific filing rounds, yet elected not to.

Chart A 


 
The applications and dollar amounts shown in Chart A display the universe of applications that have not 
participated in the priority funding process two or more times.  The totals included in Charts B, C, and D 
below are included in Chart A.  Approximately $143.8 million is reserved for the Career Technical Education 
Facilities Program (CTEFP), the Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) and the Overcrowding Relief 
Grant (ORG).  If these applications are rescinded, the bond authority would return to the respective 
program.   


  
 Career Technical Education Facilities Program 


Forty-eight of the 49 CTEFP applications on the list of unfunded approvals include a reservation of funds.  
The reservation of funds allows district that have projects that are not construction ready to receive an 
apportionment before obtaining these required approvals.  These districts technically have 12 months from 
the date of apportionment to submit the required DSA approved plans and specifications and CDE 
approvals per SFP Regulation under the CTEFP.  However, participation in the Priority Funding requires 
them to submit a fund release within 90 days of receiving an apportionment.  Applicants with a reservation 
of funds are encouraged to submit the final approved plans and specifications in advance in order to be able 
to meet this 90-day requirement. 


  
 Charter School Facilities Program 


The 19 CSFP applications noted above represent approvals for advanced fund release for design or site 
only.  Through prior Board actions, these CSFP projects were placed on the list of unfunded approvals to 
allow the Charter applicants a mechanism to participate in the Priority Funding process to receive funds for 
site and design.  At this time, participation in the Priority Funding process is optional, because the Board has 
set aside cash for these releases until December 27, 2012.  After that date, applicants must follow the 
Priority Funding process to receive a fund release.  In any case, each applicant must submit an application 
for full funding within a four year statutory time frame.  Once the full funding application is submitted and 
processed, the application could then receive an unfunded approval.

Projects on the list of unfunded approvals that are not participating in the priority funding process are 
reserving bond authority that could be used by other projects that are shovel ready or already in progress, or 
reimbursements for work that is completed.  Projects that remain on the list of unfunded approvals do not 
stimulate the economy and hinder other districts that have projects that are ready to move forward.  
Currently there is no mechanism in statute or SFP Regulation to remove a project that has been provided an 
unfunded approval from the list of unfunded approvals. 


 
It is important to note that project rescission will result in bond authority returning to the program from which 
it was originally allocated.  For example, rescinding a CTEFP application would allow another CTEFP 
project to be funded, but would not become available to a New Construction or Modernization application 
that was received after bond authority for those programs was exceeded.  A legislative action would be 
required to transfer the bond authority to either the new construction or modernization programs. 


 
OPTIONS 


 
Staff has compiled the following options for the Board’s consideration to promote activity on the list of 
unfunded approvals. 


 
Option #1 – Allow Districts to Bypass the Priority Funding Process a Finite Number Of Times 
 
Under this option the Board could allow districts to bypass the priority funding request process a limited 
number of times before they would be required to submit a priority funding request.  Once a district has 
elected not to participate in the priority funding a set number of times, the application would be rescinded.   
 
If the Board selected this option, a maximum number of times that a district may choose not to submit a 
priority funding request during a priority funding request period would need to be established in regulation.  
Once a district has elected not to submit a priority funding certification within the Board established number 
of request periods, the application would be rescinded.  The Board could align the number of times a district 
can bypass the priority funding process with the bond sale process.  For example, as bond sales typically 
take place twice a year, the Board could provide an allowance of four opportunities to participate which 
should be the equivalent of four bond sales to participate.   
 
For applications currently on the list, the Board could select a future priority funding certification period to 
implement the new requirement, providing for adequate notice of the new process.   
 
Currently, applications that receive priority funding apportionments but fail to submit a fund release request 
within the required time frame receive a new unfunded approval date equal to the due date of the fund 
release request submittal.  Under this option, if a fund release request is not submitted and the application 
receives a new date, the Board could elect to count the opportunity as a bypassed priority funding request 
period. This action would address the possibility of priority funding certifications being submitted with no 
intention of submitting a fund release request.  As part of the regulatory amendments, the definition of 
“rescission” as it pertains to the priority funding process would need to be updated to clarify this change.  
 
Rescissions made by this option may allow for additional applications that were received after bond 
authority was exhausted to be processed for an unfunded approval.

o If the Board wished to apply the change prospectively, the impact would be minimal as 
new construction and modernization bond authority has been exhausted. 


If a district is required to submit a priority funding request while the State does not have cash 
available, districts may need to plan without knowing when they can expect funds. 
Some districts may have limited time to start the bid process if they cannot go out to bid without a 
guarantee of State cash, particularly Financial Hardship districts. 
Tracking the multiple variables/outcomes available for each priority funding request period, (such 
as: no request submitted, request submitted but not apportioned, request submitted and 
apportioned but rescinded), could create new issues and challenges for districts and Staff.  


 
Program Changes Necessary 


 
Regulation amendments would be necessary to set the maximum number of times a district can bypass the 
priority funding process and remain on the list of unfunded approvals, to clarify the circumstances when a 
project rescission will occur, and to define a rescission.   
 
Option #2 – Eliminate the Priority Funding Process And Fund In Order of Unfunded Approval Date 
 
Under this option the Board would apportion projects in date order down the list of unfunded approvals.  The 
priority funding process would be eliminated.  As cash becomes available, the Board would provide an 
apportionment to the first application on the list of unfunded approvals, and so on.  The Board could 
continue to use the current 90 day Time Limit on Fund Release process.   
 
 


 
  
 
The priority funding process was implemented and succeeded during a time in which there was enough 
bond authority to provide unfunded approvals to all eligible applications that were submitted.  The OPSC 
has received sufficient new construction and modernization applications that exceed the available bond 
authority. Once the Board approves these applications, bond authority will be exhausted.   As a result, the 
Board adopted regulation amendments that will soon discontinue the processing of new construction and 
modernization funding applications for unfunded approval.   
 
The downside to the priority funding process is that projects could remain on the list of unfunded approvals 
indefinitely, even if the applicant cannot meet the requirements for fund release.  Currently districts are not 
required to participate in the priority funding process.   


 
This option would promote activity on the list of unfunded approvals.  As bond authority has been 
exhausted, rescissions made by this option would allow for additional applications to be processed to the list 
of unfunded approvals thus renewing the list on a regular basis.

Issues and Concerns 
 


Projects currently on the unfunded list were approved in accordance with the funding regulations in 
effect at the time the applications were submitted.  


o If the Board wished to apply the change prospectively, the impact would be minimal as 
new construction and modernization bond authority has been exhausted. 


Districts may need to plan without knowing when they can expect funds. 
Some districts may have limited time to start the bid process if they cannot go out to bid without a 
guarantee of State cash, particularly Financial Hardship districts. 
The current priority funding system has been very effective, and it is unclear if an alternate system 
would be as effective.   
Under the priority funding process, districts prepare for potential apportionment by submitting a 
request to participate ahead of time.  Under this system, districts may find the 90 day Time Limit on 
Fund Release to be insufficient.   


 
Program Changes Necessary 
 
Regulation amendments would be necessary.   


 
Option #3 – Implement a Time Limit for Projects on the List of Unfunded Approvals 


 
The Board could implement a time limit for projects on the list of unfunded approvals to request an 
apportionment.  Currently, there is no time limit and projects can remain on the list indefinitely.   
 
This option could be used with the existing priority funding process and would promote advancement of 
projects on the list of unfunded approvals. 


 
Under this option the Board could establish a time frame for projects on the list of unfunded approvals 
during which districts may request an apportionment (optional) based on the date of the Unfunded Approval. 
Once this time period ends districts would be required to request an apportionment or risk project rescission.  
For applications currently on the list, the timeline could begin based on a date established by the Board to 
ensure that the change would apply prospectively.  This option could be applied to the priority funding 
process or as part of ongoing monthly apportionments made available through cash returning to the 
program. 
 


 
For example, if the Board established an 18 month time limit (which mirrors the maximum Time Limit on 
Fund Release provided in Statute), a district receiving an Unfunded Approval on October 24, 2012 would be 
able to accept or decline an apportionment without consequence until April 24, 2014 (18 months).  However 
if cash became available after April 24, 2014, the district would be required to accept an apportionment or 
the project would be rescinded.

Issues and Concerns 
 


If a timeline is started based on Unfunded Approval date while the State does not have cash 
available, districts may need to plan without knowing when they can expect funds. 
Some districts may have limited time to start the bid process if they cannot go out to bid without a 
guarantee of State funding, particularly Financial Hardship districts. 
This option could create tracking difficulties for both districts and Staff as the option focuses on 
tracking a future date as opposed to bypassed certification periods.  


 
Program Changes Necessary 


 
Regulation amendments would be necessary to implement this option.  


 
RECOMMENDATION 
 


Seek Board direction.  
 
BOARD ACTION 
 


In considering this Item, the SAB approved staff’s Option #1, which would allow school districts with New 
Construction and Modernization projects to pass on participating in the Priority Funding Process one time. 
Once the regulations have been approved and become effective, a project will be rescinded if the district 
passes on participating in the Priority Funding Process.

To present the School Facility Program (SFP) Review Subcommittee (Subcommittee) report to the 
State Allocation Board (Board). 
 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 
At the September 19, 2012 Board meeting, the Program Review Subcommittee was established. 
The purpose of the Subcommittee was to discuss various aspects of the SFP and consider 
potential program-related improvements. 
 
The Subcommittee Chair is presenting the attached report regarding the outcome of those 
discussions.

Program Review Subcommittee Report to the State Allocation Board  
 
Introduction 
 
The purpose of the State Allocation Board Program Review Subcommittee (Subcommittee) was to discuss various 
aspects of the School Facility Program (SFP) and consider potential program-related improvements. Throughout the 
past year, the Subcommittee has completed both a broad overview of all programs, as well as the detailed 
mechanics of various aspects of the SFP. The Subcommittee then discussed potential options to incorporate into a 
future program bond program.* 
 
This item outlines the areas of concern with the current program along with proposed solutions that Subcommittee 
members have recommended for presentation to the full State Allocation Board (Board) for consideration.  
The topics have been organized into the following broad categories: 
 


New Construction 
Modernization 
Special Programs 
Statewide School Facilities Inventory 
Financial Hardship Program 
County Offices of Education 


 
*For a more detailed review of all topics heard and discussed by the Subcommittee, Board members were previously provided copies of all 
Subcommittee meeting materials published and links to these materials are included in Attachment A. 
 


Structure of Proposed Solutions 
 
Throughout this item, the consensus recommendations of the Subcommittee are indicated under the “Proposed 
Solutions” headings. The representative for the Department of General Services abstained from voting since there 
has been no official position taken by the Administration.

New Construction 
 
New Construction Eligibility 
 
Area of Concern 
 


1. Baseline eligibility information for new construction is outdated and/or not available. 
 
As part of the overall discussion on new construction eligibility, Subcommittee members expressed a 
concern that the original new construction baseline eligibility may need to be re-established to account for 
changes over time, including the significant impact of the housing recession on future growth. Baseline 
eligibility is updated when school districts apply for funding. However, school districts not requesting funding 
are not required to update their eligibility. Some school districts do update periodically in the current 
program, but there are no assurances that all changes that have occurred at the local level have been 
accurately captured as part of a school district’s capacity. Subcommittee members agreed that the following 
solution should be considered: 
 
PROPOSED SOLUTION 
 
Require all districts to re-establish the new construction eligibility baseline to be eligible to receive 
funding under a new bond.

2. The current program model does not allow for flexibility in designing different types of learning 


areas. 
 
The Subcommittee discussed the current new construction eligibility calculation, including how classrooms 
and other facilities are identified in the SFP and the resulting pupil capacity calculation. The Subcommittee 
also discussed how the definition of a classroom for purposes of funding and the current state loading 
standards affect the types of learning areas that are currently eligible for new construction funding. 
 
The current calculation, which typically uses a standard 960 square foot classroom as a model, may not 
allow districts to create more flexible learning areas that are designed to meet 21st century learning goals. 
The California Department of Education provided examples where the same square footage allocated into 
different classroom configurations could generate different capacity calculations for the purposes of 
determining eligibility for funding. One example of an alternative design that may encounter this issue would 
be a large group area with smaller pull out areas for one-on-one or small group learning. Such a 
configuration may be designed to accommodate 75 students, but counted as one classroom under the 
current program and eligible for only 25 pupil grants. 
 
As part of the discussion, Subcommittee members indicated a preference for allowing more flexibility in the 
types of learning areas that could be funded. However, members also want to balance flexibility with funding 
accountability for local decisions. They wanted assurances that the State would not be required to use 
future funds to correct classroom designs approved by local districts that did not achieve the desired results.  


 
Subcommittee members proposed the following solution: 


 
PROPOSED SOLUTION 


 
Align the SFP Regulations and the California Code of Regulations, Title 5 definition of a classroom 
for purposes of establishing a school district’s Gross Classroom Inventory and providing new 
construction funding. 
 
The definition of a classroom should be both flexible and structured in a way to hold districts 
accountable for local decisions for purposes of future funding requests.

3. The SFP currently uses the same loading standard for continuation high school students as other 
high school students. However, most school districts load continuation high school classrooms 
with fewer students due to the unique needs of this student population. 


 
While discussing the need for alternate classroom loading standards for community school pupils served by 
county offices of education, the Subcommittee felt that the same concerns applied to continuation high 
school pupils served by school districts. According to the members, as with county offices’ community day 
programs, school districts typically load continuation high school classrooms at fewer than the standard 27 
students per classroom in order to have an effective program. The Subcommittee agreed that a new school 
facilities program should consider changing the loading standard for continuation high school programs 
based on typical district practices. 
 
If a modified loading standard is implemented for continuation high school pupils, it would need to apply to 
new construction as well as other funding programs that use the state loading standards, such as 
modernization. In addition, the Subcommittee agreed that if the continuation high school classroom loading 
standard were decreased, then the per-pupil grant amount would need to be increased proportionally to 
provide a sufficient funding to construct or modernize a classroom. 


 
PROPOSED SOLUTION 


 
The pupil loading standard for continuation high school classrooms should be more closely aligned 
with how school districts are typically loading the continuation high school classrooms.

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New Construction Funding - Portable Classrooms 
 
Area of Concern 
 


New construction funds are being used to pay for portable classrooms that are eligible for 
modernization funding at 20 years, versus 25 years for stick built construction. Portable classrooms 
often require replacement rather than modernization. 
 
Currently, EC Section 17070.15(j) states, “‘Portable classroom’ means a classroom building of one or more 
stories that is designed and constructed to be relocatable and transportable over public streets, and with 
respect to a single story portable classroom, is designed and constructed for relocation without the 
separation of the roof or floor from the building and when measured at the most exterior walls, has a floor 
area not in excess of 2,000 square feet.” 
 
The Subcommittee discussed the use of portable school facilities and whether it is a good use of new 
construction bond funds to pay for this type of construction. The concern stated by some members was that 
the debt service on the bond funds may actually last longer than the portable classroom itself. Also 
discussed were the various reasons school districts may have used this type of construction in the past 
(such as class size reduction requirements, prior requirements in the state funding programs that required a 
certain ratio of portable classrooms, budgetary concerns, etc.). The Subcommittee heard a variety of options 
to incentivize the construction of permanent facilities and the replacement of existing portable facilities with 
permanent construction. 


 
One method of incentivizing permanent construction is for the State to cease being a partner in portable 
construction by disallowing the use of new construction grants for the purchase and installation of portable 
classrooms, and only allow new construction funding to be used for the construction of permanent facilities 
(including permanent modular). Subcommittee members agreed that this approach would be a better use of 
bond funds and proposed the following change: 


 
PROPOSED SOLUTION 
 
Disallow the use of new construction grants for the purpose of constructing portable classrooms 
(as defined above).

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New Construction Funding – Supplemental Grants 
 
Area of Concern 
 


The current program structure is complex, in part, because there are many supplemental or “add 
on” grants in addition to the base per pupil grant amount. 
 
In the current SFP, the method for determining eligibility for funding is a combination of a base per pupil 
grant amount and supplemental grants. Supplemental grants are used to provide funding for project specific 
expenses (site development costs, site acquisition costs) or factors that create excessive cost (such as a 
project’s geographic location or the size of the project). Based on all new construction projects from 1998 to 
2013, supplemental grants increased the per pupil grant amount by 55 percent on average. 
 
In an effort to streamline the program, the Subcommittee discussed ways to consolidate the supplemental 
grants. After further review, it was determined that many supplemental grants were seen as too specific to 
individual circumstances to be considered for consolidation. 
 
However, the grant for fire alarms and fire sprinklers was provided to the majority of projects due to the fire 
alarms and sprinklers being mandated by law for most projects. Subcommittee members agreed that these 
supplemental grants should be incorporated into the base grant. 
 
PROPOSED SOLUTION  
 
Combine supplemental grant amounts for fire alarms and fire sprinklers with the new construction 
base grant.

Modernization Eligibility 
 
Area of Concern 
 


1. Modernization eligibility is determined by the age of the buildings and the current enrollment of the 
site, as opposed to the capacity of the classrooms. 


 
As part of the conversation on modernization eligibility, the Subcommittee considered whether 
improvements could be made to the current age-based method of calculating modernization eligibility. 
Currently, modernization eligibility is determined using the following factors: 
 


 School buildings become eligible for modernization when a portable building is 20 years of age and 
when a permanent building is 25 years of age. 


 Modernization eligibility is site specific. 
 The enrollment of the site at the time modernization eligibility is established or updated is also 


taken into consideration. Under the current program, the eligibility is capped at either the capacity 
of the eligible facilities at the site or the enrollment at the site. School sites that are not operating at 
full capacity would not receive eligibility commensurate with the capacity of the classrooms of 
modernization age. 


 
Subcommittee members discussed the basic concept of using age as a basis for eligibility and generally 
agreed to continue this method. However, members agreed that the current model could be improved, to 
account for school sites that operate near, but not at full capacity. 
 
Members were concerned that, in reality, not all schools or programs operate at full capacity. For example, a 
special day class could have 10 students one year and 15 students the next. The current methodology 
makes it difficult to modernize because the cost of modernizing is the same regardless of the number of 
students in each classroom, and it is more cost effective to modernize all eligible classrooms under one 
contract. 
 
Subcommittee members also expressed concern for modernizing facilities that may be underutilized when a 
school district could consider consolidating campuses. For example, if a district has many schools at 50 
percent capacity, consolidation should be considered. 
 
As a result of the discussion on this topic, Subcommittee members suggested the following change: 


 
PROPOSED SOLUTION 


 
Modernization eligibility should generally be calculated based on the capacity of the facilities on the 
site that are of modernization age, provided that enrollment at the site is at some threshold amount 
of the capacity (thresholds suggested were between 80 and 90 percent).

Subcommittee members agreed that the following solution should be considered: 


 
PROPOSED SOLUTION 


 
Require districts to re-establish the modernization eligibility baseline at a site in order to be eligible 
to receive funding for that site under a new bond.

Area of Concern 
 


Bond funds are being used to modernize portable classrooms that become eligible at 20 years; 
although the portables may not have an additional 20-25 year lifespan and the bond funds have a 30-
year repayment obligation. 
 
Under the current program, districts may use modernization funds within the confines of EC Section 
17074.10(a), which provides a broad list of allowances. Districts may use these funds to either modernize 
existing buildings or replace them with area of like kind, whether the buildings are permanent or portable.   
 
The Subcommittee considered whether or not modernization funds should be used to modernize portable 
buildings or whether the funds should be limited only to the replacement of portables with permanent 
construction. 
 
Some concerns about the current program included whether a portable can be truly modernized, as well as 
the concern that was also expressed in the new construction section that 30 year funds were being spent on 
buildings that would not have a 30 year life span. 
 
As a result of these conversations, Subcommittee members recommend the following: 
 
PROPOSED SOLUTION 
 
Incentivize the replacement of portable classrooms that are eligible for modernization by limiting the 
use of modernization grants generated by those buildings to the replacement of those portable 
buildings with permanent construction and provide funding equal to that of new construction 
dollars.

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Modernization Funding – Supplemental Grants 
 
Area of Concern 
 


The current program structure is complex in part because there are many supplemental or “add on” 
grants in addition to the base per pupil grant amount. 
 
The Subcommittee considered methods of streamlining the modernization funding process, which included 
reducing the number of supplemental grants by combining them into the base grant where possible. Like 
with new construction, many supplemental grants were seen as too project specific to accommodate 
combining into a base grant model. However, it was agreed that grants for fire alarms could be consolidated 
with the base grant.  
 
Subcommittee members suggested the following change: 
 
PROPOSED SOLUTION 
 
Combine supplemental grants for fire alarms into the modernization base grant.

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Consolidating Special Programs 
 
Area of Concern 
 


The SFP currently includes multiple special programs that have separate allocations of bond authority. 
Keeping this mechanism for certain programs may be of value, but unused bond authority that becomes 
“trapped” is an issue. In addition, multiple special programs add complexity to the SFP. 
 
The Subcommittee considered whether there are ways to streamline the SFP by consolidating special programs. 
The discussion centered, in part, on whether the main programs of new construction and modernization could be 
broadened to address the facilities needs covered by the special programs. It was determined by Subcommittee 
members that some programs could be collapsed into the main programs, but that others were a better fit if left 
as a separate program. 
 
As part of these discussions, the Subcommittee addressed the issue of bond funds that are allocated to a 
particular program that may go unused due to lack of demand. Currently, the bond authority allocations for most 
programs can only be amended by a two-thirds vote of the Legislature. The Subcommittee members suggested 
a solution to allow the Board the flexibility to amend the bond authority allocations to address the areas of the 
program with the most need.  
 
In addition, the Subcommittee discussed the Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) at two meetings. 
Conversation focused on keeping the program separate.  
 
Recommendations from Subcommittee members related to special programs are listed below. 
 
PROPOSED SOLUTIONS 
 


1. Maintain allocations of bond authority separate from new construction and modernization for 
the following programs under a future bond with a stipulation that after a specified amount of 
time the authority could be transferred to another program by vote of the Board: 


 
 Career Technical Education Facilities Program (CTE) 
 Joint Use Program (JU) 
 High Performance Incentive Grant. (HPI)

2. Provide funding for qualifying Seismic Mitigation projects from new construction or 
modernization authority, as applicable under a new bond.

4. If incentives for replacing portable facilities of modernization age with permanent facilities are 
provided in a new bond, do not continue the Overcrowding Relief Grant (ORG) program by 
allocating additional bond authority.

5. Since the last approved bond did not provide funding for the Critically Overcrowded Schools 


(COS) program, and remaining COS authority from Propositions 47 and 55 have been 
transferred to new construction, do not continue the COS program under a new bond. 


 
Program Changes Necessary- NONE  
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Facility Maintenance 
 
Area of Concern 
 


Districts are no longer required to set aside funds for facility maintenance as a condition of 
receiving SFP funding. 
 
The Subcommittee discussed the issue of facility maintenance. Several Subcommittee members felt that a 
reasonable, minimum level of upkeep effort should be required for districts to participate in any SFP funding. 
One member felt that some sort of maintenance requirement would help protect the State’s investment in 
school facilities. Although the Subcommittee members did not reach a consensus on the exact amount of 
maintenance funding that should be required, there was consensus that a future program should have a 
maintenance requirement. A summary of the prior SFP maintenance requirements are included below: 
 
SFP Maintenance Funding Requirement 
At this time, districts that participate in the SFP are not required to set aside funds for ongoing and major 
maintenance. However, from the start of the SFP in 1998 until the 2008/2009 fiscal year, districts that 
participated in the program were required to deposit a percentage of the district’s general fund budget (or 
later, general fund expenditures) into a restricted account for school building maintenance in each fiscal 
year for 20 years. In 2009, in response to the economic recession and the state’s fiscal crisis, districts were 
provided an exemption to the maintenance funding requirement, if facilities were maintained in good repair. 
After this period of flexibility ends, the required maintenance contribution will be restored to three percent.

Deferred Maintenance Program 
Until it was discontinued July 1, 2013, the Deferred Maintenance (DM) program provided annual 
apportionments of State matching funds to school districts for major repairs and replacements of building 
systems. The apportionments were based in part on each district’s average daily attendance. To participate 
in the program, districts were required to set aside a certain amount of funds for maintenance each year, in 
addition to contributing the district’s DM matching funds. Between fiscal years 2003/2004 and 2012/2013, 
the total annual funding ranged from $240.6 million to $287.2 million. 
 
In 2009, the program was changed to allow districts to use DM funding (as well as other categorical funding) 
for “…any educational purpose,” to suspend the district matching share requirement, and to suspend 
funding for new extreme hardship projects through 2013. Currently, specific funding is no longer provided for 
categorical programs like DM. 


 
Subcommittee members suggested the following change: 
 
PROPOSED SOLUTION 
 
Districts that receive State facilities funding in the future should be subject to a facility maintenance 
funding requirement.

Area of Concern 
 


California does not track the number of schools and classrooms available for use.  
 
Subcommittee members expressed concern that decisions on future bonds are made without truly knowing the 
need for the State as a whole. Currently, data on the number of school sites and classrooms and/or the age of 
the facilities in the State is unknown. The Subcommittee considered whether a statewide facilities inventory 
database for all K-12 public school sites in California should be established.  
 
Subcommittee members expressed a desire to consider the following change: 
 


PROPOSED SOLUTION 
 
A statewide school facilities inventory database for all K-12 public schools in California should be 
established. 
 


A key consideration in this discussion was the amount of information that would be collected. The list below was 
presented as a potential starting point. 


 
School Site Information 


1. CDS Code – County, District, School basic identifier. The system could 
use the CDS code to automatically populate the following: 


i. School Name 
ii. School Location (street address, city) 
iii. School Type: Elementary, Middle, High, other (Continuation, etc.) 
iv. Grades 
v. Enrollment 
vi. Status – Open, Closed, Leased, Surplus, other

1. The current criteria to qualify for financial hardship assistance allow districts to receive funds 
without first using other local options. This may lead to inequities across districts. Members 
questioned whether the financial hardship program should be restructured so that it is available 
after all other options for funding have been exhausted.   
 
As part of the overall discussion on financial hardship, Subcommittee members discussed the criteria a 
district may use to qualify for financial hardship status.  The qualifying criteria for a review include the 
following: 
 


 Bonded indebtedness 60 percent or greater of total bonding capacity 
 Successful Proposition 39 bond passed for the maximum amount allowed within the two previous 


years 
 Total bonding capacity of less than $5 million 
 Other evidence as supported by the Board 


 
Members felt that there will always be a need for the program. However, there was concern expressed that 
the qualification process should be updated. Amongst other concerns, Subcommittee members stated that 
the level of bonded indebtedness should be raised. The Subcommittee objected to the inequity that leads to 
some communities continuing to pass local bonds to provide their matching share for projects to the 
maximum extent possible, while other districts may reach the 60 percent threshold and then seek 
assistance from the state program by submitting a financial hardship request. Subcommittee members 
expressed a desire for the program to ensure that local communities were making the maximum effort to 
fund projects locally. 
 
In making changes to the level of bonded indebtedness, members also wanted to ensure that if the 
threshold was raised, the program also consider that the requirement be reasonable. For example, it may 
not be reasonable for a small district to pay the cost of an election if it has a very low bonding capacity, i.e. 
$100,000, and project needs that exceed that amount. 
 
Members were also concerned that the current program allows for districts to take actions that make it 
appear as though financial hardship assistance is needed when other local funds may have been available, 
and expressed a desire to review the entire financial hardship program to make it consistent with the goal of 
financial hardship assistance being provided only as an option after local communities have made the 
maximum effort to fund projects locally. 
 
Overall, members wanted to ensure that a future financial hardship program is truly a program for districts 
that have exhausted all other options to fund their projects. To achieve this purpose, the Subcommittee 
recommended the following: 
 
PROPOSED SOLUTION 
 


 Review all four requirements/criteria of the Financial Hardship program to ensure it 
provides funds only after other options have been exhausted. 


 Consider changing the criteria for the financial hardship program by increasing the level of 
bonded indebtedness a school district must reach before qualifying for financial hardship 
status to 100 percent, but in doing so; consider whether 100 percent is practical and 
reasonable.

2. Not all projects that receive design and site acquisition funds in advance of having a full 


construction project move forward and result in the construction of facilities. 
 
Some Subcommittee members raised concerns with the aspect that allows applicants to receive planning 
grants to design a project and advance funds for site acquisition purposes. Sometimes, applicants receive 
these funds and acquire the site without ultimately constructing any facilities.  
 
One Subcommittee member stated that it is not practical to expect all design and/or site projects to move 
forward to construction and completion. Another member added that there should be some way to avoid a 
situation where there is no risk to the district when receiving planning grants for many different projects that 
do not move forward to construction. 
 
Subcommittee members proposed the following: 
 
PROPOSED SOLUTION 
 
Review the requirements of the Financial Hardship program and potentially amend to promote site 
and/or design projects’ continued progress toward construction and completion. 


 


Program Changes Necessary - Undetermined  
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County Offices of Education 
 
Area of Concern 
 


1. Districts still have an obligation to house students served by the county offices of Education (COE), 
but the current program does not provide mechanisms for districts to take financial responsibility. 
This structure can lead to a lack of coordination between districts and COEs which may result in 
special needs students not being housed in the least restrictive environment possible. 


 
The Subcommittee had several discussions on how best to provide facilities under the SFP to the students 
that COEs typically serve. It was stated that COEs cannot pass local bonds to provide matching funds for 
their projects. COEs automatically qualify for a financial hardship review under the current program and 
often qualify for full or partial funding of their local match.  
 
However, the topic of who is responsible for housing the students (district or COE) was also discussed. 
Members stated that school districts were ultimately responsible and should share in the financial cost of 
housing the students. It was noted that the current program provides no incentives for a district to do so. 
One member pointed out that if a district is its own Special Education Local Plan Area (SELPA), it must 
provide matching funds to participate in the SFP. However, school districts participating in county-run 
SELPA currently have no responsibility to provide matching funds for SELPA projects and often have no 
responsibility to provide facilities to accommodate SELPA students at district sites. 
 
The Subcommittee also discussed how districts must comply with laws which require that special needs 
students be integrated into school campuses in the least restrictive environment possible. It was stated that 
the best time to accomplish this goal is during construction of a new school or during larger modernization 
projects and that the current program may not provide enough incentive for COEs and districts to work 
together to achieve these goals. It was noted that there are challenges to complying with these 
requirements because it requires more coordination between COEs and districts.  
 
The Subcommittee proposed the following: 
 
PROPOSED SOLUTIONS 


 


 For those programs where districts and COEs have shared responsibility for the students, a 
future bond program should incorporate requirements that districts who are members of a 
multi-district SELPA have the same obligation as a single district SELPA to provide 
facilities funding for the students that they are responsible for, even if the educational 
program is provided by the COE. 
 


 A future bond program should include policy which requires full coordination between 
school districts and COEs in developing facilities plans to meet the requirements of special 
needs students-including integrating special needs students into campuses in the least 
restrictive environment possible.

2. The current program uses the same loading standard for community day students as other K-12 


students, but COEs load the classes with fewer students due to the unique needs of this student 
population. 


 
The Subcommittee discussed that students served by community day programs have unique needs. The 
practice of COEs is to load fewer than the standard 25 or 27 students into a classroom in order to have an 
effective program. The Subcommittee discussed that a new program may want to take into account how 
most COEs are running programs that serve these students when determining an appropriate loading 
standard. The Subcommittee also discussed the need for an alternative loading standard for continuation 
high schools. A summary of the discussion is included in the new construction eligibility section of this item. 


 
PROPOSED SOLUTION 


 
The loading standards for community day school classrooms should be more closely aligned with 
how COEs are loading the classrooms now.

Area of Concern 


 
What are the future new construction and modernization funding needs for the School Facility Program? 
 
The Subcommittee discussed future funding needs of the School Facility Program. As a preface to the 
discussion, OPSC staff presented background information and the Assistant Executive Officer presented 
estimates of future school facility funding needs.  
 
Staff’s presentation included historical information on the School Facility Program, the amount of remaining new 
construction and modernization eligibility, and the potential dollar value of the eligibility. Staff cautioned that the 
remaining eligibility information is not a reliable estimate of future funding needs. The remaining eligibility does 
not capture needs of districts and sites that have not established eligibility, or changes in new construction and 
modernization eligibility that may have occurred after the last update which could have occurred from one to 15 
years ago. The potential value of the remaining new construction eligibility is $12.6 billion (State share). The 
potential value of the remaining modernization eligibility is nearly $4.4 billion. 
 
The Assistant Executive Officer presented several estimates of new construction and modernization funding 
needs using different methodologies. He noted that assessment of school facilities needs vary widely, and the 
methodologies presented highlight the need for a statewide school facilities inventory.  
 


New Construction 
 For one new construction estimate which totaled $12.3 billion, the remaining new construction 


eligibility was multiplied by the average 2012 apportionment per pupil by grade category. 
  A second new construction estimate used the total K-12 enrollment increases by county in the 


next ten years, as projected by the California Department of Finance. Then, the cost to house the 
projected 282,096 additional pupils was determined using average new school construction costs 
from a sample of Project Information Worksheet data. The second estimate of new construction 
funding need was $6.6 billion.  


 The third estimate of new construction funding need also used the projected K-12 enrollment 
increases, but multiplied the number of additional pupils by the average 2012 state apportionment 
per pupil. The estimated need was $5.9 billion. 


 
Modernization 


The Assistant Executive Officer presented one estimate of modernization funding need. The 
remaining modernization eligibility was multiplied by the average 2012 apportionment per pupil, for 
a total of $4.7 billion. 
 


The Subcommittee did not reach a consensus on the amount of funding needed for a future bond. One 
member felt that the program has not truly funded modernization, and asked whether the future program 
policy should be to fund fewer modernization projects at higher grant amounts, or fund more projects at 
lower grant amounts. The member also requested future discussion on school districts’ ability to raise the 
local contribution amounts at the current levels. The Subcommittee members asked whether there were 
estimates of funding needs for areas such as Career Technical Education Facilities, Charter School 
Facilities, Joint-Use, or technology upgrades. One member asked whether a future bond should have 
requirements for facility maintenance standards. Another member felt that the funding need for building 
replacement was underestimated and merits further exploration. 
 
Several Subcommittee members reiterated a desire to implement a statewide school facilities inventory to 
determine statewide funding needs and to add flexibility to transfer unused funds between programs.

Future School Facility Needs (cont.) 
 
The Subcommittee did not come to a consensus on a total dollar amount needed for future school facilities 
or the exact structure of a future bond. However, the Subcommittee agreed with the following statement: 


 
SUBCOMMITTEE CONSENSUS 


 
There is demand for new construction and modernization funding. The Subcommittee recognizes 
that the State has appropriately been a partner in building new schools and modernizing aging 
facilities. To date, the School Facility Program has successfully provided $33.93 billion for 11,106 
projects and should be continued.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present a report to the State Allocation Board (Board) summarizing the School Facility Program (SFP) 
activity in 2013. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


This report provides the Board with a summary of SFP activity in 2013. The activity includes information 
regarding the various steps in the funding process, such as unfunded approvals, apportionments, financial 
hardship reviews, funds released, and project closeouts; information on appeals; and policy-related activity 
including the School Facility Program Review Subcommittee, regulatory changes, and policy decisions. 


 
BACKGROUND 
 


In 2009, the Board requested Staff to present a report summarizing all funding items approved by the Board 
during the prior calendar year. Since that first request, Staff has presented an annual report to the Board in 
January 2010, 2011, 2012 and 2013. 


 
STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 


 
Since the inception of the SFP in 1998, voters have authorized approximately $35.5 billion in bond funds 
and the Board has apportioned and/or provided unfunded approvals for more than $33.9 billion to 
approximately 11,100 projects. The previous annual reports compared the number and value of projects 
receiving apportionments or unfunded approvals within each section of the agenda. This year’s report has 
been expanded to review all aspects of the Board’s SFP-related activities, including fiscal-related items such 
as Financial Hardship reviews and project closeouts, an overview of the School Facility Program Review 
Subcommittee, regulatory changes and policy decisions. 
 
Board Meetings and Agenda 
 
In 2013, the Board changed its long-standing practice of a monthly meeting held on the fourth Wednesday 
of every month. This year the Board held ten meetings, four of which were abbreviated meetings held on an 
as-needed basis to approve project apportionments when cash became available for construction-ready 
projects. The Board agenda is divided into four main sections, Consent, Action, Appeals, and Report, 
Discussion and Information as outlined in the Rules and Procedures of the State Allocation Board. A 
description of each section follows: 
 


Consent 
The Consent section contains the majority of the SFP workload. It consists of eligibility, funding, 
Facility Hardship and other requests that do not usually require Board discussion as Staff and school 
districts are in agreement.  
 
Action 
The Action section contains items that the Board may wish to highlight or discuss and that may need 
the Board’s action. This section includes new or amended regulations, unusual school district 
requests, some Facility Hardship requests, and policy items. Until the latter half of the year, Priority 
Funding apportionments were presented under Action, and are now presented in Consent.

Appeals 
 
The Appeals section contains appeal requests from school districts. Appeal requests are typically filed 
when Staff lacks the authority to administratively approve or deny a district’s request, or after Staff has 
administratively denied a request from a district. Twenty-six appeal requests were on the workload, 
twelve of which were submitted in 2012. The status of the appeals is shown below:

Reports, Discussion and Information Items 
 
The final section of the agenda is Reports, Discussion and Information items. These items do not 
require Board action. They range from one-time special reports from other entities to recurring 
workload reports. 


 
Funding Applications 
 
In May 2010, the Board adopted the priority funding process to provide apportionments when cash 
becomes available, with an abbreviated 90-day fund release request deadline for most projects. The flow 
chart below presents this process. Following the chart, Staff has included summaries of the activity at 
various stages of the process.

Unfunded Approvals Placed on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)  
 
During 2013, the Board awarded an unfunded approval to 81 projects totaling $276.7 million that were 
subsequently placed on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). This included 17 Facility Hardship 
projects, 12 of which were Seismic Mitigation Program projects. An additional four projects received 
conceptual approvals but had not yet received unfunded approvals by the year’s end.  
 
The chart below shows the value of the projects placed on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) by 
program. In addition, the table lists the number of projects by program. Some unfunded approvals on 
this chart may have subsequently received a priority funding apportionment. 
 


 
 


Out of the 81 projects, 26 projects totaling $73.8 million were previously on the Unfunded List (Lack of 
Authority) but were moved to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) when bond authority became 
available. Of these 26 projects, 13 were modernization projects totaling $25.5 million, and another 13 
were new construction projects totaling $48.3 million.

Reductions to Costs Incurred (RCI) and Rescinded Apportionments 
 
In 2013, 14 apportioned projects were reduced to costs incurred due to lack of substantial progress, 
representing $8.5 million that returned to the SFP. Another two apportioned projects were rescinded, 
representing $9.4 million that returned to the SFP. 


 
Project Closeouts 
 
In 2013, Staff reviewed expenditure reports for and closed 243 projects. Twenty-one closed projects 
received grant increases totaling $1.3 million. Sixty-nine had $8.9 million in funds that returned to the 
School Facility Program from which it originated. The bond authority that returned to the program is 
then available to provide funding to new projects.

Policy and Regulations 


 
School Facility Program Review Subcommittee (Subcommittee) 
 
This Subcommittee, which is comprised of five Board members, was established at the 
September 2012 Board meeting. Following its first 2 meetings in fall 2012, the Subcommittee held 
another 9 meetings in 2013 for which 31 items were published. 
 
With the participation and input of school districts, county offices of education, charter schools, State 
and local agencies, policy researchers and other stakeholders, the Subcommittee conducted an 
overview of all individual SFP programs and a review of the requirements and mechanics of the SFP. 
The Subcommittee also discussed and sought input on potential improvements to the SFP on a wide 
variety of topics. The complete Subcommittee agendas are available on the OPSC website. The 
Subcommittee’s discussions culminated in a report that is being presented separately in this agenda. 


 
Regulatory Amendments 
 
The Board adopted several regulatory amendments this year with the goal of being responsive to 
districts’ current needs: 


 Participation in the Priority Funding Process 


o These regulatory amendments ensure that school districts with new construction, 
modernization, and Facility Hardship replacement and rehabilitation projects on the 
Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) participate in the priority funding process. 


o The regulations allow the Board to rescind unfunded approvals if districts twice do not 
either request to participate in the priority funding process or submit a valid Fund Release 
Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) after receiving a priority funding apportionment.  


o Bond authority with associated rescinded projects is returned to the respective program 
and may result in additional funding being available for future projects. 


 High Performance Incentive (HPI) Grants for Facility Hardship Projects 


o These regulatory amendments allow the Board to provide the HPI grant to all types of 
Facility Hardship projects (which includes Seismic Mitigation program projects), such as 
replacements funded on a per-square foot basis and rehabilitation projects. 


o Also, the changes allow remaining HPI funds to be provided to more projects. 


 General Site Development Grant Extension 


o The Board approved an extension to the General Site Development grant regulations for 
another year, until January 1, 2015. This grant is provided for items including, but not 
limited to, finish grading, on-site hard surfaced areas for foot traffic, driveways, outdoor 
instructional play facilities, and landscaping. 


 
Policy 
 
In the past year, the Board discussed several policy items, including the regulatory amendments 
introduced above. Another notable decision was the Board’s creation of a new filing round for the 
Charter School Facilities Program to provide available bond authority to additional Charter school 
projects.

Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) 
 
In 2013, Staff processed and the Board approved 136 funding applications totaling $419.7 million beyond 
available bond authority that were added to the Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) in 2013. If additional bond 
authority becomes available, projects could be moved to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). The 
chart below shows the value of the projects on the Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) by program: 


 


 
 


Applications Received Beyond Bond Authority List 
 


In 2013, the Board received a total of 133 funding applications with total estimated requests of 
$335.1 million to be placed on the Applications Received Beyond Bond Authority List. These applications 
have been received, but not reviewed by the OPSC; therefore, the requested amounts are unverified 
estimates. These projects are presented in the agenda for the Board’s acknowledgement, but not approval, 
pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.95.1. Applications for other programs, such as Joint-Use, Career 
Technical Education Facilities, Charter and Overcrowding Relief, are not shown because the regulations do 
not allow them to be accepted for placement on the Applications Received Beyond Bond Authority List. 
 
Of the 133 applications, 47 were for new construction with an estimated request of $203.7 million, and 86 
were for modernization with an estimated request of $131.4 million. The following chart illustrates the value 
of the projects on the Applications Received Beyond Bond Authority List by program:

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To update the State Allocation Board (Board) on the status of fund release requests for recent School 
Facility Program (SFP) Joint-Use apportionments.  
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


Per Board direction, this item provides the fund release status of three Joint-Use projects that were 
apportioned at the June 27, 2012 Board meeting, under the traditional 18 month time limit to request a 
fund release.  A fourth Joint-Use project received a reduced Apportionment at the October 24, 2012 
Board meeting.  
 


AUTHORITY 
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.129 states: 
(a) If the district received an apportionment for a Type I Joint-Use Project or a Type II, part of a 
qualifying SFP Modernization project, Joint-Use Project, the district is subject to the time limit on 
the apportionment as outlined in Education Code Section 17076.10. 
(b) If the district received an apportionment for a Type II Joint-Use Project, not part of a qualifying 
SFP Modernization project, the district: 
(1) Has one year from the date of that apportionment to submit the plans and specifications to the 
Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) for the Joint-Use Project that have been approved by 
the [Division of the State Architect] (DSA) and the [California Department of Education] CDE (plans 
only), otherwise the apportionment will be rescinded without further Board action. If, upon review 
by the OPSC, the final Division of the State Architect approved plans create a reduction in square 
footage that is greater than or equal to five percent of the square footage contained in the 
preliminary plans, a commensurate reduction to the apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.125 
shall be taken to the next available State Allocation Board meeting. 
… 
(2) Has 18 months from the date the DSA and CDE approved plans were submitted to the OPSC 
to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the apportionment will be rescinded without further 
Board action. If the district is requesting an Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 
1859.90.2, the Board will require that this time limit be reduced to no more than 90 days from the 
date of the apportionment. 
 


BACKGROUND 
 


On April 25, 2012, the Board approved the use of $4.5 million of Class Size Reduction Kindergarten-
University Public Education Facilities Act of 1998 (Proposition 1A) funds for the Joint-Use program.  
This is in addition to the $600,000 in existing Joint-Use funding that was available and left $5.1 million 
available to fund Joint-Use projects.

BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 


At the June 27, 2012 meeting, the Board approved apportionments for three Joint-Use projects totaling 
$4,563,026.  In addition, the Board made the remaining Joint Use funding totaling $536,974 available 
for the next Joint-Use project in line.  If the funds were refused, then it would be offered to the next 
project in line until a project accepted the funding. 
 
Redondo Beach Unified elected to receive a reduced apportionment using the remaining $536,974 in 
Joint-Use funds for application number 52/75341-00-002, which was approved on October 24, 2012. 
The Board requested that Staff provide quarterly updates on the status of the fund release liquidation 
for these projects. Staff provided the last quarterly update in the August 28, 2013 agenda.

FINANCIAL HARDSHIP PROGRAM QUALIFYING CRITERIA 
 
 
Regulation Section 1859.81.  Financial Hardship. 
 
Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a district is eligible for financial 
hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c), 
and (d) below: 
(a) The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible project.  To determine this, an 


analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by the OPSC including data and records maintained by the 
CDE and the County Office of Education.  The analysis shall consist of a review of the district’s latest Independent 
Audit regarding funds available from all capital facility accounts, including, but not limited to, developer fees, funds 
generated from capital facility certificates of participation, federal grants, redevelopment funds, sale proceeds from 
surplus property, the appraised value of facilities approved for replacement pursuant to Section 1859.82, bond funds 
either encumbered, unencumbered or authorized but unsold, and savings from other SFP projects.  All funds thus 
identified that have not been expended or encumbered by a contractual agreement for a specific capital outlay purpose 
prior to the initial request for financial hardship status shall be deemed available as a matching contribution. 


 
After the initial request for financial hardship status is granted, no further encumbrances will be approved by the 
OPSC and all prospective revenue made available to the district’s capital facility accounts shall be deemed 
available as matching contribution on the subsequent financial hardship review, with the exception of: 


(1)   Approved interim housing expenditures. 
(2)   Funding to pay for previously recognized multi-year encumbrances approved at the initial financial hardship approval. 
(3)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Federal 


Renovation Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the maximum Federal 
Renovation Grant amount. 


(4)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the School 
Facilities Needs Assessment Grant Program or Emergency Repair Program when the amount expended out of 
that fund does not exceed the maximum grant amount apportioned. 


(5)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Career 
Technical Education Facilities Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the 
applicant’s share of the maximum grant amount apportioned.  


(6)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and used for the express purpose of the Overcrowding 
Relief Grant when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the amount of the site acquisition and 
design costs of the project and the district has submitted an approved Form SAB 50-11. 


(7)   Funding that is used for the express purpose of reimbursing the State a proportionate share of financial hardship  
       received when there has been a transfer of a special education program and title to the facility.  In addition, the  
       funding was used within five years of the title transfer. 
(8)   Funding to pay for obtaining a structural report pursuant to Section 1859.82 for an approvable and funded 


seismic mitigation project.  
(9)  All other capital facility funding for a period of three years when no subsequent financial hardship request is made 


during this period, with the exception of the funding identified in (6).  The three-year period begins with the date of 
the most recent financial hardship new construction or modernization adjusted grant funding apportionment. 
 
When Overcrowding Relief Grant funding is set aside pursuant to (6) and the School District has not submitted, 
or the OPSC has not accepted, a Form SAB 50-04 for an Overcrowding Relief Grant within three years from the 
date of deposit into the Special Reserve Fund, or the School District has not met the requirements in Sections 
1859.90 or 1859.105, remaining funds plus interest accrued at the Pooled Money Investment Board rate at that  
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time period shall be deemed available as matching contribution on a subsequent financial hardship project or be 
captured through an audit adjustment pursuant to Section 1859.106. 
 
The financial hardship analysis is subject to approval by the Board. 
 


(b)   From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may retain $19,776 per classroom in 
each enrollment reporting period for the cost to provide interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils of the 
district.  The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The 
number of classrooms needed for interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils shall be the sum of the 
positive numbers determined in (b)(7) as follows: 


(1)   Determine the current enrollment of the district by grade level as shown on the latest Form SAB 50-01. 
(2)   Determine the New Construction Grants apportioned by grade level for all SFP projects and LPP funded under 


the provisions of Sections 1859.12 or 1859.13 where the district has submitted Form SAB 50-06 indicating that 
the project is 100 percent complete. 


(3) Subtract (b)(2) from (b)(1). 
(4) Determine the number of classrooms by grade level reported in Part 1, Line 8 on Form SAB 50-02. 
(5) Multiply the classrooms determined in (b)(4) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe. 
(6) Subtract the product determined in (b)(5) from the difference determined in (b)(3) by grade level. 
(7) Divide the difference by grade level determined in (b)(6) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for 


Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
 


From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per portable toilet 
unit in each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim toilet facilities for the currently unhoused pupils  
of the district.  The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The 
number of toilet facilities needed for interim housing shall be the sum of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7)  
divided by eight rounded up to the nearest whole number. 
 
From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per classroom in 
each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils displaced as 
a result of a SAB approved seismic mitigation project pursuant to Section 1859.82.  The amount shown shall be 
adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The number of classrooms needed for interim 
housing shall be the quotient of the displaced pupils by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe 
and round up to the nearest whole number. 
 
If the district’s available funds, as determined by the OPSC analysis less costs for interim housing, is less than its 
matching share, the district will be deemed to have met the requirements of this Subsection. 
 
(c)   The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating it is levying the 


developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than the developer fee otherwise 
justified under law at the time of request for hardship and the district meets at least one of the following: 


(1)  The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing school 
facilities in accordance with Education Code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the time of  
request for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity.  Outstanding 
bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, School Facility 
Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a debt service that was 
issued for capital outlay school facility purposes. 


(2)  The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed under 
Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status.  The proceeds 
from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of Proposition 39 must 
be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for SFP project(s). 


(3)   It is a County Superintendent of Schools. 
(4)   The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or less.  
(5)   Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB. 
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If the district’s request for financial hardship status is denied by the Board, the district may be deemed eligible for rental 
payments of $2,000 per year per classroom under the Emergency School Classroom Law of 1979 for a two year period when 
relocatable classroom buildings are available and the district provides financial documentation that it is unable to afford the  
full rental amount and any other information satisfactory to the Board that the rental reduction is necessary.  The number of 
classrooms eligible for the $2,000 rental payments shall be the sum of the numbers determined in (c)(5)(B) as follows: 
(A) Determine the number of pupils by grade level that the district requested a New Construction Grant on the Form 


SAB 50-04 that were denied financial hardship status. 
(B) Divide the number by grade level determined in (c)(5)(A) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for 


Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
(d)  The district has not signed a contract for acquisition or construction of classrooms that replace existing facility(ies), 


which were included in the determination of the district’s new construction eligibility pursuant to Education Code 
Section 17071.75, in a locally funded project during the five-year period immediately preceding the district’s 
application for financial hardship assistance.  This restriction may be lifted if the Board finds that unforeseen and 
extenuating circumstances existed that required the district to use local funds to replace the facility(ies).   


(e)  If the district meets the financial hardship requirements in this Section, the amount of financial hardship is equal 
to the district’s matching share less funds deemed available in (a). 


(1)  Once a district has been notified by the OPSC that it meets the requirements of financial hardship in this Section, 
the district may file Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship anytime within a period of 180 
calendar days from the date of the OPSC notification. 


(2)   If the district does not submit Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship within 180 calendar 
days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial hardship status, the district must re-qualify for financial 
hardship status under the provisions of this Section by submittal of a new request for financial hardship status. 


(3)   If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial 
hardship and the project(s) has been included on an unfunded list for more than 180 calendar days, a review of 
the district’s funds pursuant to (a) will be made to determine if additional district funds are available to fund the 
district’s matching share of the project(s). 
 
Financial hardship approval status by the OPSC for a separate design and/or site apportionment does not apply 
to any subsequent funding for the project(s). 
 


(f) If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial 
hardship and the project(s) has been included on the “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” for more than 180 
calendar days as a result of the State of California’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money 
Investment Account (AB 55 loans), the Board may suspend the unfunded review requirement as defined in 
Regulation Section 1859.81(e).  Projects added to any other unfunded list shall be subject to the review detailed 
in Regulation Section 1859.81(e).  Regulation Section 1859.81(f) shall become inoperative July 1, 2011. 


(g)  A project added to an unfunded list on or after July 1, 2011 will be subject to the review detailed in section (e)(3).  For 
projects added to an unfunded list between February 25, 2009 and June 30, 2011, only the district’s financial records 
on or after July 1, 2011 will be considered in calculating any adjustment to the district’s matching share.
