PRIOR MINUTES 
 
A motion was made, and carried, to approve the November 25, 2013 SAB Minutes. 
  
EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT 
 
The Executive Officer informed the Board of the following: 
 
Fund Releases for Priority Funding Apportionments 
 
October 14, 2013 Apportionments 
The SAB approved nearly $285 million in priority funding apportionments for 112 projects for 54 school districts 
on October 14, 2013.  Districts that received a priority funding apportionment were required to submit a valid 
Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) containing an original signature by Monday, January 13, 2014.   
At the conclusion of the filing period, the OPSC received Forms SAB 50-05 for 104 projects in the amount of 
$264,579,391.  Six projects received automatic fund releases and did not require the submittal of a Form SAB 
50-05.  These projects represented a total of $721,612 in State apportionments.  The OPSC did not receive a 
Form SAB 50-05 for two projects, which totaled $19,674,622. 
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EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT (cont.) 
 
Priority Funding Filing Period 
 
The sixth Priority Funding filing period began on Wednesday, November 13, 2013 and closed on 
December 12, 2013.  Priority Funding requests with original signatures must have been physically received by 
the OPSC before the close of business on Thursday, December 12, 2013.  The OPSC received valid Priority 
Funding requests for 107 projects totaling $735.4 million.  Districts that submitted valid requests for their 
projects during this filing period are eligible for Priority Funding apportionments from January 1, 2014 through 
June 30, 2014. 
 
Non-Participation in the Priority Funding Process – Second Occurrence 
 
At the conclusion of the sixth filing round, 21 projects received their second occurrence for non-participation.  
The projects have been rescinded without further SAB action.  Pursuant to School Facility Program (SFP) 
Regulations, the bond authority was returned to the respective propositions and the district pupil grants were 
returned to their eligibility baseline.  As a result of the returning bond authority, five New Construction projects 
are being presented in this Consent Agenda for conversion from the Unfunded List (Lack of Authority) to the 
Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) in the amount of $30.1 million.

Charter School Webinar and Workshops 
On January 13, 2014, the OPSC, the CDE, and the California School Finance Authority (CSFA) jointly 
presented an informative webinar to assist charter schools and school districts in completing the application 
process for the 2014 Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) filing round.  The webcast had 56 participants, 
not include the OPSC, the CDE, and the CSFA staff. 
 
The OPSC, the CDE and the CSFA will continue to host future workshops throughout the State for the 2014 
CSFP filing round.

Based on the most recent bond sale, the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) is pleased to announce that 
$341.6 million has been made available from Propositions 47, 55, and 1D to fund School Facility Program 
projects. In an effort to expedite the disbursement of bond proceeds, a consent only meeting is scheduled for 
Monday, April 7, 2014 at 3:00 p.m. 
 


PRIORITY FUNDING FILING ROUND 
 


The seventh priority funding filing period will begin on May 14, 2014 and close on June 12, 2014. Priority funding 
requests with original signatures must be physically received by the OPSC before the close of business on June 
12, 2014.  These requests will be valid from July 1, 2014 through December 31, 2014.   
 


The OPSC reminds school districts that the Non-Participation in the Priority Funding Process regulation is in 
effect. There are two ways for a school district to not participate in the priority funding process as follows: 
 


 Not submit a valid priority funding request in the 30-day filing period, or 
 Submit a valid priority funding request but fail to submit a valid Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 


50-05) to request the release of funds after the State Allocation Board (Board) approves an 
apportionment. 
 


The second time that either of these occurs, the funding for the project will be rescinded without further action by 
the Board. For additional information, please refer to the Procedures for School Facility Program Funding. 
 


UPCOMING CHARTER SCHOOL FACILITIES PROGRAM FILING ROUND 
 


The upcoming Charter School Facilities Program filing round will be starting soon.  Charter schools and school 
districts will be able to submit applications for Preliminary Charter School Apportionment.  The application filing 
period will be open from April 1, 2014 through May 30, 2014. The Application for Charter School Preliminary 
Apportionment (Form SAB 50-09), and all other supporting documents must be physically received by the OPSC 
at 707 Third Street, West Sacramento, CA 95605 prior to 5:00 p.m. on May 30, 2014.

 This Resolution of the State Allocation Board (hereafter referred to as the “Board”) is applicable to the 
appropriate sections of the Education Code and is described and filed in the office of the Executive Officer and will be 
made available to all interested parties as the Resolution pertains to the documents attached hereto.  Said 
documents were acted upon by the Board at its meeting on March 26, 2014. 
 
 WHEREAS, the Board has previously approved or determined to be approvable a number of projects for 
construction or modernization eligibility of facilities for school districts and is making apportionments and/or unfunded 
approvals for the grant amounts for projects that meet the Board’s criteria for the apportionment of grants pursuant to 
Education Code Sections 17072.10, 17078.52, 17078.70, 17079 or 17074.10 or Board Regulations 1859.81.1 or 
1859.83; 
 
 WHEREAS, Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2 require the State (on whose behalf the Board is acting) 
to declare its reasonable intent to provide grant funding to school districts, in accordance with Board policy and law, 
for costs of the projects with proceeds of State bonds; 
 
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: 
 


1. This Resolution is adopted by the Board for the purposes of establishing compliance with Treasury 
Regulations Section 1.150-2, and this Resolution does not bind the Board to make any additional 
apportionment, or bind the State to incur any indebtedness.  


 
2. The Board anticipates that some or all of the school districts listed on the list of “Projects” referred 


to in this Resolution will pay certain capital expenditures in connection with some or all of the 
project costs prior to the issuance of bonds by the State to pay for the grants for the projects.  The 
reimbursement of such costs is consistent with the State’s budgetary and financial circumstances, 
and in accordance with Board policy, as no other funds or accounts of the State have been 
budgeted or are available to pay the costs of the projects on either a short-term or a long-term 
basis. 


 
3. The Board, acting on behalf of the State, hereby declares that it is the State’s official intent to use 


proceeds of general obligation bonds that may become available for such purpose, consistent with 
the requirements of law that are in effect at the time the funds are available, to provide grants in 
accordance with applicable laws and regulations. 


 
4. This Resolution shall be continuously available for inspection by the general public during normal 


business hours at the offices of the Board at 707 3rd Street, West Sacramento, California, 
commencing within one week after the date of enactment of this Resolution. 


 
5. Any eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment of future funding by the Board.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To adjust the baseline eligibility for new construction and modernization projects under the  
Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The districts listed on Attachment A have received eligibility approval for new construction.  There 
has been a change in their baseline in accordance with the California Code of Regulations relating 
to the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998, Section 1859.51. 
 
The districts listed on Attachment B have received eligibility approval for modernization.  There has 
been a change in their baseline in accordance with the California Code of Regulations relating to 
the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998, Section 1859.61. 


 
RECOMMENDATIONS 
 


1. Approve an adjustment to the new construction eligibility baseline determination as shown on 
Attachment A. 


 
2. Approve an adjustment to the modernization eligibility baseline determination as shown on    


Attachment B. 
 
3. Provide that this approval of adjusted eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment for 


future funding by the State Allocation Board.

CHARTER SCHOOL FACILITIES PROGRAM GRANT INCREASES 


 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 
To present the State Allocation Board (Board) with the option of providing an adjustment to the Charter School 
Facilities Program (CSFP) preliminary apportionment amounts for new construction projects, in accordance 
with Education Code (EC) Section 17072.11. 


 
DESCRIPTION 


 
A one-time six percent increase to the new construction per pupil grants, as authorized by statute, was 
approved by the Board in May 2008.  However, the CSFP preliminary apportionment amounts did not receive 
a corresponding increase.  This item proposes an update to the most recent School Facility Program (SFP) 
grants to increase the CSFP preliminary apportionment amounts. 


 
AUTHORITY 


 
EC Section 17072.10(b) states, “The board annually shall adjust the per-unhoused-pupil apportionment to 
reflect construction cost changes, as set forth in the statewide cost index for class B construction as 
determined by the board.”   
 
EC Section 17072.11(a)(3) states, “The board shall conduct an analysis of the relationship between the per-
unhoused-pupil grant eligibility determined under this article and the per-pupil cost of new school construction 
for elementary, middle, and high school pupils.” 


 
EC Section 17072.11(b) states, “On or after January 1, 2008, the board shall increase or decrease the per-
unhoused-pupil grant eligibility by amounts it deems necessary to cause the grants to correspond to costs of 
new school construction, provided that the increase in any fiscal year pursuant to this section shall not exceed 
6 percent.” 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.71 states the following: 
 


The new construction per-unhoused pupil amount, as provided in Education Code Section 17072.10(a), 
will be adjusted annually based on the change in the Class B Construction Cost Index as approved by 
the Board each January.  The base Class B Construction Cost Index shall be 1.30 and the first 
adjustment shall be January, 1999. 
 
The new construction per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as provided by Education Code Section 
17072.10(a), may be increased by an additional amount not to exceed six percent in a fiscal year, or 
decreased, based on the analysis of the current cost to build schools as reported on the Project 
Information Worksheet (New 09/07) which shall be submitted with the Forms SAB 50-05 and 50-06 and 
as approved by the Board. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.163.1 states, “(a)(1) The amounts shown below for each pupil, based on the 
project capacity, included in a Preliminary Charter School Application: 
(A) $5,227 for each elementary school pupil. 
(B) $5,534 for each middle school pupil. 
(C) $7,226 for each high school pupil….. 
The amounts shown in (a)(1) shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.”

BACKGROUND  
 


Assembly Bill (AB) 127, Chapter 35, Statutes of 2006 (Perata/Nunez) increased the New Construction Grant 
by seven percent for elementary and middle school projects and four percent for high school projects 
beginning July 1, 2006.  AB 127 also authorized the Board, beginning January 1, 2008, to annually increase or 
decrease the new construction per pupil base grant amount based on an analysis of the current costs to build 
a school.  An increase can be up to six percent, pursuant to EC Section 17072.11(b).  At the May 2008 
meeting, the Board approved Staff’s recommendation to increase the new construction per pupil grant 
increase by six percent for the elementary, middle, and high school grade levels. 
 
However, this increase was not applied to the CSFP preliminary apportionment amounts for new construction 
projects.  The CSFP preliminary apportionment amounts were initially established in 2002 based upon the 
SFP new construction per pupil grant, with an additional amount for fire code requirements built in to the base 
grant.   These grants are adjusted annually to reflect changes to the Construction Cost Index (CCI), as 
prescribed in SFP Regulation Section 1859.163.1. The CSFP grants have been less than the new construction 
grants since that time because they were not given the grant adjustment in May 2008. 
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


Since the CSFP preliminary apportionment amounts are based upon the SFP new construction pupil grant, it 
appears that it would have been appropriate to provide the May 2008 grant increase to the CSFP preliminary 
apportionment amounts.  Staff completed an analysis of how the CSFP preliminary apportionment amounts 
would have changed each year had the grant increase been applied. 
 
The following chart shows what the current CSFP preliminary apportionment amounts are, as approved by the 
Board at its January 2014 meeting, as well as what the grants would be had the 2008 adjustment been applied 
to the CSFP preliminary apportionment amounts:

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


To present to the State Allocation Board (Board) a list of School Facility Program (SFP) applications that were 
presented at the January 23, 2013 Board meeting and are receiving the annual adjustment of 1.74 percent based on 
the Marshall & Swift Eight California Cities Index. 


DESCRIPTION 


The projects listed on the Attachment represent those projects presented at the January 22, 2014 Board meeting and 
which will receive the 1.74 percent increase in the form of an unfunded approval.  These projects will maintain a 
State Allocation Board approval of January 22, 2014 on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). 


 


AUTHORITY 
 
For New Construction funding, Education Code Section 17072.10(b) states, “The board annually shall adjust the per-
unhoused-pupil apportionment to reflect construction cost changes, as set forth in the statewide cost index for class 
B construction as determined by the board.” 
 
For Modernization funding, Education Code Section 17074.10(b) states, “The board shall annually adjust the factors 
set forth in subdivision (a) according to the adjustment set forth in the statewide cost index for class B construction, 
as determined by the board.” 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as an information list of unfunded 
projects that was created due to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment 
Account (AB 55 loans) to fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter 
#33 issued on December 18, 2008. 


  
SFP Regulation Section 1859.71 states, “The new construction per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as provided by 
Education Code Section 17072.10(b), will be adjusted annually based on the change in the Class B Construction 
Cost Index as approved by the Board each January.  . . .  .” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.78 states, “The modernization per-unhoused-pupil grant amount, as provided by 
Education Code Section 17074.10(a), will be adjusted annually based on the change in the Class B Construction 
Cost Index as approved by the Board each January.” 
 


BACKGROUND 
 


At its January 2014 meeting, the Board approved the adoption of the Marshall & Swift Eight California Cities Index for 
applying the 1.74 percent increase to SFP projects for calendar year 2014.  Staff is presenting the list of project 
applications that were presented to the Board at its January 2014 meeting reflecting the Board’s action of the 
adoption of the 1.74 percent increase based on the Marshall & Swift Eight California Cities Index.  The unfunded 
approval of the applications reflected on the Attachment does not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

School districts that have already 
received a site apportionment under Section 1859.81.1(a) may withdraw the application and file as an environmental 
hardship pursuant to Section 1859.75.1 without forfeiting their original site apportionment, provided that the new application 
does not exceed the amount already apportioned. 
 
A funding application, with the exception of funding applications identified in Subsection (a) below, submitted to the 
OPSC that has not received an approval will receive funding under the provisions of the regulations that were in effect when 
the application was submitted to the OPSC and any funding adjustment authorized by Sections 1859.71.2(c) or 1859.78.4(b). 
If the funding adjustment is a result of Sections 1859.71.2(c) or 1859.78.4(b), the district must submit an amended Form SAB 
50-04. The amended application shall retain its OPSC processing date. 
At the option of the district, a funding application submitted to the OPSC that has not received an approval may be withdrawn 
and resubmitted for SAB approval under the provisions of any amended or new regulation once it is effective. The district 
must request that the application be withdrawn and removed from the OPSC workload list. 
The resubmitted application will receive a new processing date by the OPSC. 
 
At the option of the district, an Approved Application for Career Technical Education Facilities Project Funding submitted to 
OPSC prior to January 1, 2012 may be resubmitted for the purpose of requesting the funding as prescribed in Section 
1859.71.6 or Section 1859.77.4, as applicable. To request that funding, the district must submit an amended Form SAB 
50-10 at least 90 days prior to requesting an Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2 or receiving an 
Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.195. The amended application shall retain its original OPSC processing date. 
 
(a) A district that submitted an Approved Application request for either a Modernization Adjusted Grant or a 


Separate Design Apportionment for a modernization project pursuant to Section 1859.81.1 that meets the 
criteria in (1) and (2) below must submit a new Form SAB 50-04 that meets the criteria in Subsections (b) or (c) no later 
than 60 calendar days after the effective date (September 16, 2002) of this Subsection: 


(1) The Approved Application was received by the OPSC after April 29, 2002 but no later than the date this 
Subsection becomes effective (September 16, 2002). 


(2) The Approved Application has not received an approval or has received an approval pursuant to Section 
1859.95, but has not received an apportionment. 


(b) The new Form SAB 50-04 identifies the same number of pupils assigned to the original project or a lesser amount that is 
not less than 37.5 percent of the pupils originally assigned to the project (round up). In this case, the district will be 
required to contribute additional funds to the project to meet the 40 percent district contribution required pursuant to 
Section 1859.79(b). If the project was approved as a financial hardship project under the provisions of Section 1859.81, 
the project shall maintain its financial hardship status, however, the district will be subject to a financial review pursuant to 
Section 1859.81(a) to determine if there are additional district funds available for the project. 
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(c) The new Form SAB 50-04 identifies a lesser number of pupils assigned to the project that does not exceed an amount 


determined by multiplying the pupils assigned to the original project by 37.5 percent (round down). In this case, the district 
will not be required to contribute additional funds to the project to meet the 40 percent district contribution required 
pursuant to Section 1859.79(b). 


(d) If a new Form SAB 50-04 is submitted under the provisions of subsection (b), the Architect of Record or Design 
 Professional certification made on the original Form SAB 50-04 will be accepted as satisfying the requirements of the new 
` Form SAB 50-04. 
(e) Any Approved Application request that meets the requirements of Subsection (a) will be withdrawn 60 calendar 


days after the date Subsection (a) becomes effective (September 16, 2002) if the district does not submit a new 
Form SAB 50-04 conforming to either Subsections (b) or (c). 
 


Any application for eligibility determination that has received an approval may be amended to comply with provisions of an 
amended or new regulation once it is effective. The amended application will receive a new processing date by the OPSC. 
 
Any application for eligibility determination that has not received an approval may be amended at any time to conform to an 
amended or new regulation. The application shall retain its OPSC processing date. 
 
Any application for new construction eligibility determination that has received an approval must be amended to conform to 
Regulation Section 1859.51(l) prior to submittal of Form SAB 50-04. 
 
Any application for new construction eligibility determination that has not received an approval must be amended to conform 
to Form SAB 50-02 and Form SAB 50-03 prior to submittal of Form SAB 50-04. 
 
Any application for modernization eligibility determination that has received an approval must be amended to conform to 
Regulation Section 1859.61(g) prior to submittal of Form SAB 50-04. 
 
Any application for modernization eligibility determination that has not received an approval must be amended to conform to 
Form SAB 50-03 prior to submittal of Form SAB 50-04. 
 
Districts that have received an approval of eligibility on a HSAA or Super HSAA are not required to re-establish eligibility 
under the provisions of Section 1859.41(a). 
 
Districts that have requested eligibility determination on a HSAA or Super HSAA that have not received an approval must 
comply with the provisions of Section 1859.41(a) prior to submittal of Form SAB 50-04. The amended eligibility application 
shall retain its original OPSC processing date. 
 
A district that has received an approval of its eligibility determination on a district-wide, HSAA or Super HSAA basis, but 
received no New Construction Grant(s), may re-file on another eligibility determination basis provided it withdraws all 
previously submitted Form SAB 50-04 requests for New Construction Grant(s), including those on the Unfunded List.

AUTHORITY 
  


Pursuant to Regulation Section 1859.105 (c)(4), sufficient evidence of substantial progress shall include 
other evidence satisfactory to the SAB detailing the reason(s) that plans have not been completed and 
accepted by the DSA.  If the SAB determines that substantial progress has been made, the SAB shall 
condition its finding of substantial progress upon the COE’s and District’s commitment to complete and 
submit an Approved Adjusted Grant funding application within 18 months from the date of the SAB 
determination of substantial progress. 


 


STAFF COMMENTS  
 


The Attachment represents project applications in which the COE and District received a design grant 
apportionment and a subsequent fund release.  The COE and District submitted an acceptable explanation of 
why a substantial progress extension is required. Staff recommends approval of the request for additional 
time to submit evidence that substantial progress has been met on the design grant.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present an additional request for an unfunded approval under the third funding cycle of the School 
Facility Program (SFP) Career Technical Education Facilities Program (CTEFP).  


 
DESCRIPTION 


 
This item is requesting the State Allocation Board (Board) to approve an unfunded approval of 
$293,019 for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) for the CTEFP grant as 
shown on Attachments A and B. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


Assembly Bill 127 (Chapter 35, Statutes of 2006-Nunez and Perata) established the CTEFP within 
the SFP.  Education Code Section 17078.72 provides $500 million from the Kindergarten-
University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2006 (Proposition 1D) for qualifying applicants to 
construct or modernize facilities and to purchase equipment for career technical education 
programs at high schools. 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.2 states: 


The priority funding process allows the Board to distribute available funds to districts or charter 
schools that request, an Apportionment or an advance release of funds from a Preliminary 
Apportionment or Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, during specific 30-calendar day 
filling periods beginning with July 27, 2011 and continuing with the 2nd Wednesday of January 
and the 2nd Wednesday of July 2012.  Requests submitted during the filling periods described 
above are valid until the next filing period begins.  The specific 30-day calendar day filling 
periods subsequent to 2012 begin with January 9, 2013 and continue with the 2nd Wednesday 
of May and the 2nd Wednesday of November, each calendar year.  Requests submitted during 
a filing period beginning with January 9, 2013 are valid until June 30, 2013.  Requests 
submitted during a filling period beginning with the 2nd Wednesday of May are valid from July 1 
until December 31 of that year.  Requests submitted during a filing period beginning with the 
2nd Wednesday in November are valid from January 1 until June 30 of the following year.  
Requests must be physically received by the OPSC by the 30th calendar day of each filing 
period to be considered valid…. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 “applies only to applications for new construction, 
modernization, Facility Hardship pursuant to Section 1859.82 and rehabilitation pursuant to Section 
1859.83(e), and specifically excludes applications for the Charter School Facilities and Career 
Technical Education Facilities Programs.”

AUTHORITY (cont.) 


  
SFP Regulation Section 1859.193(d) states, “If the applicant meets the eligibility criteria in Section 
1859.192, but does not have the necessary approvals from the DSA [Division of the State 
Architect] and/or the CDE [California Department of Education] at the time of apportionment, the 
Board may apportion funds for the Career Technical Education Facilities Project and reserve them 
for a period of up to 12 months.” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.195(c) states, “The Board may apportion any or all remaining 
available Career Technical Education Facilities funds in subsequent cycles, as deemed necessary 
and practical by the Board.”  
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.196(d) states, “For the third and any subsequent cycles, the Board 
shall apportion funds regardless of Service Region. (1) Funds shall be apportioned to the highest 
ranked project in each locale. In order to continue this funding process, one project from each 
locale must be apportioned. If there are no applications in a given locale(s), projects will be 
apportioned in the remaining locale(s).”  
 


BACKGROUND 
 
Under the CTEFP, a local educational agency (LEA) operating a comprehensive high school may 
construct new or modernize existing facilities for career technical education programs.  A Joint Powers 
Authority (JPA) operating career technical education programs as of May 20, 2006 may modernize 
existing facilities.  The LEA is not required to demonstrate that it has unhoused pupils or that buildings 
are older than 25 years to be eligible for the program.  The maximum grant for a new construction 
project is $3 million.  The maximum grant for a modernization project is $1.5 million.  A district may 
submit multiple projects on the same school site. 
 
A financial contribution toward the cost of the CTEFP project must be equal to the State’s share 
(50/50 State and District funding).  The local contribution toward the project cannot be waived.  The 
LEA or JPA may request a loan for all or part of the local contribution if funds are not immediately 
available.  
 
The first and second funding cycles were funded by Service Region.  For the third and any 
subsequent cycles, funds are apportioned regardless of Service Region by geographic locale.  
Funds are apportioned to the highest ranked project in each Locale (urban, suburban, or rural as 
determined by the National Center for Educational Statistics).  The third funding cycle which was 
presented at the October 2010 Board meeting was oversubscribed; a total of 174 applications were 
received.  Therefore, at the October 2010 Board meeting, only 77 out of 174 projects received 
unfunded approvals totaling $93,688,429.  Since October 2010, 38 additional projects received 
unfunded approvals totaling $42.6 million; five districts have chosen not to move forward with their 
seven applications.  Currently, 54 projects remain unprocessed totaling approximately $75 million.

BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 
There is $3.5 million in bond authority from project rescissions and loan repayments that has 
returned to the program from previous funding cycles and is currently available for allocation. In 
May 2011, the Board approved an option to continue to provide unfunded approvals to applicants 
in the third funding cycle using all available bond authority.  


 
STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS  


 
Of the $500 million authorized for the CTEFP, $3.5 million is available to fund this project totaling 
$293,019 from the remaining applications submitted during the third cycle.  Attachment A provides 
this application’s numerical Score based on relevant career technical education curriculum and 
facility needs to increase student achievement as determined by the CDE and Locale.   
 
The applicant on Attachment A has not requested a loan.   
 
Fund Release Process 
Upon receiving an unfunded approval, this project will be placed on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 
55 Loans). The District must participate in the priority funding process pursuant to SFP Regulation 
Section 1859.90.2 in order to receive an apportionment and must submit a Fund  
Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) within 90 days of receiving an apportionment. While a 
district is normally allowed 12 months from the date of apportionment to submit the required CDE 
and DSA approvals, the priority funding process limits the district to 90 days from the 
apportionment to submit a valid fund release. Districts are encouraged to submit plans and 
specifications for OPSC verification prior to submitting a request to participate in the priority funding 
process.

EXEMPTION FOR INDEPENDENT STUDY FACILITIES 


 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 
To present the Los Banos Unified School District’s (District) request, as shown on the Attachment, for an 
exemption from the definition of “School Buildings” for certain facilities used for independent study. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The District operates independent study programs at facilities that are not located at regular school sites 
and is requesting an exemption from the definition of "School Buildings," as described in Education 
Code (EC) Section 17283, for the facility. 
 


Senate Bill 1563, Chapter 1089, Statutes of 1989 authorizes any school district or county office of 
education to request an exemption from the State Allocation Board (Board) for a building or structure or 
portion of a building or structure used for independent study from the definition of “School Building.”  
These buildings do not have to meet the Field Act requirements but must comply with local health and 
safety standards. 
 


The District has certified that it has satisfied the legal requirements under EC Section 17289 for the 
exemption. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


EC Section 17283 states:  “School Building” as used in this article means and includes any building 
used, or designed to be used, for elementary or secondary school purposes and constructed, 
reconstructed, altered, or added to, by the state or any city or city and county, or by any political 
subdivision or by any school district of any kind within the state, or by any regional occupational center 
or program created by or authorized to act by an agreement under joint exercise of power, or by the 
United States government, or any agency thereof.” 
 


EC Section 17289 states “In order to provide alternative, community-based educational opportunities 
through independent study, any school district or county office of education may request an exemption 
from the State Allocation Board for a building or structure, or portion of a building or structure, from the 
definition of “school buildings” within the meaning of Section 17283.  The exemptions may be granted for 
no longer than two years and exemptions are renewable.  An exemption may only be granted if the 
school district or county office of education demonstrates to the satisfaction of the State Allocation Board 
all of the following: 
(a)  The building or structure, or portion of building or structure, satisfies all of the following: 
(1) It is not located on a regular schoolsite. 
(2) It complies with all applicable local building standards and all relevant local health and safety 


standards in the community in which it is located. 
(3) It is used for independent study. 
(4) It serves fewer than 25 pupils enrolled in kindergarten or any of the grades 1 to 12, inclusive, at any 


one time in the building or structure, or in a portion of a building or structure where the remainder of 
the building or structure is not used for instructional purposes. 


 (b)  The use of the building or structure is critical to providing an effective alternative, community-based 
  program. 
 (c) The use of other buildings or structures that would meet seismic safety standards for school  
  facilities is not practical.”

The District states that it will have all 
the documents required in order to submit an Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04) by January or 
February 2015.  Therefore, the District has submitted a letter requesting a 12-month time extension of the 
deadline for submittal of a Form SAB 50-04 for full funding.  Staff supports the District’s request for a 12-
month time extension to April 24, 2015. 
 
Financial Hardship Status

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 
 


To present the Cinnabar Elementary School District’s (District) appeal of the rescission of its priority funding 
apportionment and to request the release of the remaining grant funds for the project.  


DESCRIPTION 
 


The District is requesting reinstatement of its priority funding apportionment of $1,456,277 and an immediate fund 
release for its project. The funds were not released and the project was rescinded and its priority funding apportionment 
moved to the bottom of the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) because it did not comply with all laws pertaining to the 
construction of school buildings as stated in the Education Code Section (EC) 17070.70(b). Specifically the District did 
not meet the prevailing wage monitoring requirement pursuant to Labor Code (LC) Section 1771.3 and the associated 
notification requirement pursuant to LC Section 1773.3. Therefore, Staff returned the unprocessed Form SAB 50-05 to 
the District. The District filed a School District Appeal Request (Form SAB 189) requesting Staff to process the fund 
release.

BACKGROUND 


 
The District’s SFP modernization project is comprised of two phases with a separate contract awarded for each phase. 
The District began Phase One of its SFP modernization project in September 2012 to remodel the bathrooms at 
Cinnabar Elementary and awarded the contract on September 11, 2012.  At the time, the project was on OPSC’s 
Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). The LC Section 1773.3 requires the District to submit the Public Works Contract 
form (PWC-100) within five days of awarding the contract for Phase One of its School Facility Program (SFP) 
modernization project. The District indicates its General Contractor and Architect were each contractually obligated to 
take care of all the prevailing wage requirements.  The District states it was unaware that neither the General Contractor 
nor Architect submitted the PWC-100 form to the Department of Industrial Relations (DIR).  It wasn’t until  
March 12, 2013 that the PWC-100 form for the Phase One work was submitted to DIR as required by LC Section 1773.3.

BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 


This SFP Modernization project was funded based on a set of Division of State Architect approved plans. The District 
awarded the work in two phases:  
 
 Phase One, estimated cost of $193,000 (demolition, remodeling a toilet building, and materials)  


 
 Phase Two, estimated cost of $1,002,341 (remodeling six buildings, upgrading a well, and replacing site utilities) 


                                                    
On May 22, 2013, the District received its apportionment and Phase Two of the project was started. The District’s Phase 
Two contract was awarded on June 24, 2013 and the PWC-100 was submitted on June 25, 2013. The District applied to 
the State for funding on both Phases One and Two using the same Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04).            
On July 26, 2013, the District requested a fund release by submitting a Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05).  
However, in August 2013, before the $1,456,277 in remaining grant funds were issued to the District, the OPSC was 
verbally notified by the DIR that the PWC-100 form had not been submitted by the District within five days of awarding 
its Phase One contract on September 11, 2012.  Since the District was out of compliance with this part of the prevailing 
wage law, it did not comply with EC Section 17070.70(b) which requires the district to comply with all laws pertaining to 
school construction.  As a result, the remaining grant funds were not released to the District and its priority funding 
apportionment was rescinded and moved to the bottom of the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) with a new unfunded 
approval date of August 20, 2013.

STAFF ANALYSIS / STATEMENTS  


 District Position  
 


The District acknowledges the PWC-100 form was not submitted to the DIR within five days of awarding its Phase One 
contract as required under LC Section 1773.3. The contractor and/or architect of the project were contractually required 
to do so. When the District found out the PWC-100 was not filed, it immediately contacted the DIR and submitted the 
form on March 12, 2013.   


Although the PWC-100 form was not submitted to the DIR on time, the District states it has complied with all prevailing 
wage requirements during Phase One as evident by an audit of the contractor’s prevailing wage records in August 2013 
by the DIR.  In addition, the District states it has complied with all of the prevailing wage requirements, including the 
timely submittal of the PWC-100 form for Phase Two of the project.  The District believes it has complied with the intent 
of the prevailing wage law on Phase One, acted in good faith, and has met all other prevailing wage requirements on 
both phases of its projects.  


The District believes that denying funding to the whole project based solely on Phase One being out of compliance on 
the PWC-100 form would be inequitable because Phase One was a much smaller portion than Phase Two.  During its 
initial meeting with OPSC to discuss its appeal, the District inquired about splitting the funding to pay for Phase Two 
only, if the Board could not reinstate funding to the entire project.   


The District states the denial of approximately $1.5 million in funding will put it in extreme financial hardship.  The District 
is open to paying any reasonable prevailing wage enforcement fees or penalty in exchange for the release of the $1.5 
million in OPSC funding.  The District states it owes the Phase Two general contractor over $1 million and without 
OPSC’s funding, the District may be forced to obtain high interest loans or seek financial relief from the state. 


In a revised appeal request dated January 21, 2014, the District requests the Board to also reinstate its priority funding 
apportionment, and restore its place in the priority in the funding order to where it was prior to its funding rescission.

Statutory Requirements 


Districts seeking SFP funding must “comply with all laws pertaining to the construction, reconstruction, or alteration of, or 
addition to, school buildings” according to EC Section 17070.70(b). LC Section 1771 requires the payment of prevailing 
wages on public works contracts over $1,000. In addition, LC Section 1771.3 requires DIR to “monitor and enforce 
compliance with applicable prevailing wage requirements for any public works project paid for in whole or part out of 
public funds…that are derived from bonds issued by the state…” With some exceptions, prevailing wage monitoring by 
the DIR is required for most SFP projects with contracts awarded on or after January 1, 2012.  Also, LC Section 1773.3 
states in part, “An awarding agency whose public works contract falls within the jurisdiction of [Labor Code] Section 
1771.3…shall, within five days of award, send a copy of the award to [DIR].” The District must submit to the DIR’s 
Compliance Monitoring Unit (CMU) the required PWC-100 form for any State bond-funded project(s).     


Notification to DIR of Awarded Contract 


The online PWC-100 form is used by awarding bodies, such as school districts, to notify DIR of new projects subject to 
prevailing wage monitoring pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3 and the California Code of Regulations, Title 8, 
Section 16451, and to apprenticeship program requirements pursuant to Labor Code Section 1773.3. The PWC-100 
notification allows DIR and awarding bodies to start the monitoring process for applicable projects. If a district awards a 
contract before receiving state bond funds, it needs to notify DIR of the contract and request prevailing wage monitoring 
within five days of awarding the contract to maintain eligibility to receive state bond funds. Also, the nature of DIR’s 
monitoring activities detailed in California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 16461, such as concurrent review and 
verification of payroll records and visits to the job site, show that monitoring is intended to start when the contract has 
been awarded and continue while the project is underway. 


The District did not submit the PWC-100 form as required by law within five days of the awarding its contract on Phase 
One. The District awarded its Phase One contract on September 11, 2012, but the PWC-100 form was not submitted to 
the DIR until March 12, 2013, after the five days of the award date required under LC Section 1773.3. 
 
Review of Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) and PWC-100 


Part of the OPSC review of fund release requests is to check for compliance with the prevailing wage monitoring 
requirement, which is incorporated in SFP Regulation Section 1859.78.1(c) and states the following: 


Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3, any public works project paid in whole or in part from public funds        
that are derived from bonds issued by the State and for which the construction contract is awarded on or after          
January 1, 2012, is subject to the DIR monitoring and enforcement of compliance with applicable prevailing wage 
requirements, unless the project is exempt from this requirement pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3(b). 


In addition, SFP Regulation Section 1859.78.1(d) states in part: “Any school district failing to meet the requirements of 
(c) shall return to the State any State funding for the project, including interest…” Districts must also make certifications 
on the Form SAB 50-04 and the Form SAB 50-05 acknowledging the prevailing wage monitoring requirement and the 
requirement to return SFP funds if the district does not comply.  


Conclusion 


When requesting a fund release for applicable projects, districts submit a copy of the PWC-100, which Staff reviews to 
verify that prevailing wage monitoring has begun. On Phase One, Staff found that the District awarded the contract on 
September 11, 2012, but did not submit a complete PWC-100 until March 12, 2013, after the project was completed.

   Staff Position (cont.)  
 


The District submitted the PWC-100 form on time for Phase Two, and believes that rescinding the entire project funding 
because of a mistake on the Phase One portion will put them in an extreme financial hardship. However, the District was 
not in compliance and statue and SFP regulations do not allow project funds to be split because the Board approved 
funding to the entire SFP project, inclusive of both Phase One and Two.  Additionally, even though the District is willing 
to accept a fee or penalty in exchange for release of the $1.5 million in funding, there is no mechanism in the EC related 
to the SFP or in the SFP regulations to assess prevailing wage enforcement fees or penalties for not submitting the 
PWC-100 form in time. 
 
To receive state bond funds, the District needed to request prevailing wage monitoring within five days of awarding its 
Phase One contract.  Pursuant to EC Section 17070.70(b), the District is required to meet the statutory requirements on 
both phases of its SFP project. Because the District did not comply with EC Section 17070.70(b) and LC Section 1773.3 
on the Phase One portion of its project, Staff does not have the administrative authority to release the remaining grant 
funds to the District. Therefore, Staff is unable to approve the District’s request.  


 
BOARD OPTION 
 


Pursuant to the Rules and Procedures of the State Allocation Board, “Staff is providing the following option for the 
Board’s consideration. A positive vote by six members is required for the Board to take action that is an alternative to 
Staff’s administrative action. Absent a positive vote by six members of the Board, Staff’s administrative action will 
stand and the school district’s appeal will be considered closed. 
 


Grant the Cinnabar Elementary School District’s appeal.” 
 


BOARD ACTION 
 
 In considering this Item, the SAB approved the reinstatement of the priority funding apportionment for the project 


(57/70649-00-002), effective March 26, 2014, with the following conditions which will be used to reduce the amount of 
the grant: 


 
1.   The Phase One contract in the amount of $193,000 that did not comply with the Labor Code is not considered part of 


the scope of work for this project. 
2.   The project shall receive a non-compliance penalty for not meeting Labor Code requirements; the penalty shall be 


$5,886. 
      A.  The non-compliance penalty [$5,886] was calculated based on the number of days this project was out of 
compliance with the law multiplied by the General Obligation Bond rate in place at the start date of non-compliance 
(3.99%**) multiplied by the value of the non-compliant contract [$193,000].  **Divided by 365 days to convert to a 
daily interest rate 


3.   There shall be a reduction of the entire Prevailing Wage Monitoring grant in the amount of $4,268. 
 
Therefore, the total reduction in the grant is $203,154 [$193,000+$5,886+$4,268] and the reinstatement of the project 
apportionment is $1,253,123 [$1,456,277 - $203,154]. 
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Education Code Section 17070.70(b) states, “The applicant school district shall comply with all laws pertaining to the 
construction, reconstruction, or alteration of, or addition to, school buildings.” 


 
Labor Code Section 1771.3 states: 


(a)(1) The Department of Industrial Relations shall monitor and enforce compliance with applicable prevailing wage 
requirements for any public works project paid for in whole or part out of public funds, within the meaning of subdivision 
(b) of Section 1720, that are derived from bonds issued by the state, and shall charge each awarding body for the 
reasonable and directly related costs of monitoring and enforcing compliance with the prevailing wage requirements on 
each project. 


(2)(A) The State Public Works Enforcement Fund is hereby created as a special fund in the State Treasury. All moneys 
received by the department pursuant to this section shall be deposited in the fund. Notwithstanding Section 13340 of 
the Government Code, all moneys in the fund shall be continuously appropriated to the Department of Industrial 
Relations, to monitor and enforce compliance with the applicable prevailing wage requirements on public works 
projects paid for in whole or part out of public funds, within the meaning of subdivision (b) of Section 1720, that are 
derived from bonds issued by the state and other projects for which the department provides prevailing wage 
monitoring and enforcement activities and for which it is to be reimbursed by the awarding body, and shall not be used 
or borrowed for any other purpose. 


(B) Notwithstanding any other law, upon order of the Director of Finance, a loan in the amount of four million three hundred 
thousand dollars ($4,300,000) shall be provided from the Uninsured Employers Benefit Trust Fund to the State Public 
Works Enforcement Fund to meet the startup needs of the Labor Compliance Monitoring Unit. 


(3) The Director of Industrial Relations shall adopt regulations implementing this section, specifying the activities, 
including, but not limited to, monthly review, and audit if appropriate, of payroll records, which the department will 
undertake to monitor and enforce compliance with applicable prevailing wage requirements on public works projects 
paid for in whole or part out of public funds, within the meaning of subdivision (b) of Section 1720, that are derived from 
bonds issued by the state. The department, with the approval of the Director of Finance, shall determine the rate, 
which the department may from time to time amend, that the department will charge to recover the reasonable and 
directly related costs of performing the monitoring and enforcement services for public works projects. The amount of 
bond funds utilized by an awarding body to pay the department’s fee shall not exceed one-fourth of 1 percent of the 
state bond proceeds used for the public works projects, with any other remaining costs of monitoring and enforcing 
compliance to be paid by the awarding body from other funds authorized to be used to finance the project. 


(4) The reasonable and directly related costs of monitoring and enforcing compliance with the prevailing wage 
requirements on a public works project incurred by the department in accordance with this section are payable by the 
awarding body of the public works project as a cost of construction. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, but 
subject to any limitations or restrictions of the bond act, the board, commission, department, agency, or official 
responsible for the allocation of bond proceeds from the bond funds shall consider and provide for amounts in support 
of the costs when allocating or approving expenditures of bond proceeds for the construction of the authorized project. 
The awarding body may elect not to receive or expend amounts from bond proceeds to pay the costs of the project; 
however, that election does not relieve the awarding body from reimbursing the Department of Industrial Relations from 
other funding sources for monitoring and enforcing prevailing wage requirements on the project pursuant to this section 
or any other applicable provision of law. The department shall annually provide information, as specified in regulations, 
to assist an awarding body to reasonably estimate the annual cost of monitoring and enforcing compliance. 


(b) Paragraph (1) of subdivision (a) shall not apply to any contract for a public works project paid for in whole or part out of 
public funds, within the meaning of subdivision (b) of Section 1720, that are derived from bonds issued by the state if 
the contract was awarded under any of the following conditions: 


(1) The contract was awarded prior to the effective date of implementing regulations adopted by the department pursuant 
to paragraph (3) of subdivision (a). 


(2) The contract was awarded on or after the effective date of the regulations described in paragraph (1), if the awarding 
body had previously initiated a labor compliance program approved by the department for some or all of its public 
works projects and had not contracted with a third party to conduct such program, and requests and receives approval 
from the department to continue to operate its existing labor compliance program for its public works projects paid for 
in whole or part out of public funds, within the meaning of subdivision (b) of Section 1720, that are derived from bonds 
issued by the state, in place of the department monitoring and enforcing compliance on projects pursuant to 
subdivision (a). 
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(3) The contract is awarded on or after the effective date of the regulations described in paragraph (1), if the awarding 
body has entered into a collective bargaining agreement that binds all of the contractors performing work on the project 
and that includes a mechanism for resolving disputes about the payment of wages. 


(c) This section shall not apply to public works projects subject to Section 75075 of the Public Resources Code. 
 
Labor Code Section 1773.3 states: 


An awarding agency whose public works contract falls within the jurisdiction of Section 1771.3, 1771.5, or 1777.5, or any 
other statute providing for the payment of fees to the Department of Industrial Relations for enforcing prevailing wage 
requirements on that project, shall, within five days of the award, send a copy of the award to the department. In lieu of 
responding to any specific request for contract award information, the department my make such information available for 
public review by posting on its Internet Web site. Within five days of a finding of any discrepancy regarding the ratio of 
apprentices to journeymen, pursuant to the certificated fixed number of apprentices to journeymen, the awarding agency 
shall notify the Division of Labor Standards Enforcement. 
 


California Code of Regulations Section 16451 “Notice of Projects Subject to Requirements of Subchapter. [Text 
effective January 1, 2012]” states: 


(a)  The Awarding Body shall provide the Director with notice of any project that is subject to the requirements of this 
subchapter, including projects that are subject only to the notice requirement in this subpart as specified in section 
16450(c) above, as follows: 


(1)  For any project paid for in whole or in part out of public funds, within the meaning of Labor Code Section 1720(b), that 
are derived from a bond issued by the state, the Awarding Body shall provide notice at the time it receives notice that 
the funding agency has awarded or released the funds, whichever is later.  


(2)  For any other project that is not subject to subpart (1) above, the Awarding Body shall provide notice at the time it 
awards the design-build contract, if using design-build contracting authority, or at the time it awards the initial prime 
contract, if using any other contracting authority.  


(3)  The notice required by this section shall be sent to the Office of the Director of Industrial Relations, Attention: Special 
Assistant, 455 Golden Gate Avenue, 10th Floor, San Francisco, CA 94102, and shall include the following information:  


(A)  The date of the contract;  
(B)  The names and contact information for the parties to the contract;  
(C)  A brief description of the work to be performed;  
(D)  The precise location or locations where the work will be performed;  
(E)  The estimated starting date of work on the project;  
(F)  The source or sources of any state-issued public works bond funding for the project, and the amounts paid or 


estimated to be paid by each source of that funding;  
(G)  The estimated total project costs, including the gross amount of every contract for “public works” within the meaning of 


sections 1720 and following of the Labor Code, but not including amounts paid for land acquisition or for internal costs 
or contracts that are not for public works within the meaning of sections 1720 and following of the Labor Code;  


(H)  The name, title, and contact information for the Awarding Body representative who will be responsible for carrying out 
the Awarding Body's obligations under this subchapter; and  


(I)  Whether the Awarding Body had entered into a collective bargaining agreement that binds all contractors and 
subcontractors performing work on the project and includes a mechanism for resolving disputes about the payment of 
wages.  


(4)  In lieu of submitting a written notice as specified in subpart (a)(3), the Awarding Body may complete and transmit the 
notice on line using the format and instructions for completing and transmitting the form specified on the Department's 
website.  


(b)  The Director may provide for the submission of a single notice to comply with the requirements of subpart (a) above 
and the notification requirements of Section 1773.3 of the Labor Code. 


(c)  The Call for Bids, Design-Build Request, and the contract or purchase order shall contain appropriate language 
concerning the requirements of Division 2, Part 7, Chapter 1 of the Labor Code and shall also state that the project is 
subject to the requirements of this subchapter, including the obligation to furnish certified payroll records directly to the 
Labor Commissioner in accordance with section 16461 below. 


(d)  On each job site that is subject to compliance monitoring and enforcement by the Department of Industrial Relations 
under this subchapter, the Awarding Body shall post or require the prime contractor to post a Notice containing the 
following language:

“This public works project is subject to monitoring and investigative activities by the Compliance Monitoring Unit (CMU) 
of the Division of Labor Standards Enforcement, Department of Industrial Relations, State of California. This Notice is 
intended to provide information to all workers employed in the execution of the contract for public work and to all 
contractors and other persons having access to the job site to enable the CMU to ensure compliance with and 
enforcement of prevailing wage laws on public works projects. 


 
“The prevailing wage laws require that all workers be paid at least the minimum hourly wage as determined by the 
Director of Industrial Relations for the specific classification (or type of work) performed by workers on the project. 
These rates are listed on a separate job site posting of minimum prevailing rates required to be maintained by the 
public entity which awarded the public works contract. Complaints concerning nonpayment of the required minimum 
wage rates to workers on this project may be filed with the CMU at any office of the Division of Labor Standards 
Enforcement (DLSE). 


 
Local Office Telephone Number: _______________ 


 
“Complaints should be filed in writing immediately upon discovery of any violations of the prevailing wage laws due to 
the short period of time following the completion of the project that the CMU may take legal action against those 
responsible. 


 
“Complaints should contain details about the violations alleged (for example, wrong rate paid, not all hours paid, 
overtime rate not paid for hours worked in excess of 8 per day or 40 per week, etc) as well as the name of the 
employer, the public entity which awarded the public works contract, and the location and name of the project. 


 
“For general information concerning the prevailing wage laws and how to file a complaint concerning any violation of 
these prevailing wage laws, you may contact any DLSE office. Complaint forms are also available at the Department of 
Industrial Relations website found at www.dir.ca.gov/dlse/PublicWorks.html.” 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.78.1, “Modernization Additional Grant for Labor Compliance Program or Prevailing Wage 
Monitoring and Enforcement Costs” states in part: 


 
(a) After determining all other funding authorized by these Regulations, for any project funded in whole or in part from 


Proposition 47 or Proposition 55 for which the construction contract is awarded prior to January 1, 2012, and for which 
the district is required under Labor Code Section 1771.7(a) and (b) to initiate and enforce a labor compliance program, 
the Board shall increase the per-unhoused pupil grant by the following calculation, less the district matching share 
required in Section 1859.79: 


(1) Using the chart in Section 1859.71.4(b), determine the total amount of funding to be provided for the increased costs of 
a modernization project due to the initiation and enforcement of a LCP. 


(2) Divide the amount determined in subsection (a)(1) by the total number of pupils, or by one if no pupils are assigned, in 
the approved application. 


(b) After determining all other funding authorized by these Regulations, the Board shall increase the grant by 60 percent of 
one-fourth of one percent of the Total Projected Bond Apportionment for any project for which the construction contract 
is awarded on or after January 1, 2012. 


(c) Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3, any public works project paid in whole or in part from public funds that are 
derived from bonds issued by the State and for which the construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 2012, 
is subject to the DIR monitoring and enforcement of compliance with applicable prevailing wage requirements, unless 
the project is exempt from this requirement pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3(b). 


(d) Any school district failing to meet the requirements of (c) shall return to the State any State funding for the project, 
including interest, at the rate paid on moneys in the Pooled Money Investment Account or at the highest rate of interest 
for the most recent issue of State general obligation bonds as established pursuant to the Chapter 4 (commencing with 
Section 16720), of Part 3 of Division 4 of Title 2 of the Government Code, whichever is greater. Interest to be returned 
shall be calculated from the date at which funds were received by the school district until the date of the Board’s 
finding.

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The Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04) 


 
Specific Instructions, page 5 of 10, states in part: 


17. Prevailing Wage Monitoring and Enforcement Costs 
If the construction contract for this project was or will be awarded on or after January 1, 2012, check the appropriate 


box to indicate which of the following methods will be used to meet the requirement for prevailing wage monitoring 
and enforcement pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3: 


• The DIR Compliance Monitoring Unit (CMU) 
• A DIR-approved internal LCP 
• A collective bargaining agreement that meets the criteria set forth in Labor Code Section 1771.3(b)(3).

Certification, page 9 of 10, states in part: 
The district will contract or has contracted with the DIR for prevailing wage monitoring and enforcement pursuant 
to Labor Code Section 1771.3(a), if the construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 2012 and the 
district has not obtained a waiver for the requirement, pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3(b). The district 
understands that if it fails to meet this requirement, it will be required to repay all state bond funds received 
including interest… 
 


The Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) 
 


General Information, page 1 of 3, states in part: 
 The following documents must be submitted with this form (as appropriate): 
 …. 


4.  For all projects for which construction contracts are awarded on or after January 1, 2012: 
 Acknowledgement from the Department of Industrial Relations (DIR) of receipt of the district’s notice. However, if 


the construction contract was awarded between January 1, 2012 and July 1, 2012, a copy of the Notice to DIR 
from the district with proof of mailing will be accepted in lieu of the DIR acknowledgement. The district understands 
that if it fails to meet the requirements in Labor Code Section 1771.3, it will be required to repay all state bond 
funds received including interest.

Page 3 of 3 states in part: 
I certify, as the District Representative, that the information reported on this form is true and correct and that: 
…. 
If required by Labor Code Section 1771.3(a), the district will contract with the DIR for the required Prevailing Wage 
Monitoring and Enforcement, or the requirement is waived pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3(b).

• District began Phase 1 of its $1.7 million Modernization Project ("Project") in September of2012. At the time 
the Project began, the District was on the OPSC unfunded list; however, the District anticipated that it would 
be placed on the funded list before the completion of the Project. As such, the Project Architect and the General 
Contractor were contractually obligated to comply with the prevailing wage requirements of Labor Code §§ 1770 
et seq. 


• In March 2013, the District discovered that while the General Contractor had been complying with the general 
prevailing wage requirements, neither the General Contractor nor the Architect had formally noticed DIR of the 
Project through the submission of form PWC- 1 00, as they were contractually required to do. Immediately upon 
this discovery, the District submitted the PWC- 1 00 form to DIR.1 


• On May 22, 20 13, the District was placed on the OPSC funded list and Phase 11 of the Project was initiated. 
In August 20 13 when OPSC went to issue the $ 1.5 million to the District, OPSC received verbal notice from 
DIR that the District was out of compliance with the prevailing wage requirements. The District immediately 
fo llowed up with DIR about the compliance issue, and on August 26, 2013 the District received an email 
from Jorge Delgadillo at DIR informing them that the Project was in compliance.2 However, when OPSC 
subsequently contacted DJR to get an updated compliance determination, DlR again informed OPSC that the 
District was not in compliance. 


• On September 23, 2013, the District submitted a letter to DIR requesting reconsideration of its determination. 3 


On October 9, 2013, DIR issued a response letter to the District.4 DIR concluded that although the District was in 
compliance with the prevailing wage requirements, it did not submit the PWC- 1 00 form within five days of the 
Phase r project award, as required by California Labor Code §1773.3. 


District's Position 


The District acknowledges that it did not submit the PWC- 1 00 form within five days of the Phase I project award as 
required under Labor Code§ 1773.3. However, the District reasonably assumed that this form had been submitted 
to DIR since the Project General Contractor and Architect were each contractually required to ensure that the PWC-
1 00 form was submitted to DIR in a timely manner. Unfortunately, neither of these entitjes fulfilled their contractual 
obligations and therefore, unbeknownst to the District, the PWC-1 00 form was never timely filed. Nevertheless, 
when the District learned that the PWC-1 00 form had not been previously submitted, it immediately contacted DIR 
and submitted the form. The District complied with all other prevailing wage requi rements during Phase I of the 
Project, as clearly evidenced by Mr. Delgadillo's audit of the District's records and compliance determination in 
August 20 13. In addition, the District has complied with all prevailing wage requirements, including the timely 
submittal of the PWC-1 00 form, for Phase II of the Project. During this entire project, the District has complied with 
the intent of the law and has acted in good fa ith to meet all of the prevai ling wage requirements. 


The denial of $1.5 million in funding will have a devastating effect on this $2 million-annual-budget District. The 
District currently owes its Phase fi general contractor over $1 million and without the OPSC funding the District will 
be forced to obtain high interest loans or seek financial rel ief from the state, either of which will put the District in 
extreme financial hardship. The withholding of these funds from the District solely because of its untimeliness in 
submitting the PWC-1 00 form is an unfair and inequitable consequence. As an alternative, the District is proposing 
to pay any prevailing wage enforcement fees or penalty fees that OPSC determines are reasonable in exchange for 
the release of the $ 1.5 million in OPSC funding. 


In addition to requesting reinstatement of the project funding, the district respectfu lly requests that the project be 
placed back on the Unfunded List in the order it was originally approved and placed.

On behalf of the Cinnabar School District ("District"), we request your review of the 
District's Compliance Monitoring Unit process and a determination of compliance for purposes 
of receiving funding through the Office ofPublic School Construction ("OPSC"). 


To give you some background information, the District began Phase I of its $1.7 million 
Modernization Project ("Project") in September of2012. At the time the Project began, the 
District was on the OPSC unfunded list; however, the District anticipated that it would be placed 
on the funded list before the completion of the Project. As such, the Project Architect and the 
General Contractor were contractually obligated to comply with the Department of Industrial 
Relations ("DIR") Compliance Monitoring Unit ("CMU") process. 


In March 2013, the District discovered that while the General Contractor had been in 
contact with DIR and had been complying with the prevailing wage requirements of Labor Code 
§§1770 et seq., DIR had not been formally noticed of the Project through the submission of form 
PWC-100. Inunediately upon this discovery, the District submitted the PWC-100 form to DIR. 
The District was subsequently contacted by Jorge Delgadillo at DIR who requested all of the 
Project payroll records to ensure the District had been in compliance with the CMU 
requirements. The District, through its General Contractor, promptly complied with Mr. 
Delgadillo request and submitted all of the requested records. 


On May 22, 2013, the District was placed on the OPSC funded list and Phase II of the 
Project was initiated. In August 2013 when OPSC went to issue the $1.5 million to the District,

OPSC received verbal notice from DIR that the District was out of compliance with the CMU 
requirements. The District immediately followed up with Mr. Delgadillo about the compliance 
issue, and on August 26, 2013 the District received the enclosed email from Mr. Delgadillo 
informing them that the Project was in compliance. However, when OPSC subsequently 
contacted DIR to get an updated compliance determination, DIR informed OPSC that the District 
was not in compliance. 


On September 19,2013, the District held a conference call with Rick Asbell, Chief of 
Fiscal Services at OPSC, and Mark Woo-Sam, Deputy Director of Legislation at DIR. During 
the call, Mr. Woo-Sam informed the District that he believed the District was out of compliance 
based on the "untimeliness" of the PWC-100 submittal. However, Mr. Woo-Sam was unable to 
provide the District with the legal grounds for which DIR was basing its determination, stating 
instead that he was unaware of all of the facts and therefore, could not provide a specific 
explanation. Mr. Woo-Sam requested that a letter be sent to you and him with a statement of the 
District's legal position. Below, please find the District's position. 


The District acknowledges that it did not submit the PWC-100 form until March 2013, 
when it learned that this form had not been previously submitted. However, up until that point 
the General Contractor, GCCI, Inc., had been in contact with DIR and had been complying with 
all other CMU requirements. This is clearly evidenced by Mr. Delgadillo's audit of the District's 
records and compliance determination in August 2013, which found no prevailing wage 
violations. 


Title 8 of the California Code of Regulations, § 16451, states in pertinent part, as follows: 


(a) The Awarding Body shall provide the Director with notice of any project that 
is subject to the requirements of this subchapter, including projects that are 
subject only to the notice requirement in this subpart as specified in section 
16450(c) above, as follows: 


(1) For any project paid for in whole or in part out of public funds, within the 
meaning of Labor Code Section 1720(b ), that are derived from a bond issued by 
the state, the Awarding Body shall provide notice at the time it receives notice 
that the funding agency has awarded or released the funds, whichever is later. 


(emphasis added) 


The District received notice of the funding from OPSC on May 22,2013 and OPSC has 
still not released the funds to the District. As such, pursuant to the above cited authority, the 
District's requirement to formally notify DIR of the Project has still not occurred. The District is 
unable to find any legal authority which required them to submit the PWC-1 00 form in 
September of2013 when the Phase I Project began.

It is the District's hope that this matter can be clarified and resolved as soon as possible. 
The District is more than willing to pay any CMU enforcement fees that DIR detennines may be 
reasonable to remedy this situation. However, the elimination of the District's entitlement to the 
$1.5 million in OPSC funds will have devastating consequences for this small school district. 
This Project is almost complete and the District currently owes approximately $1.5 million in 
outstanding bills that it cannot pay absent the funding from OPSC. 


In light of the above, I respectfully request that a determination be made that the District 
is in compliance with the CMU requirements and therefore, eligible to receive the $1.5 million in 
OPSC funding. I look forward to hearing from you.

I ain writing in response to the September 23, 2013 letter from your legal counsel and your 
communications with LWDA General Counsel Mark Woo-Sam. I want to clarify the actions and 
po~tion of my department with respect to your Modernization Project and obligations under the 
C~ifomia Labor Code. · 


,•, - . -·-
As you know, Labor Code section 1771.3 requires the Department of Industrial Relations (DIR) 
to I.l;IOnitor and enforce prevailing wage compliance on most state-bond funded projects. Because 
many districts choose to start their projects before applying for state bond funds, DIR will moni­
tor'ana enforce compliance on those projects by agreement, so that the project can meet that re-­
quirement for bond-funding if the district chooses to apply for or receive such funding. Please 
note, however, that the DIR does not enforce bond-funding requirements, and the decision to 
grant or withhold bond funds is strictly up to the bond-funding agency. 


Our records show that DIR first became aware of the Cinnabar School District's Modernization 
Project through an e-mail inquiry from the district's Business Manager Patty Murch in February 
of this year. Ms. Murch was seeking verification that DIR had notice of the project, but at the 
time DIR and its Compliance Monitoring Unit (CMU) had no record of the project and conse­
quently had not monitored or enforced compliance on the project. 


Labor. Code section 1773.3 requires scho~l districts and other awarding bodies to notify DIR 
within five days of the award of any contract for public works that falls within the jurisdiction of 
sections 1771.3, 1771.5, or 1777.5 of the Labor Code or other statutes requiring DIR monitoring. 
The specific references to sections 1771.3, 1771.5, and other statutes requiring DIR monitoring 
were just added to this law in June of 2012. However, the obligation to notify DIR of contracts 
within the jurisdiction of section 1777.5 -meaning projects of $30,000 of more that use appren­
ticeable crafts or trades (and thus are subject to public works apprenticeship requirements)- has 
been part of the Jaw for nearly 40 years.

The PWC-100 form is used by awarding bodies to comply with Labor Code section 1773.3, and 
specifically to notify DIR of projects that will be subject to public works apprenticeship require­
ments, DIR compliance monitoring and enforcement, or both. For projects that require DIR 
compliance monitoring and enforcement, the PWC-100 starts the process of getting the project 
registered and then having contractors submit certified payroll records directly to the CMU. 


Our records show that Cinnabar submitted a PWC-100 for Phase I of its Modernization Project 
on March 12, 2013. According to that notice, the project contract was awarded on September 11, 
2012 to GCCI, Inc.; the contract amount was $193,000; the work was commenced on October 2, 
2012 and completed on February 28, 2013; and several apprenticeable trades were used. CMU 
staff reviewed the PWC-100 and verified that Cinnabar was requesting DIR/CMU monitoring in 
order to qualify for bond funding. Because the project was not yet bond-funded and might never 
be bond-funded, Cinnabar's use of the CMU was considered voluntary at that point and thus re­
quired'a separate agreement between Cinnabar and the CMU. 


After the project was registered, certified payroll reports for the completed Phase I were submit­
ted and reviewed after the fact. As several correspondences have noted, the CMU auditor Jorge 
Delgadillo found no compliance issues in the Phase I work. "Compliance" in this instance meant 
compliance with prevailing wage requirements. It did not refer to or imply that Cinnabar was in 
compliance-with Labor COde section 1771.3's requirement to use the CMU on the project as a 
condition for receiving bond-funding. The latter compliance determination is made by the bond­
funding agency and is well outside the role or scope of authority of a CMU auditor. 


DIR records show that Cinnabar submitted another PWC-100 for Phase II of its Modernization 
Project on June 25, 2013, which was five days after the contract for that phase was awarded to 
prime contractor FRC, Inc. According to that notice, the work was to commence on June 25, 
2013, and estimated to be completed on September 27, 2013. 


DIR staff confirmed these PWC-100 submission dates and related contract award and completion 
dates when the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) staff asked for this information in 
July. Your counsel's letter asserts that the district was not under a legal obligation to notify DIR 
of the project until bond funds were released, citing our regulation at section 16451(a)(1) of title 
8, California Code of Regulations. That regulation focused on what notice was required after a. 
district became legally obligated to use the CMU, but it did not address the distinct issue of a dis­
trict using the CMU on a voluntary basis from the start of its ·project in order to maintain its eli­
gible for bond funds on a reimbursement basis. As has been noted, there was an overriding statu­
tory obligation under Labor Code section 1773.3 to notify DIR of the project within five days 
after the contract was awarded. Cinnabar has confirmed that this did not occur, and consequently 
DIR was not aware of the project and did not perform CMU monitoring activities during the con­
struction period of September 2012 through February 2013.

I wish to reemphasize that nm. has made no determination about Cinnabar's compliance with 
bond-funding requirements or entitlement to bond-funding for its modernization project. Those 
are determinations for the State Allocation Board to make and undoubtedly take into account 
many other considerations in addition to the requirements of Labor Code section 1771.3. 


I hope this clarifies our position for you and that I have not overlooked or misconstrued any of 
the pertinent facts. If you need or desire a further clarification on any point, please let me know.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To request that the State Allocation Board (Board) award an unfunded approval to a Charter School Facilities 
Program (CSFP) Rehabilitation funding application using modified grant calculations to conform to Education 
Code (EC) requirements, and to seek direction on developing conforming School Facility Program (SFP) 
regulatory amendments to align CSFP Rehabilitation grant calculations with these EC requirements. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 
The San Francisco Unified School District (District) recently submitted an Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-
04) for a CSFP Rehabilitation project. The District requested the prevailing wage monitoring (PWM) grant and 
Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for accessibility and fire code requirements (actual cost option).  EC Section 
17078.54(d) requires CSFP grants to be provided on a 50 percent State and 50 percent local basis. However, 
the calculations in the SFP regulations for Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for accessibility and fire code 
requirements (actual cost option) and PWM grant were established based on a 60 percent State share and 40 
percent local share.  Providing CSFP Rehabilitation projects with these grants using the calculations outlined in 
the SFP regulations is not consistent with the EC for the CSFP.   
 
This item requests that the Board award an unfunded approval for Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) 
application number 54/68478-13-001 with the PWM and Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for accessibility and fire 
code requirements calculated on a 50/50 basis.  This item also seeks Board direction to present conforming 
regulatory changes to these and potentially other CSFP Rehabilitation grants to ensure consistency with statute.

BACKGROUND 
 


SFP modernization projects and CSFP Rehabilitation projects are eligible to receive many of the same grants, 
as both types of projects provide funding to extend the useful life or enhance the physical environment of 
existing facilities.  These grants include additional funding for the costs associated with accessibility and fire 
code requirements and the PWM grant to cover the costs associated with Department of Industrial Relations 
prevailing wage monitoring.  While these grants are available for CSFP Rehabilitation projects, they were 
designed as part of the SFP modernization program and the SFP regulations use a specific formulaic calculation 
based on a 60 percent State share and 40 percent local matching share. 
 
However, EC Section 17078.54(d) requires CSFP grants to be provided on a 50 percent State and 50 percent 
local basis.

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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 
Staff believes that while it is appropriate to provide CSFP Rehabilitation projects with the supplemental grants for 
the PWM grant and the Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for accessibility and fire code requirements, the 
calculations currently outlined in the SFP regulations are not consistent with the EC for the CSFP.  Therefore, 
Staff is presenting OPSC Application Number 54/68478-13-001 for an unfunded approval, as shown on 
Attachment B.  The request includes the PWM grant and the Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for accessibility and 
fire code requirements, but they have been calculated on a 50 percent State and 50 percent local matching 
share basis.  A more detailed explanation of the grant calculations is provided below. 


 
Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for Accessibility and Fire Code Requirements 
 
Currently, applicants may choose one of two options for the Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for accessibility and 
fire code requirements.  The applicant may elect to take three percent of the base grant.  The other option is for 
the applicant to choose the following, as stated in SFP Regulation Section 1859.83(f)(2) (emphasis added): 
 


In lieu of three percent funding provided in (1) above, the district has the option of requesting 60 
percent of the amount determined in (A), not to exceed 60 percent of the amount determined in (B): 
(A) Determine the difference of the verified hard construction costs of the minimum accessibility and 


fire code work necessary to receive approval from the DSA minus seven percent of the sum of the 
Modernization Grant and the district matching share of the Modernization Grant pursuant to 
Section 1859.79. 


(B) Determine the difference of 1. minus 2.: 
1. Multiply the pupils requested in the application by the New Construction Grant. 
2. The sum of the State and district share of the pupils requested on the Form SAB 50-04 multiplied 


by the grant determined pursuant to Section 1859.78 and 1859.78.3. 
 
Since the EC restricts funding for CSFP rehabilitation funding to 50 percent of the total project costs, the grant 
calculation must be reduced from 60 percent to 50 percent. 


 
Prevailing Wage Monitoring Grant 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.78.1(b) states, “The Board shall increase the grant by 60 percent of one-fourth of 
one percent of the Total Projected Bond Apportionment for any project for which the construction contract is 
awarded on or after January 1, 2012” (emphasis added).  To conform to the EC, the grant should only be 
increased by 50 percent of one-fourth of one percent.  In order to provide the correct amount for the PWM grant, 
Staff has calculated the District’s grant at the 50 percent amount.  


 
RECOMMENDATIONS 
 


1. Award an unfunded approval for OPSC Application Number 54/68478-13-001 as shown in Attachment B. 
 


2. Direct Staff to present conforming regulatory amendments for these and other CSFP Rehabilitation grants, 
as appropriate, at a future meeting.

AUTHORITY 


 
 
Education Code Section 17070.35 states: 


(a) In addition to all other powers and duties as are granted to the board by this chapter, other statutes, or 
the California Constitution, the board shall do all of the following: 


(1) Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the rulemaking provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, 
Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government 
Code, for the administration of this chapter.... 


(2) Establish and publish any procedures and policies in connection with the administration of this chapter 
as it deems necessary. 


 
Education Code Section 17071.25(a)(2)(A) states: 


The assumed capacity of each calculated teaching station pursuant to paragraph (1) shall be 25 pupils for 
each teaching station used for kindergarten or for grades 1 to 6, inclusive, and 27 pupils for each teaching 
station used for grades 7 to 12, inclusive. 


 
Education Code Section 17078.54(d) states: 


Facilities funded pursuant to this article shall have a 50 percent local share matching obligation that may be 
paid by the applicant through lease payments in lieu of the matching share, or as otherwise set forth in this 
article, including, but not limited to, Section 17078.58. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 states in part: 


“Charter School Facilities Program Rehabilitation” shall mean work that includes, but will not be limited to, 
structural changes or other types of work on an existing district facility that extends the useful life of or 
enhances the physical environment of the school, as provided in Education Code Section 17078.58(a). 
…. 
“Total Projected Bond Apportionment” means the total State bond funds to be apportioned for the project, 
including any Financial Hardship apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.81, any funds authorized by the 
Authority pursuant to Section 1859.168, and any funds provided pursuant to Section 1859.194, but 
excluding the prevailing wage monitoring and enforcement costs grant amount provided pursuant to Section 
1859.71.4(c) or 1859.78.1(b) 
…. 
“Financially Sound” shall have the meaning set forth in Education Code Section 17078.52(d)(4) and Title 4, 
California Business Regulations commencing with Section 10151, et seq. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.78.1, “Modernization Additional Grant for Labor Compliance Program or Prevailing 
Wage Monitoring and Enforcement Costs” states in part: 


(b) After determining all other funding authorized by these Regulations, the Board shall increase the grant 
by 60 percent of one-fourth of one percent of the Total Projected Bond Apportionment for any project 
for which the construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 2012. 


(c) Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3, any public works project paid in whole or in part from public 
funds that are derived from bonds issued by the State and for which the construction contract is 
awarded on or after January 1, 2012, is subject to the DIR monitoring and enforcement of compliance 
with applicable prevailing wage requirements, unless the project is exempt from this requirement 
pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3(b).…. 
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SFP Regulation Section 1859.83(f) states: 
(f) Excessive cost due to accessibility and fire code requirements: 
(1) The district is eligible for a Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant equal to three percent of the 


Modernization Grant for accessibility and fire code requirements. 
(2) In lieu of three percent funding provided in (1) above, the district has the option of requesting 60 


percent of the amount determined in (A), not to exceed 60 percent of the amount determined in (B): 
(A) Determine the difference of the verified hard construction costs of the minimum accessibility and fire 


code work necessary to receive approval from the DSA minus seven percent of the sum of the 
Modernization Grant and the district matching share of the Modernization Grant pursuant to Section 
1859.79. 


(B) Determine the difference of 1. minus 2.: 
1. Multiply the pupils requested in the application by the New Construction Grant. 
2. The sum of the State and district share of the pupils requested on the Form SAB 50-04 multiplied by the 


grant determined pursuant to Section 1859.78 and 1859.78.3. 
(3) The district is eligible for a Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant of: 
(A) $80,000 for each new two-stop elevator required to be included in the project by the DSA if the 


Approved Application was received on or before April 29, 2002. 
(B) $60,000 for each new two-stop elevator required to be included in the project by the DSA if the 


Approved Application is received after April 29, 2002. 
The amounts shown in (A) and (B) above shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 
1859.78. 
(4) The district is eligible for a Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant of: 
(A)  $14,400 for each additional stop of the new elevator required in (3) above if the Approved Application 


was received on or before April 29, 2002. 
(B)  $10,800 for each additional stop of the new elevator required in (3) above if the Approved Application

(a) With the exception of Charter School Preliminary Apportionments provided by the Board on February 23, 
2005, the amount of the Final Charter School Apportionment will be based on the provisions of any 
amended or new regulations that are effective at the time the Form SAB 50-04, for the Final Charter School 
Apportionment is submitted and accepted for processing by the OPSC. Prior to the Board providing a Final 
Charter School Apportionment, the Charter School will need to have a current Financial Soundness 
certification from the Authority. The Board shall convert the amounts determined below from the Preliminary 
Charter School Apportionment to the Final Charter School Apportionment: 


(1) If the Final Charter School Apportionment request is equal to or less than the Preliminary Charter School 
Apportionment, the Final Charter School Apportionment shall be funded entirely. The difference in the Final 
Charter School Apportionment and the Preliminary Charter School Apportionment shall be transferred to the 
Unrestricted Charter School Fund in the appropriate Charter School Facilities Account. The Final Charter 
School Apportionment shall become the full and final apportionment for the project. 


(2) If the Final Charter School Apportionment request is greater than the Preliminary Charter School 
Apportionment, the Board shall convert the Preliminary Charter School Apportionment to a Final Charter 
School Apportionment by either of the following: 


(A) If the balance in the Unrestricted Charter School Fund in the appropriate Charter School Facilities Account is 
greater than the difference in the Final Charter School Apportionment and the Preliminary Charter School 
Apportionment, fund the Final Charter School Apportionment entirely. The Final Charter School 
Apportionment shall become the full and final apportionment for the project. 


(B) If the balance in the Unrestricted Charter School Fund in the appropriate Charter School Facilities Account is 
less than the difference in the Final Charter School Apportionment and the Preliminary Charter School 
Apportionment, fund the Final Charter School Apportionment using any remaining balance in the 
Unrestricted Charter School Fund in the appropriate Charter School Facilities Account. The Final Charter 
School Apportionment shall become the full and final apportionment for the project.

IN THE PRIORITY FUNDING PROCESS 
 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 
To present additional information regarding options for the State Allocation Board’s (Board) consideration to 
include the Overcrowding Relief Grant (ORG) program, Career Technical Education Facilities Program 
(CTEFP), and Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) in School Facility Program (SFP) regulations that 
outline the criteria for participation in the priority funding process. 


 
DESCRIPTION 


 
Staff is presenting additional information regarding options for the inclusion of the ORG program, CTEFP, and 
CSFP in the priority funding participation requirements outlined in the SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3, with 
additional considerations for CTEFP.  The priority funding process was adopted by the Board previously to 
promote activity on the unfunded list so that construction-ready projects would receive funding.  Per the Board’s 
request, Staff has included information regarding the number of projects and the impact of any changes to the 
affected applicants.  Additional options have been prepared for the potential implementation of these proposed 
regulatory amendments specifically for CTEFP projects.

BACKGROUND  
 


At the January 22, 2014 meeting, Staff presented to the Board options for the inclusion of ORG program, 
CTEFP, and CSFP projects in the participation requirements for the priority funding process, excluding 
advance release of design and/or site acquisition funds from a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment.  
The Board requested that Staff bring back additional information related to the applicants impacted by the 
proposed changes.  In addition, the Board also requested information on the timelines for the implementation 
of the proposed regulation changes.  The January 2014 item is included as Attachment F for reference.  
 
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


As requested by the Board at the January 22, 2014 meeting, Staff is presenting an analysis of the applicants 
affected by the proposed regulation changes and the potential timelines for the implementation for the 
regulatory amendments with additional considerations for CTEFP projects that were approved with a 
“reservation of funds”.   


 
Affected Applicants and Projects 
As of the January 22, 2014 Board meeting, there are a total of 37 applicants that have one or more projects on 
the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) for the ORG program, CTEFP, and CSFP that would be affected by 
the proposed regulatory amendments. These 78 projects represent a total of $241.8 million in bond authority. 
The OPSC has notified these applicants of the Board’s consideration of changes in participation requirements 
that may affect their projects.

Attachment B provides a list of the projects currently on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) by applicant 
and program, and the amount of bond authority reserved for each project.  The CSFP projects included here 
are limited to unfunded approvals that will become a Final Charter School Apportionment when the priority 
funding apportionment is granted.  The proposed regulations would only apply to this type of CSFP

At the January meeting, Members expressed concern for applicants’ ability to meet the requirements of the 
priority funding process without adequate notice and planning time.  If the amendments are approved at the 
March 2014 Board meeting on an emergency basis, the potential effective date for the proposed regulation 
amendments would be May 9, 2014.  If approved on a non-emergency basis, the proposed regulations would 
be effective October 1, 2014.  Staff has included four scenarios below to demonstrate how the participation 
requirements could affect the applicants.   
 


  


Emergency Timeline 
If the proposed Regulations are in effect by May 9, 2014, the first priority funding filing period following the 
effective date would begin on May 14, 2014, and the next would begin on November 12, 2014. Two 
occurrences of non-participation in these filing periods could result in a rescission by December 2014 as 
shown in Scenario 1 below. This would give the affected applicants about eight weeks from the Board’s 
approval date of the regulations before being required to participate in their first priority funding filing round.

Non-Emergency Timeline 
If approved on a non-emergency basis, the regulation amendments would likely be effective on October 1, 
2014.  The first priority funding filing period would begin on November 12, 2014, and the second on May 13, 
2015.

Additional Considerations for the Career Technical Education Facilities Program  
Of the 51 CTEFP projects on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans), 48 have funds reserved pursuant to 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.193(d), also known as a “reservation of funds”.  This regulation section allowed 
these projects to be approved without having California Department of Education (CDE) approval and Division 
of the State Architect (DSA) approved plans and specifications.  The applicant is allowed the 12 months to 
submit these documents to the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) after an apportionment has been 
approved.  Once the required approvals have been submitted the applicant is eligible to receive a fund 
release.  The current priority funding process does not allow for this additional time to obtain the necessary 
approvals.  
 
In addition, all CTEFP projects are currently exempt from the requirements for participation in the priority 
funding process.  They could remain on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) indefinitely, which affords 
the applicant maximum flexibility in planning for the execution of the project.  If the Board adopts amendments 
proposed in this item to include all CTEFP projects in the participation requirements for priority funding, these 
”reservation of funds” projects will have only 90 days after apportionment to submit the approvals required to 
receive a fund release.  In an effort to honor the timelines previously provided for the “reservation of funds” 
projects, the Board may wish to consider allowing additional time for these projects to obtain the necessary 
approvals. 
 
The Board could establish a maximum time period to allow the applicant to submit the necessary approvals 
before the 90-day requirement to request a fund release becomes effective.  For example, the Board could 
provide an apportionment and then allow the applicant up to the original 12 months or a lesser time period, 
such as six months to obtain and submit the necessary approvals.  The 90 day requirement to submit a fund 
release would begin on the received date.  This additional time would allow applicants more flexibility in 
adapting to the proposed regulatory amendments.  The options below account for that prior allowance to 
obtain the necessary approvals from CDE and DSA.  However, allowing this additional time may conflict with 
the goals of the priority funding process, which is to distribute cash to construction-ready projects.  With a six 
or 12 month allowance, cash could be reserved for up to 15 months, versus the current 90 days.

Staff has compiled the following options for the Board’s consideration to promote activity on the list of 
unfunded approvals and equity among the various programs for participation in the priority funding process.  
The first option provided below adds ORG program, CTEFP and CSFP to the list of programs required to 
participate in the priority funding process with options for emergency and non-emergency implementation 
timelines.  Options #2 and #3 add the three programs and provide additional time extensions to specified 
CTEFP projects. 


 
Option #1 - Approve regulatory amendments to SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 to include ORG, 
CTEFP, and CSFP projects, excluding CSFP advance release of design and/or site acquisition funds 
from a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, as shown in Attachment C. 


 
A) Emergency 


If the regulatory amendments are approved on an emergency timeline, ORG program, CTEFP, and 
CSFP, excluding advance release of design and/or site acquisition funds from a Preliminary Charter 
School Apportionment, project applicants would be subject to the priority funding participation 
requirements set forth in SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 as soon as May 9, 2014. If applicants do not 
meet the participation requirements, possible rescissions could occur as early as December 2014.  
Returning authority could be used for other projects of the same program currently on the Unfunded List 
(Lack of AB 55 Loans).    
 


B) Non-emergency 
If the regulatory amendments are approved on a non-emergency timeline, ORG program, CTEFP, and 
CSFP, excluding advance release of design and/or site acquisition funds from a Preliminary Charter 
School Apportionment, project applicants would be subject to the priority funding participation 
requirements set forth in SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 of October 1, 2014. If applicants do not meet 
the participation requirements, possible rescissions could occur as early as June 2015.  Returning 
authority could be used for other projects of the same program currently on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 
55 Loans).    


 
Considerations 
Cash would be made available for projects that are construction-ready. 
 
Applicants may not be ready to move forward before the second occurrence of non-participation in the priority 
funding process.  
 
If a district is required to submit a priority funding request while the State does not have cash available, 
districts may need to plan without knowing when they can expect funds.

Option #2 – Priority Funding Participation for All Programs – Six Month Consideration for CTEFP 
 


This option would be similar to Option 1, except it would allow CTEFP reservation of funds projects currently 
on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) up to six months from the date of apportionment to submit the 
required CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans and specifications to OPSC, plus 90 days to meet the 
requirements of a priority funding apportionment fund release. The proposed regulatory amendments to SFP 
Regulation Sections 1859.90.2, 1859.90.3, 1859.193 and 1859.197 for this option are shown in Attachment D.  
 


Considerations 
Applying the participation requirements of priority funding to CTEFP projects currently on the Unfunded List 
(Lack of AB 55 Loans) would prevent non-construction ready projects from reserving bond authority 
indefinitely and allow construction-ready projects to receive funding.  
 


Applicants may not be ready to move forward before the second occurrence of non-participation in the priority 
funding process.  
 


Cash could be reserved for these projects for up to nine months. 
 


Option #3 – Priority Funding Participation for All Programs – Twelve Month Consideration for CTEFP 
 


This option would be similar to Option 1, except it would allow CTEFP reservation of funds projects currently 
on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) up to 12 months from the date of apportionment to submit the 
required CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans and specifications to the OPSC, plus 90 days to meet 
the requirements of a priority funding apportionment fund release. The proposed regulatory amendments to 
SFP Regulation Sections 1859.90.2, 1859.90.3, 1859.193 and 1859.197 for this option are shown in 
Attachment E.  


 


Considerations 
Applying the participation requirements of priority funding to CTEFP projects currently on the Unfunded List 
(Lack of AB 55 Loans) would prevent non-construction ready projects from reserving bond authority 
indefinitely and allow construction-ready projects to receive funding.  
 


Applicants may not be ready to move forward before the second occurrence of non-participation in the priority 
funding process.  
 


Cash could be reserved for these projects for up to 15 months.

BOARD ACTION 
 


In considering this Item, the SAB approved Option #3 on a non-emergency basis.  This Option requires ORG, 
CTEFP, and CSFP projects (excluding CSFP advance release of design and/or site acquisition funds from a 
Preliminary Charter School Apportionment) to participate in the Priority Funding process.

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AUTHORITY 


 
Education Code Section 17070.35  
 


(a) In addition to all other powers and duties as are granted to the board by this chapter, other statutes, or the California 
Constitution, the board shall do all of the following: 
(1) Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the rulemaking provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, Chapter 3.5 
(commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government Code, for the administration of this 
chapter. However, the board shall have no authority to set the level of the fees of any architect, structural engineer, or 
other design professional on any project. The initial regulations adopted pursuant to this chapter shall be adopted as 
emergency regulations, and the circumstances related to the initial adoption are hereby deemed to constitute an 
emergency for this purpose. The initial regulations adopted pursuant to this chapter shall be adopted by November 4, 
1998. If the initial regulations are not adopted by that date, the board shall report to the Legislature by that date, 
explaining the reasons for the delay. 
(2) Establish and publish any procedures and policies in connection with the administration of this chapter as it deems 
necessary. 
(3) Determine the eligibility of school districts to receive apportionments under this chapter. 
(4) Apportion funds to eligible school districts under this chapter. 
(b) The board shall review and amend its regulations as necessary to adjust its administration of this chapter to conform 
with the act that amended this section to add this subdivision. Regulations adopted pursuant to this subdivision shall be 
adopted by November 5, 2002, and shall be adopted as emergency regulations in accordance with the rulemaking 
provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act (Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of 
Title 2 of the Government Code). The adoption of any emergency regulation pursuant to this subdivision filed with the 
Office of Administrative Law shall be deemed to be an emergency and necessary for the immediate preservation of the 
public peace, health and safety, or general welfare. Notwithstanding subdivision (e) of Section 11346.1 of the 
Government Code, any emergency regulation adopted pursuant to this section shall remain in effect for no more than 365 
days unless the board has complied with Sections 11346.2 to 11348, inclusive, of the Government Code. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.2. Definitions. 
 


“Application” means a request pursuant to the Act to receive an eligibility determination and/or funding for a school 
project.

“Final Charter School Apportionment” shall mean a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment that has been converted to 
a Final Charter School Apportionment in accordance with Section 1859.165.

“Preliminary Charter School Apportionment” means an apportionment made pursuant to Education Code Section

“Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” means an information list of unfunded projects that was created due to the State’s 
inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment Account (AB 55 loans) to fund school construction 
projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter #33 issued on December 18, 2008. 
 


Section 1859.90.2. Priority Funding Process. 
 


The priority funding process allows the Board to distribute available funds to districts or charter schools that request, 
pursuant to (a) or (b) below, as applicable, an Apportionment or an advance release of funds from a Preliminary 
Apportionment or Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, during specific 30-calendar day filing periods beginning with 
July 27, 2011 and continuing with the 2nd Wednesday of January and the 2nd Wednesday of July of 2012. Requests 
submitted during the filing periods described above are valid until the next filing period begins. The specific 30-calendar 
day filing periods subsequent to 2012 begin with January 9, 2013 and continue with the 2nd Wednesday of May and the 
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2nd Wednesday of November, each calendar year. Requests submitted during the filing period beginning with January 9, 
2013 are valid until June 30, 2013. Requests submitted during a filing period beginning with the 2nd Wednesday of May 
are valid from July 1 until December 31 of that year. Requests submitted during a filing period beginning with the 2nd 
Wednesday in November are valid from January 1 until June 30 of the following year. Requests must be physically 
received by the OPSC by the 30th calendar day of each filing period to be considered valid. 
(a) In order to be considered for an Apportionment, approved advance release of design funds from a Preliminary Charter 
School Apportionment, or approved advance release of environmental hardship site acquisition funds from a Preliminary 
Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a priority funding request in the form of a written statement 
signed by an authorized representative that includes each of the project application numbers, and the type of 
apportionment request (e.g., Apportionment, separate apportionment for design or site acquisition), within the 30-calendar 
day filing period, and shall contain all of the following: 
(1) Statement that the request is to convert the unfunded approval to an Apportionment or to receive an approved 
advance release of funds; and 
(2) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically received by the 
OPSC within 90 calendar days of Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request and that failure to do so 
will result in the rescission of the Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request without further Board 
action; and 
(3) Acknowledgement that, if the district submits the Form SAB 50-05 on or after July 1, 2013 and is required to submit an 
LCP third party report, pursuant to Section 1859.97(b), the report will be submitted to the OPSC and the DIR at least 60 
days prior to submitting the Form SAB 50-05; and 
(4) For those receiving an Apportionment, acknowledgement that by participating in the priority funding process, the 
district or charter school is waiving its right to the 18 month timeline for fund release submittal described in Section 
1859.90. 
(b) In order to be considered for an approved advance release of site acquisition funds from a Preliminary Charter School 
Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a priority funding request in the form of a written statement 
signed by an authorized representative within the 30-calendar day filing period, and shall contain all of the following: 
(1) Statement that the request is to convert the advance release of funds to an approved advance release of funds 
request; and, 
(2) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically received by the 
OPSC within 180 calendar days of the approved advance release of funds request and that failure to do so will result in 
the rescission of the approved advance release of funds request without further Board action; and 
(3) Acknowledgement that it must provide evidence that it has entered into the Charter School Agreements within 90 
calendar days of approval of the advance release of funds request and that failure to do so will result in the rescission of 
the approval without further Board action. 
(c) If a district or charter school receives an Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request through the 
priority funding process, the OPSC must receive a valid, original signature copy of the Form SAB 50-05 within the 
specified time period, pursuant to (a)(2) or (b)(2) as applicable. If the OPSC does not receive a valid, original signature 
copy of the Form SAB 50-05 within the time period: 
(1) The priority funding Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request shall be rescinded without further 
Board action, and 
(2) If the application is not subject to rescission pursuant to Section 1859.90.3(c) as defined in Section 1859.90.3(d), the 
application shall return to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) with a new unfunded approval date that is 90 calendar 
days from the date of Apportionment or approval of the advance release of funds request. 
(d) In the event that the amount of requests received during a specific 30-calendar day filing period exceeds the funds 
available, the Board shall apportion based on the unfunded approval date and the application received date up to the 
available cash from each bond source. Projects that have requested to participate in the priority funding process for which 
an Apportionment cannot be provided shall retain their date order position on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). 
Requests not converted to apportionments will not be returned to the district or kept by the OPSC. 
(e) For purposes of this section “rescinded” or “rescission” shall mean that the apportionment or approved advance 
release of funds request returns to unfunded approval status with a new unfunded approval date. The new unfunded 
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approval date will be 90 calendar days from the apportionment date. The district or charter school will not be required to 
re-submit the application and no further application review will be required. 
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3. Participation in the Priority Funding Process. 
 


This section applies only to applications for new construction, modernization, Facility Hardship pursuant to Section 
1859.82 and rehabilitation pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), and specifically excludes applications for the Charter School 
Facilities and Career Technical Education Facilities Programs. 


 
(a) For each application on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) for new construction, modernization, Facility 
Hardship pursuant to Section 1859.82 or rehabilitation pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), the occurrences of (1) or (2) below 
shall be limited after the effective date of this regulation section [March 25, 2013]: 
(1) The district abstains from participating in a priority funding 30-calendar day filing period described in Section 
1859.90.2 for the application on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). 
(2) The application receives a priority funding Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(a), and the district fails to 
meet the fund release requirements pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(c). 
(b) The first occurrence of (a)(1) or (a)(2) shall result in the following, as applicable: 
(1) If (a)(1) occurs, the application shall retain its place on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). 
(2) If (a)(2) occurs, the priority funding Apportionment shall be rescinded and the application shall be returned to the 
Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(c)(2). 
(c) If subsection (b) has occurred, a subsequent occurrence of either (a)(1) or (a)(2) shall result in the rescission of the 
application’s Apportionment and/or unfunded approval, as applicable, and the removal of the application from the 
Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) without further Board action. The application shall be returned to the applicant. 
(d) For purposes of subsection (c), “rescinded” or “rescission” of an unfunded approval shall mean that the bond authority 
associated with the Apportionment or unfunded approval, as applicable, returns to the appropriate School Facility 
Program bond authority source for reallocation. If applicable, the pupils housed in the project will be added back to the 
district’s baseline eligibility pursuant to Sections 1859.51(d) for new construction or 1859.61(d) for modernization. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.193  
 


A Career Technical Education Facilities Project may construct a new facility or modernize or Reconfigure an existing 
school building. The application for Career Technical Education Facility funding may accompany an application for new 
construction funding pursuant to Section 1859.70 or may be submitted independently. 
The applicant must identify square footage of the Career Technical Education Facility being constructed, modernized, 
reconfigured or equipped, on the funding application. Equipment purchased under the Career Technical Education 
Facilities Program must have an average useful life expectancy of at least ten years pursuant to Education Code 
17078.72(a). An application for a Career Technical Education Facilities Project may consist entirely of equipment. 
All equipment must be purchased on or after May 20, 2006, unless the Career Technical Education Facilities Project is 
combined with a qualifying SFP new construction project pursuant to Section 1859.193.1. 
(a) For new construction of a Career Technical Education Facilities Project included in a qualifying New 
Construction Grant, the Career Technical Education Facilities grant amount shall be the lesser of either (1) or (2): 
(1) The sum of the costs uniquely related to facilities required to provide Career Technical Education as determined 
below: 
(A) 50 percent of the cost of construction of the Career Technical Education Facilities Project, as determined by the 
project architect, subject to OPSC review and approval. 
(B) 50 percent of the cost to equip the Career Technical Education Facilities Project with necessary equipment. 
(C) For public works projects awarded on or after January 1, 2012, the prevailing wage monitoring and enforcement costs 
as prescribed in Section 1859.71.4(c), if required by the Labor Code. 
(D) Minus an allowance for New Construction Grants provided for Career Technical Education classrooms, determined 
by: 
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1. Multiplying 960 square feet by the number of classrooms in the Career Technical Education Facilities Project that were 
included in the New Construction project. 
2. Multiplying the amount determined in (a)(1)(C)1 by 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost for non-Toilet 
Facilities. 
(2) $3 million per Career Technical Education Facilities Project. 
(3) Site development work is not allowed as part of a Career Technical Education Facilities Project included in a New 
Construction Grant. Site development work necessary pursuant to Section 1859.76, may be requested by the district 
under the qualifying SFP New Construction. 
(4) Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3, any public works project paid in whole or in part from public funds that are 
derived from bonds issued by the State and for which the construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 2012, is 
subject to DIR monitoring and enforcement of compliance with applicable prevailing wage requirements, unless the 
project is exempt from this requirement pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3(b). 
(5) Any school district failing to meet the requirements of (a)(4) shall return to the State any State funding for the project, 
including interest, at the rate paid on moneys in the Pooled Money Investment Account or at the highest rate of interest 
for the most recent issue of State general obligation bonds as established pursuant to the Chapter 4 (commencing with 
Section 16720), of Part 3 of Division 4 of Title 2 of the Government Code, whichever is greater. Interest to be returned 
shall be calculated from the date at which funds were received by the school district until the date of the Board’s finding. 
(6) If the DIR revokes the district’s internal LCP’s approval and the district fails to provide appropriate prevailing wage 
monitoring through the DIR or other exemptions as specified in Labor Code Section 1771.3, the school district shall return 
to the State any State funding received for the project, including interest, as calculated in subsection (a)(5) above, for any 
construction projects for which the violations occurred. 
(b) For stand-alone new construction of a Career Technical Education Facilities Project, the grant amount shall be the 
lesser of either (1) or (2): 
(1) The sum of the costs uniquely related to facilities required to provide Career Technical Education as determined 
below: 
(A) 50 percent of the cost of construction of the Career Technical Education Facilities Project, as determined by the 
project architect, subject to OPSC review and approval. 
(B) 50 percent of the cost to equip the Career Technical Education Facilities Project with necessary equipment. 
(C) 50 percent of site development work that meets the following criteria: 
1. It is necessary and applicable to the Career Technical Education Facilities Project. 
2. It meets the requirements for site development costs as outlined in Section 1859.76. 
(D) For public works projects awarded after January 1, 2012, the prevailing wage monitoring and enforcement costs as 
prescribed in Section 1859.71.4(c), if required by the Labor Code. 
(2) $3 million per Career Technical Education Facilities Project. 
(3) If the district is requesting funding for site development work applicable to the Career Technical Education 
Facilities Project, the district must submit a detailed cost estimate and appropriate DSA approved plans with the Form 
SAB 50-10. The cost estimate must include appropriate justification documents that indicate the work is necessary to 
complete the Career Technical Education Facilities Project and conform to the requirements in Section 1859.76. 
(4) Utility service(s) cost shall be prorated, if necessary, for any excess capacity not needed to service the Career 
Technical Education Facilities Project. 
(5) Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3, any public works project paid in whole or in part from public funds that are 
derived from bonds issued by the State and for which the construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 2012, is 
subject to DIR monitoring and enforcement of compliance with applicable prevailing wage requirements, unless the 
project is exempt from this requirement pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3(b). 
(6) Any school district failing to meet the requirements of (b)(5) shall return to the State any State funding for the project, 
including interest, at the rate paid on moneys in the Pooled Money Investment Account or at the highest rate of interest 
for the most recent issue of State general obligation bonds as established pursuant to the 
Chapter 4 (commencing with Section 16720), of Part 3 of Division 4 of Title 2 of the Government Code, whichever is 
greater. Interest to be returned shall be calculated from the date at which funds were received by the school district until 
the date of the Board’s finding. 
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(7) If the DIR revokes the district’s internal LCP’s approval and the district fails to provide appropriate prevailing wage 
monitoring through the DIR or other exemptions as specified in Labor Code Section 1771.3, the school district shall return 
to the State any State funding received for the project, including interest, as calculated in subsection (b)(6) above, for any 
construction projects for which the violations occurred. 
(c) For Modernization of a Career Technical Education Facilities Project, the grant amount shall be the lesser of either (1) 
or (2): 
(1) The sum of the costs uniquely related to facilities required to provide Career Technical Education Facilities Project as 
determined below: 
(A) 50 percent of the cost to modernize or Reconfigure the Career Technical Education Facilities, as determined by the 
project architect, subject to OPSC review and approval. 
(B) 50 percent of the cost to equip the Career Technical Education Facilities with necessary equipment. 
(C) For public works projects awarded on or after January 1, 2012, the prevailing wage monitoring and enforcement costs 
as prescribed in Section 1859.71.4(c), if required by the Labor Code. 
(2) $1.5 million per Career Technical Education Facilities Project. 
(3) Reconfiguring an existing school building must not displace a minimum essential facility. In any case involving the 
replacement of a minimum essential facility due to the reconfiguration of an existing building, the replacement must be 
part of the plans submitted in support of the Career Technical Education Facilities Application, must occur concurrently, 
and cannot be part of a SFP Application for new construction. 
(4) Utility service(s) cost shall be prorated, if necessary, for any excess capacity not needed to service the Career 
Technical Education Facilities Project. 
(5) Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3, any public works project paid in whole or in part from public funds that 
are derived from bonds issued by the State and for which the construction contract is awarded on or after January 1, 
2012, is subject to DIR monitoring and enforcement of compliance with applicable prevailing wage requirements, unless 
the project is exempt from this requirement pursuant to Labor Code Section 1771.3(b). 
(6) Any school district failing to meet the requirements of subsection (c)(5) above, shall return to the State any State 
funding for the project, including interest, at the rate paid on moneys in the Pooled Money Investment Account or at the 
highest rate of interest for the most recent issue of State general obligation bonds as established pursuant to the Chapter 
4 (commencing with Section 16720), of Part 3 of Division 4 of Title 2 of the Government Code, whichever is greater. 
Interest to be returned shall be calculated from the date at which funds were received by the school district until the date 
of the Board’s finding. 
(7) If the DIR revokes the district’s internal LCP’s approval and the district fails to provide appropriate prevailing wage 
monitoring through the DIR or other exemptions as specified in Labor Code Section 1771.3, the school district shall return 
to the State any State funding received for the project, including interest, as calculated in subsection (c)(6) above, for any 
construction projects for which the violations occurred. 
(d) If an applicant meets the eligibility criteria in Section 1859.192, but does not have the necessary approvals from the 
DSA and/or the CDE at the time of apportionment, the Board may apportion funds for the Career Technical Education 
Facilities Project and reserve them for a period of up to 12 months. The grant amount to be reserved for the project will be 
the maximum funding as determined above in (a), (b), or (c). 
(e) Funding provided as prescribed in Section 1859.71.6 and Section 1859.77.4 shall not be affected by the maximum 
funding determinations listed above. 
 


Section 1859.197 Fund Release Process. 
 


The OPSC will release State funds that have been apportioned by the Board pursuant to Sections 1859.195 and 
1859.196 after submittal by the applicant of the Form SAB 50-05. 
(a) If an apportionment was made for a Career Technical Education Facilities Project, the applicant must submit a Form 
SAB 50-05 within 18 months of the Apportionment as outlined in Education Code Section 17076.10 or the apportionment 
shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
(b) If Career Technical Education Facilities funds were reserved for the applicant pursuant to Section 1859.193(d) of 
these Regulations, the applicant: 
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(1) Has one year from the date of apportionment to submit the CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans and 
specifications, as required, to the OPSC for the Career Technical Education Facilities Project, otherwise the 
apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
(2) Has 18 months from the date the CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans and specifications, as needed, are 
submitted to the OPSC to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the apportionment shall be rescinded without further 
Board action. If the district is requesting an apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2, the Board will 
require that this time limit be reduced to no more than 90 days from the date of the apportionment. 
 (c) If the applicant requires a loan for the entire matching share requirement pursuant to Section 1859.194(b) of these 
Regulations: 
(1) Subject to the availability of financing provided by the Pooled Money Investment Board for bond-funded projects, the 
OPSC will release ten percent of the Career Technical Education Facilities grant to the applicant within 30 calendar days 
of the apportionment. 
(2) The applicant has one year from the date of apportionment to submit the CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans 
and specifications, as required, to the OPSC for the Career Technical Education Facilities Project, otherwise the 
apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
(3) The applicant has 18 months from the date in (c)(2) to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the apportionment shall 
be rescinded without further Board action. 
(d) If the district is requesting an Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2 and if the district is 
requesting funding as prescribed in Section 1859.71.6 or Section 1859.77.4, as applicable, then the district must submit 
the necessary approvals from the DSA and/or the CDE, as applicable, at least 90 days prior to requesting an 
Apportionment. 
(e) If the district receives an Apportionment pursuant to (a) or (b) and if the district is requesting funding as prescribed in 
Section 1859.71.6 or Section 1859.77.4, as applicable, then the district must submit the necessary approvals from the 
DSA and/or the CDE, as applicable, at least 90 days prior to receiving an Apportionment. 
(f) The applicant is subject to substantial progress time limit on the apportionment as outlined in Education Code Section 
17076.10(b). 
(g) In the event the Board determines there is a fiscal emergency or crisis on the part of the State of California, the Board 
may grant an extension not to exceed 12 months to the time limit prescribed in (b)(1) and (c)(2) above and Section 
1859.193(d). Regulation Section 1859.197(g) shall become inoperative January 1, 2010.

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Proposed Regulatory Amendments 
 
Section 1859.90.2. Priority Funding Process. 
 


The priority funding process allows the Board to distribute available funds to districts or charter schools that 
request, pursuant to (a) or (b) below, as applicable, an Apportionment or an advance release of funds from a 
Preliminary Apportionment or Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, during specific 30-calendar day filing 
periods beginning with July 27, 2011 and continuing with the 2nd Wednesday of January and the 2nd 
Wednesday of July of 2012. Requests submitted during the filing periods described above are valid until the 
next filing period begins. The specific 30-calendar day filing periods subsequent to 2012 begin with January 9, 
2013 and continue with the 2nd Wednesday of May and the 2nd Wednesday of November, each calendar year. 
Requests submitted during the filing period beginning with January 9, 2013 are valid until June 30, 2013. 
Requests submitted during a filing period beginning with the 2nd Wednesday of May are valid from July 1 until 
December 31 of that year. Requests submitted during a filing period beginning with the 2nd Wednesday in 
November are valid from January 1 until June 30 of the following year. Requests must be physically received by 
the OPSC by the 30th calendar day of each filing period to be considered valid. 
 
(a) In order to be considered for an Apportionment, approved advance release of design funds from a 
Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, or approved advance release of environmental hardship site 
acquisition funds from a Preliminary Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a priority funding 
request in the form of a written statement signed by an authorized representative that includes each of the 
project aApplication numbers, and the type of aApportionment request (e.g., Apportionment, separate 
aApportionment for design or site acquisition), within the 30-calendar day filing period, and shall contain all of 
the following: 
(1) Statement that the request is to convert the unfunded approval to an Apportionment or to receive an 
approved advance release of funds; and 
(2) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically 
received by the OPSC within 90 calendar days of Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request, 
except for a Career Technical Education Facilities Project in (a)(5), and that failure to do so will result in the 
rescission of the Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request without further Board action; and 
(3) Acknowledgement that, if the district submits the Form SAB 50-05 on or after July 1, 2013 and is required to 
submit an LCP third party report, pursuant to Section 1859.97(b), the report will be submitted to the OPSC and 
the DIR at least 60 days prior to submitting the Form SAB 50-05; and 
(4) For those receiving an Apportionment, acknowledgement that by participating in the priority funding process, 
the district or charter school is waiving its right to the 18 month timeline for fund release submittal described in 
Section 1859.90. 
(5) For a Career Technical Education Facilities Project that was granted an unfunded approval without the 
required CDE plan approval and/or required DSA-approved plans and specifications, the applicant’s request 
must include: 
(A) Acknowledgement that the applicant must submit the required approval(s) to the OPSC within six months 
from the date of the Apportionment.  If the required submittal(s) is not received within six months, the 
Apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action pursuant to Section 1859.197 (c)(1); and  
(B) Acknowledgment that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically received 
by the OPSC within 90 calendar days of the submittal described in (5)(A) and that failure to do so will result in 
the rescission of the Apportionment without further Board action. 
(b) In order to be considered for an approved advance release of site acquisition funds from a Preliminary 
Charter School Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a priority funding request in the form 
of a written statement signed by an authorized representative within the 30-calendar day filing period, and shall 
contain all of the following: 
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(1) Statement that the request is to convert the advance release of funds to an approved advance release of 
funds request; and, 
(2) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically 
received by the OPSC within 180 calendar days of the approved advance release of funds request and that 
failure to do so will result in the rescission of the approved advance release of funds request without further 
Board action; and 
(3) Acknowledgement that it must provide evidence that it has entered into the Charter School Agreements 
within 90 calendar days of approval of the advance release of funds request and that failure to do so will result 
in the rescission of the approval without further Board action. 
(c) If a district or charter school receives an Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request 
through the priority funding process, the OPSC must receive a valid, original signature copy of the Form SAB 
50-05 within the specified time period, pursuant to (a)(2), (a)(5) or (b)(2) as applicable. If the OPSC does not 
receive a valid, original signature copy of the Form SAB 50-05 within the time period: 
(1) The priority funding Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request shall be rescinded without 
further Board action, and 
(2) If the aApplication is not subject to rescission pursuant to Section 1859.90.3(c) as defined in Section 
1859.90.3(d), the aApplication shall return to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) with a new unfunded 
approval date that is 90 calendar days from the date of Apportionment or approval of the advance release of 
funds request. 
(d) In the event that the amount of requests received during a specific 30-calendar day filing period exceeds the 
funds available, the Board shall apportion based on the unfunded approval date and the aApplication received 
date up to the available cash from each bond source. Projects that have requested to participate in the priority 
funding process for which an Apportionment cannot be provided shall retain their date order position on the 
Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). Requests not converted to aApportionments will not be returned to the 
district or kept by the OPSC. 
(e) For purposes of this section “rescinded” or “rescission” shall mean that the aApportionment or approved 
advance release of funds request returns to unfunded approval status with a new unfunded approval date, 
except for (a)(5)(A). The new unfunded approval date will be 90 calendar days from the aApportionment date. 
The district or charter school will not be required to re-submit the aApplication and no further aApplication 
review will be required.

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(2) The aApplication receives a priority funding Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(a), and the district 
fails to meet the fund release requirements pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(c). 
(b) The first occurrence of (a)(1) or (a)(2) shall result in the following, as applicable: 
(1) If (a)(1) occurs, the aApplication shall retain its place on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). 
(2) If (a)(2) occurs, the priority funding Apportionment shall be rescinded and the aApplication shall be returned 
to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(c)(2).

SFP Regulation Section 1859.193

(d) If an applicant meets the eligibility criteria in Section 1859.192, but does not have the necessary approvals 
from the DSA and/or the CDE at the time of aApportionment, the Board may apportion funds for the Career 
Technical Education Facilities Project and reserve them for a period of up to 12 months. The grant amount to be 
reserved for the project will be the maximum funding as determined above in (a), (b), or (c).  
(e)Funding provided as prescribed in Section 1859.71.6 and Section 1859.77.4 shall not be affected by the 
maximum funding determinations listed above. 


 
Section 1859.197. Fund Release Process. 
 


The OPSC will release State funds that have been apportioned by the Board pursuant to Sections 1859.195 
and 1859.196 after submittal by the applicant of the Form SAB 50-05. 
 
(a) If an aApportionment was made for a Career Technical Education Facilities Project, the applicant must 
submit a Form SAB 50-05 within 18 months of the Apportionment as outlined in Education Code Section 
17076.10 or the aApportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
(b) If Career Technical Education Facilities funds were reserved for the applicant pursuant to Section 
1859.193(d) of these Regulations, the applicant: 
(1) Has one year from the date of aApportionment to submit the CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans 
and specifications, as required, to the OPSC for the Career Technical Education Facilities Project, otherwise the 
aApportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
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(2) Has 18 months from the date the CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans and specifications, as 
needed, are submitted to the OPSC to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the aApportionment shall be 
rescinded without further Board action. If the district is requesting an aApportionment pursuant to Section 
1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2, the Board will require that this time limit be reduced to no more than 90 days from the 
date of the aApportionment. 
(c) For an Apportionment received pursuant to Section 1859.90.2 where submittal of the necessary CDE plan 
approval and/or DSA-approved plans and specifications were not required at the time the Board granted an 
unfunded approval, then the applicant: 
(1) Has up to six months to submit the required approvals from the date of Apportionment.  If the required 
submittal(s) is not received within six months, the Apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action 
and the Career Technical Education Facilities bond authority will return to the program for reallocation.  
(2) The submittal date in (c)(1) shall start the 90 calendar day fund release process in Section 1859.90.2.  
(c)(d) If the applicant requires a loan for the entire matching share requirement pursuant to Section 1859.194(b) 
of these Regulations: 
(1) Subject to the availability of financing provided by the Pooled Money Investment Board for bond-funded 
projects, the OPSC will release ten percent of the Career Technical Education Facilities grant to the applicant 
within 30 calendar days of the aApportionment. 
(2) The applicant has one year from the date of aApportionment to submit the CDE plan approval and DSA-
approved plans and specifications, as required, to the OPSC for the Career Technical Education Facilities 
Project, otherwise the aApportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
(3) The applicant has 18 months from the date in (c)(2)(d)(2) to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the 
aApportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
(d)(e) If the district is requesting an Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2 and if the district 
is requesting funding as prescribed in Section 1859.71.6 or Section 1859.77.4, as applicable, then the district 
must submit the necessary approvals from the DSA and/or the CDE, as applicable, at least 90 days prior to 
requesting an Apportionment. 
(e)(f) If the district receives an Apportionment pursuant to (a) or (b) and if the district is requesting funding as 
prescribed in Section 1859.71.6 or Section 1859.77.4, as applicable, then the district must submit the necessary 
approvals from the DSA and/or the CDE, as applicable, at least 90 days prior to receiving an Apportionment. 
(f)(g) The applicant is subject to substantial progress time limit on the aApportionment as outlined in Education 
Code Section 17076.10(b). 
(g)(h) In the event the Board determines there is a fiscal emergency or crisis on the part of the State of 
California, the Board may grant an extension not to exceed 12 months to the time limit prescribed in (b)(1) 
and (c)(d)(2) above and Section 1859.193(d). Regulation Section 1859.197(g)(h) shall become inoperative 
January 1, 2010.

(b) In order to be considered for an approved advance release of site acquisition funds from a Preliminary 
Charter School Apportionment, the district or charter school must provide a priority funding request in the form 
of a written statement signed by an authorized representative within the 30-calendar day filing period, and shall 
contain all of the following: 
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(1) Statement that the request is to convert the advance release of funds to an approved advance release of 
funds request; and, 
(2) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be submitted and physically 
received by the OPSC within 180 calendar days of the approved advance release of funds request and that 
failure to do so will result in the rescission of the approved advance release of funds request without further 
Board action; and 
(3) Acknowledgement that it must provide evidence that it has entered into the Charter School Agreements 
within 90 calendar days of approval of the advance release of funds request and that failure to do so will result 
in the rescission of the approval without further Board action. 
(c) If a district or charter school receives an Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request 
through the priority funding process, the OPSC must receive a valid, original signature copy of the Form SAB 
50-05 within the specified time period, pursuant to (a)(2), (a)(5) or (b)(2) as applicable. If the OPSC does not 
receive a valid, original signature copy of the Form SAB 50-05 within the time period: 
(1) The priority funding Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request shall be rescinded without 
further Board action, and 
(2) If the aApplication is not subject to rescission pursuant to Section 1859.90.3(c) as defined in Section 
1859.90.3(d), the aApplication shall return to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) with a new unfunded 
approval date that is 90 calendar days from the date of Apportionment or approval of the advance release of 
funds request. 
(d) In the event that the amount of requests received during a specific 30-calendar day filing period exceeds the 
funds available, the Board shall apportion based on the unfunded approval date and the aApplication received 
date up to the available cash from each bond source. Projects that have requested to participate in the priority 
funding process for which an Apportionment cannot be provided shall retain their date order position on the 
Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). Requests not converted to aApportionments will not be returned to the 
district or kept by the OPSC. 
(e) For purposes of this section “rescinded” or “rescission” shall mean that the aApportionment or approved 
advance release of funds request returns to unfunded approval status with a new unfunded approval date, 
except for (a)(5)(A). The new unfunded approval date will be 90 calendar days from the aApportionment date. 
The district or charter school will not be required to re-submit the aApplication and no further aApplication 
review will be required. 


 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3. Participation in the Priority Funding Process. 


 
This section applies only to aApplications for funding for new construction, modernization, Overcrowding Relief 
Grant, Career Technical Education Facilities Program, Facility Hardship pursuant to Section 1859.82 and 
rehabilitation pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), and Charter School Facilities Program, excluding advance 
release of design and/or site acquisition funds from a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, and 
specifically excludes applications for the Charter School Facilities and Career Technical Education Facilities 
Programs. 


 
(a) For each aApplication on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) for new construction, modernization, 
Facility Hardship pursuant to Section 1859.82 or rehabilitation pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), the occurrences 
of (1) or (2) below shall be limited after the effective date of this regulation section [March 25, 2013]. For each 
Application on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) for Overcrowding Relief Grant, Career Technical 
Education Facilities Program, and Charter School Facilities Program, excluding advance release of design 
and/or site acquisition funds from a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, the occurrences of (1) or (2) 
below shall be limited after the effective date of this regulation section [XXX, 2014]: 
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(1) The district abstains from participating in a priority funding 30-calendar day filing period described in Section 
1859.90.2 for the aApplication on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). 
(2) The aApplication receives a priority funding Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(a), and the district 
fails to meet the fund release requirements pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(c). 
(b) The first occurrence of (a)(1) or (a)(2) shall result in the following, as applicable: 
(1) If (a)(1) occurs, the aApplication shall retain its place on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). 
(2) If (a)(2) occurs, the priority funding Apportionment shall be rescinded and the aApplication shall be returned 
to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) pursuant to Section 1859.90.2(c)(2). 
(c) If subsection (b) has occurred, a subsequent occurrence of either (a)(1) or (a)(2) shall result in the rescission 
of the aApplication’s Apportionment and/or unfunded approval, as applicable, and the removal of the 
aApplication from the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) without further Board action. The aApplication shall 
be returned to the applicant. 
(d) For purposes of subsection (c), “rescinded” or “rescission” of an unfunded approval shall mean that the bond 
authority associated with the Apportionment or unfunded approval, as applicable, returns to the appropriate 
School Facility Program bond authority source for reallocation. If applicable, the pupils housed in the project will 
be added back to the district’s baseline eligibility pursuant to Sections 1859.51(d) for new construction or 
1859.61(d) for modernization. 


 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.193  
 


A Career Technical Education Facilities Project may construct a new facility or modernize or Reconfigure an 
existing school building. The aApplication for Career Technical Education Facility funding may accompany an 
aApplication for new construction funding pursuant to Section 1859.70 or may be submitted independently. The 
applicant must identify square footage of the Career Technical Education Facility being constructed, 
modernized, reconfigured or equipped, on the funding aApplication. Equipment purchased under the Career 
Technical Education Facilities Program must have an average useful life expectancy of at least ten years 
pursuant to Education Code 17078.72(a). An aApplication for a Career Technical Education Facilities Project 
may consist entirely of equipment. All equipment must be purchased on or after May 20, 2006, unless the 
Career Technical Education Facilities Project is combined with a qualifying SFP new construction project 
pursuant to Section 1859.193.1. 
…. 
(d) If an applicant meets the eligibility criteria in Section 1859.192, but does not have the necessary approvals 
from the DSA and/or the CDE at the time of aApportionment, the Board may apportion funds for the Career 
Technical Education Facilities Project and reserve them for a period of up to 12 months. The grant amount to be 
reserved for the project will be the maximum funding as determined above in (a), (b), or (c).  
(e)Funding provided as prescribed in Section 1859.71.6 and Section 1859.77.4 shall not be affected by the 
maximum funding determinations listed above. 


 
 
Section 1859.197. Fund Release Process. 
 


The OPSC will release State funds that have been apportioned by the Board pursuant to Sections 1859.195 
and 1859.196 after submittal by the applicant of the Form SAB 50-05. 
 
(a) If an aApportionment was made for a Career Technical Education Facilities Project, the applicant must 
submit a Form SAB 50-05 within 18 months of the Apportionment as outlined in Education Code Section 
17076.10 or the aApportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
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(b) If Career Technical Education Facilities funds were reserved for the applicant pursuant to Section 
1859.193(d) of these Regulations, the applicant: 
(1) Has one year from the date of aApportionment to submit the CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans 
and specifications, as required, to the OPSC for the Career Technical Education Facilities Project, otherwise the 
aApportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
(2) Has 18 months from the date the CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans and specifications, as 
needed, are submitted to the OPSC to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the aApportionment shall be 
rescinded without further Board action. If the district is requesting an aApportionment pursuant to Section 
1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2, the Board will require that this time limit be reduced to no more than 90 days from the 
date of the aApportionment. 
(c) For an Apportionment received pursuant to Section 1859.90.2 where submittal of the necessary CDE plan 
approval and/or DSA-approved plans and specifications were not required at the time the Board granted an 
unfunded approval, then the applicant: 
(1) Has up to 12 months to submit the required approvals from the date of Apportionment.  If the required 
submittal(s) is not received within 12 months, the Apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action 
and the Career Technical Education Facilities bond authority will return to the program for reallocation.  
(2) The submittal date in (c)(1) shall start the 90 calendar day fund release process in Section 1859.90.2.  
(c)(d) If the applicant requires a loan for the entire matching share requirement pursuant to Section 1859.194(b) 
of these Regulations: 
(1) Subject to the availability of financing provided by the Pooled Money Investment Board for bond-funded 
projects, the OPSC will release ten percent of the Career Technical Education Facilities grant to the applicant 
within 30 calendar days of the aApportionment. 
(2) The applicant has one year from the date of aApportionment to submit the CDE plan approval and DSA-
approved plans and specifications, as required, to the OPSC for the Career Technical Education Facilities 
Project, otherwise the aApportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
(3) The applicant has 18 months from the date in (c)(2)(d)(2) to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the 
aApportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. 
(d)(e) If the district is requesting an Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2 and if the district 
is requesting funding as prescribed in Section 1859.71.6 or Section 1859.77.4, as applicable, then the district 
must submit the necessary approvals from the DSA and/or the CDE, as applicable, at least 90 days prior to 
requesting an Apportionment. 
(e)(f) If the district receives an Apportionment pursuant to (a) or (b) and if the district is requesting funding as 
prescribed in Section 1859.71.6 or Section 1859.77.4, as applicable, then the district must submit the necessary 
approvals from the DSA and/or the CDE, as applicable, at least 90 days prior to receiving an Apportionment. 
(f)(g) The applicant is subject to substantial progress time limit on the aApportionment as outlined in Education 
Code Section 17076.10(b). 
(g)(h) In the event the Board determines there is a fiscal emergency or crisis on the part of the State of 
California, the Board may grant an extension not to exceed 12 months to the time limit prescribed in (b)(1) 
and (c)(d)(2) above and Section 1859.193(d). Regulation Section 1859.197(g)(h) shall become inoperative 
January 1, 2010.

CONSIDERATION OF ADDITIONAL PROGRAMS REQUIRED TO PARTICIPATE  


IN THE PRIORITY FUNDING PROCESS 
 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 
To present options for the State Allocation Board’s (Board) consideration to include the Overcrowding Relief 
Grant (ORG), Career Technical Education Facilities Program (CTEFP), and Charter School Facilities Program 
(CSFP) applications in the School Facility Program (SFP) Regulations that outline the criteria for participation 
in the priority funding process. 


 
DESCRIPTION 


 
The Board adopted regulations in January 2013 that established the requirement for participation in the priority 
funding process for projects funded from new construction and modernization bond authority, as bond authority 
for these programs was exhausted.  The projects on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) from these 
programs are subject to a limited number of times an applicant may not to participate in priority funding cycles 
without being rescinded.  CSFP and CTEFP projects are currently specifically excluded from this requirement 
while ORG projects are not addressed in the regulation.  Bond authority for the ORG and CTEFP are nearly 
depleted.  Another filing round for the CSFP was recently established in order to allocate available authority.  
Staff is seeking Board direction on whether to add these program projects to the priority funding participation 
requirements outlined in SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3.

BACKGROUND  
 


At the June 2012 meeting, Staff presented a report providing information on projects on the Unfunded List 
(Lack of AB 55 Loans) that have not participated in the priority funding process.  At the October 2012 meeting, 
the Board discussed options and directed Staff bring back regulatory amendments to address this issue.  This 
item is included as Attachment B for reference.  On January 23, 2013, the Board approved regulatory 
amendments to add SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3, which outlines the participation requirements for the 
priority funding process for new construction and modernization applications, including Facility Hardship and 
Rehabilitation.  The bond authority for these programs was exhausted.  The goal of the new regulations was to 
ensure that the bond authority reserved by these projects would be used for construction-ready projects or be 
made available for other projects that are construction-ready.   
 
Beginning with the May 2013 priority funding cycle, an applicant electing to not participate in priority funding by 
either not submitting a valid priority funding request in the 30-day filing period or by submitting a valid priority 
funding request, but failing to submit a valid Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) to request the 
release of funds after the Board approves an apportionment, is subject to the application being rescinded 
without further Board action upon the second occurrence of either of the scenarios.  The first time an 
application fails to submit a fund release request within the required time frame after receiving a priority 
funding apportionment, it returns to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) and with a new unfunded 
approval date equal to the fund release request submittal deadline.

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BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 
As required by statute (Education Code (EC) Section 101012) and regulations, funds are returned to the 
programs from which they were originally allocated.  This may result in funds being available for additional 
projects.  CSFP and CTEFP projects are specifically excluded from these participation regulations.  ORG 
projects are not addressed in the regulation. 


 
Status of the Overcrowding Relief Grant Program  
The Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) received 14 applications for the twelfth funding cycle on  
July 31, 2013. They were processed based upon the highest density of the eligible schools that have 
submitted an approved application, pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.184. There was approximately 
$40.4 million in bond authority available for this cycle. On November 25, 2013, the Board approved $31.7 
million in unfunded approvals for five projects.  This included $29.9 million in ORG program grants and $1.8 
million in High Performance Incentive grants.  There is one additional project that will be presented in a future 
agenda.  After that project is approved, the remaining funds will be insufficient to fully fund the next project on 
the list.  Therefore, Staff is presenting options to the Board at a future meeting to address the remaining eight 
applications.   


 
Status of the Career Technical Education Facilities Program  
The third CTEFP funding cycle is currently oversubscribed by 55 applications totaling a requested amount of 
$78.1 million.  As funds from rescissions and loan payments have been returning to the CTEFP, Staff has 
been presenting additional third cycle projects for unfunded approval.  There is approximately $3.5 million 
currently available to allocate in the future.   
 
Status of the Charter School Facilities Program 
On November 25, 2013, the Board approved a new filing round for the CSFP.  The application filing period will 
open on April 1, 2014 and close on May 30, 2014. There is approximately $87.7 million in bond authority 
currently available to allocate in the future.   
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


Staff is presenting the ORG, CTEFP and CSFP programs for consideration to include in the participation 
requirements for the priority funding process to promote activity on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) 
and equity among the programs.  In January 2013, the Board approved the initial regulation amendments, and 
the CTEFP and CSFP were specifically excluded due to their unique timelines.  At that time, the ORG program 
had two funding cycles scheduled and bond authority available for them.  Currently, however, the ORG and 
CTEFP are oversubscribed; there are more funding applications than bond authority available to allocate.  The 
specific circumstances of each program are presented below. 
 
Overcrowding Relief Grant Program 
As of November 25, 2013, bond authority for the ORG program was nearly exhausted.  There are currently 23 
individual ORG funding applications on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) totaling $153.1 million.* Of 
those, 15 projects received an unfunded approval in 2013 and nine submitted requests to participate in the 
upcoming priority funding round.* At this time, ORG projects are not addressed in SFP Regulation Section 
1859.90.3 and are not subject to any participation requirements in the priority funding process.   
 
*Funding applications may appear more than once on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) due to 
adjustments received after the initial approval. These statements include only counts based on the date of the 
initial approval.

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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 
The addition of ORG projects to this Regulation would prevent the possibility of stagnant projects remaining on 
the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) indefinitely.  While the majority of the ORG projects on the Unfunded 
List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) received an approval in 2013, 12 out of the 23 have already not participated in 
three priority funding filing rounds.  The Board could amend SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 to include 
ORG projects on the list of project types that are subject to the priority funding participation requirements set 
forth therein.  This action would help to ensure that limited bond authority is used for construction ready 
projects and would be consistent with the Board’s past action for new construction and modernization when 
bond authority was exhausted.   


 
The chart below illustrates the number of ORG projects currently on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans), 
the amount of bond authority reserved and the dates these projects were approved by the Board.  From 
August 2009 to November 2013, eight priority filing periods were open for 30 calendar days each. 


 


 
 


 
Career Technical Education Facilities Program  
There are currently 51 individual CTEFP projects on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) totaling $57.5 
million.* More than half of these projects have been on the list since October 2010.  The remainder was 
subsequently added on various dates as CTEFP bond authority returned from loan repayments and 
rescissions.  The Board originally excluded these projects from the participation requirements for priority 
funding due to the unique timelines afforded some of these projects to obtain the necessary DSA and CDE 
approvals of plans and specifications.  SFP Regulation Section 1859.193(d) allows the applicant to request 12 
months to submit the required approvals from the date of an apportionment by the Board (emphasis added).   
 
*Funding applications may appear more than once on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) due to 
adjustments received after the initial approval. These statements include only counts based on the date of the 
initial approval.  
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 
 
Without an apportionment, there is not a trigger to begin the 12-month timeline to submit the required 
documents.  The only way to receive an apportionment is to participate in priority funding, which is voluntary.  
Without participation in the priority funding process, these projects could remain on the Unfunded List (Lack of 
AB 55 Loans) indefinitely.  Including CTEFP projects in SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 would help to 
ensure that limited bond authority is used for construction ready projects and would be consistent with the 
Board’s past action for new construction and modernization when bond authority was exhausted.   
 
 
The chart below illustrates the number of CTEFP projects currently on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 
Loans), the amount of bond authority reserved and the dates these projects were approved by the Board.  
From October 2010 to November 2013, eight priority funding filing periods were open for 30 calendar days 
each.  


 
 
 
Charter School Facilities Program 
Currently there are six CSFP conversion project unfunded approvals totaling $38.8 million on the Unfunded 
List (Lack of AB 55 Loans).  The Board originally excluded CSFP projects due to the unique timelines of the 
program.  However, these timelines only apply to the period between preliminary apportionment and 
conversion to a full grant application.  At the time of conversion, these projects are similar to new construction 
or modernization unfunded approvals, as they have met all of the same requirements.  While CSFP applicants 
must meet additional requirements prior to receiving a fund release, the projects were held to the same 18 
month time limit on fund release as new construction and modernization projects prior to the onset of the fiscal 
crisis.   
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 
There is currently no mechanism to require participation in priority funding for a CSFP conversion project.  
Without such a requirement, a CSFP conversion project could remain on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 
Loans) indefinitely, tying up authority that could be used for other CSFP purposes.  While the unfunded 
approvals for these projects were recently provided, the Board may wish to consider amending the SFP 
Regulations to require these projects to participate in the priority funding process to promote equity for all 
programs under the SFP.   
  
The chart below illustrates the number of CSFP projects currently on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans), 
the dates they were approved by the Board, and the amount of bond authority reserved.  From June to 
November 2013, one priority funding filing round was open for 30 calendar days.  
 


 
 
There are also eight design and site advance fund releases totaling $17.8 million on the Unfunded List (Lack 
of AB 55 Loans).  Staff is not proposing to include these items in the requirements for participation in the 
priority funding process.  The existing statutory time limits already act as a mechanism to rescind the entire 
preliminary apportionment if an applicant does not request the funds. 
 
Summary 
 
The ORG and CTEFP are currently oversubscribed.  Subjecting projects in these two programs to the 
participation requirements for the priority funding process could ensure that bond authority is available for 
construction ready projects.  It would also prevent projects that are not moving forward from reserving bond 
authority indefinitely.  In addition, this action would be consistent with the action taken when bond authority 
was exhausted for new construction and modernization.  Finally, adding CSFP conversion projects to these 
requirements would promote equity in the priority funding process by establishing the same rules for all 
projects. 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 
The chart below provides summary of the projects on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) for the three 
programs.  In addition, the complete Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as of November 25, 2013 is 
included as Attachment C with the three programs’ applications highlighted in distinctive colors for reference.

Option #1 – Approve regulatory amendments to SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 to include ORG 
projects. 
This option would include ORG projects in the priority funding participation requirements set forth in SFP 
Regulation Section 1859.90.3. Returning authority could be used for other ORG projects.    
 
Issues and Concerns 


 Projects currently on the unfunded list were approved in accordance with the regulations in effect at 
the time the applications were submitted. 


o If the Board wished to apply the change prospectively, the impact would be minimal as ORG 
bond authority is all but depleted.  


 If a district is required to submit a priority funding request while the State does not have cash 
available, districts may need to plan without knowing when they can expect funds. 


 Some districts may have limited time to start the bid process if the cannot go out to bid without a 
guarantee of State cash.  
 


 
Option #2 - Approve regulatory amendments to SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3 to include CTEFP 
projects. 
This option would include all CTEFP projects in the priority funding participation requirements set forth in SFP 
Regulation Section 1859.90.3.  All CTEFP projects, including reservation of funds projects, would be subject to 
Priority Funding participation guidelines immediately upon placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 
Loans).  Returning authority could only be used for CTEFP projects.

 Some districts may have limited time to start the bid process if the cannot go out to bid without a 
guarantee of State cash.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present the State Allocation Board (Board) with options to reserve available bond authority for the Office of 
Public School Construction’s (OPSC) administration of the Board’s programs. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


At the January 22, 2014 meeting, a Board member requested discussion of options to reserve bond 
authority for future School Facility Program (SFP) administrative costs before bond authority is depleted. 
Staff is presenting options for reserving bond authority for SFP administrative costs for the OPSC for the 
fiscal years from 2015/2016 through 2024/2025. 


 
AUTHORITY 
 


See Attachment F. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 


SFP administrative costs are funded from the general obligation bonds and include costs related to OPSC 
functions, such as application processing and Board agenda publication. In addition, there are post-
application approval functions that are required of OPSC after the Board provides the initial unfunded 
approval. These include converting unfunded approvals to apportioned projects as a result of general 
obligation bond sales, processing fund releases, substantial progress reviews; closeout expenditure reviews 
and various accounting functions. OPSC’s primary administrative activities are illustrated below:

The entire process can take up to 8.5 years from an unfunded approval to a project closeout. The following 
illustration shows a simplified version of the entire project lifecycle.

Past Board Action 
 
The Board previously reserved bond authority for future SFP administrative costs in September 2001 and 
August 2012. In both cases, the Board was concerned that bond authority would be depleted before a new 
statewide school facilities general obligation bond measure could be placed on the ballot. Therefore, in 
2001, the Board reserved funds for administrative costs for the entire fiscal year 2002/2003, or until 
approximately seven months after a potential general obligation bond ballot measure. In 2012, the Board 
reserved funds for administrative costs for the 2012/2013, 2013/2014, and 2014/2015 fiscal years to cover 
administrative costs beyond a potential 2014 bond measure. 
 
Before 2012, administrative costs for a single fiscal year were charged to one program, such as new 
construction, modernization or Overcrowding Relief Grant (ORG). In 2012, the Board elected to draw bond 
authority for administrative costs from multiple programs using a workload-based proration.  
 
Future Administrative Costs 
 


The Board may wish to consider reserving bond authority for administrative costs for up to an additional ten 
fiscal years from 2015/2016 through 2024/2025, because available bond authority is limited. This action 
would ensure that the administration of the SFP, including post-application functions, can continue.  
 
Staff has evaluated workload projections to estimate administrative costs that may be needed in the future. 
Staff has determined that a total of $57.1 million in bond authority would be needed for SFP administrative 
costs for the ten fiscal years from 2015/2016 through 2024/2025.

Although the chart above goes out ten years, Staff’s analysis indicates that workload will continue beyond 
that point. The options following this chart include bond authority reservations for ten, seven, five, and three 
additional years. Administrative costs beyond the ten years would need to come from a different funding 
source than school facilities bond proceeds. 
 
Pursuant to Education Code Section 17070.65, the Board has the authority to make any moneys in the 
State School Facilities Funds available to the director of the Department of General Services (DGS) in the 
amounts that the Board determines necessary for DGS to facilitate the construction, modernization, 
reconstruction, or alteration of, or addition to, school buildings.  Therefore, the Board has the ability to 
specify the program(s) from which it wishes to reserve bond authority for administrative costs for fiscal years 
2015/2016 through 2024/2025.  However, any moneys must also be approved for this purpose in the annual 
Budget Act.

Historical Demand by Program 
 
In an effort to estimate demand for funding in each program, the requests received by the OPSC have been 
compared to the funds available in each program to produce the historical funding request rates listed 
below. CSFP, ORG, and CTEFP are funded during specific filing periods rather than on a flow basis; 
therefore, the figures for the requests received and funds available are from all previous application filing 
periods. For SMP and HPI, the figures represent the requests and funds available since the programs were 
established. The Board could consider historical demand in each program when determining the amounts of 
bond authority and programs from which to reserve administrative costs.

OPTIONS 


 


In attachments A-E, Staff is presenting options for reserving administrative costs for OPSC for fiscal years 
2015/2016 through 2024/2025.  Within each option, the calculations are shown for ten, seven, five, and 
three additional years.  Reserving authority for future years will ensure that the administration of the SFP, 
including post-applications functions, can continue. It is important to note that Staff projects workload will 
exist after ten years.  If no additional SFP bond authority is available for future years that are not reserved, 
other funding sources may be necessary for the continued administration of the program.  
 


Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) 
 


As shown in the chart above, the CSFP has historically been largely oversubscribed.  In consideration of 
this and the upcoming CSFP filing round, the Board may also wish to consider specific methods of reserving 
authority from this program for administrative costs.  Staff has researched this issue and proposes a 
methodology based on how the California School Finance Authority (CSFA) receives administrative costs 
for their role in the CSFP.  Statute provides CSFA with up to 2.5 percent of the CSFP bond authority subject 
to the approval of the Department Finance for its administrative costs. The same percentage could be 
applied to the remaining CSFP bond authority to provide for OPSC administrative costs. 
 


$100.5 million (Remaining Bond Authority) X 2.5% = $2.51 million 
 


Staff has used the amount of $2.51 million figure for the CSFP in Options 2 and 3 of this item.

Option 1 (Attachment A):  
 
All Programs Pro-rated 
 
Under Option 1, the administrative costs would be reserved from all programs with remaining bond authority 
pro-rated according to the proportion of remaining bond authority in each program.

 Reduces the bond authority and spreads the impact of the administrative costs to all 
programs with remaining bond authority. 


 Ensures continued administration of the SFP.

All Programs Pro-rated except New Construction and Modernization, calculate CSFP reservation at 
2.5% of Remaining Bond Authority  
 
Under Option 3, the administrative costs would be reserved from all programs with remaining bond authority 
pro-rated according to the proportion of remaining bond authority in each program, with the exception of 
new construction, modernization, and the CSFP.  New construction and modernization would be excluded 
entirely.  The amount of bond authority reserved from the CSFP is $2.51 million, which is 2.5% of the 
remaining bond authority.

 Reduces bond authority for higher-demand programs that have funding requests in-house 
that exceed bond authority, such as CTEFP and ORG. 
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Option 5 (Attachment E):  
 


Reserve Authority Only from the Seismic Mitigation Program and the High Performance Incentive 
Grant Program  
 


Under Option 5, the administrative costs would be reserved from the Seismic Mitigation Program and the 
High Performance Incentive grant program.  Currently, the SMP and HPI do not have funding requests in-
house that exceed the available bond authority. Requests for CTEFP, ORG, new construction, and 
modernization exceed the available bond authority, and CSFP is expected to be oversubscribed. 
 


Pros: 
 Administrative costs are paid from programs with the least current demand. 
 Ensures continued administration of the SFP. 


 


Con: 
 


Administrative costs are drawn from a smaller number of programs. 
 


RECOMMENDATION 
 


Seek Board direction. 
 


BOARD ACTION 
 


In considering this Item, the SAB approved the reservation of bond authority in the amount of $52.7 million 
for administrative costs to administer the SFP over a five-year period.  Bond authority would be reserved as 
follows: 
 


All Programs Prorated; 5 Years Reserved (15% of $351.1 million);

DISBURSING RESIDUAL CHARTER SCHOOL FACILITIES PROGRAM FUNDS 


 
PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To request the State Allocation Board (Board) determine the funding allocation available for the 2014 Charter 
School Facilities Program (CSFP) filing round.   
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


At its November 2013 meeting, the Board approved a new CSFP filing round, scheduled for April 1, 2014 through 
May 30, 2014.  This item requests the Board to determine how much bond authority to set aside for the round and 
if unfunded applications should remain valid for eight months after awarding Preliminary Charter School 
Apportionments (PA).     


 
AUTHORITY  
 


See Attachment A. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 


There is approximately $100.5 million available in CSFP bond authority from the Kindergarten-University Public 
Education Facilities Bond Acts of 2002 (Proposition 47), 2004 (Proposition 55) and 2006 (Proposition 1D). This is 
residual bond authority that has returned to the program though project rescissions and from project conversions 
that were less than the amount reserved for the project when the PA was Board approved.  Statute requires that 
bond authority designated for the CSFP remain in the CSFP for charter school purposes such as awarding new 
PA, or providing Final Charter School Apportionments above the reserved PA when the charter school is eligible.   
 
The item presented at the November 2013 meeting requested to use all Proposition 47, 55, and 1D bond 
authority available as of the date the Board awarded the PA for the new filing round.  Consistent with prior rounds, 
the item also requested the Board leave the filing round open for eight months after the date the PA were 
awarded to enable the Board to continue awarding PA during that time if additional bond authority returned to the 
program.  In response to the item, a stakeholder expressed concern (Attachment B) with allocating all available 
bond authority to the new round and requested that a portion of the available funds be set aside for future Final 
Charter School Apportionments that may need the additional bond authority to fund their additional eligible project 
costs. The Board approved the new application filing period, but declared that the amount of bond authority made 
available for the round, as well as whether or not to retain the applications for eight months, would be determined 
at a future Board meeting. 
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 
There are currently 28 remaining active PA in the CSFP that have already reserved $313.5 million in CSFP bond 
authority.  The amount of bond authority needed for future Final Charter School Apportionments cannot be 
accurately assessed because final apportionment amounts are not known until a project is reviewed by the Office 
of Public School Construction (OPSC) and approved by the Board.  In an effort to obtain an approximation of 
what a future need might be, on December 18, 2013, the OPSC sent a survey letter to the respective charter 
schools and school districts to request that they provide the following information: 
 


 Estimated Conversion Date of their PA to a Final Charter School Apportionment; and 
 Need for additional bond authority at time of conversion.

The OPSC received responses for 23 projects.  Two of the charters indicated they may rescind their projects, 
possibly returning $59.0 million to the CSFP.  Of the remaining charters that indicated they planned to convert, 
seven indicated they would need additional bond authority to convert; nine indicated they would be converting at 
or below their reserved amount and five indicated they could not determine a project cost at this time.  
 
To date, approximately $287.0 million in bond authority has returned to the program through rescissions and 
conversions under the reserved PA amount. The following table shows the current statistics for projects from the 
Proposition 1D and 2009 Filing Rounds that have converted from a PA to a Final Charter School Apportionment:

The exact amount of bond authority that may be returned or requested by the charter schools in the future cannot 
accurately be reported until the time that the application for final apportionment has been submitted and 
processed by the OPSC.  Until that time, the OPSC is unable to determine the actual bond authority need. 
 
New Construction Grant Adjustments 
Assembly Bill (AB) 127, Chapter 35, Statutes of 2006 (Perata/Nunez) authorizes the Board to annually increase 
or decrease the new construction per pupil base grant amount based on an analysis of the current costs to build a 
school. An increase can be up to six percent; a decrease is unlimited. At the May 2008 meeting, the Board 
approved an increase to the new construction per pupil grant of six percent. 
 
The six percent increase was never applied to the preliminary apportionment calculation for previously approved 
CSFP projects approved on or after the May 2008 meeting, which are funded based on new construction grant 
amounts.  Of the 28 projects remaining to convert to a Final Charter School Apportionment, 17 are either 
rehabilitation projects or projects that voluntarily reduced their PA request at the time of approval. The majority of 
the projects that voluntarily reduced their PA request did so to be found Financially Sound for their PA by the 
California School Finance Authority. This leaves 11 projects that would have been eligible for higher PA amounts, 
totaling approximately $7.6 million. 


 
The variance between the original PA and the proper reserve with the six percent increase only exists for the 
projects at the PA phase.  Once a project converts to a Final Charter School Apportionment, the project will 
receive funding for the project costs reviewed and verified by the OPSC.  If the OPSC approved total project cost 
is higher than the amount reserved for the PA, the charter school may receive a final apportionment for this higher 
amount. The increased allowance would only be granted if the charter can meet the financial soundness test and 
bond authority is available to fund the increase.  The Board could approve amended PA for these projects; 
however, this would trigger the need for another financial soundness review for each project. Staff proposes 
setting aside authority to augment the projects, if eligible, when they convert to Final Charter School 
Apportionments.

These projects would be able to access their individual increase amount at the time of conversion, if needed. If 
the applicant does not require the additional authority, it could immediately be made available for other charter 
school purposes once that project has received an unfunded approval, so that the authority does not remain 
unnecessarily reserved. Other charter school purposes include the augmentation of future conversions, future or 
current filing rounds, or administrative costs. The projects eligible to receive additional authority are shown on 
Attachment C.

Administrative Costs 
The Board may also wish to consider reserving an amount of authority for future administrative costs for the 
program.  Statute provides the California School Finance Authority with up to 2.5 percent of the CSFP bond 
authority subject to the approval of the Department Finance for its administrative costs. The same percentage 
could be applied to the remaining CSFP bond authority to provide for OPSC administrative costs.

Timeline for the 2014 Filing Round 
For the 2009 Filing Round, the Board elected to keep the filing round open for a period of eight months after the 
first PA awards were made, and retain the applications that were not originally provided a PA due to a lack of 
bond authority. This action allowed these applications to be processed for a PA if bond authority returned to the 
program during that eight month period.  The application process for the CSFP can be time consuming for 
applicants as they prepare applications and work through a detailed review process with both OPSC for the 
funding application, and the California School Finance Authority for the financial soundness determination.  
Additionally, filing rounds are only opened on an intermittent basis as sufficient authority becomes available to 
warrant a new round.  The actions of the Board allowed the projects an opportunity to move forward without 
having to re-apply.  The eight months was chosen as a timeframe during which information used to rank the 
projects would still be current and relevant.

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RECOMMENDATIONS 
 


Staff recommends that the Board take the following actions: 
 


Recommendation #1 
 


A. Reserve $7.6 million to augment the 11 projects with a PA variance to reflect the six percent increase;  
B. Reserve $2.51 million for future OPSC administrative costs; 
C. Use all remaining Proposition 47, 55 and 1D bond authority currently available (~$90.4 million) and 


any additional authority returning to the CSFP to fund PA for the upcoming filing round. 
 


This will allow the Board to reserve appropriate authority for projects that did not receive the May 2008 new 
construction grant increase, and ensure bond authority is available for future OPSC administration of the 
program.  This action will maximize the bond authority available for the 2014 filing round by using the balance of 
all remaining authority.   
 


Recommendation #2 
 


Stipulate that upon conversion or rescission of any of the 11 projects shown on Attachment C, any 
authority previously reserved for but not needed by that project be made available immediately for other 
charter school purposes. 
 


Recommendation #3 
 


Declare that unfunded applications shall remain valid for eight months after awarding PA. 
 


This enables the Board to fund additional PA using the CSFP authority in Action 1 without creating a new round 
and is consistent with prior Board Action.  
 


BOARD ACTION 
 


In considering this Item, the SAB approved staff’s Recommendations #1, #2, and #3 which would provide the 
following: 


Recommendation #1 would: 


a.  Reserve $7.6 million to augment the 11 projects with a PA variance on Attachment C to reflect the six percent 
increase; 


b.  Reserve $5.3 million for future OPSC administrative costs; 


c.  Use all remaining Proposition 47, 55 and 1D bond authority currently available [~$87.6 million] and any 
additional authority returning to the CSFP to fund PA for the upcoming filing round. 


Recommendation #2 stipulates that upon conversion or rescission of any of the 11 projects shown on Attachment 
C any authority previously reserved for but not needed by that project be made available immediately for other 
charter school purposes. 


Recommendation #3 declares that unfunded applications would remain valid for eight months after awarding PA.

   (2) The 2004 Charter School Facilities Account is hereby established within the 2004 State School Facilities Fund 
established pursuant to subdivision (c) of Section 17070.40. The proceeds of bonds, as set forth in subparagraph (A) of 
paragraph (1) of subdivision (a) of Section 100820, if approved by the voters, shall be deposited into the 2004 Charter School 
Facilities Account for the purposes of this article. Notwithstanding Section 13340 of the Government Code, funds deposited 
into the account are hereby continuously appropriated for the purposes of this article. 
   (3) The 2006 Charter School Facilities Account is hereby established within the 2006 State School Facilities Fund 
established pursuant to subdivision (d) of Section 17070.40. The proceeds of bonds, as set forth in paragraph (2) of 
subdivision (a) of Section 101012, if approved by the voters, shall be deposited into the 2006 Charter School Facilities 
Account for the purposes of this article. Notwithstanding Section 13340 of the Government Code, funds deposited into the 
account are hereby continuously appropriated for the purposes of this article. 
 
EC Section 17078.52(c)(3) “Preliminary apportionment” means an apportionment made for eligible applicants under this article 
in advance of full compliance with all of the application requirements otherwise required for an apportionment pursuant to this 
chapter.  The process for making preliminary apportionments under this article shall be substantially identical to the process 
established for critically overcrowded schools pursuant to Section 17078.22 to 17078.30, inclusive. 
 
EC Section 17078.58(c) Lease payments in lieu of local share payments, and any other local share payments made pursuant 
to this article, shall be made to the board for deposit into the respective 2002, 2004, or 2006 Charter School Facilities Account. 
Funds deposited into the account pursuant to this section may be used by the board only for a purpose related to charter 
school facilities pursuant to this article. 
   (d) When a preliminary apportionment under this article is converted to a final apportionment, any funds not needed for the 
final apportionment shall remain in the 2002, 2004, or 2006 Charter School Facilities Account for use by the board for any 
purpose related to charter school facilities pursuant to this article.

If the estimated total apportionments of all Financially Sound Preliminary Charter School Applications received in 
either filing period specified in Section 1859.161 exceed the funds available, the applications shall be identified in 
each of the following four categories: 
(a) Geographical Region One, Two, Three, or Four. 
(b) Urban, Rural, or Suburban areas. 
(c) Large, Medium, or Small Charter Schools. 
(d) K-6, 7-8, or 9-12 grade levels. 
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ATTACHMENT A 


The Board shall first apportion one project of each possible type, a maximum of four in category (a) and a maximum of three in 
categories (b) through (d), starting with (a) and continuing through (d). If more than one application is received of the same 
type within a category, the Board will apportion based on which project has the highest preference points, calculated in 
Section 1859.164.1. If a project has the highest preference points but was previously apportioned, the project with the next 
highest preference points will be apportioned. The same process will continue for the remaining categories until the Board has 
apportioned a project within each type in categories (a) through (d), or until no funding remains. If after funding one project in 
each category (a) through (d), funding remains available, the process shall be repeated until no funding remains. 
 
All funds approved as a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment shall be transferred to the Restricted Charter School Fund 
within the appropriate Charter School Facility Account. Any funds not approved as a Preliminary Charter School 
Apportionment shall be transferred to the Unrestricted Charter School Fund within the appropriate Charter School Facility 
Account. 


 
All Preliminary Charter School Applications received from a Charter School will be processed in the date order received by the 
OPSC. If more than one Preliminary Charter School Application is received on the same day from the same entity for a 
Charter School project located within the geographical jurisdiction of same district, those applications will be processed by the 
OPSC based on the priority order assigned to those applications by the applicant on Form SAB 50-09. 
 
If two or more Preliminary Charter School Applications have the same preference points, the Board shall first apportion that 
Preliminary Charter School Application that was received first by the OPSC. In the event that the applications were received 
on the same day, applications will be funded in the following order: 
(a) Projects submitted by entities that have not previously received funding under the SFP, the CSFP or the State 
Charter School Facilities Grants Incentives Program will be funded before those that have received said funding; 
(b) Projects proposing to utilize existing facilities will be funded before projects that propose to build new facilities; 
(c) As applicable, projects that provide more seats to relieve overcrowding will be funded over those that provide fewer seats 
(as determined by dividing the number of unhoused pupils pursuant to Section 1859.50 that the project will house by the 
remaining new construction eligibility in the district); 
 
In the event that a tie remains after the previous criteria have been applied, a lottery system will be used to select the project 
that is funded. 
 
Any applications the SAB is unable to provide a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment to will be returned to the Charter 
School. 
 
Section 1859.164.1. Calculation of Preference Points. 
Preference points will be calculated for all Preliminary Charter School Applications. An application shall receive preference 
points based on the total of (a), (b), (c) and (d), up to a maximum of 160 points, as follows: 
(a) Low Income: Up to 40 points based on the percentage of pupils at either the Charter School or school district where the 
Charter School is or will be located, or any public school within the Charter School General Location 
meeting the definition of Low-income. The Charter School may report the highest percentage of the three. Use 
the following sliding scale to determine the number of preference points:

(b) Overcrowded School District: Up to 40 points if the school district where the Charter School is physically located is 
determined to be overcrowded by dividing the remaining New Construction Eligibility (prior to the reduction from this 
application) by the district’s current enrollment and multiplying the product by 100. The following sliding scale determines the 
maximum number of preference points available for the degree of overcrowding:

The method of allocating preference points to applicants will utilize the percentage overcrowded chart for a maximum point 
distribution. Next, each application will be assigned an “effort” percentage which further allocates points within each 
overcrowding point category. The percentage generated by the number of unhoused pupils that the project will house, divided 
by the project capacity will represent the effort made to relieve overcrowding in the district. The “effort” percentage will be 
assigned the following point distribution:

The total points assigned for overcrowding will be calculated by applying the appropriate “effort” percentage and its 
corresponding ratio of points to the percentage overcrowded category for the district in which the project will be physically 
located. 
 
(c) Non-Profit Entity: If the entity operating the Charter School meets the definition of a Non-Profit Entity, the project will 
receive 40 preference points. 
 
(d) Existing Facilities: If the project proposes to rehabilitate existing facilities, the project will receive 40 preference points.

FINANCIAL HARDSHIP PROGRAM QUALIFYING CRITERIA 
 
 
Regulation Section 1859.81.  Financial Hardship. 
 
Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a district is eligible for financial 
hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c), 
and (d) below: 
(a) The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible project.  To determine this, an 


analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by the OPSC including data and records maintained by the 
CDE and the County Office of Education.  The analysis shall consist of a review of the district’s latest Independent 
Audit regarding funds available from all capital facility accounts, including, but not limited to, developer fees, funds 
generated from capital facility certificates of participation, federal grants, redevelopment funds, sale proceeds from 
surplus property, the appraised value of facilities approved for replacement pursuant to Section 1859.82, bond funds 
either encumbered, unencumbered or authorized but unsold, and savings from other SFP projects.  All funds thus 
identified that have not been expended or encumbered by a contractual agreement for a specific capital outlay purpose 
prior to the initial request for financial hardship status shall be deemed available as a matching contribution. 


 
After the initial request for financial hardship status is granted, no further encumbrances will be approved by the 
OPSC and all prospective revenue made available to the district’s capital facility accounts shall be deemed 
available as matching contribution on the subsequent financial hardship review, with the exception of: 


(1)   Approved interim housing expenditures. 
(2)   Funding to pay for previously recognized multi-year encumbrances approved at the initial financial hardship approval. 
(3)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Federal 


Renovation Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the maximum Federal 
Renovation Grant amount. 


(4)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the School 
Facilities Needs Assessment Grant Program or Emergency Repair Program when the amount expended out of 
that fund does not exceed the maximum grant amount apportioned. 


(5)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Career 
Technical Education Facilities Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the 
applicant’s share of the maximum grant amount apportioned.  


(6)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and used for the express purpose of the Overcrowding 
Relief Grant when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the amount of the site acquisition and 
design costs of the project and the district has submitted an approved Form SAB 50-11. 


(7)   Funding that is used for the express purpose of reimbursing the State a proportionate share of financial hardship  
       received when there has been a transfer of a special education program and title to the facility.  In addition, the  
       funding was used within five years of the title transfer. 
(8)   Funding to pay for obtaining a structural report pursuant to Section 1859.82 for an approvable and funded 


seismic mitigation project.  
(9)  All other capital facility funding for a period of three years when no subsequent financial hardship request is made 


during this period, with the exception of the funding identified in (6).  The three-year period begins with the date of 
the most recent financial hardship new construction or modernization adjusted grant funding apportionment. 
 
When Overcrowding Relief Grant funding is set aside pursuant to (6) and the School District has not submitted, 
or the OPSC has not accepted, a Form SAB 50-04 for an Overcrowding Relief Grant within three years from the 
date of deposit into the Special Reserve Fund, or the School District has not met the requirements in Sections 
1859.90 or 1859.105, remaining funds plus interest accrued at the Pooled Money Investment Board rate at that  
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time period shall be deemed available as matching contribution on a subsequent financial hardship project or be 
captured through an audit adjustment pursuant to Section 1859.106. 
 
The financial hardship analysis is subject to approval by the Board. 
 


(b)   From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may retain $19,776 per classroom in 
each enrollment reporting period for the cost to provide interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils of the 
district.  The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The 
number of classrooms needed for interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils shall be the sum of the 
positive numbers determined in (b)(7) as follows: 


(1)   Determine the current enrollment of the district by grade level as shown on the latest Form SAB 50-01. 
(2)   Determine the New Construction Grants apportioned by grade level for all SFP projects and LPP funded under 


the provisions of Sections 1859.12 or 1859.13 where the district has submitted Form SAB 50-06 indicating that 
the project is 100 percent complete. 


(3) Subtract (b)(2) from (b)(1). 
(4) Determine the number of classrooms by grade level reported in Part 1, Line 8 on Form SAB 50-02. 
(5) Multiply the classrooms determined in (b)(4) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe. 
(6) Subtract the product determined in (b)(5) from the difference determined in (b)(3) by grade level. 
(7) Divide the difference by grade level determined in (b)(6) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for 


Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
 


From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per portable toilet 
unit in each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim toilet facilities for the currently unhoused pupils  
of the district.  The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The 
number of toilet facilities needed for interim housing shall be the sum of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7)  
divided by eight rounded up to the nearest whole number. 
 
From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per classroom in 
each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils displaced as 
a result of a SAB approved seismic mitigation project pursuant to Section 1859.82.  The amount shown shall be 
adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The number of classrooms needed for interim 
housing shall be the quotient of the displaced pupils by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe 
and round up to the nearest whole number. 
 
If the district’s available funds, as determined by the OPSC analysis less costs for interim housing, is less than its 
matching share, the district will be deemed to have met the requirements of this Subsection. 
 
(c)   The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating it is levying the 


developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than the developer fee otherwise 
justified under law at the time of request for hardship and the district meets at least one of the following: 


(1)  The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing school 
facilities in accordance with Education Code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the time of  
request for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity.  Outstanding 
bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, School Facility 
Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a debt service that was 
issued for capital outlay school facility purposes. 


(2)  The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed under 
Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status.  The proceeds 
from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of Proposition 39 must 
be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for SFP project(s). 


(3)   It is a County Superintendent of Schools. 
(4)   The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or less.  
(5)   Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB. 
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If the district’s request for financial hardship status is denied by the Board, the district may be deemed eligible for rental 
payments of $2,000 per year per classroom under the Emergency School Classroom Law of 1979 for a two year period when 
relocatable classroom buildings are available and the district provides financial documentation that it is unable to afford the  
full rental amount and any other information satisfactory to the Board that the rental reduction is necessary.  The number of 
classrooms eligible for the $2,000 rental payments shall be the sum of the numbers determined in (c)(5)(B) as follows: 
(A) Determine the number of pupils by grade level that the district requested a New Construction Grant on the Form 


SAB 50-04 that were denied financial hardship status. 
(B) Divide the number by grade level determined in (c)(5)(A) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for 


Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
(d)  The district has not signed a contract for acquisition or construction of classrooms that replace existing facility(ies), 


which were included in the determination of the district’s new construction eligibility pursuant to Education Code 
Section 17071.75, in a locally funded project during the five-year period immediately preceding the district’s 
application for financial hardship assistance.  This restriction may be lifted if the Board finds that unforeseen and 
extenuating circumstances existed that required the district to use local funds to replace the facility(ies).   


(e)  If the district meets the financial hardship requirements in this Section, the amount of financial hardship is equal 
to the district’s matching share less funds deemed available in (a). 


(1)  Once a district has been notified by the OPSC that it meets the requirements of financial hardship in this Section, 
the district may file Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship anytime within a period of 180 
calendar days from the date of the OPSC notification. 


(2)   If the district does not submit Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship within 180 calendar 
days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial hardship status, the district must re-qualify for financial 
hardship status under the provisions of this Section by submittal of a new request for financial hardship status. 


(3)   If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial 
hardship and the project(s) has been included on an unfunded list for more than 180 calendar days, a review of 
the district’s funds pursuant to (a) will be made to determine if additional district funds are available to fund the 
district’s matching share of the project(s). 
 
Financial hardship approval status by the OPSC for a separate design and/or site apportionment does not apply 
to any subsequent funding for the project(s). 
 


(f) If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial 
hardship and the project(s) has been included on the “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” for more than 180 
calendar days as a result of the State of California’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money 
Investment Account (AB 55 loans), the Board may suspend the unfunded review requirement as defined in 
Regulation Section 1859.81(e).  Projects added to any other unfunded list shall be subject to the review detailed 
in Regulation Section 1859.81(e).  Regulation Section 1859.81(f) shall become inoperative July 1, 2011. 


(g)  A project added to an unfunded list on or after July 1, 2011 will be subject to the review detailed in section (e)(3).  For 
projects added to an unfunded list between February 25, 2009 and June 30, 2011, only the district’s financial records 
on or after July 1, 2011 will be considered in calculating any adjustment to the district’s matching share.
