RECENT PRIORITY FUNDING FILING ROUND CLOSED 
 
The priority funding filing period closed on June 8, 2017. The Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) received 
136 requests for 139 unique projects from 73 districts for a total of $443.6 million. The requests will be valid from  
July 1, 2017 through December 31, 2017. 
 
Requirements for Participation in Priority Funding 
OPSC reminds school districts that the requirements for Participation in the Priority Funding Process are in effect 
under School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.90.3. There are two ways for a school district to not 
participate in the priority funding process as follows: 


• Not submit a valid priority funding request in the 30-day filing period, or 
• Submit a valid priority funding request but fail to submit a valid Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-


05) to request the release of funds after the Board approves an apportionment. 
 


The second time that either of these occurs, the funding for the project will be rescinded without further action by the 
Board. For additional information, please refer to the Procedures for School Facility Program Funding.   
 
PRIORITY FUNDING APPORTIONMENTS 
 
At its April 24, 2017 meeting, the Board approved 17 projects representing 13 school districts for $63 million in 
priority funding apportionments. Sixteen of the 17 project applicants were required to submit a Form SAB 50-05 by 
Monday, July 24, 2017. OPSC received 13 of the required 16 required Forms SAB 50-05. There were two Charter 
School Facility Program project applicants representing a total of $932,070, and one Facility Hardship project 
applicant representing $708,543 that did not submit a Form SAB 50-05 by the deadline and received an occurrence. 
 
SEISMIC MITIGATION PROGRAM PROJECTS 
 
In the Consent section of the agenda for this meeting, there is one Seismic Mitigation Program project that will 
receive an unfunded approval for a total of $2.1 million.  
 
UPCOMING BOND SALE 
 
There will be a General Obligation Bond sale on August 29, 2017. Staff anticipates receiving bond proceeds for the 
SFP that cover the projects that submitted a certification by June 8, 2017; therefore, the September 23, 2017 Board 
meeting has been rescheduled to take place on September 6, 2017. 
 
JOINT AGENCY WORKSHOPS 
 
The Office of Public School Construction, the California Department of Education, and the Division of the State 
Architect will soon be announcing the schedule for joint agency workshops in the fall of 2017. These workshops will 
provide districts and stakeholders with updates regarding the impact of Proposition 51 on the SFP along with other 
general information and changes to the program. There will also be additional sessions for small school districts to 
directly address concerns and provide assistance on specific projects or facility needs that may be eligible for 
funding.

The next meeting is scheduled for September 6, 2017.

AUTHORITY

reduced to project costs incurred or rescinded, all State funds not used to finance eligible expenditures 
are to be returned to the State Allocation Board (SAB).  The SFP Regulations also stipulate that interest 
earned on State funds, which is not used to finance eligible expenditures, is due to the SAB.

The San Bernardino County Office of Education (SBCOE) did not meet the Time Limit on Fund Release (TLOFR) and incurred two non-participation occurences in the Priority in Funding (PIF) process; therefore, the 
adjusted grant apportionment of $6,266,877 will be rescinded.  Due to the SBCOE's non-participation in the PIF, the balance due to the State is $0.


This project was presented at the April 24, 2017 SAB meeting as a reduction to costs incurred. The original Reduction in Apportionment was $8,082, however, due to revised expenditures, the total Reduction in 
Apportionment is now $18,740. This is a Financial Hardship project and the net savings amount of $18,740 must be returned to the State to reduce the Financial Hardship contribution on this project. 


This project was presented at the January 25, 2017 SAB meeting as reduction to costs incurred. The original Reduction in Apportionment was $485,124.49, however, the District sent in an additional $292.10 in interest, 
therefore, the total Reduction in Apportionment is $485,416.59.

EXEMPTION FOR INDEPENDENT STUDY FACILITIES 


 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 
To present the San Joaquin County Office of Education’s (District) request, as shown on the Attachment, for an 
exemption from the definition of “school buildings” for certain facilities used for independent study. 
 


DESCRIPTION 
 


The District operates independent study programs at a facilities that are not located at a regular school site and 
is requesting an exemption from the definition of "school building," as described in Education Code (EC) 
Section 17283, for the facility. 
 


EC Section 17289 authorizes any school district or county office of education to request an exemption from the 
State Allocation Board (Board) for a building or structure or portion of a building or structure used for 
independent study from the definition of “school buildings.”  These buildings do not have to meet the Field Act 
requirements but must comply with local health and safety standards. 
 


The District has certified that it has satisfied the legal requirements under EC Section 17289 for the exemption. 
 


AUTHORITY 
 


EC Section 17283 states: “ “School building” as used in this article means and includes any building used, or 
designed to be used, for elementary or secondary school purposes and constructed, reconstructed, altered, or 
added to, by the state or any city or city and county, or by any political subdivision or by any school district of 
any kind within the state, or by any regional occupational center or program created by or authorized to act by 
an agreement under joint exercise of power, or by the United States government, or any agency thereof.” 
 


EC Section 17289 states “In order to provide alternative, community-based educational opportunities through 
independent study, any school district or county office of education may request an exemption from the State 
Allocation Board for a building or structure, or portion of a building or structure, from the definition of “school 
buildings” within the meaning of Section 17283.  The exemptions may be granted for no longer than two years 
and exemptions are renewable.  An exemption may only be granted if the school district or county office of 
education demonstrates to the satisfaction of the State Allocation Board all of the following: 
(a)  The building or structure, or portion of building or structure, satisfies all of the following: 
(1) It is not located on a regular schoolsite. 
(2) It complies with all applicable local building standards and all relevant local health and safety standards in 


the community in which it is located. 
(3) It is used for independent study. 
(4) It serves fewer than 25 pupils enrolled in kindergarten or any of the grades 1 to 12, inclusive, at any one 


time in the building or structure, or in a portion of a building or structure where the remainder of the building 
or structure is not used for instructional purposes. 


 (b)  The use of the building or structure is critical to providing an effective alternative, community-based  
  program. 
 (c) The use of other buildings or structures that would meet seismic safety standards for school   
  facilities is not practical.”

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present Emergency Repair Program (ERP) funding applications for Apportionment. 
 
DESCRIPTION 
 


As of June 5, 2017, the State Allocation Board (Board) had apportioned $796 million for funded projects. 
The Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) has received savings from previously funded projects. 
This item recommends the Board to approve Apportionments for the next applications in line.  
 


AUTHORITY 
 
ERP Regulation Section 1859.322. Emergency Repair Program Project Funding Order. 


The Board shall make apportionments on a monthly basis for Grants in the order of receipt of an 
Accepted Application and for Grant Adjustments in the order of receipt of a complete Form SAB 61-04, 
as follows: 
(a) If sufficient funding is available to provide funding to all applications presented that month, all 
applications will receive an Apportionment of the eligible costs. 
(b) If funding is insufficient in any given month: 
(1) Grants will be provided to each application on a prorated basis with the balance placed on the 
Unfunded List, unless the proration will result in funding less than 25 percent of the eligible project 
costs. The proration shall be determined by dividing the total funds available by the total eligible costs 
of all applications Ready for Apportionment. All Grant Adjustments will be placed on the Unfunded List. 
(2) If the proration, as determined in (1) above, will be less than 25 percent of the eligible project costs, 
the Board shall provide Grant funding at 100 percent of the eligible project costs of the Grants based on 
date order received until funds are no longer available and the remaining Grant applications shall be 
placed on the Unfunded List. All Grant Adjustments will be placed on the Unfunded List. 
(3) The Board will continue to accept and process applications for the purpose of developing an 
Unfunded List based on the order of receipt of the Accepted Applications. 
 
When funds become available, projects on the Unfunded List will be apportioned in the order of date 
received. From available funds, Grants will be funded first and Grant Adjustments will be funded 
second. After an Apportionment has been made by the Board, funds will be released automatically by 
the OPSC. If local funds have been expended, the Apportionment must be used by the LEA [Local 
Educational Agency] to reimburse the special reserve fund and the original source of funds used to 
make the LEA expenditures for the ERP project. 
 
Once all ERP funds have been depleted, any applications that have received a prorated Apportionment, 
a Grant, or a Grant Adjustment will be deemed a full and final Apportionment, any applications 
remaining fully unfunded on the Unfunded List will be returned to the LEA, and the Unfunded List shall 
be dissolved.

After review of a Form SAB 61-04, projects that require a Grant Adjustment will be presented to the Board for 
approval based upon one of the following review determinations: 
(a) If the expenditures are less than the Grant, the Grant will be deemed the full and final apportionment for the 
project and the OPSC shall recommend to the Board that the Apportionment be reduced by the amount of 
savings realized by the LEA. The savings, which include any interest earned on the Grant funds, either 
declared by the LEA or determined by the OPSC, must be returned to the State when the LEA submits the Form 
SAB 61-04 to the OPSC. If the LEA fails to make the required payment, the OPSC shall notify the Controller and 
the LEA in writing, and the Controller shall deduct an amount equal to the amount due by the LEA under this 
subdivision from the LEA’s next principal apportionment or apportionments of state funds to the LEA, other than 
basic aid apportionments required by Section 6 of Article IX of the California Constitution. Any amounts obtained 
pursuant to this Section shall be deposited into the School Facilities Emergency Repair Account and will be 
made available for the funding of future ERP Grants and Grant Adjustments. 
(b) If the expenditures are greater than the Grant apportionment, provided the additional expenditures are 
associated with the project’s original scope, the OPSC shall recommend to the Board that the Apportionment be 
increased.

Description of Health and Safety Threat 


 
 
Franklin Elementary, on the west edge of Yuba City, California, is located at the 
intersection of two roadways that have been identified in the Yuba City general 
plan as major traffic arterials.  These roads have seen a steady increase in 
traffic over the years as the city has developed, and the city plans to eventually 
widen them from two to four lanes.  According to a report prepared by a 
registered professional engineer, heavy traffic in conjunction with poor site 
distance and congestion created by the inadequate number of parking spaces 
available and the current parking lot configuration at the school site are creating 
a health and safety hazard.  Students are being dropped off too close to busy 
roads, and pedestrians are being forced into the roadway.  The registered 
professional engineer states that the minimum work to alleviate the health and 
safety risk will be to relocate the parking area so that it is not close to the busy 
intersection.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present the District’s request for an extension to complete an Emergency Repair Program (ERP) project. 
 
DESCRIPTION 


 
On August 26, 2015, the District received an ERP Grant to replace a structurally unsafe portable classroom in 
the amount of $426,103. According to program regulations, if the project requires approval from the Division of 
the State Architect (DSA) the District is required to complete the project and submit the Expenditure Report 
(Form SAB 61-04) to the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) within 21 months from the Apportionment 
date. During the planning process, the District experienced unanticipated construction delays, which included 
making required repairs to three fire hydrants on the site and remediating water pressure deficiencies to meet 
minimum code requirements. When the District realized it was not going to complete the project within the 
required timeframe, it submitted an appeal requesting to extend the deadline for an additional 18 months.

BACKGROUND 
 


In 2004, Senate Bill 6, Chapter 899 established the ERP with $800 million to address facility conditions in low 
performing schools that pose urgent threats to students’ or staffs’ health and safety as a result of the Williams v. 
California Settlement. In 2007 the program was successfully converted into a grant program by Assembly Bill 
607, Statutes of 2006 Chapter 704. This allowed eligible schools to receive funds before they completed repairs.  
 
The District submitted an ERP application to OPSC on July 23, 2008 to replace a structurally unsafe portable 
classroom. The District then received an ERP Grant on August 26, 2015 in the amount of $426,103. Because 
the project required DSA review and approval, the District had 21 months to complete the project and submit the 
Form SAB 61-04 along with the required documents to OPSC per ERP Regulation Section 1859.330. The 
completed Form SAB 61-04 was due to OPSC by May 26, 2017. 
 
During the planning process, the District realized that it would not be able to meet the required deadline for 
completion. In an effort to retain the Apportionment, the District submitted a School District Appeal Request 
(SAB 189) to extend the May 26, 2017 deadline to November 26, 2018.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


District Position 
The District is requesting to extend the deadline for 18 months to complete the ERP project and submit the 
required documents to OPSC by November 26, 2018 due to unforeseen circumstances at the Norwalk High 
School site, which are preventing the District from obtaining the required approvals to complete the project. 
When the District received the ERP Apportionment in August 2015, it was in the process of preparing a master 
plan for the Norwalk High School site following the passage of a local bond measure in 2014 that included 
multiple public meetings.  


 
Since the master plan touches a majority of the site, the District integrated the ERP project (i.e. the replacement 
of a portable building) into the planning process in an attempt to avoid construction conflicts. After completing the 
integration phase, the District proceeded with architectural design and preparations for construction of the ERP 
project in late 2016. “As the design of the ERP project proceeded, the local Fire Authority required that one of 
the three existing fire hydrants on the campus be changed from a 4" connector to a 6" connector. [DSA] 
required changing an additional fire hydrant from 4" to 6" during its Fire and Life Safety review. The 
required testing of the site’s water flow pressure in preparation for the installation of the larger connector 
determined that none of the three fire hydrants tested on the site provide sufficient water pressure to 
support firefighting.” After multiple attempts to repair the water pressure, subsequent testing indicates that there 
is still insufficient water pressure at any of the hydrants on the site to meet minimum code requirements. As a 
result, DSA will not approve the district’s construction plans for the ERP project and work has been suspended 
until the site’s water pressure can be repaired. 
 
In the SAB 189, the District states that it “is requesting an extension of the project completion/expenditure 
reporting deadline in order to allow time for the water pressure issues to be fully remedied, which will then allow 
the District to complete the ERP project scope and file the expenditure report. The water pressure repairs will 
require the water to the site to be shutoff for an extended period. Due to this requirement, the work will need to 
take place during the summer months, while the campus buildings are not occupied. As a result the District is 
respectfully requesting that the SAB provide an 18-month extension to the EPR project completion/expenditure 
reporting deadline.”  
 
For additional information, the SAB 189, a plan page, photos, and inspection reports that include dates of the 
various activities that the District has completed for the project are included as Attachment B.  


 
Staff Position 
While the District had 21 months to complete the project, from the District’s description of events and verification 
from DSA, it appears that delays occurred that were unanticipated and out of its control. Below is a discussion of 
the applicable topics pertaining to the District’s request. An overall view of the District’s entire timeline of events 
which begins on the day the District received its Apportionment and ends on the requested extension date is 
included as Attachment C. 


 
Construction Delays 
To fully remediate the water system, significant portions of the site will be dug up to replace piping and water to 
the site will be shutoff for extended periods. Therefore, the District states that construction can only be 
completed during the summer while school is not in session. Due to these various setbacks, the project will take 
longer than the originally allotted 21 months. The District has informed OPSC that the project will be completed 
and the required documents will be submitted by November 25, 2018.

Regulatory Requirements 
ERP Regulation Section 1859.330 Time Limit on Grant Apportionment states that when DSA review and 


approval is required, within 21 months of the Grant Apportionment the district shall complete the project and 


submit the Form SAB 61-04 to OPSC. The regulation goes on further to state, “If the LEA does not meet the 


Time Limit on Grant Apportionment, the Apportionment will be rescinded without further Board action.” The 


District received its ERP Apportionment on August 26, 2015. Therefore, according to ERP Regulations the 


District must have completed the project and submitted the completed Form SAB 61-04 to OPSC by May 26, 


2017 to retain the funds. Absent an extension, the District will be required to return the full amount of the original 


Apportionment. 


 


Prior Board Action 
In May and October 2016, the Board approved appeal requests for extensions to ERP projects for the Montague 


Elementary and Richgrove Unified School Districts respectively. In the Montague instance, the district was near 


completion of the project and needed an extension of 60 days to the 21-month allowance. In the Richgrove 


instance, the district needed an additional eight months to complete the project. Ultimately, the Board approved 


both districts’ requests for extensions. 


 


These appeals are both similar to the District’s as both districts needed extensions because of unforeseen 


delays. However, the length of the extension request for the District is much longer due to the need to complete 


the construction when school is not in session.  


 


Summary 


Staff is unable to administratively approve the District’s request for an 18-month extension due to the 


requirements outlined in ERP Regulations. Staff is seeking Board direction. 


 


BOARD OPTION 


 


Pursuant to the Rules and Procedures of the State Allocation Board, “Staff is providing the following option for 


the Board’s consideration. A positive vote by six members is required for the Board to take action that is an 


alternative to Staff’s administrative action. Absent a positive vote by six members of the Board, Staff’s 


administrative action will stand and the school district’s appeal will be considered closed.”

(a) (1) For the 2005–06 fiscal year, all moneys in the School Facilities Emergency Repair Account are 
available for reimbursement to schools ranked in deciles 1 to 3, inclusive, on the Academic Performance 
Index, pursuant to Section 52056, based on the 2003 base Academic Performance Index score for each 
school, as defined in subdivision (b) of Section 17592.70, to meet the repair costs of the school district 
projects that meet the criteria specified in subdivisions (c) and (d) and as approved by the State Allocation 
Board. 
(2) Commencing with the 2006–07 fiscal year, all moneys in the School Facilities Emergency Repair 
Account are available for the purpose of providing emergency repair grants to schools ranked in deciles 1 to 
3, inclusive, on the Academic Performance Index, pursuant to Section 52056, based on the 2003 base 
Academic Performance Index score for each school, as defined in subdivision (b) of Section 17592.70, to 
cover the costs of school district repair projects that meet the criteria specified in subdivisions (c) and (d). 
The State Allocation Board shall establish a grant application process, grant parameters, substantial 
progress requirements, and a process for providing certification of the completion of projects. The State 
Allocation Board shall post the grant application form on its Internet Web site. 
(c) (1) For purposes of this article, “emergency facilities needs” means structures or systems that are in a 
condition that poses a threat to the health and safety of pupils or staff while at school. These projects may 
include, but are not limited to, the following types of facility repairs or replacements: 
(A) Gas leaks. 
(B) Nonfunctioning heating, ventilation, fire sprinklers, or air-conditioning systems. 
(C) Electrical power failure. 
(D) Major sewer line stoppage. 
(E) Major pest or vermin infestation. 
(F) Broken windows or exterior doors or gates that will not lock and that pose a security risk. 
(G) Abatement of hazardous materials previously undiscovered that pose an immediate threat to pupil or 
staff. 
(H) Structural damage creating a hazardous or uninhabitable condition. 
(2) For purposes of this section, “emergency facilities needs” does not include any cosmetic or nonessential 
repairs. 
(d) For the purpose of this section, structures or components shall only be replaced if it is more cost-
effective than repair. 


 
EC Section 17592.73  


The State Allocation Board shall do all of the following: 
(a) Adopt regulations and review and amend its regulations, as necessary, pursuant to the rulemaking 
provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act (Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of 
Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government Code), for the administration of this article, including those 
regulations necessary to specify the qualifications of the personnel performing the needs assessment and a 
method to ensure their independence.

(1) Complete the emergency repair or replacement; and 
(2) Submit the Form SAB 61-04 to the OPSC. 
(b) When the Division of the State Architect’s review and approval is required, within 21 months of the Grant 
apportionment the LEA shall: 
(1) Complete the emergency repair or replacement; and 
(2) Submit the Form SAB 61-04 to the OPSC. 
If the LEA does not meet the Time Limit on Grant Apportionment, the Apportionment will be rescinded 
without further Board action. Within 60 days of the OPSC notification, the LEA must submit to the State a 
warrant for the amount of the Apportionment and any interest earned on State funds. If this does not occur, 
the OPSC shall initiate collection procedures as delineated in 1859.324.1(a). Any rescinded funds returned 
to the State will be made available for the funding of future ERP Grants and Grant Adjustments.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 


To present the District’s Facility Hardship application for State Allocation Board action related to funding. 


 


DESCRIPTION 


 


Burnt Ranch Elementary is a one-school district located in central Trinity County. In March 2017, the District 


discovered extensive water intrusion issues in every school building on the site. Testing revealed the presence of 


high levels of toxigenic mold in all buildings, which required the immediate closure of all buildings. The District has 


not begun the necessary repair work as it has limited, to no funds available. The District has met the qualifications for 


Financial Hardship, enabling them to request design funding to begin the project. In addition, the project cost 


estimate qualifies the District for replacement funding. However, construction costs in its remote, rural location are 


much higher than other areas in the state. Therefore, the District contends that repairing its facilities will be more cost 


effective than replacing them. 


 


Due to the extraordinary circumstances related to its financial condition and the cost of the required mitigation 


measures, the District is requesting the Board to consider the following actions for this Facility Hardship project: 


 


I.  Provide replacement funding for rehabilitation work.  


 


II. Provide an expedited Apportionment for design funding outside of the priority funding process.

BACKGROUND 


 


Burnt Ranch is a one-school school district located in an isolated, remote community in central Trinity County. 


The closest small cities are located 65 miles and 85 miles away. Eighty-one percent of the students in the 


district qualify for free/reduced lunch. According to the District, many of the students can only access computers 


and the internet while at school as many live too remotely to have electricity and phone lines. Additionally, the 


school is the only public facility within a large geographical area. 


 


In February 2017, the District discovered mold throughout the campus. Testing conducted on every school 


building revealed high levels of stachybotrys mold and water damage present in all the buildings on campus. 


Thus, all the school facilities were immediately closed. The District has advised Staff that campus buildings 


range from 30-56 years old. It believes that the age of the buildings, the harsh climate (hot summers and cold, 


snowy winters), flat roof construction, roof leaks, poor ventilation, and a very humid regional micro-climate 


contributed to conditions where stachybotrys mold grew in every building on campus. 
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BACKGROUND (cont.) 


 


The District brought in seven portable classroom buildings and one portable restroom building to continue 


school.  Currently, it must have food service transported from another district and the students eat outside or 


in their classrooms during inclement weather.  


 


Due to the extraordinarily difficult financial and safety conditions present at its school, the District submitted the 


School District Appeal Request (SAB 189) that is included as Attachment B in June 2017.   


 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 


 


District Position 


According to the SAB 189, “The Burnt Ranch Elementary School District respectfully requests Facility Hardship 


Replacement Funding to rehabilitate school facilities at the District's Burnt Ranch Elementary School 


site…Additionally we request an apportionment for funds outside the Priority in Funding process, as we have an 


immediate need for funding to complete these projects and return our pupils and staff to safe and appropriate 


facilities as soon as possible.” 


 


The cost to rehabilitate these school facilities exceeds 50 percent of the calculated Current Replacement Cost, thus 


the project qualifies to receive replacement funding. However, the District states that “replacing the affected facilities 


is not an option” due to the District's remote location and the cost of construction in the area. “The District has very 


limited financial resources to mitigate the health and safety threat. The actual costs to replace all facilities would be 


beyond the State’s replacement funding allowances and the District's local funds.” 


 


Based on the District’s unique circumstances, we request the SAB to fund the rehabilitation of these facilities at the 


Replacement funding level. In doing so, we also request an apportionment for funds outside the Priority in Funding 


process.” 


 


The full text of the District’s SAB 189 is included as Attachment B. 


 


Staff Position 


Staff is unable to administratively approve the District’s request to use replacement funding for rehabilitation work 


and the Board must take action to approve the request for an expedited Apportionment outside the priority funding 


process. Therefore, Staff is presenting the District request in two parts that follow. 


 


I. Use of Replacement Funding for Rehabilitation Work 


 


Rehabilitation versus Replacement 
The District is requesting to use replacement funding for rehabilitation work of qualifying buildings under the Facility 


Hardship Program. According to SFP Regulation, the District qualifies for replacement funding, but is requesting to 


rehabilitate the buildings, as the District believes it is the most prudent and economically feasible way to address the 


issue. SFP Regulations that implement the Education Code (EC) have been interpreted previously by the Board to 


allow replacement funding for a rehabilitation project that exceeded 50 percent of the replacement cost on a case by 


case basis. 


 


In prior cases of a similar nature, the Board has determined that statute does not preclude it from allowing the District 


to use replacement funding for rehabilitation work. An analysis of statute and SFP Regulation is provided below, as 


well as a brief summary of past Board actions for consideration. 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 


Analysis of Statute 
To qualify for hardship funding, EC Section 17075.10(b)(2) requires a district to “Demonstrate that due to unusual 


circumstances that are beyond the control of the district, excessive costs need to be incurred in the construction of 


school facilities....’ This section goes on to provide further clarification for projects under the SMP, but not for non-


SMP facility hardship projects. SFP Regulations govern the requirements and funding allowances to be provided 


under the program. The issue of allowing or requiring a District to construct a new facility if the rehabilitation costs 


exceed 50 percent of the SFP replacement cost of the building is not addressed in statute. 


  


Analysis of SFP Regulation 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A) allows a building whose rehabilitation cost exceeds 50 percent of the 


replacement cost to be eligible for replacement. It states the following: “If the request is for replacement facilities, a 


cost/benefit analysis must be prepared by the district and submitted to OPSC that indicates the total costs to remain 


in the classroom or related facility and mitigate the problem is at least 50 percent of the Current Replacement.” 


However, the District’s request is not for replacement but rather for rehabilitation. The same regulation section states: 


“If the cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is less than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost, the 


district may qualify for a Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for rehabilitation costs pursuant to Section 


1859.83(e)...” 


 


The District submitted an application for rehabilitation work. During the review process, Staff confirmed the District’s 


calculation that shows that the cost of rehabilitating the buildings exceeds the threshold set in School Facility 


Program (SFP) Regulations of 50 percent of the replacement cost, which qualifies the District for replacement 


funding. Because of this, the OPSC is unable to administratively approve the projects for the requested funding type 


pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A).  


 


In order to obtain approval to use replacement funding to perform the necessary rehabilitation work, the District 


submitted a School District Appeal Request (SAB 189) for its project at Burnt Ranch Elementary. The District is 


requesting consideration of this issue due to its extraordinary circumstances leading to higher than normal 


construction costs and difficulty in getting a labor force that reflect prices similar to projects being conducted in other 


areas not as remote. The District believes that replacement is not an option as true costs would exceed the 


replacement funding allowed under the SFP. 


 


The District states that it is currently housing all of its students and staff in portable buildings, but has no multipurpose 


room for physical education, meal service and other educational programs.  


 


Previously, Staff has interpreted this regulation section to mean that a district would only be eligible for the type of 


project dictated by the cost/benefit analysis. Those projects where rehabilitation costs exceed 50 percent of the 


replacement cost have only been approved for replacement funding, based on the current enrollment or square 


footage at the site.  


 
Prior Board Actions 
Use of the 50 percent threshold is appropriate in most cases, but does not address all unique issues.  


 


In 2012 and January 2016, the Board approved replacement funding for the Simi Valley and Palm Springs Unified 


School Districts respectively to perform rehabilitation work on buildings due to their historical significance as a result 


of the districts’ appeal requests. 


 


In an appeal from Coalinga-Huron Joint Unified School District in 2013, the district requested replacement funding for 


an SMP project to rehabilitate a building that has significant historical value to the community. For that project, there 


was a $1.57 million difference in replacement and rehabilitation funding, and the Board approved the district for 


replacement funding, limiting it to the rehabilitation amount. 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 
Most recently in April and October 2016, the Board approved similar requests for the Klamath-Trinity School District, 


which faced very similar circumstances based on its similar location. Klamath-Trinity’s district boundaries are 


immediately adjacent to Burnt Ranch’s district boundaries and is physically located just 20 miles away in remote 


Humboldt County. Klamath-Trinity also has a very humid micro-climate and had five school sites that required 


extensive mitigation work due to water intrusion and mold. Klamath-Trinity demonstrated that the cost of construction 


in these remote areas of the state is much higher than other areas. 


 


Cost/Benefit Analysis 
The current cost/benefit analysis for the project is shown below. The replacement cost is calculated based on the 


eligible square footage of the building, and the rehabilitation is based on a cost estimate submitted by the District of 


the minimum work required to obtain Division of the State Architect (DSA) approval.  


 


Cost to Rehab vs. Replace 


Rehabilitation Cost Estimate  $ 9,316,647 


Current Replacement Cost  $ 8,023,225 


Percentage 116% 


 


Impact on Modernization Eligibility 
If the Board were to provide replacement funding, those affected buildings would receive a new age for purposes of 


generating modernization eligibility under SFP Regulations, which could affect future modernization eligibility. 


Conversely, rehabilitation funding is limited to the minimum work required to obtain DSA approval, and if provided, 


the buildings would not receive a new age for purposes of modernization. 


 


Summary 


As submitted, the rehabilitation work cost estimates exceed 50 percent of the replacement cost for the project, which 


qualifies the projects for replacement funding rather than rehabilitation under SFP Regulations. Given the unique 


situation of the project and District, Staff agrees that the SFP Regulations do not address the issue presented by the 


District. However, statute does not specify that buildings must be replaced if they qualify for replacement. Staff is 


unable to administratively approve the District’s request. Based on past Board actions and the circumstances of 


these projects, Staff recommends providing replacement funding for this project and allowing the District to perform 


rehabilitation work. 


 


II. Expedited Apportionment for Design Funds  


 


Staff is recommending that the District receive an immediate Apportionment for design funds for the project 


presented in the District’s appeal request due to the urgency of the District’s situation. The multipurpose room, 


kitchen, all classrooms, and main office and administration are closed due to the presence of toxic mold. The District 


states that, “In addition to food service, the lack of a multipurpose room has been detrimental to the District’s 


educational program…The multipurpose room is an essential part of the District’s service to the student and the 


community…Lack of any conference rooms, a Special Education/Speech room, a library, and a separate counseling 


and intervention services has also negatively impacted the district’s ability to provide needed programs.” 


 


An Apportionment outside of the priority funding process will result in the District having immediate access to cash 


once a Fund Release Authorization is submitted.  This will allow the District 18 months to submit a fund release 


versus the 90-day requirement under priority funding. However, the District has indicated they would submit the Fund 


Release Authorization immediately upon Board approval in order to secure the funding necessary to begin the design 


process for mitigating these health and safety issues.  
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 


Without an immediate Apportionment, the District would not have the funding to begin the design process for the 


remediation measures until after January 1, 2018 or until a spring 2018 bond sale. The project could only receive an 


unfunded approval following the priority funding process. The District was required to close the facilities and must 


complete the abatement and replace the roofs and walls before students are allowed back into the facilities.  


 


Staff recommends that the Board approve an Apportionment for this project due to the extraordinary circumstances 


surrounding the project.  


 


BOARD OPTIONS 


 


Pursuant to the Rules and Procedures of the State Allocation Board, “Staff is providing the following option for the 


Board’s consideration. A positive vote by six members is required for the Board to take action that is an alternative to 


Staff’s administrative action. Absent a positive vote by six members of the Board, Staff’s administrative action will 


stand and the school district’s appeal will be considered closed.” 


 


I.   Approve Replacement Funding to Perform Rehabilitation Work 


 


Approve the District’s request to use replacement funding for rehabilitation work, as shown in Attachment C. 


This option would allow the District to use replacement funding for designing the mitigation work for the Burnt 


Ranch Elementary School. 


 


Considerations:  


The age of the buildings will be reset to 12 months from the date of DSA approval of the plans and specifications 


of the project for purposes of determining the site’s modernization eligibility. 


 


II.   Approve an Expedited Apportionment for Design Funding   


 


Approve the District’s request for an Apportionment of design funds outside the priority funding process, as 


shown in Attachment C.  


This option would provide the District an immediate cash Apportionment for design funding. 


 


Considerations:  


 District receives cash immediately to begin addressing the necessary health and safety mitigation 


measures.  


 Without an immediate Apportionment the District could not receive a cash Apportionment until after 


January 1, 2018. 


 


 


BOARD ACTION 


 


        In considering this Item, the Board approved both action I and II, which approves the District’s request to use 


        replacement funding for rehabilitation work and approves an Apportionment of design funds outside the priority 


        funding process as shown on Attachment C.

AUTHORITY 


 


Education Code (EC) Section 17070.35(a) states the following:  


(a) In addition to all other powers and duties as are granted to the board by this chapter, other statutes, or 


the California Constitution, the board shall do all of the following: 


(1) Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the rulemaking provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, 


Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government Code, for 


the administration of this chapter. However, the board shall have no authority to set the level of the fees of 


any architect, structural engineer, or other design professional on any project. The initial regulations adopted 


pursuant to this chapter shall be adopted as emergency regulations, and the circumstances related to the 


initial adoption are hereby deemed to constitute an emergency for this purpose. The initial regulations 


adopted pursuant to this chapter shall be adopted by November 4, 1998. If the initial regulations are not 


adopted by that date, the board shall report to the Legislature by that date, explaining the reasons for the 


delay. 


 


EC Section 17070.35(a)(2) states that the Board shall,  “Establish and publish any procedures and policies in 


connection with the administration of…(the SFP) as it deems necessary.” 


 


EC Section 17075.10(b)(2) states that a school district applying for hardship state funding must “demonstrate that 


due to unusual circumstances that are beyond the control of the district, excessive costs need to be incurred in the 


construction of school facilities.  Funds for the purpose of seismic mitigation work or facility replacement pursuant to 


this section shall be allocated by the board on a 50-percent state share basis…..If the board determines that the 


seismic mitigation work of a school building would require funding that is greater than the 50 percent of the funds 


required to construct a new facility, the school district shall be eligible for funding to construct a new facility under this 


chapter.” 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states the following: “A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to replace or 


construct new classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or 


the condition of the facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.”  


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A) states:  


If the request is for replacement facilities, a cost/benefit analysis must be prepared by the district and 


submitted to the OPSC that indicates the total costs to remain in the classroom or related facility and 


mitigate the problem is at least 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost of the classroom or related 


facility…If the cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is less than 50 percent of the Current 


Replacement Cost, the district may qualify for a Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for 


rehabilitation costs pursuant to Section 1859.83(e) or a grant not to exceed 50 percent of the cost estimate 


that has been reviewed and approved by the OPSC and approved by the board for seismic rehabilitation. 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.90 states that “a district must submit the Form SAB 50-05, within 18 months of the 


Apportionment of the SFP grant for the project or the entire…apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board 


action…”

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ATTACHMENT C 


AUTHORITY 
 
Education Code (EC) Section 17075.10(a) states:  


A school district may apply for hardship assistance in cases of extraordinary circumstances. Extraordinary 
circumstances may include, but are not limited to, the need to repair, reconstruct, or replace the most vulnerable 
school facilities that are identified as a Category 2 building, as defined in the report submitted pursuant to 
Section 17317, determined by the department to pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its occupants in the event 
of a seismic event. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.81 states:   


Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a district is eligible for financial 
hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c), and 
(d) below: 


(a) The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible project. To determine 
this, an analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by the OPSC including data and records 
maintained by the CDE and the County Office of Education…. 


(b) From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may retain $19,776 per classroom in 
each enrollment reporting period for the cost to provide interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils of 
the district.… 


 (c) The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating it is 
levying the developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than the 
developer fee otherwise justified under law at the time of request for hardship and the district meets at least 
one of the following: 


(1) The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing school 
facilities in accordance with Education Code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the time of 
request for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity. Outstanding 
bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, School Facility 
Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a debt service that 
was issued for capital outlay school facility purposes. 


(2) The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed under 
Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status. The 
proceeds from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of 
Proposition 39 must be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for SFP project(s). 


(3) It is a County Superintendent of Schools.  
(4) The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or less. 
(5) Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.81(e)(2) permits design funding for a district that meets the financial hardship criteria in 
Section 1859.81 at, “25 percent of the modernization grant less any district funds available for the project pursuant to 
Section 1859.81(a)….”    
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states, “A district is eligible for  facility hardship funding to replace or construct new 
classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or the condition of 
the facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.” 
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AUTHORITY (cont.) 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1) provides for Facility Hardship grant funding when: 


The facilities are needed to ensure the health and safety of the pupils if the district can demonstrate to the 
satisfaction of the Board that the health and safety of the pupils is at risk.  Factors to be considered by the Board 
shall include the close proximity to a major freeway, airport, electrical facility, high power transmission  
lines, dam, pipeline, industrial facility, adverse air quality emission or other health and safety risks, including 
structural deficiencies required by the DSA to be repaired, seismic mitigation of the Most Vulnerable  
Category 2 Buildings as verified by the DSA, traffic safety or because the pupils reside in remote areas of the 
district and transportation to existing facilities is not possible or poses a health and safety risk.  
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A)(2) states in part, “If the total cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is 
greater than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost and the Application is for replacement facilities, the district may 
qualify for a grant for a new or replacement school or replacement facilities as a new construction project.”

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 
To present the District’s request for Financial Hardship status based upon “Other evidence of reasonable effort as 
approved by the State Allocation Board” and other action related to funding. 
 
DESCRIPTION 


 
On June 26, 2017, the District submitted an appeal requesting Financial Hardship status for two Facility Hardship 
applications for Hayfork Elementary and Hayfork High School. The application requests design funding to plan 
mitigation and replacement of areas contaminated with toxigenic mold and fungus. During the initial Financial 
Hardship eligibility review, Staff determined that the District did not meet any of the four requirements for Financial 
Hardship status. Therefore, the District is appealing to qualify for Financial Hardship status under other evidence.  
 
Due to the extraordinary circumstances, the District is requesting the Board to consider the following actions for these 
two projects: 
 


I. Provide Financial Hardship approval based on other evidence.  
 


II. Provide immediate Apportionments for design funding to the projects outside of the priority funding process.   
 
AUTHORITY 
 
See Attachment A. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
Mountain Valley Unified School District is located in central Trinity County and serves the rural communities of 
Hayfork, Peanut, Hyampom and Wildwood. Hayfork Elementary and Hayfork High School are the only two schools in 
the District, aside from the continuation high that has only six students. The nearest neighboring district is 45 minutes 
away over a winding mountain pass. The student enrollment has declined over the years from 296 students in 2014-
15, to a current enrollment of 273.  Seventy four percent of the students qualify for free or reduced lunch.  
 
In February and May 2017, the District had testing performed to determine the extent of damage resulting from water 
intrusion.   The testing found mold and fungal contamination at the Hayfork Elementary and Hayfork High School 
sites. This report by Asbestos Science Technologies Inc. for Hayfork Elementary states in part,  
“The suspected failing roof is no longer protecting the students and staff from mold and fungal contamination issues. 
This has also become a health and safety issue for the district as students and faculty are being exposed to airborne 
mold spores which are toxigenic and allergenic… Immediate health and safety measures are being requested to be 
put into place involving remediation and including immediate evacuation and closure of the affected areas…” 
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SAB 08-23-2017 
Page Two 


 
BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 
The District immediately closed one classroom, the kitchen, cafeteria, gymnasium, locker rooms, performance stage 
and the athletic director’s office at Hayfork Elementary.  
 
Testing was also performed at Hayfork High with very similar results. At the high school, the District was required to 
close the library, career center, computer lab, ag shop, cafeteria, kitchen facilities, performance stage, boys and girls 
locker rooms, staff offices and the District board room.  
 
The District submitted a request for Financial Hardship status, because it does not have sufficient funds to provide 
the matching share requirements under the School Facility Program (SFP) Regulations to mitigate the health and 
safety threat. The criteria for a School District to qualify for Financial Hardship assistance is that they levy the 
maximum developer fees allowed by law and meet one of the following criteria: 


• Bonded indebtedness that is 60 percent or greater of total bonding capacity. 
• Have had a successful Proposition 39 bond passed for the maximum amount allowed within the two 


previous years. 
• Total bonding capacity of less than $5 million. 
• Other evidence as approved by the State Allocation Board. 


 
Once a district is approved for Financial Hardship status, the district has six months from the date of the approval 
letter to submit an application for funding for the projects and phases of projects listed on the Financial Hardship 
approval. If no application is received within six months, the district is subject to another full Financial Hardship 
review. 
 
If a district’s project is on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) for more than 180 days, the district’s financial 
records will undergo a re-review to determine whether additional funds have become available to offset the Financial 
Hardship apportionment.  
 
If a Financial Hardship district meets the basic eligibility requirements and local funds are less than the district’s 
required contribution to the project, then the State will fund the difference between the available amount of 
contribution and the district match, up to 100 percent of the total eligible project costs. Financial Hardship districts 
also have the added flexibility to request separate design and site funding prior to requesting full construction 
funding.  
 
However, the Office of Public School Construction determined that the District does not qualify for Financial Hardship 
status, as it currently has no outstanding bonded indebtedness and its local bonding capacity exceeds five million 
dollars. The District has not passed a Proposition 39 bond within the last two years and the District is not a County 
Superintendent of Schools. For these reasons, the District is requesting Financial Hardship approval based on “other 
evidence.”

DISTRICT POSITION 
 
In its School District Appeal Request (SAB 189), the District states that the purpose of its request is: 


… Financial Hardship approval from the Office of Public School Construction for design and construction of 
Facility Hardship projects at the Hayfork Elementary and Hayfork High School sites. Mountain Valley Unified 
School District does not have sufficient funds to provide the match requirements under the School Facility 
Program Regulations for their proposed projects. Approval of Financial Hardship is critical to addressing the 
facilities needs of the District. 


 
To support its request, the District provided an attachment that more fully describes its circumstances and additional 
relevant information. It includes a narrative description of the following: 


• The Situation – The health and safety threat and the condition of the school facilities. 
o Remotely located school site that has a major portions of the site closed for abatement.  
o Forced to bring in temporary kitchen, classroom and administrative facilities to house students and 


staff while affected facilities are rehabilitated. 
• The Community and Economy – Location and economic status. 


o Current bonding capacity is just over $6 million and just exceeded the $5 million bonding capacity 
threshold to automatically qualify for Financial Hardship status. 


• District Assets and Difficulties – Historical perspective and the Districts current financial status. 
o Federal funding from the Secure Rural Schools and Community Self Determination Act of 2000 has 


declined from $295,000 in 2016, to $14,000 in 2017 and it is expected to be $0 in future years. 
o District has made choices to reduce staffing levels and reduce operational costs commensurate 


with declining enrollment. 
o District has expended all available funds for mold abatement and to get these projects started. 


• Impacts and Actions Taken – Potential sources of revenue. 
o District has never had a need for local bonds as enrollment has always been fairly consistent and 


facilities have been maintained well. 
o District has a qualified status and they only have the ability to make this year’s obligations.  
o District can only qualify for approximately $2.5 million in Certificate of Participation (COP) funding, 


however repaying the COP would result in the District entering state receivership or negative 
status.  


o Projected project costs will exceed $17 million; therefore a $2.5 million COP wouldn’t be sufficient 
to complete the projects.  
 


Summary – The District is seeking financial hardship assistance based on “other evidence.”  
In addition to the SAB 189, on June 16, 2017 the Trinity County Office of Education provided a letter to OPSC 
describing the District’s financial standing, which is included as Attachment C. 
 
The full text of the District’s appeal request and the additional narrative is included as Attachment B. 
 
STAFF POSITION 
 
I. Financial Hardship: Other evidence 
 
Qualification for Financial Hardship 
School districts may qualify for the FH Program by levying the maximum developer fees allowed by law and by 
meeting one of the following criteria: 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 
 


• Bonded indebtedness 60 percent or greater of total bonding capacity 
• Successful Proposition 39 bond passed for the maximum amount allowed within the two previous years 
• Total bonding capacity of less than $5 million 
• Other evidence as approved by the State Allocation Board 


 
OPSC has determined that the District does not meet the criteria to qualify for Financial Hardship status under the 
standard criteria in SFP Regulation.  
 
Therefore, the District has requested consideration under the “Other evidence of reasonable effort” criteria, which 
requires Board approval. In the past, when faced with decisions regarding other evidence of reasonable effort, the 
Board has considered a district’s level of financial indebtedness, whether the district is in jeopardy of becoming 
financially insolvent, or other unusual circumstances. Staff has provided an overview of the District’s financial 
condition for the Board’s consideration of its request. 
 
SFP Regulations state that, “Financial hardship approval status for a separate design and/or site apportionment does 
not apply to any subsequent funding for the project(s)”. When the District submits the funding application for the 
remainder of the funding, OPSC will re-evaluate the District’s financials to see if it has funds available to contribute to 
the projects. Should the local bond proposed for November pass, the District may have funds available to contribute 
to the project. 
 
Developer Fees 
The District currently charges developers the lowest fee, Level I, which provides less than $27,000 per year. It does 
not charge Level II fees because it does not meet the criteria in statute to do so. A district may only charge the Level 
II fee when it makes a timely application to the Board for new construction funding, conducts a School Facility Needs 
Analysis pursuant to Government Code, and satisfies other statutory requirements. Therefore, at this time the District 
is collecting the maximum amount of developer fees possible, as is required per SFP Regulation in order to qualify 
for Financial Hardship status.  
 
Qualification Status 
The District received a qualified certification on the Second Interim Status Report for Fiscal Year 2016-17 and is 
currently under qualified status solely due to the discovery of mold and the unknown financial impact associated with 
it. Local educational agencies (LEA) are required to file two reports during a fiscal year (interim reports) on the status 
of the LEA's financial health. County superintendents must then report to the Superintendent of Public Instruction and 
the State Controller the certification for all districts in their county. 
 
The interim reports must include a certification of whether or not the LEA is able to meet its financial obligations. The 
certifications are classified as positive, qualified, or negative. A positive certification is assigned when the district will 
meet its financial obligations for the current and two subsequent fiscal years. A qualified certification is assigned 
when the district may not meet its financial obligations for the current or two subsequent fiscal years. A negative 
certification is assigned when a district will be unable to meet its financial obligations for the remainder of the current 
year or for the subsequent fiscal year. Based on its current qualified status, the District may not meet its financial 
obligations for Fiscal Years 2017-2019. 
 
Bonding Capacity & Available Funds 
During a review of the District’s financial records, OPSC determined the District has $2,849 in funds to contribute to 
the Facility Hardship projects at Hayfork Elementary and Hayfork High Schools. However, the District plans on 
placing a facilities bond on the November 2017 ballot. In regard to the upcoming bond election, the District states in 
part, 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 
 


While bonding capacity is currently just over the $5 million threshold, this calculation is based on a property 
value bubble that is about to burst. Property values in the area are directly tied to the demand created by the 
“green rush” and as the market for marijuana adjust to legalization there will be a decline in property values.  
 
Basing bonding capacity on property values that have only risen to where they are due to a black market 
economy ignores reality. These facts are born out in the statistics: the median household income in the area 
served by our district is only $26,824, while the median house price has risen 198.31% (to $246,400) since 
the year 2000.  


 
According to a letter from the Trinity County Office of Education to OPSC, the District has already spent $539,000 
with temporary borrowing from the District’s reserves for mold abatement, but the total estimated cost for the mold 
abatement and rebuild for both schools is $17 million. The full text of the letter is included as Attachment C. Should 
the bond not pass, the District has indicated that they would have no alternative for obtaining additional funding to 
design the mitigation measures for these health and safety projects, as it is already levying the maximum developer 
fees and has no remaining funds to contribute to the projects. The District has also stated that if it were to seek a 
COP, they would only be able to qualify for approximately $2.5 million, which is well short of what is needed to 
complete the projects.  
 
Other Evidence as Approved by the State Allocation Board 
If a district does not meet one of previously mentioned criteria for Financial Hardship status, then it still has the option 
to submit under “other evidence” as approved by the Board. While there are no set criteria when districts request to 
qualify for Financial Hardship under other evidence, the Board has considered the following circumstances in the 
past: 


• Loss of previous revenue streams. One district lost federal dollars when a local army base closed. 
• Action by other governmental agencies. 
• Whether a district has recently received a qualified or negative certification by its local county office of 


education. 
 
There have been eight prior requests for Financial Hardship status under “Other Evidence” considered by the Board. 
Each district presented unique circumstances surrounding its request. Of these, two were approved as requested 
and three were partially approved. The remaining five were not approved. A summary of these items and the 
outcome is included as Attachment D.  
 
Summary 
The District is requesting approval for Financial Hardship status via other evidence as approved by the Board. If 
awarded Financial Hardship approval, the District is also seeking immediate design apportionments for both schools 
in order to begin planning the required mitigation measures.  
 
All requests for Financial Hardship status under the other evidence option requires Board action of six votes to be 
granted. Approving Financial Hardship status for the Hayfork Elementary and Hayfork High projects will provide the 
District funding for the design of two Facility Hardship projects 
 
II. Immediate Apportionments  
 
If the Board approves Financial Hardship status under other evidence, the District is also requesting an immediate 
Apportionment for design funds due to the urgency of the District’s situation.

Apportionments outside of the priority funding process will result in the District having immediate access to cash once 


a signed Grant Agreement is submitted for the two projects. Without an immediate Apportionment, the District would 


not have the funding to begin the design process for the remediation measures until after its local bond measure is 


presented to voters in November this year.  


 


Due to the current unsafe conditions, the District was required to close many of the facilities at both sites. According 


to industry specialist reports, these facilities must remain closed until the abatement is completed and the affected 


roofs and walls are replaced. Since the District has exhausted its available funding with previous repairs, immediate 


access to cash will allow them to begin the design of the required remediation work. Therefore, if the Board approves 


the District’s request for Financial Hardship status, Staff recommends that the Board approve an Apportionment for 


this project due to the extraordinary circumstances surrounding the project.  


 


BOARD OPTIONS 


 


Pursuant to the Rules and Procedures of the State Allocation Board, “Staff is providing the following options for 


the Board’s consideration. A positive vote by six members is required for the Board to take action that is an 


alternative to Staff’s administrative action. Absent a positive vote by six members of the Board, Staff’s 


administrative action will stand and the school district’s appeal will be considered closed.” 


 


OPTION A 


Approve the District’s request for Financial Hardship status under other evidence for both projects and approve 


immediate Apportionments as shown in Attachments E and F. 


This option would provide the District with immediate access to cash to begin designing the mitigation work for 


the Hayfork Elementary and High School facilities. 


 


Considerations:  


 District receives cash immediately to begin addressing the necessary health and safety mitigation 


measures  


 The District is planning to place a local bond measure on the ballot in November 2017 to cover the cost 


of repairs. 


 If the local bond measure passes in November, the District contribution could be adjusted at the full 


funding stage. 


 Without Financial Hardship status, the District currently has no means to obtain its matching share of 


the SFP project. 
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BOARD OPTIONS (cont.) 


 


OPTION B 


Approve the District’s request for Financial Hardship status and approve the projects for placement on the 


Unfunded List (Lack of AB55 Loans) without the expedited Apportionments as shown in Attachments G and 


H. 


This option would provide the District design funding and a cash Apportionment through the priority funding 


process after January 1, 2018. 


 


Considerations:  


 District would receive an Apportionment after January 1, 2018 when cash becomes available. 


 If the local bond measure passes in November, the District contribution could be adjusted to the 


standard 50/50 state and local share ratio at the full funding stage. 


 Without Financial Hardship status, the District would have no means to obtain its matching share of the 


SFP project. 


 


 


 


BOARD ACTION 


 


In considering this Item, the Board approved Option A, which approves the District’s request for Financial 


Hardship status under “Other evidence” for both projects and approves immediate Apportionments as 


shown on Attachments E and F. 
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ATTACHMENT A 
 


AUTHORITY 
 
Education Code Section 17075.10(b)(B) states that “…the school district has made all reasonable efforts to impose 
levels of local debt capacity and developer fees, and that the school district is, therefore, unable to participate in the 
program pursuant to this chapter except as set forth in this article.” 
 
EC Section 17075.10(b)(2) states that a school district applying for hardship state funding must: 


demonstrate that due to unusual circumstances that are beyond the control of the district, excessive costs 
need to be incurred in the construction of school facilities.  Funds for the purpose of seismic mitigation work 
or facility replacement pursuant to this section shall be allocated by the board on a 50-percent state share 
basis…..If the board determines that the seismic mitigation work of a school building would require funding 
that is greater than the 50 percent of the funds required to construct a new facility, the school district shall 
be eligible for funding to construct a new facility under this chapter. 


 
EC Section 17075.15(d) states: 


Further, regulations shall also specify a method for determining required level of local effort to obtain 
matching funds. The regulations shall include consideration of at least all of the following factors: 
(1) Whether the school district has passed a bond measure within the two-year period immediately 
preceding the application for funding under this article, the proceeds of which are substantially available for 
use in the project to be funded under this chapter, but remains unable to provide the necessary matching 
share requirement. 
(2) Whether the principal amount of the current outstanding bonded indebtedness issued for the purpose of 
constructing school facilities for the school district and secured by property within the school district or by 
revenues of, or available to, the school district, which shall include general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos 
bonds, school facility improvement district bonds, certificates of participation, and other debt instruments 
issued for the purpose of constructing school facilities for the school district and for which owners of 
property within the school district or the school district are paying debt service is at least 60 percent of the 
school district’s total bonding capacity, as determined by the board. 
(3) Whether the total bonding capacity, as defined in Section 15102 or 15106, as applicable, is five million 
dollars ($5,000,000) or less, in which case, the school district shall be deemed eligible for financial hardship. 
(4) Whether the application for funding under this article is from a county superintendent of schools. 
(5) Whether the school district submits other evidence of substantial local effort acceptable to the board. 
(6) The value of any unused local general obligation debt capacity, and developer fees added to the needs 
analysis to reflect the district’s financial hardship, available for the purposes of school facilities financing.” 


 
School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.81(c) states  


(c)“…The district has made all reasonable efforts 
to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating it is levying the developer fee justified under law 
or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than the developer fee otherwise justified under law at 
the time of request for hardship and the district meets at least one of the following: 
(1) The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing 
school facilities in accordance with Education code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the 
time of request for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity. 
Outstanding bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, School 
Facility Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a debt service 
that was issued for capital outlay school facility purposes. 
(2) The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed 
under Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status. 
The proceeds from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of 
Proposition 39 must be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for SFP project(s). 
(3) It is a County Superintendent of Schools. 
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(4) The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or 
less. 
(5) Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states the following: “A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to replace or 
construct new classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or 
the condition of the facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.”  
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A) states:  


If the request is for replacement facilities, a cost/benefit analysis must be prepared by the district and 
submitted to the OPSC that indicates the total costs to remain in the classroom or related facility and 
mitigate the problem is at least 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost of the classroom or related 
facility…If the cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is less than 50 percent of the Current 
Replacement Cost, the district may qualify for a Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for 
rehabilitation costs pursuant to Section 1859.83(e) or a grant not to exceed 50 percent of the cost estimate 
that has been reviewed and approved by the OPSC and approved by the board for seismic rehabilitation. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.90 states that “a district must submit the Form SAB 50-05, within 18 months of the 
Apportionment of the SFP grant for the project or the entire…apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board 
action…”

DESCRIPTION  
Description of Health and Safety Threat 


 
Hayfork Elementary in Hayfork, California, was originally constructed in 1961. In 
February of 2017, a licensed industrial hygienist inspected the gymnasium 
building inclusive of restrooms, stage, and the kitchen and one classroom on the 
site.  Testing revealed high levels of mold due to water intrusion from the roof 
areas in these structures.  The industrial hygienist determined that the mold 
constituted a health and safety issue and required that the affected areas be 
vacated.  The Trinity County Environmental Health Division (TCEHD) concurred.  
The District is seeking a design Apportionment for their project and qualifies for 
replacement funding based on their cost/benefit analysis. 
 
 


Scope of Project Rehabilitation work would consist of mold abatement on all surfaces, including 
the removal and replacement of ceiling tiles, roof plywood and insulation, 
drywall, siding and wall plywood under a negative air containment area.  In 
addition, both buildings would need new roofing systems to prevent future water 
intrusion and HVAC systems to provide adequate ventilation. These buildings 
may require replacement.  
 
 


Status of School Site Both of the buildings are currently closed. A portable kitchen is being used for 
food service, and students are eating in other classrooms. The District has 
begun work to remove contaminated materials from the site.

Education Code (EC) Section 17075.10(a) states:  


A school district may apply for hardship assistance in cases of extraordinary circumstances. Extraordinary 
circumstances may include, but are not limited to, the need to repair, reconstruct, or replace the most 
vulnerable school facilities that are identified as a Category 2 building, as defined in the report submitted 
pursuant to Section 17317, determined by the department to pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its 
occupants in the event of a seismic event. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.81 states:   


Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a district is eligible for financial 
hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c), 
and (d) below: 


(a) The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible project. To 
determine this, an analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by the OPSC including data 
and records maintained by the CDE and the County Office of Education…. 


(b) From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may retain $19,776 per 
classroom in each enrollment reporting period for the cost to provide interim housing for the currently 
unhoused pupils of the district.… 


 (c) The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating it 
is levying the developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than 
the developer fee otherwise justified under law at the time of request for hardship and the district meets 
at least one of the following: 


(1) The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing 
school facilities in accordance with Education Code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the 
time of request for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity. 
Outstanding bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, 
School Facility Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a 
debt service that was issued for capital outlay school facility purposes. 


(2) The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed 
under Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status. 
The proceeds from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions 
of Proposition 39 must be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for SFP project(s). 


(3) It is a County Superintendent of Schools.  
(4) The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or 


less. 
(5) Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB…. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.81(e)(2) permits design funding for a district that meets the financial hardship criteria in 
Section 1859.81 at, “25 percent of the modernization grant less any district funds available for the project pursuant to 
Section 1859.81(a)….”

DESCRIPTION  
 
Description of Health and Safety Threat 


 
 
Hayfork High School in Hayfork, California, was originally constructed in 1961. In 
February of 2017, a licensed industrial hygienist inspected all the buildings on 
the site.  Testing revealed high levels of toxigenic mold due to water intrusion 
from the roof areas in these structures.  The industrial hygienist determined that 
the mold constituted a health and safety issue, and the Trinity County 
Environmental Health Division (TCEHD) concurred.  Multiple areas throughout 
the campus have been closed due to this issue, including the agriculture shop, 
the locker rooms in the gymnasium, the media center, the cafeteria, the kitchen, 
and the administration office.  The District is seeking a design Apportionment to 
begin the design of their project and qualifies for replacement funding based on 
their cost/benefit analysis. 
 
 


Scope of Project Mitigation work would consist of mold abatement on all surfaces, including the 
removal and replacement of ceiling tiles, roof plywood and insulation, drywall, 
siding and wall plywood under a negative air containment area.  In addition, both 
buildings would need new roofing systems to prevent future water intrusion and 
HVAC systems to provide adequate ventilation. These buildings may require 
replacement.  
 
 


Status of School Site Affected facilities on the campus are currently closed. A portable kitchen located 
at a nearby elementary school site is being used for food service, and students 
are eating in classrooms and hallways. The District has begun work to remove 
contaminated materials from the site.

Education Code (EC) Section 17075.10(a) states:  


A school district may apply for hardship assistance in cases of extraordinary circumstances. Extraordinary 
circumstances may include, but are not limited to, the need to repair, reconstruct, or replace the most 
vulnerable school facilities that are identified as a Category 2 building, as defined in the report submitted 
pursuant to Section 17317, determined by the department to pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its 
occupants in the event of a seismic event. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.81 states:   


Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a district is eligible for financial 
hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c), 
and (d) below: 


(a) The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible project. To 
determine this, an analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by the OPSC including data 
and records maintained by the CDE and the County Office of Education…. 


(b) From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may retain $19,776 per 
classroom in each enrollment reporting period for the cost to provide interim housing for the currently 
unhoused pupils of the district.… 


 (c) The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating it 
is levying the developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than 
the developer fee otherwise justified under law at the time of request for hardship and the district meets 
at least one of the following: 


(1) The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing 
school facilities in accordance with Education Code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the 
time of request for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity. 
Outstanding bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, 
School Facility Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a 
debt service that was issued for capital outlay school facility purposes. 


(2) The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed 
under Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status. 
The proceeds from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions 
of Proposition 39 must be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for SFP project(s). 


(3) It is a County Superintendent of Schools.  
(4) The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or 


less. 
(5) Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB…. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.81(e)(2) permits design funding for a district that meets the financial hardship criteria in 
Section 1859.81 at, “25 percent of the modernization grant less any district funds available for the project pursuant to 
Section 1859.81(a)….”    
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states, “A district is eligible for  facility hardship funding to replace or construct new 
classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or the condition 
of the facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.”

SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1) provides for Facility Hardship grant funding when: 
The facilities are needed to ensure the health and safety of the pupils if the district can demonstrate to the 
satisfaction of the Board that the health and safety of the pupils is at risk.  Factors to be considered by the 
Board shall include the close proximity to a major freeway, airport, electrical facility, high power transmission  
lines, dam, pipeline, industrial facility, adverse air quality emission or other health and safety risks, including 
structural deficiencies required by the DSA to be repaired, seismic mitigation of the Most Vulnerable  
Category 2 Buildings as verified by the DSA, traffic safety or because the pupils reside in remote areas of 
the district and transportation to existing facilities is not possible or poses a health and safety risk.  
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A)(2) states in part, “If the total cost to remain in the classroom or related 
facility is greater than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost and the Application is for replacement facilities, 
the district may qualify for a grant for a new or replacement school or replacement facilities as a new construction 
project.”

CAREER TECHNICAL EDUCATION FACILITIES PROGRAM  


REGULATORY AMENDMENTS 


 


PURPOSE OF REPORT 


 


To present the State Allocation Board (Board) with recommendations to establish additional funding cycles 


for the Career Technical Education Facilities Program (CTEFP) and to present conforming regulatory 


amendments due to recent statutory changes.  


 


DESCRIPTION 


 


The Kindergarten through Community College Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2016 (Proposition 51) 


provided the CTEFP $500 million in bond authority. Therefore, the Board must consider establishing 


additional CTEFP funding cycles in order to allocate the funds. After collaborating with the California 


Department of Education (CDE), Staff is presenting schedules for a fourth and fifth funding cycle to accept 


applications to the program for the Board’s consideration and regulatory amendments to allow for future 


cycles. 


 


In addition, Education Code (EC) Section 17078.73 which restricted the Board’s authority to approve  


CTEFP projects was recently repealed by Chapter 15, Statutes of 2017 (Assembly Bill 99) and took effect 


immediately. In accordance with this change, Staff is presenting conforming regulatory amendments to the 


School Facility Program (SFP) Regulations. 


 


AUTHORITY 


 


EC Section 17070.35 states in part: 


(a) In addition to all other powers and duties as are granted to the board by this chapter, other statutes, 


or the California Constitution, the board shall do all of the following: 


(1) Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the rulemaking provisions of the Administrative Procedure 


Act, Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government 


Code, for the administration of this chapter…. 


 


EC Section 17078.73 previously stated that “On or after January 1, 2015, the board shall not approve any 


projects pursuant to this article.” (Repealed as of June 27, 2017) 


 


EC Section 101012 states in part: 


(4)(B) Of the amount not yet approved for allocation by the State Allocation Board pursuant to this 


paragraph by January 1, 2015, 50 percent shall be available for the purpose of paragraph (1), and 50 


percent shall be available for purposes of paragraph (3). If an apportionment or State Allocation Board 


approval pursuant to this paragraph is rescinded after January 1, 2015, the rescinded amount shall be 


available for the purposes of paragraphs (1) and (3). The State Allocation Board shall determine the 


percentage of the rescinded amount to be used for purposes of paragraph (1) and the percentage of 


the rescinded amount to be used for purposes of paragraph (3). 


 


EC Section 101122(a)(4) states: “The amount of five hundred million dollars ($500,000,000) for facilities for 


career technical education programs pursuant to Article 13 (commencing with Section 17078.70) of Chapter 


12.5 of Part 10 of Division 1 of Title 1.”

BACKGROUND 


 


On November 8, 2006 the Kindergarten University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2006 (Proposition 


1D) took effect and established the CTEFP within the SFP and made $500 million available for CTEFP 


projects. Due to the anticipated high interest in the program and to make it equitably available to as many 


applicants as possible statewide, the Board established funding cycles with specific amounts of funding 


allocated to each cycle. It also established a funding matrix system to ensure that the funds were divided 


among different geographic locales and service regions. Within the first two funding cycles, funds were 


distributed by Service Region, and projects were funded in order of CDE score and geographical locale. For 


the third and any subsequent cycles, regulations prescribe that projects will be ordered by CDE score and 


geographic locale. The first cycle had $350 million allotted and the second had $150 million allotted. At the 


end of the second cycle, sufficient funds remained to hold a third funding cycle, which was oversubscribed.  


 


From 2006 to 2014, the Board held three funding cycles where $466.7 million was allocated to construct 


new, or modernize existing facilities for career technical education programs and to purchase equipment for 


these programs. As of August 23, 2017 and upon Board approval of the Consent Agenda, the CTEFP 


Proposition 1D fund balance will be $2.4 million due to returned funds. 


 


On June 20, 2014 Chapter 39, Statutes of 2014 (Senate Bill 869), was signed into law. The new law 


restricted the Board’s authority to approve any CTEFP projects on or after January 1, 2015 and established 


EC Sections 17078.73 and 101012(a)(4)(B). In accordance with the new statute, the Board adopted 


amendments to SFP Regulation Sections 1859.190, 1859.195(c), and 1859.198 to reflect the cessation of 


CTEFP project approvals and to formalize how funds returning to the program would be allocated. 


 


Proposition 51 provided $500 million in bond authority for CTEFP to continue the program. Therefore, EC 


Section 17078.73 was repealed by Chapter 15, Statutes of 2017 (Assembly Bill 99) on June 27, 2017. In 


accordance with this change in statute, Staff is presenting conforming regulatory amendments for the 


Board’s consideration. 


 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 


 


Considering that Proposition 51 provided $500 million to continue the CTEFP and the statutory restrictions 


on approving CTEFP projects have been repealed, Staff is presenting dates for future funding cycles for the 


Board’s consideration. In order to be eligible for funding, statute requires that CTEFP projects must first be 


evaluated by CDE. Therefore, Staff has collaborated with CDE to determine potential dates/timeframes for 


the fourth and fifth funding cycles and prepared regulatory amendments to address the changes in statute.  


 


Disposition of Proposition 1D CTEFP Funds 
In accordance with the provisions of EC Section 101012(a)(4)(B), the Board amended SFP Regulation 


Section 1859.190 to allow any funds remaining in the CTEFP account to be allocated to New Construction 


and Modernization projects in order of receipt with health and safety projects receiving first priority. Staff 


administered this regulation as adopted for the last two years. With the passage of Proposition 51 in 


November 2016, and the repeal of EC Section 17078.73 on June 27, 2017, Staff is recommending the 


Board allocate all remaining CTEFP funds and future recovered funds, such as loan repayments, to future 


CTEFP projects. Upon approval of the August 23, 2017 agenda, the available balance in the Proposition 1D 


CTEFP account will be $2.4 million. Staff has prepared regulatory amendments to retain the Proposition 1D 


funds to the CTEFP account.

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 


Proposed Funding Cycles: Allotments and Schedules 
Funding cycles for CTEFP occur in two steps. First, applicants must submit a grant application to CDE and 


receive a score. If a minimum passing score is achieved, the applicant is eligible to submit a funding 


application to the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC). In considering timing for new funding cycles, 


Staff acknowledges that some applicants may have viable projects that are ready and others may need 


more time to develop complete grant and funding applications to be successful.  


 


The Board could consider adopting funding cycle schedules to accommodate these considerations. 


Knowing the future schedule of other funding cycles would allow districts time to carefully plan their 


submittals if they are still in the early stages of development. In the past, the Board allocated a maximum 


amount of bond authority to each funding cycle. Doing so now could ensure that funding is available for 


future cycles creating broader opportunity for all potential applicants. 


 


Under Proposition 1D, OPSC held three funding cycles. Staff proposes opening the first funding cycle under 


Proposition 51 (the fourth CTEFP funding cycle) on September 27, 2017 with program applications 


submitted to CDE on or before November 29, 2017. Those with passing scores would submit funding 


applications to OPSC by February 21, 2018. For this initial Proposition 51 funding cycle, Staff recommends 


the Board make a maximum of $125 million available.  


 


Fourth Funding Cycle Key Dates  
OPSC Staff collaborated with CDE to develop the schedule listed below for the fourth funding cycle of the 


CTEFP: 


 CDE Grant Applications submitted to CDE September 27, 2017 through  


November 29, 2017. 


 Grant Application scores published by CDE February 14, 2018. 


 Application for Career Technical Education Facility Funding (Form SAB 50-10) due to 


OPSC by close of business February 21, 2018. 


 Presentation to the Board by June 2018.  


 


In addition, Staff proposes adopting a schedule for the fifth CTEFP funding cycle to begin no later than 


September 2018 with a maximum allocation of $125 million to provide applicants with more opportunity to 


fully develop a project. OPSC and CDE staff will provide more specific dates regarding the fifth cycle in 


2018.  


 


The remaining $250 million in CTEFP funds from Proposition 51 will be announced and made available in a 


future funding cycle(s).  


 


District Matching Funds 
Districts applying for funds in the CTEFP may use any source to provide their own matching funds for the 


CTEFP grants with one exception. The district’s matching share shall not be provided from any funds from 


another state or federal program. Other state and federal programs may include, but are not limited to the

Staff proposes deleting the statement in this section that states that the Board shall not approve any CTEFP 


projects pursuant to EC 17078.73. Staff is also proposing to delete the language pertaining to the treatment 


of funds returning to CTEFP.

Requirement 


Staff proposes amending this section to state that funds generated from other state or federal grant 


programs, such as the Career Technical Education Incentive Grant Program cannot be used as a local 


match.

Staff proposes amending this section to provide the Board the flexibility to establish subsequent cycles, as it 


deems necessary and practical.

FINANCIAL HARDSHIP PROGRAM QUALIFYING CRITERIA 
 
 
Regulation Section 1859.81.  Financial Hardship. 
 
Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a district is eligible for financial 
hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c), 
and (d) below: 
(a) The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible project.  To determine this, an 


analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by the OPSC including data and records maintained by the 
CDE and the County Office of Education.  The analysis shall consist of a review of the district’s latest Independent 
Audit regarding funds available from all capital facility accounts, including, but not limited to, developer fees, funds 
generated from capital facility certificates of participation, federal grants, redevelopment funds, sale proceeds from 
surplus property, the appraised value of facilities approved for replacement pursuant to Section 1859.82, bond funds 
either encumbered, unencumbered or authorized but unsold, and savings from other SFP projects.  All funds thus 
identified that have not been expended or encumbered by a contractual agreement for a specific capital outlay purpose 
prior to the initial request for financial hardship status shall be deemed available as a matching contribution. 


 
After the initial request for financial hardship status is granted, no further encumbrances will be approved by the 
OPSC and all prospective revenue made available to the district’s capital facility accounts shall be deemed 
available as matching contribution on the subsequent financial hardship review, with the exception of: 


(1)   Approved interim housing expenditures. 
(2)   Funding to pay for previously recognized multi-year encumbrances approved at the initial financial hardship approval. 
(3)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Federal 


Renovation Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the maximum Federal 
Renovation Grant amount. 


(4)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the School 
Facilities Needs Assessment Grant Program or Emergency Repair Program when the amount expended out of 
that fund does not exceed the maximum grant amount apportioned. 


(5)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Career 
Technical Education Facilities Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the 
applicant’s share of the maximum grant amount apportioned.  


(6)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and used for the express purpose of the Overcrowding 
Relief Grant when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the amount of the site acquisition and 
design costs of the project and the district has submitted an approved Form SAB 50-11. 


(7)   Funding that is used for the express purpose of reimbursing the State a proportionate share of financial hardship  
       received when there has been a transfer of a special education program and title to the facility.  In addition, the  
       funding was used within five years of the title transfer. 
(8)   Funding to pay for obtaining a structural report pursuant to Section 1859.82 for an approvable and funded 


seismic mitigation project.  
(9)  All other capital facility funding for a period of three years when no subsequent financial hardship request is made 


during this period, with the exception of the funding identified in (6).  The three-year period begins with the date of 
the most recent financial hardship new construction or modernization adjusted grant funding apportionment. 
 
When Overcrowding Relief Grant funding is set aside pursuant to (6) and the School District has not submitted, 
or the OPSC has not accepted, a Form SAB 50-04 for an Overcrowding Relief Grant within three years from the 
date of deposit into the Special Reserve Fund, or the School District has not met the requirements in Sections 
1859.90 or 1859.105, remaining funds plus interest accrued at the Pooled Money Investment Board rate at that  
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time period shall be deemed available as matching contribution on a subsequent financial hardship project or be 
captured through an audit adjustment pursuant to Section 1859.106. 
 
The financial hardship analysis is subject to approval by the Board. 
 


(b)   From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may retain $19,776 per classroom in 
each enrollment reporting period for the cost to provide interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils of the 
district.  The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The 
number of classrooms needed for interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils shall be the sum of the 
positive numbers determined in (b)(7) as follows: 


(1)   Determine the current enrollment of the district by grade level as shown on the latest Form SAB 50-01. 
(2)   Determine the New Construction Grants apportioned by grade level for all SFP projects and LPP funded under 


the provisions of Sections 1859.12 or 1859.13 where the district has submitted Form SAB 50-06 indicating that 
the project is 100 percent complete. 


(3) Subtract (b)(2) from (b)(1). 
(4) Determine the number of classrooms by grade level reported in Part 1, Line 8 on Form SAB 50-02. 
(5) Multiply the classrooms determined in (b)(4) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe. 
(6) Subtract the product determined in (b)(5) from the difference determined in (b)(3) by grade level. 
(7) Divide the difference by grade level determined in (b)(6) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for 


Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
 


From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per portable toilet 
unit in each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim toilet facilities for the currently unhoused pupils  
of the district.  The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The 
number of toilet facilities needed for interim housing shall be the sum of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7)  
divided by eight rounded up to the nearest whole number. 
 
From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per classroom in 
each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils displaced as 
a result of a SAB approved seismic mitigation project pursuant to Section 1859.82.  The amount shown shall be 
adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The number of classrooms needed for interim 
housing shall be the quotient of the displaced pupils by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe 
and round up to the nearest whole number. 
 
If the district’s available funds, as determined by the OPSC analysis less costs for interim housing, is less than its 
matching share, the district will be deemed to have met the requirements of this Subsection. 
 
(c)   The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating it is levying the 


developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than the developer fee otherwise 
justified under law at the time of request for hardship and the district meets at least one of the following: 


(1)  The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing school 
facilities in accordance with Education Code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the time of  
request for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity.  Outstanding 
bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, School Facility 
Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a debt service that was 
issued for capital outlay school facility purposes. 


(2)  The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed under 
Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status.  The proceeds 
from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of Proposition 39 must 
be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for SFP project(s). 


(3)   It is a County Superintendent of Schools. 
(4)   The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or less.  
(5)   Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB. 
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If the district’s request for financial hardship status is denied by the Board, the district may be deemed eligible for rental 
payments of $2,000 per year per classroom under the Emergency School Classroom Law of 1979 for a two year period when 
relocatable classroom buildings are available and the district provides financial documentation that it is unable to afford the  
full rental amount and any other information satisfactory to the Board that the rental reduction is necessary.  The number of 
classrooms eligible for the $2,000 rental payments shall be the sum of the numbers determined in (c)(5)(B) as follows: 
(A) Determine the number of pupils by grade level that the district requested a New Construction Grant on the Form 


SAB 50-04 that were denied financial hardship status. 
(B) Divide the number by grade level determined in (c)(5)(A) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for 


Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
(d)  The district has not signed a contract for acquisition or construction of classrooms that replace existing facility(ies), 


which were included in the determination of the district’s new construction eligibility pursuant to Education Code 
Section 17071.75, in a locally funded project during the five-year period immediately preceding the district’s 
application for financial hardship assistance.  This restriction may be lifted if the Board finds that unforeseen and 
extenuating circumstances existed that required the district to use local funds to replace the facility(ies).   


(e)  If the district meets the financial hardship requirements in this Section, the amount of financial hardship is equal 
to the district’s matching share less funds deemed available in (a). 


(1)  Once a district has been notified by the OPSC that it meets the requirements of financial hardship in this Section, 
the district may file Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship anytime within a period of 180 
calendar days from the date of the OPSC notification. 


(2)   If the district does not submit Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship within 180 calendar 
days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial hardship status, the district must re-qualify for financial 
hardship status under the provisions of this Section by submittal of a new request for financial hardship status. 


(3)   If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial 
hardship and the project(s) has been included on an unfunded list for more than 180 calendar days, a review of 
the district’s funds pursuant to (a) will be made to determine if additional district funds are available to fund the 
district’s matching share of the project(s). 
 
Financial hardship approval status by the OPSC for a separate design and/or site apportionment does not apply 
to any subsequent funding for the project(s). 
 


(f) If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial 
hardship and the project(s) has been included on the “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” for more than 180 
calendar days as a result of the State of California’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money 
Investment Account (AB 55 loans), the Board may suspend the unfunded review requirement as defined in 
Regulation Section 1859.81(e).  Projects added to any other unfunded list shall be subject to the review detailed 
in Regulation Section 1859.81(e).  Regulation Section 1859.81(f) shall become inoperative July 1, 2011. 


(g)  A project added to an unfunded list on or after July 1, 2011 will be subject to the review detailed in section (e)(3).  For 
projects added to an unfunded list between February 25, 2009 and June 30, 2011, only the district’s financial records 
on or after July 1, 2011 will be considered in calculating any adjustment to the district’s matching share.
