EXECUTIVE OFFICER STATEMENT 


State Allocation Board Meeting, December 11, 2018 
 


 
PARADISE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT 
 
The Paradise Unified School District in Butte County recently experienced devastating losses to their community and 
multiple school sites as a result of the Camp Fire. OPSC is recommending immediate apportionment of a 
reimbursement project previously scheduled for unfunded approval in this agenda. The apportionment will make cash 
available to the District immediately, rather than waiting for a spring bond sale.  
 
PRIORITY FUNDING APPORTIONMENTS 
 
At the October 24, 2018 meeting, the State Allocation Board (Board) approved $441.9 million in priority funding 
apportionments for 226 projects representing 105 school districts. Of the 226 projects that received an Apportionment 
204 are required to submit a valid Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) containing an original signature of 
an Authorized District Representative by close of business on Tuesday, January 22, 2019 to the Office of Public 
School Construction (OPSC).  
 
As of November 30, 2018, OPSC has received 68 of the required 204 Forms SAB 50-05 for a total of $132.9 million. 
In addition, OPSC released funds for 20 projects in the amount of $8.8 million that did not require a Form SAB 50-05.  
 
If an applicant does not submit a valid fund release request by close of business January 22, 2019, the project will be 
given an occurrence and will receive a new Unfunded Approval date of January 22, 2019. If a second occurrence is 
received, the project will be rescinded without further action by the Board.  
 
CURRENT PRIORITY FUNDING FILING ROUND 
 
The current priority funding filing period began on November 14, 2018 and will close on December 13, 2018. Priority 
funding requests with an original signature of an Authorized District Representative must be physically received by 
OPSC before the close of business on December 13, 2018. These requests will be valid from January 1, 2019 
through June 30, 2019. 
 
Requirements for Participation in Priority Funding 
OPSC reminds school districts that the requirements for Participation in the Priority Funding Process are in effect 
(School Facility Program Regulation Section 1859.90.3). There are two ways for a school district to not participate in 
the priority funding process as follows: 


• Not submit a valid priority funding request in the 30-day filing period, or 
• Submit a valid priority funding request but fail to submit a valid Form SAB 50-05 to request the release of 


funds after the Board approves an apportionment. 
 


The second time that either of these occurs, the funding for the project will be rescinded without further action by the 
Board.  For additional information, please refer to the Procedures for School Facility Program Funding.   
 


UPCOMING JOINT AGENCY WORKSHOPS  
 
OPSC and the Education Audit Appeals Panel (EAAP) are conducting free workshops to provide information to 
Certified Public Accountant (CPA) firms and Local Education Agencies (LEA) regarding the new performance audit 
process which began July 1, 2018 for all SFP projects funded on or after April 1, 2017 as required by Education Code 
Section 41024.

1. This Resolution is adopted by the Board for the purposes of establishing compliance with Treasury 


Regulations Section 1.150-2, and this Resolution does not bind the Board to make any additional 


apportionment, or bind the State to incur any indebtedness.  
 


2. The Board anticipates that some or all of the school districts listed on the list of “Projects” referred 


to in this Resolution will pay certain capital expenditures in connection with some or all of the 


project costs prior to the issuance of bonds by the State to pay for the grants for the projects.  The 


reimbursement of such costs is consistent with the State’s budgetary and financial circumstances, 


and in accordance with Board policy, as no other funds or accounts of the State have been 


budgeted or are available to pay the costs of the projects on either a short-term or a long-term 


basis. 


 


3. The Board, acting on behalf of the State, hereby declares that it is the State’s official intent to use 


proceeds of general obligation bonds that may become available for such purpose, consistent with 


the requirements of law that are in effect at the time the funds are available, to provide grants in 


accordance with applicable laws and regulations. 


 


4. This Resolution shall be continuously available for inspection by the general public during normal 


business hours at the offices of the Board at 707 3rd Street, West Sacramento, California, 


commencing within one week after the date of enactment of this Resolution. 


 


5. Any eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment of future funding by the Board.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


To present to the State Allocation Board (Board) a list of School Facility Program (SFP) applications for unfunded 
approval. 


DESCRIPTION 


At the January 2018 Board meeting, the Board elected to provide an increase adjustment of 4.17 percent to SFP 
projects for calendar year 2018.  The projects listed on the Attachment reflect the Board’s action of the adoption of 
the 4.17 percent increase based on the RS Means Construction Cost Index.  In addition, the project applications 
represent SFP New Construction, Modernization, Charter School and Overcrowding Relief Grant projects in date 
order of a complete application being received by the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC). 


 
AUTHORITY 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as an information list of unfunded 
projects that was created due to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment 
Account (AB 55 loans) to fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter 
#33 issued on December 18, 2008. 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states:  
 
“When the Board has no funds to apportion …, the Board will also accept and process applications for 
apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on the date the application is ready for 
Apportionment, with the exception of New Construction funding applications that utilize eligibility generated by the 
Alternative Enrollment Projection.   
 
An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement subject to adjustments in the 
New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section 1859.77.”  


 
BACKGROUND 
 


At the March 11, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board requested that Staff continue to process applications to the Board 
for unfunded approval, up to the bonding authority.  The Attachment reflects applications being presented for 
unfunded approval, including SFP modernization and new construction projects in date order of a complete 
application being received by the OPSC.  The list also includes health and safety facility hardship applications for 
funding that have been processed and are ready for approval regardless of received date.  The unfunded approval 
of the applications as reflected on the Attachment does not constitute a guarantee of future funding.

BACKGROUND 
 


The CSFP provides PAs (reservations of bond authority) for new construction and rehabilitation projects.   The PA 
for a CSFP project must be converted within a four-year period to an adjusted grant apportionment meeting all the 
School Facilities Program (SFP) criteria, unless a single one-year extension is granted. 
 


Charter schools may request the State Allocation Board (Board) approve a one-year extension.  The request will be 
approved when a charter school meets one of the following sets of criteria: 
 


• The charter school has provided evidence of both of the following: 
o The California Department of Education (CDE) has made a contingent or final approval of the 


proposed site; and, 
o The Division of the State Architect (DSA) has confirmed that the final plans for the project have been 


submitted to the DSA for review and approval. 
• Other evidence satisfactory to the Board justifying the extension. 
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/COMMENTS 
 


Nord Country School’s current conversion deadline is April 15, 2019.  Nord Country School is requesting an 
extension to this deadline in order to combine the project with a locally funded project at the site.  Nord Country 
School anticipates submitting to the Division of the Sate Architect (DSA) and California Department of Education 
(CDE) for final plan approval by December 2018, and submitting a conversion application by January 2020.  The 
new conversion deadline would be April 15, 2020. 
 
Education for Change – Lazear Charter Academy’s current conversion deadline is November 25, 2018.  Education 
for Change – Lazear Charter Academy has received final plan approval by DSA and CDE and anticipates submitting 
a conversion application by the deadline.  They are requesting an extension to accommodate any unforeseen 
delays in compiling the final application.   
 
Staff has reviewed the Charter Schools’ requests (Attachment B), which provide satisfactory evidence to justify the 
extensions.  Staff supports the Charter Schools’ requests for one-year extensions to the conversion deadlines.

A school district may apply for hardship assistance in cases of extraordinary circumstances. Extraordinary 
circumstances may include, but are not limited to, the need to repair, reconstruct, or replace the most 
vulnerable school facilities that are identified as a Category 2 building, as defined in the report submitted 
pursuant to Section 17317, determined by the department to pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its 
occupants in the event of a seismic event. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states, “A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to repair, replace, or 
construct new classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or 
the condition of the facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1) provides for Facility Hardship grant funding when: 


The facilities are needed to ensure the health and safety of the pupils if the district can demonstrate to the 
satisfaction of the Board that the health and safety of the pupils is at risk.  Factors to be considered by the 
Board shall include the close proximity to a major freeway, airport, electrical facility, high power transmission  
lines, dam, pipeline, industrial facility, adverse air quality emission or other health and safety risks, including 
structural deficiencies required by the DSA to be repaired, seismic mitigation of the Most Vulnerable  
Category 2 Buildings as verified by the DSA, traffic safety or because the pupils reside in remote areas of 
the district and transportation to existing facilities is not possible or poses a health and safety risk.  
 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A)(2) states, “If the total cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is 
greater than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost and the Application is for replacement facilities, the district 
may qualify for a grant for a new or replacement school or replacement facilities as a new construction project.”

For any project funded in whole or in part from 
Proposition 47 or Proposition 55 for which the construction contract is awarded prior to January 1, 2012, the district 
may be eligible for the funding provided to initiate and enforce a LCP as prescribed in Section 1859.78.1(a). For any 
project for which the construction contract is awarded on January 1, 2012 through June 19, 2014, the grant may be 
adjusted in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.78.1(b) and subject to the limitations established in Section 
1859.78.1(c).

Extraordinary 
circumstances may include, but are not limited to, the need to repair, reconstruct, or replace the most vulnerable 
school facilities that are identified as a Category 2 building, as defined in the report submitted pursuant to Section 
17317, determined by the department to pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its occupants in the event of a 
seismic event. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states, “A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to repair, replace, or construct new 
classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or the condition of the 
facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1) provides for Facility Hardship grant funding when: 


The facilities are needed to ensure the health and safety of the pupils if the district can demonstrate to the 
satisfaction of the Board that the health and safety of the pupils is at risk.  Factors to be considered by the Board 
shall include the close proximity to a major freeway, airport, electrical facility, high power transmission  
lines, dam, pipeline, industrial facility, adverse air quality emission or other health and safety risks, including 
structural deficiencies required by the DSA to be repaired, seismic mitigation of the Most Vulnerable  
Category 2 Buildings as verified by the DSA, traffic safety or because the pupils reside in remote areas of the district 
and transportation to existing facilities is not possible or poses a health and safety risk.  


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A)(1) states,  


If the total cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is 50 percent or less than the Current Replacement 
Cost, the district may qualify for either grant below, as applicable:  


a. Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for Rehabilitation Costs pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), 
or  
b. A grant not to exceed 50 percent of the cost estimate that has been reviewed and approved by the 
OPSC and approved by the Board for seismic repair. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(C) states, 


 The seismic mitigation projects must meet all of the following requirements:  
1. The construction contract was executed on or after May 20, 2006;  
2. The project funding provided shall be for the minimum work necessary to obtain DSA approval;  
3. The building is designed for occupancy by students and staff; and  
4. The DSA concurs with a report by a structural engineer, which identifies structural deficiencies that pose an 
unacceptable risk of injury to its occupants in a seismic event. If the unacceptable risk of injury is due to the 
presence of faulting, liquefaction or landslide, these hazards must be documented by a geologic hazards report 
prepared by an engineering geologist in accordance with California Building Code, Part 2, Chapter 18, section 
1803A and with the concurrence of the California Geological Survey.

• Added Unused School Sites (Attachment E) 
• Deleted Unused School Sites (Attachment F) 


 
DESCRIPTION 
 
 Current statute requires all school districts to report their unused sites to the Board on an annual basis.  Using 


the information provided, the school districts are assessed a fee for each unused site equal to one percent of the 
value of the site.  A school district may request a waiver or a reduction of the fee for any site, provided that the 
school district meets certain criteria for the use of the site.  School districts are also required to report any newly 
acquired site or sites that are no longer being used for school purposes.  A site may be deleted from the Unused 
Sites Program when a school district sells a site, begins construction on a site or reopens a site for school 
purposes. 


 
 This item is requesting the Board approve the nonuse payments, waivers, reduction of fees, additions and 


deletions for unused school sites as shown on the attachments.

BACKGROUND 
 


As required by law, all school districts are required to report any unused school sites to the Board annually.  
The school districts self-certify requests for waivers and reduction of fees based on certain criteria outlined in 
Education Code Section 17219.  In addition, school districts are required to report any newly acquired or 
closed school sites.  An unused school site may be deleted if a school district has sold, constructed a new 
school or reopened a previously closed school site. 
 
Funds collected by the State Controller’s Office are transferred to the State School Site Utilization Fund. 


 
STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


Unused School Site Payments 
The school districts on Attachment B are being assessed unused school site fees based on the self-
certified reports submitted to the Office of Public School Construction.  This information will authorize the 
State Controller’s Office to withhold an amount equal to the school districts’ total assessed fee, in four 
equal installments, during the months of February through May as prescribed in law.  A total of $4,230,938 
will be withheld for the Fiscal Year 2017/2018.

Waivers of Assessment of Fees for Unused School Sites 
Attachment C lists school districts that have submitted self-certified documents requesting a waiver of the 
unused school site assessment due to the State.  The school districts must meet any one of the following 
conditions to be eligible for a waiver: 


 
a. The school district has resolved to use the site for the purpose for which it was intended within a 


specified period of time (will be used within 1, 2 or 3 years); 
b. The site has a value less than the exemption amount of $47,572 for the current Fiscal Year 
 (below minimum); 
c. The school district has advertised the school site for sale and received no bids that, in the judgment 


of the Board, reflect the fair market value of the property (Attempted to sell); 
d. The site was used for at least one-half of the year for purposes as specified in law (community use, 


child care program); 
e. The site was leased for at least one-half of the year to a tenant that is paying possessory taxes on the 


site (leased to tenant); or, 
f. Nonuse payments would cause the school district to receive less than $120 per pupil in average daily 


attendance in the school district during the preceding school year (Basic Aid). 
 


Reduction of Fees for Unused School Sites 
 The school district listed on Attachment D is requesting a reduction of unused school site fees for 
 either of the following reasons as self-certified by the school district: 
 


a. The payment of bond debt service costs that are directly related to the actual construction of school 
facilities; or, 


b. A modification of the adjusted value of the site. 
 
 If the debt service amount is less than the unused school site fee assessment, the specific 
 percentage of reduction will be reflected on Attachment D. 
 
Added Unused School Sites 
 The school districts on Attachment E have reported newly acquired school sites or closed school 
 sites, as required by law.  Newly acquired school sites will not be subject to an unused school site fee 
 for a period of five years from the date of acquisition for elementary school districts with any grade 
 combination of Kindergarten (K)  through eight and for all unified school districts with sites designated for 
 K through six.  Any high school districts or unified school districts with sites designated for grades seven 
 through twelve will not be assessed an unused school site fee for a period of seven years.  Any unused  
 school site that has previously been utilized as a school but is no longer in use for school purposes, will 
 not be subject to an unused school site fee for a period of five years. 
 
Deleted Unused School Sites 
 Attachment F lists the unused school sites that have been sold, have begun or completed 
 construction, opened or reopened for school purposes, based on self-certification by the school districts.  
 These school sites will no longer be assessed an unused school site fee.

Education Code (EC) Section 17219.  (a) Whenever a school district acquires or has acquired a site for school 
purposes, as determined by the State Allocation Board, and does not use the site within (1) five years of the date of 
acquisition for the kindergarten, if any, and any of grades 1 to 8, inclusive, maintained by an elementary school 
district or a unified school district, or, (2) seven years of the date of acquisition for any of grades 7 to 12, inclusive, 
maintained by a high school district or a unified school district, or if a school district has a site at any grade level that 
has previously been used but has not been used for school purposes within the preceding five years, the school 
district shall be subject to nonuse payments, unless the State Allocation Board, from time to time, makes a 
determination that the school district will utilize the property for the purpose for which it was intended within a 
reasonable period of time, in a specific amount for each additional year in which the site is retained and not used by 
the district beyond the foregoing specified periods, except the first additional year shall be deemed to end not earlier 
than April 30, 1973. 
   (b) Payment shall not be required under this section as to any site having a value of twenty thousand dollars 
($20,000) or less. Commencing on January 1, 1988, and annually thereafter, the State Allocation Board shall 
increase this exemption figure by the amount of the current fiscal year inflation adjustment specified in Section 
42238.1, if any. 
   (c) The payments required shall be computed by the Executive Officer of the State Allocation Board and certified to 
the Controller, and payments shall be equal to one one-hundredth (1/100) of the original purchase price of the site 
modified by either a factor reflecting the change in assessed value of all lands in the state from the date of purchase 
of the site to the current date or any other factor that in the determination of the State Allocation Board is applicable 
to the site under consideration. 
   (d) Whenever the State Allocation Board has determined that a school district in good faith has, within the 
preceding year, advertised the schoolsite for sale to the highest bidder pursuant to the provisions of Article 4 
(commencing with Section 17455) of Chapter 4 of Part 10.5 and has received no bids that in the judgment of the 
State Allocation Board reflect the fair market value of the property, the Executive Officer of the State Allocation Board 
shall not compute any nonuse payments for the site for a period of one year beyond the date of the determination. 
   (e) Nonuse payments shall not be required for any year with respect to a schoolsite that for one-half or more of the 
number of days of that year has been utilized for any of the following purposes: 
   (1) By the school district, or by any other governmental entity pursuant to agreement with the school district, for 
school purposes, for use as a civic center, or for community playground, playing field, or other outdoor recreational 
purposes. "Civic center," for this purpose, means a site used for one or more of the purposes described in Section 
40041. 
   (2) By the State Allocation Board, pursuant to agreement with the school district, for the storage of emergency 
portable classrooms. 
   (3) By the school district, or by any other public or private entity pursuant to agreement with the school district, for 
the operation of a child care program. 
   (f) Nonuse payments shall not be required for any year with respect to a schoolsite that was leased at least one-
half of the days in that year in a manner that subjected the site to property taxes equal to the taxes that would have 
been paid if the site had been sold. 
 
 
EC Section 17221.  The amount of any nonuse payments required of any school district under Section 17219 shall 
be reduced, without regard to fiscal year, by the amount of the proceeds, resulting from the lease of district property 
that is subject to that section, that are expended by the district the payment of bond debt service costs that are 
directly related to the actual construction of school facilities. 
 
EC Section 17222.  The Controller shall, during the next fiscal year following that in which the Executive Officer of 
the State Allocation Board certifies to him or her the amount of payment, deduct the total amount of the payment of 
each district in equal amounts from each of the February, March, April and May installments of the apportionments 
made to the district from the State School Fund under Sections 46304, 46305, and 41050, Sections 41330 to 41343, 
inclusive, and Sections 41600 to 41972, inclusive, whichever are in effect. However, in no event shall the deductions 
exceed an amount which would result in a district's receiving, in any school year, from the State School Fund, less 
than one hundred twenty dollars ($120) per pupil in average daily attendance in the district during the preceding 
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school year. On order of the Controller, the amount so deducted shall be transferred to the State School Site 
Utilization Fund which is hereby created. 
 
EC Section 17223.  (a) Whenever a school district has either begun to use an unused site or has sold that site within 
two years of the date the Controller, pursuant to Section 17222, has deducted a certified nonuse payment from the 
district's State School Fund apportionment, the State Allocation Board shall certify that fact to the Controller.  The 
Controller shall then cease to withhold any additional payments and shall return to the district from the State School 
Site Utilization Fund the payments, without interest, which had been withheld for the particular site during the prior 
fiscal year and the current fiscal year. 
   (b) If the school district begins to use or has sold the site more than two years after the aforesaid date, the State 
Allocation Board shall so certify to the Controller and no further payments shall be withheld as specified in Section 
17222. 
 
EC Section 17224.  Any funds in the State School Site Utilization Fund, including interest, that are not subject to 
return to a school district pursuant to Section 17223 shall revert to the Deferred Maintenance Fund.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 
 


To present the District’s request to approve an application for funding based on eligibility generated from an 
enrollment period that differs from the enrollment period in which the application was processed.  


 
DESCRIPTION 


 
The District is requesting the Board’s approval of a new construction project for approximately $3.3 million in State 
funding for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB55 Loans). The District had sufficient new construction 
eligibility for the project at the time the funding application was submitted in October 2013, but did not have 
sufficient eligibility at the time of initial processing during the 2017/18 enrollment year. Thus the District is 
requesting to use its new construction eligibility that was available at the time of application submittal to support 
its request for new construction funding. If the first proposal is not granted, the District has requested to use 
projected enrollment for 2018/19 to generate the eligibility needed to fund the project.

BACKGROUND 
 


Ross Valley School District is located in Marin County and based on its enrollment of less than 2,501 is considered a 
Small School District for purposes of the School Facility Program (SFP). In April 2010, the Board approved the 
establishment of New Construction eligibility for the District based on 2008/09 enrollment. The resulting new 
construction eligibility was as follows: 
 


Ross Valley Established Eligibility (April 2010) 
K-6 7-8 9-12 Non-Severe Severe

As a Small School District, per SFP Regulation Section 1859.51, this eligibility was locked for three years until October 
31, 2013. On October 28, 2013, the District submitted an Application for Funding (Form SAB 50-04) for the construction 
of nine classrooms using 189 K-6 pupils and 19 Non-Severe pupils. At the time, new construction bond authority was 
exhausted and the application was placed on the Applications Received Beyond Bond Authority (ARBBA) List. In 
accordance with SFP Regulations, the District submitted the required board resolution acknowledging the following 
along with its application for funding: 


 
• That the remaining SFP bond authority is currently exhausted for the funds being requested on these 


applications. 
• That the State of California is not expected nor obligated to provide funding for the projects and the 


acceptance of the applications does not provide a guarantee of future State funding. 
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BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 


• That any future State bond measures for the SFP may not provide funds for the applications being 
submitted. 


• That criteria under a future State school facilities program may be substantially different that the current 
SFP. The District’s Approved Application(s) may be returned. 


• That they are electing to commence any pre-construction or construction activities at the District’s discretion 
and that the State is not responsible for any pre-construction or construction activities. 


 
In November 2016 voters approved the Kindergarten Through Community College Public Education Facilities Bond 
Act of 2016 (Proposition 51) which provided $3 billion for new construction. 
 
Demonstration of Need for New Construction Projects 
At the June 5, 2017 meeting the Board took action to move all projects from the ARBBA List to OPSC’s workload 
list and require districts to update new construction eligibility for the enrollment year in which the application is 
processed by OPSC in order to demonstrate a current need for additional classrooms. The enrollment updates 
originally submitted with districts’ funding applications represented eligibility or facility needs at that time. After 
Proposition 51 passed, the Board wanted to ensure that new bond funds were provided only for new construction 
projects with current eligibility needs. At the same meeting, the Board stated that it would consider appeals on a 
case-by-case basis for districts whose project(s) is deemed ineligible or eligible for less funding than originally 
requested due to updated eligibility information.  
 
In accordance with the Board’s action, districts are required to submit an Enrollment Certification/Projection (Form 
SAB 50-01) to update their eligibility within 90 days of receiving notification from OPSC that a project will be 
processed. On December 4, 2017, OPSC notified the District that its project was scheduled to be processed and 
a Form SAB 50-01 for the 2017/18 enrollment period must be submitted. OPSC received the District’s Form SAB 
50-01 on February 2, 2018. Upon processing, OPSC determined that the District could no longer demonstrate the 
eligibility to support its funding application, as there was no longer a projection of unhoused pupils that exceeded 
the District’s facility capacity. In response, the District submitted a School District Appeal Request (Form SAB 189) 
for the Board’s consideration.  
 
During the appeal review process, the current year enrollment data for 2018/19 became available. To demonstrate 
a current need for facilities, the District submitted a 2018/19 enrollment projection that, if approved, would generate 
approximately 82 percent of the eligibility that was originally requested on the funding application for the project, 
which represents 155 K-6 and 15 Non-Severe pupil grants.  
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


At the time of original submittal of the funding application in 2013, the District had sufficient new construction 
eligibility to support the project at White Hill Middle School. Because Ross Valley is a Small School District, the 
2013 funding application was based on 2008/09 eligibility and was still available for the District to use for its funding 
application based on the statutory and regulatory provisions that allow Small School Districts to lock eligibility in 
place for up to 3 years. Although the enrollment update submitted to OPSC for the 2017/18 enrollment year reflects 
a negative amount of new construction eligibility, the District’s enrollment has since increased and the District 
anticipates that it will continue to grow. Therefore, the District is requesting Board approval to use the eligibility it 
had in 2013 when OPSC received the funding application. The District and Staff Positions presented below include 
an overview and analysis of the factors related to the change in the District’s eligibility for the Board’s consideration.

District Position 
 


The full text of the District’s request is included as Attachment B. 
 


Staff Position 
 


The District submitted a funding application for a new construction project on October 28, 2013 requesting to use 
189 K-6 and 19 Non-Severe pupil grants for the construction of seven 7-8 classrooms and two non-severe special 
education classrooms. Because the District did not have new construction eligibility in the 7-8 grade level, it 
requested K-6 pupil grants as allowed by the program. On the submittal date, the District had the new construction 
eligibility necessary to support the project. In accordance with the Board’s action on June 5, 2017, all new 
construction projects must be justified by a current enrollment projection in the same enrollment reporting year in 
which the application for funding is processed to ensure that the district is receiving funding based on a current 
need.  
 


Since OPSC began reviewing the appeal, the 2018/19 enrollment period began on November 1, 2018. A review 
of the District’s 2018/19 enrollment update demonstrates that the District would have approximately 82 percent of 
the eligibility and approximately 97 percent of the funding it would have received for the project if it had been 
funded in 2013. The following table presents a comparison of the funding options presented in this item. 
 
 


 
 
 
 
 
 
 
If the SAB approves the District’s Appeal Request, the District would receive $481,467 more than staff’s supported 
Board Option #1 (not including site development grants).

Staff will present the appropriate site 
development funding amounts at a future Board meeting, if necessary.  


 
Enrollment Projections & Cohort Method 
To determine new construction eligibility, a district must demonstrate that existing seating capacity within a district 
is insufficient to house the anticipated future enrollment generated by the enrollment projection on the Form SAB 
50-01 using the Cohort Survival Enrollment Projection (Cohort) method. The Cohort is the mathematical means 
used to determine a district’s enrollment projection. It estimates what a district’s enrollment will be in five or 10 
years by observing the trend of enrollment (increasing or decreasing) between grade levels, projecting that the 
same trend will continue for five or 10 years. This provides districts with the ability to plan future construction 
activities accordingly. If a district is experiencing a declining enrollment trend, any enrollment projections submitted 
during that time of decline would likely result in a downward projection of a district’s future eligibility. If enrollment

is trending upwards it is likely that a district’s eligibility would increase to account for the projected number of 
additional pupils. 
 
Analysis of the District’s New Construction Eligibility 
The District established eligibility in the 2008/09 enrollment period with a total of enrollment of 1,935 K-8 pupils. 
The District experienced enrollment growth until the 2016/17 enrollment period when it experienced declines for 
two consecutive years; a decline of 95 pupils the first year and 15 pupils the second year. Then in the 2018/19 
enrollment period, the District experienced a 38 pupil increase. These enrollment fluctuations had corresponding 
impacts on the District’s overall enrollment projection for each of those years. The graph below demonstrates that 
the District’s resulting eligibility was declining and with two consecutive years of increased enrollment, the District’s 
enrollment is now on an upward trend. 


 


 
 


Alternative Request - Use of 2018/19 Enrollment 
While the District has requested the Board to consider allowing it to use its eligibility at the time of the application 
submittal, as an alternative the District has also requested the Board to use the 2018/19 enrollment projection to 
generate the eligibility needed to qualify its project for SFP funding. At the time of processing in April 2018, the 
District submitted, and Staff processed, the District’s 2017/18 enrollment projection, as required. As shown above, 
this resulted in a negative adjustment to the new construction eligibility baseline and the District no longer having 
sufficient eligibility to apply for SFP funding. As OPSC continued with the appeal process, the District’s 2018/19 
enrollment data became available on November 1. Thus, OPSC requested the data for comparison. The increased 
enrollment from 2017/18 to 2018/19 would result in positive new construction eligibility in the K-6 and Special Day 
Class grade levels. If approved, the District would have sufficient eligibility to justify 82 percent of the pupil grants 
originally requested as shown in the table below.

Status of the Project 
The District’s new construction project is complete and began housing students December 4, 2013 after the 
application was submitted to OPSC. To fund the project at White Hill Middle School, the District raised funds locally 
through a school district bond (Measure A) to cover the total cost of $24.4 million. The District states that if it does 
not receive this new construction funding it will not be able to complete other projects within the District that were 
part of its local bond. 
 
Conclusion 
Staff is providing the Board with options below to address the District’s requests. Staff only supports Option 1 as 
it provides funding based on current enrollment (18/19) projections to generate the eligibility for facility needs using 
methodologies supported by SFP Regulations and Board action. This option conforms with the Board’s intention 
of funding projects based on current facility needs at the time of application processing.  
 
If action is not taken the Form SAB 50-04 would be returned/revoked without further Board action. 


 
BOARD OPTIONS 
 


Pursuant to the Rules and Procedures of the State Allocation Board, “Staff is providing the following options for 
the Board’s consideration. A positive vote by six members is required for the Board to take action that is an 
alternative to Staff’s administrative action. Absent a positive vote by six members of the Board, Staff’s 
administrative action will stand and the school district’s appeal will be considered closed.” 
 
Two options for the Board’s consideration are presented on the following page.   
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BOARD OPTIONS (cont.) 


 


Option 1 


Approve the District’s alternative request for use of pupil grant eligibility based on the current 2018/19 enrollment 


period for the New Construction funding application at White Hill Middle School. 


 


Considerations: 


 District would receive approximately $2,131,460, absent site development, if funded at 2018 per-pupil 


grant level. 


 District would be funded based on current need and consistent with the Board’s action taken on June 5, 


2017. 


 If the project were approved for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) in 2018 using 


currently available eligibility, the District would receive approximately $71,000 less than if it had been 


processed and funded in 2013. 


 Appeal process resulted in a new enrollment period starting and 2018/19 enrollment data becoming 


available. 


 


 


Option 2 


Approve the District’s request to use pupil grant eligibility available at the time of application submittal (2013) for 


the New Construction funding application at White Hill Middle School. 


 


Considerations: 


 District would receive approximately $2,612,927, absent site development, if funded at 2018 per-pupil 


grant level. 


 Project would be funded based on facility needs from a 2008/09 enrollment projection as opposed to 


current facility needs, which would not comply with the action taken by the Board on June 5, 2017. 


 If the project were approved for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) in 2018, the 


District would receive approximately $411,000 more than what it would have been eligible for in 2013.  


 District would receive approximately $481,000 more than Staff’s supported Option 1 above. 


 


 


 


BOARD ACTION 


 


In considering this Item, the Board approved Option #1, which approved the District’s alternative request for 


use of pupil grant eligibility based on the current 2018/19 enrollment period for the New Construction funding 


application at White Hill Middle School. 
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ATTACHMENT A 


 


AUTHORITY 


 


Education Code (EC) Section 17071.75 states in part: 


After a one-time initial report of existing school building capacity has been completed, the ongoing eligibility of a 


school district for new construction funding shall be determined by making all of the following calculations: 


(a) A school district that applies to receive funding for new construction shall use the following methods to determine 


projected enrollment: 


… 
(g) For a school district with an enrollment of 2,500 or less, an adjustment in enrollment projections shall not result in 


a loss of ongoing eligibility to that school district for a period of three years from the date of the approval of eligibility 


by the board. 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 Definitions states in part: 


… 


“Small School District” means a school district with current districtwide enrollment reported in Part A, the continuation 


high pupils reported in Part C, and the Special Day Class pupils reported in Part D on the latest Form SAB 50-01, 


used to determine or adjust the district’s baseline eligibility pursuant to Sections 1859.50 and 1859.51 or submitted 


separately to the OPSC, that is 2,500 or less. 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.51(j) Adjustments to the New Construction Baseline Eligibility states:  


… 


(j) For Small School Districts:  


(1) Decreased by any reduction in projected enrollment that follows a three-year period after the district’s eligibility 


was approved by the Board, and either (A) or (B), as applicable:  


(A) Increased/decreased by changes in projected enrollment in the 2016/2017 enrollment year using a fifth-year  


projection or a tenth-year projection if the Form SAB 50-01 was received at OPSC by October 31, 2017.  


(B) Increased/decreased by changes in projected enrollment in subsequent enrollment reporting years following  


2016/2017 using a fifth-year projection or a tenth-year projection.  


(2) If the Small School District does not submit an adjustment under (A) or (B) prior to OPSC notification of its  


schedule to begin processing the School District’s request for new construction funding that was received by  


OPSC on or after November 1, 2012, then the requirements of (e) shall apply.

REASON FOR APPEAL 
 
On June 5, 2017, the State Allocation Board (“Board” or “SAB”) amended policies to require 
certain schools districts to update their eligibility during the year their applications are processed, 
as opposed to the year of submission, as had been the past practice since 1998. The Board 
recognized that enrollment projections—especially in small school districts—fluctuate significantly, 
meaning some districts may lose eligibility, even if they have raised local funds to construct their 
facilities. As such, the Board specifically requested that any school district harmed by this new 
policy file an appeal to address the Board on a case-by-case basis. 
 
In every way, the loss of eligibility at the Ross Valley School District’s (“District”) exemplifies the 
concerns raised by the Board. Ross Valley is a small school district that raised revenue locally to 
construct critically-needed facilities and, as promised to our community, subsequently applied for 
state matching funds in 2013. We understood there was no guarantee of a future state bond. But 
we could not have predicted the Board’s policy change would coincide with an anomalous enroll-
ment fluctuation, which has resulted in nearly three-million dollars of expected reimbursements 
vanishing. 
 
For the reasons described herein, the Ross Valley School District respectfully requests the SAB 
provide an unfunded approval for the White Hill Middle School project, Office of Public School 
Construction (“OPSC”) Application Number 50/75002-00-002, utilizing the eligibility in effect at 
the time we submitted our application for new construction funding or using the alternative as 
described below. 
 


BACKGROUND 
 
District determination of eligibility 
 
On April 28, 2010, the SAB approved the request of Ross Valley School District, a small school 
district, to establish its baseline eligibility for new construction funds. The projection of enrollment 
is determined using the state’s “cohort survival enrollment projection system.”1 The eligibility 
approved was:

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Based on the School Facilities Program (“Program”) regulations in effect at that time, the District’s 
eligibility was protected, or “locked-in,” for a period of three years from that date since it was a 
small school district with an enrollment of 2,500 or fewer pupils. 2 The District retained its eligibility 
for any application filed on or before November 1, 2013. 
 
District application for funding 
 
On October 28, 2013, the District filed a request for $3.2 million in new construction funds, based 
on its locked-in eligibility, for the addition of nine classrooms at the White Hill Middle School. The 
request reflected 189 pupil grants in the K-6 category and 19 pupil grants for non-severe special 
education students. Since there was no new construction bond authority available at the time, 
the application was placed on the “Applications Received Beyond Bond Authority List,” or 
“Acknowledged List,” an informational list that is not processed for approval or apportionment by 
the OPSC.   
 
Relevant changes to the School Facilities Program 
 
Between the time the application for funding was filed in 2013 and when the OPSC began its 
review in 2018, two significant changes to the Program had occurred.  
 
First, voters approved the Kindergarten Through Community College Public Education Facilities 
Bond Act of 2016 (“Proposition 51”) to replenish the Program with $7 billion for K-12 school 
facilities projects. The Proposition required the apportionment of funds to be based on the laws 
in effect as they read on January 1, 2015.3 
 
Second, on June 5, 2017, the Board approved changes to the Program by requiring districts on 
the Acknowledged List to reestablish their new construction eligibility “for the current enrollment 
year,” rather than basing eligibility on the year in which the application is received by the OPSC.4 
 
Importantly, the Board adopted a caveat to the above rule:  
 


[S]chool districts could address the SAB on a case-by-case basis based on OPSC’s 
determination that a project is deemed ineligible or eligible for less funding than 
originally requested due to updated eligibility information. School districts would 
be able to appeal and have the SAB consider those issues.5 


 
The SAB also approved some flexibility in the Program by allowing small school districts to reset 
the three-year lock using the 2016–2017 enrollment year, so long as the request was made by

Effects of Program changes to District 
 
On December 4, 2017, the OPSC notified the District that it would be processing the District’s 
request for new construction funding. As part of the notification, and in accordance with the SAB’s 
policy change, OPSC requested the District update its eligibility for new construction funds utilizing 
2017–2018 enrollment data. 
 
The District’s updated enrollment projection eliminated approximately $3 million in state matching 
funding – nearly all of our $3.2 million in expected funding. This eligibility loss represents 12% 
percent of Ross Valley’s General Fund and 10,000% percent of Ross Valley’s Capital Facilities 
Funds.  
 


DISTRICT POSITION 
 
When the Board invited appeals from districts harmed by the new requirement for updated eligi-
bility, it may well have imagined a response from a district just like Ross Valley. Our small school 
district’s current and drastic loss of eligibility is a direct result of an enrollment decline that oc-
curred between the 2015–2016 and 2016–2017 enrollment years. This drop was anomalous and 
inexplicable. 
 
For the following reasons, we respectfully request the Board provide an unfunded approval for 
the White Hill Middle School project using the eligibility in effect at the time we submitted our 
application. 
 


I. The District’s 2017–2018 eligibility inaccurately reflects its actual need for pupil hous-
ing due to an anomalous enrollment drop that occurred in the 2016–2017 year.   
 


II. The unique circumstances at Ross Valley exemplify the concerns that motivated the 
Board to allow districts to appeal if they were harmed by the policy change. 


  
III. The Education Code and corresponding regulations require that Ross Valley be granted 


new construction funding based on its 2013 eligibility. 
 
In the alternative, we respectfully request the Board to allow the District to use its 2018–2019 
eligibility using the state’s projection system which reflects the District’s current-year need for 
pupil housing. 
 
A more detailed explanation of our position follows. 
 


* * * 
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I. The District’s 2017–2018 eligibility inaccurately reflects its actual need for 
pupil housing due to an anomalous enrollment drop that occurred in the 
2016–2017 year.   
 


Ross Valley’s updated eligibility has been distorted by a recent, anomalous decline between the 
2015–2016 and 2016–2017 enrollment years which results in a lack of eligibility for nearly the 
entire project at White Hill Middle School. Ross Valley’s 2017–2018 eligibility under the Board’s 
new policy is dramatically smaller than the robust eligibility we expected when we submitted our 
application in 2013 using the 2008-2009 enrollment projections.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The enrollment decline between 2015–2016 and 2016–2017 was the most dramatic swing in 
District enrollment projections on record. But the numbers have since stabilized, and as depicted 
below using the state’s enrollment projection system for future years, the enrollment will continue 
to grow as the District has experienced in the almost last two decades.

Anomalous Year of Decline

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In fact, the District is able to demonstrate eligibility for the entire project in the 2013-2014 year, 
as well as for a portion of the project using the current 2018–2019 enrollment, both using the 
state’s enrollment projection system.  
 


 
The current 2018–2019 projections to determine the District’s eligibility does not fully result in 
eligibility for all of the grants requested because the anomalous decline between the 2015–2016 
and 2016–2017 enrollment years is still impacting the projections, albeit less so. However, if the 
anomalous decline between the 2015–2016 and 2016–2017 enrollment years is excluded from 
the projections as it is with the 2013-2014 projections, or by forecasting the 2019-2020 projec-
tions of eligibility, the District is able to justify almost the entire project because the anomalous 
enrollment decline is not factored into the projections. The exclusion of this anomalous decline 
demonstrates its enormous and negative impact on the District’s eligibility.   
 
The District is using its facilities to the fullest. A new charter school is housed within eight class-
rooms at the White Hill Middle School campus and it is experiencing enrollment growth, which 
will add to Ross Valley’s enrollment totals. In the last decade, the school site’s enrollment has 
mushroomed from 561 students to 904, a 61% increase. In the last five years alone, the school 
site’s enrollment has grown from a total of 622 students to 904, a dramatic 45% increase.  
  


 
II. The unique circumstances at Ross Valley exemplify the concerns that moti-


vated the Board to allow districts to appeal if they were harmed by the policy 
change. 


 
In almost every respect, Ross Valley’s loss of eligibility is emblematic of the Board’s apprehension 
regarding the updated eligibility requirement’s potential to harm districts in unfair ways. Notwith-
standing the new policy, the Board Chair and other Members urged the OPSC to provide “explicit 
directions” to ensure that the “projects that might be ineligible because the eligibility requirements 
would come to us on appeal at the next available meeting.”6 This caveat was inspired by a number 
of concerns, all of which apply to Ross Valley’s appeal.

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Board Concern #1: 
Districts that prefunded their projects had “applied in good faith”7 and “played by 


the rules,”8 but, absent reimbursement, would be left “out in the wind.”9 
 
Even before Ross Valley submitted its application in 2013, we knew we needed to build critically-
needed facilities, even if it meant waiting for a state reimbursement. We raised funds locally 
through “Measure A”10 and prefunded construction at White Hills Middle School at a cost of $24.4 
million. Our community fronted the costs on the fair assumption that the state would provide 
matching grants if the program were to continue. Under the Board’s new rules, however, the 
District must now (somehow) find the means to pay for the loss in state funding.  
 
In our small district, the lost funding (approximately $3 million) is equal to 12% of our General 
Fund and 10,000% of our Capital Facilities Funds with just $30,000 currently available. Our cur-
rent outstanding bonded indebtedness is approximately 60% of our capacity, limiting our ability 
to attempt another bond. There is no way we will be able to carry out the other important projects 
listed in Measure A.  
 
We are also concerned the new eligibility policy will cause the District to lose credibility and trust 
with our community, as our Measure A ballot summary stated we would qualify for state matching 
grants. While we were very clear in the supporting bond language11 that completion of all projects 
would be affected by the District’s receipt of state matching funds and subject to appropriation 
by the Legislature or approval of a statewide bond measure, we ultimately demonstrated our 
eligibility. Our bond language was based on laws and regulations that clearly announced our 
eligibility would be based on the date an application is filed, not when the application is processed. 
 
Like any prudent district, we understood there was no guarantee of a future state bond. But we 
could not have predicted the Board’s policy change would coincide with an anomalous enrollment 
fluctuation, which has resulted in nearly three-million dollars of expected reimbursements van-
ishing. 
 


Board Concern #2: 
The “unknown” number of districts that may be injured when required to update 


their eligibility – particularly small school districts.12 
 
The Board acknowledged their decision to require updated eligibility would adversely impact an 
unknown number of districts, so it left open the door to appeals. Ross Valley is one of those 
“unknown” districts adversely impacted by the new policy.

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Like many small school districts, Ross Valley is susceptible to disproportionately large fluctuations 
in enrollment. When the SAB Program Review Committee studied the issue of new construction 
eligibility in 2012, they underscored the point: “It is possible that small school districts can be 
disadvantaged by their size when submitting enrollment projections. Even small fluctuations can 
cause a dramatic change in a district’s projected enrollment and eligibility.”13 This potential for 
one unusual year to distort an enrollment forecast was the rationale for allowing small districts to 
lock in their eligibility for three years. 
 
At the June 5, 2017, Board Meeting, the impact to small school districts was a natural issue for 
the Board, given our more limited resources and enrollment fluctuations. Ross Valley’s circum-
stances bear out this legitimate concern. 
 


Board Concern #3 
A district’s reasonable expectations of receiving funding based on the district’s eligi-


bility in the year of application. 
 
Since the inception of the School Facilities Program in 1998, school districts have counted on the 
Program’s long-standing policy of calculating district eligibility in the year an application is re-
ceived.14 The Board’s past practices have consistently and reliably applied these statutory and 
regulatory requirements to district applications. But in June 2017, the SAB revised its policies by 
requiring districts to have eligibility for new construction funding at the time an application is 
processed. This could not have been predicted by Ross Valley.  
 
School districts plan their projects years in advance, and unexpected changes, such as the incon-
sistent application of the law and regulations, create serious fiscal distress for districts. A major 
role of the SAB is to establish consistent and predictable practices that help school districts plan 
for their financial futures and facility needs. 
 


III. The Education Code and corresponding regulations require that Ross Valley 
be granted new construction funding based on our 2013 eligibility. 


 
When Ross Valley submitted its application in 2013, the Education Code and its corresponding 
regulations all pointed to the same fact: A district’s eligibility for new construction funding is 
established at time the district applies for the funding, not at the time the district’s application is 
processed. These rules were preserved by Proposition 51, which required its bond revenue to be 
apportioned based on the Chapter 12.5 statutory scheme “as it read on January 1, 2015.” 15 
 
The Education Code’s “year of application” methodology for determining eligibility arises in mul-
tiple times throughout the Chapter. For example, with respect to new construction eligibility pro-
jections, the Code mandates that a “school district shall calculate enrollment projections for the 
fifth year beyond the fiscal year in which the application is made.”16 Likewise, a “school district 
that applies to receive funding for new construction shall use the following methods to determine

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projected enrollment.” 17 The enrollment projection is again a function of when the district “ap-
plies,” not when its application is processed. 
 
Proposition 51 prohibits the Board from redesigning eligibility rules in any way that differs from 
the Chapter 12.5 rules as of January 1, 2015. The appropriate enrollment projections were es-
tablished when we demonstrated sufficient eligibility for new construction funding in 2013.  
 
The Program’s regulations also support our understanding of the Education Code, as it read on 
January 1, 2015. Any funding application that had not received an approval would “receive fund-
ing under the provisions of the regulations that were in effect when the application was submitted 
to the OPSC.”18 The regulations in effect (2 Cal. Code Regs. § 1859.51, subd. (j)) therefore pre-
served Ross Valley’s eligibility status at the higher amounts.19 
 
By incorporating previously established rules, Proposition 51 necessitates that Ross Valley be 
granted new construction funding based on its eligibility in 2013. 
 


CONCLUSION 
 
We are a small school district that raised revenue locally to construct critically-needed facilities, 
and to maximize its resources, applied for state funds in 2013 as promised to our community. 
The Board’s June 5, 2017 decision to require school districts to reestablish their eligibility resulted 
in significant losses to our district. The losses arise from an anomalous decline in enrollment that 
has since corrected course. We request to use our previous eligibility for new construction be-
cause the Board’s amended policy has had a deleterious effect on the ability of our district, and 
likely other small school districts, to plan for and count on state facility funding.  
 
We, therefore, respectfully request the SAB provide an unfunded approval for our project utilizing 
the District’s eligibility at the time we submitted our application to the OPSC for new construction 
funding.  
 
In the alternative, we request the Board to allow the District to use its 2018–2019 eligibility using 
the state’s projection system which reflects the District’s current-year need for pupil housing.

The District qualifies for Financial Hardship pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.81(c)(4). The District has 
demonstrated that it is financially unable to provide all or a part of the matching funds and is levying the developer 
fees or equal alternative revenue source justified by law.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


To present the District’s request to approve two applications for funding based on an enrollment period that differs 
from the enrollment period in which the application was processed. 


DESCRIPTION 


The District is requesting the Board’s approval of a new construction project, that consists of two funding 
applications for the construction of 12 classrooms and a gymnasium for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of 
AB55 Loans). The District had sufficient new construction eligibility for the project at the time the funding 
applications were submitted in April 2014, but did not have the eligibility required to qualify for SFP funding at the 
time the full funding applications were processed in April 2018. Thus, the District is requesting to use its new 
construction eligibility that was available at the time of application submittal to support its request for new 
construction funding. 


AUTHORITY

BACKGROUND 


Island Union Elementary is located in Kings County and based on its enrollment of less than 2,501 is considered 
a Small School District for purposes of the School Facility Program (SFP). In April 2011, the Board approved the 
establishment of New Construction eligibility for the District based on the 2010/11 enrollment period. As a Small 
School District, its eligibility (listed below) was locked for three years until October 31, 2014.

In August 2012, per the District’s approved Financial Hardship status, design funding was apportioned in the 
amount of $1.6 million to plan for the construction of 18 classrooms. In April 2014, the District submitted two full 
funding applications for the project prior to the three-year lock expiring. The two funding applications were 
structured as follows: the first application included eight classrooms and a gymnasium using 236 K-6 and 81 7-8 
pupil grants, and the second application included four classrooms using 100 K-6 pupil grants. Due to the District’s 
Financial Hardship status and absent SFP funding, the District did not have the funds to continue with the project. 
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BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 


At that time, new construction bond authority was exhausted and the applications were placed on the Applications 
Received Beyond Bond Authority (ARBBA) List. In accordance with SFP Regulations, the District submitted the 
required board resolution acknowledging the following along with its application for funding: 
 


• That the remaining SFP bond authority is currently exhausted for the funds being requested on these 
applications. 


• That the State of California is not expected nor obligated to provide funding for the projects and the 
acceptance of the applications does not provide a guarantee of future State funding. 


• That any future State bond measures for the SFP may not provide funds for the applications being 
submitted. 


• That criteria under a future State school facilities program may be substantially different that the current 
SFP. The District’s Approved Application(s) may be returned. 


• That they are electing to commence any pre-construction or construction activities at the District’s 
discretion and that the State is not responsible for any pre-construction or construction activities. 


 
In November 2016 voters approved the Kindergarten Through Community College Public Education Facilities 
Bond Act of 2016 (Proposition 51) which provided $3 billion for new construction. 
 
Demonstration of Need for New Construction Projects 
At the June 5, 2017 meeting, the Board took action to move all projects from the ARBBA List to OPSC’s workload 
list and require districts to update new construction eligibility for the enrollment year in which the application is 
processed by OPSC in order to demonstrate current need for additional classrooms. The enrollment updates 
originally submitted with districts’ funding applications represented eligibility or facility needs at that time. After 
Proposition 51 passed, the Board wanted to ensure that new bond funds were provided only for new construction 
projects with current facility needs. At the same meeting, the Board stated that it would consider appeals on a 
case-by-case basis for districts whose project(s) is deemed ineligible or eligible for less funding than originally 
requested due to updated eligibility information.  
 
In accordance with the Board’s action, districts are required to submit an Enrollment Certification/Projection (Form 
SAB 50-01) to update their eligibility within 90 days of receiving notification from OPSC that a project will be 
processed. During the notification period for this project, the District submitted the Form SAB 50-01 for the 2017/18 
enrollment period. Upon processing, OPSC determined that the District could no longer demonstrate sufficient 
eligibility to support the funding applications. In response, the District submitted a School District Appeal Request 
(Form SAB 189) to use the eligibility it had at the time the funding applications were submitted to OPSC.  
 
During the appeal review process, the current year enrollment data for the 2018/19 enrollment period became 
available. To demonstrate a current need for facilities, the District submitted a 2018/19 enrollment projection that, 
if approved, would generate approximately 97 percent of the funding that could have been requested on the 
applications requesting full funding for the project.  
 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 
 


When the District submitted its application for design funds, it had sufficient new construction eligibility to support 
the project at Island Elementary School. Because Island Elementary is a Small School District, the full funding 
applications submitted in 2014 were based on 2010/11 eligibility in accordance with the statutory Small School 
District three-year eligibility lock. The initial enrollment update submitted to OPSC for the 2017/18 enrollment 
period did not generate sufficient new construction eligibility to qualify the project for SFP funding. Therefore, the 
District is requesting the Board’s approval to use the eligibility it had in 2014 when OPSC received the full funding

applications. However, the 2018/19 enrollment has since become available and supports 97 percent of the funding 
the District could have requested when the full funding applications were submitted. The District and Staff Positions 
presented below include an overview and analysis of the factors related to the change in the District’s eligibility for 
the Board’s consideration.  


 
District Position 


 
The full text of the District’s request is included as Attachment B. 


 
Staff Position 
 
In April 2014, the District submitted two funding applications for its project at Island Elementary School. The first 
application (50/63933-00-001) consisted of construction of eight classrooms and a gymnasium/multi-use facility 
requesting a total of 236 K-6 and 81 7-8 pupil grants. The second application (50/63933-00-002) consisted of 
construction of four K-6 classrooms requesting 100 K-6 pupil grants. OPSC has determined that the District’s 
second application is ineligible for funding for reasons not associated with the new construction eligibility 
adjustment that is the topic of this appeal, therefore, the following analysis compares potential funding for the first 
project only. 
 
OPSC began processing the District’s applications in February 2018. The District submitted a 2017/18 enrollment 
adjustment which resulted in the District no longer qualifying for SFP funding. Since OPSC began reviewing the 
appeal, the 2018/19 enrollment period began on November 1, 2018. A review of the District’s 2018/19 enrollment 
update demonstrates that the District would have 234 K-6 and 75 7-8 pupil grants available to use, which equates 
to approximately 97 percent of the total amount of funding the District is requesting in its appeal for application 
50/63933-00-001 or up to 13 classrooms when comparing to SFP loading standards. The following table presents 
a comparison of the funding options presented in this item. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
If the Board approved the District’s Appeal Request, the District would receive approximately $97,000 more than 
Staff’s supported Board Option #1 (not including site development grants), as shown below.

Enrollment Projections & Cohort Method 
To determine new construction eligibility, a district must demonstrate that existing seating capacity within the 
district is insufficient to house the anticipated future enrollment generated by the enrollment projection on the Form 
SAB 50-01 using the Cohort Survival Enrollment Projection (Cohort) method. The Cohort is the mathematical 
means used to determine a district’s enrollment projection. It estimates what a district’s enrollment will be in five 
or 10 years by observing the trend of enrollment (increasing or decreasing) between grade levels, projecting that 
the same trend will continue for five or 10 years. This provides districts with the ability to plan future construction 
activities accordingly. If a district is experiencing a declining enrollment trend, any enrollment projections submitted 
during that time of decline would likely result in a downward projection of a district’s future eligibility. If enrollment 
is trending upwards it is likely that a district’s eligibility would increase to account for the projected number of 
additional pupils.  
 
Analysis of the District’s New Construction Eligibility 
For grades K-5 the projection basis is the current kindergarten enrollment. Kindergarten is calculated by comparing 
the current kindergarten enrollment to the previous year’s kindergarten enrollment, whereas all other grades 
compare to the previous year’s enrollment of the grade level below. That is because there is no pre-school data 
to compare kindergarten enrollment to. In calculating the average change for each grade level the Cohort 
calculates and averages the enrollment, increased or decreased, based on weighting mechanisms. In the standard 
calculation, the most recent year is weighted the heaviest. Therefore, the prior year’s kindergarten enrollment has 
a large impact on the enrollment projection and depending how much it increased or decreased from the prior year 
could determine if the if the district’s enrollment projection results in a positive or negative outcome.  
 
From the 2009/10 to the 2010/11 enrollment periods, the District’s kindergarten enrollment increased from 30 to 
48 pupils. While only increasing by 18 pupils overall, this represents a large percentage increase, which resulted 
in a ten-year projection of 598 K-6 and 137 7-8 pupils. Since that time the District’s kindergarten grade level 
enrollment has fluctuated between 43-46 pupils until the 2018/19 enrollment period where the kindergarten 
enrollment increased to 53 pupils. The District is currently projected to have 484 K-6 and 129 7-8 pupils in ten 
years. Due to a lower ten-year projection, the District’s resulting eligibility is much lower than what was approved 
by the Board in April 2011. These enrollment fluctuations had corresponding impacts on the District’s overall 
enrollment projection for each of those years. The graph below demonstrates the District’s resulting eligibility. 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 
Use of 2018/19 Enrollment 
While the District has requested the Board to consider allowing it to use its eligibility at the time of application 
submittal, the Board could consider the District’s current 2018/19 enrollment projection. At the time of processing 
in April 2018, the District submitted, and Staff processed the District’s 2017/18 enrollment projection, as required. 
As shown above, this resulted in a negative adjustment to the new construction eligibility baseline and the District 
no longer having sufficient eligibility to apply for SFP funding. As OPSC continued with the appeal process, the 
District’s 2018/19 enrollment data became available on November 1. Thus, OPSC requested the data for 
comparison. The increased enrollment from 2017/18 to 2018/19 would result in positive new construction eligibility  
in the K-6 and 7-8 grade levels. If approved, the District would have sufficient eligibility to justify 97 percent of the 
236 K-6 and 81 7-8 pupil grants it could have requested. 
 
Status of the Project 
The District’s new construction project has been designed, but the District has yet to sign contracts or begin 
construction. Because the SFP was absent a funding source for an extended period of time, the District’s Division 
of the State Architect plan approval has expired and the District must obtain updated plan approval prior to 
receiving an Apportionment. The District qualifies for Financial Hardship. Absent State funding, the District has 
stated that it would not be able to move forward with its project as it is currently designed, as the District does not 
have/has limited local funds. If the project is approved, Staff will review the District’s available contribution at the 
time of Apportionment. 


 
Conclusion 
Staff is providing the Board with options below to address the District’s request. Staff only supports Option 1, as it 
provides funding based on a current enrollment (2018/19) projection to generate the eligibility for facility needs 
using methodologies supported by SFP Regulations and Board action. This option conforms with the Board’s 
intention of funding projects based on current facility needs at the time of application processing.  


 
If action is not taken the Form SAB 50-04 would be returned/revoked without further Board action. 


 
BOARD OPTIONS 
 


Pursuant to the Rules and Procedures of the State Allocation Board, “Staff is providing the following options for 
the Board’s consideration. A positive vote by six members is required for the Board to take action that is an 
alternative to Staff’s administrative action. Absent a positive vote by six members of the Board, Staff’s 
administrative action will stand and the school district’s appeal will be considered closed.” 
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BOARD OPTIONS (cont.) 


 


Option 1 


Approve the District’s use of pupil grant eligibility based on the current 2018/19 enrollment period for the New 


Construction funding application at Island Elementary School. 


 


Considerations: 


 District would receive approximately $3,635,867, plus site development, if funded at the 2018 per-pupil 


grant level. 


 District would be funded based on current need, consistent with the Board’s action taken on June 5, 2017. 


 If the project were approved for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) in 2018 using 


current available eligibility, the District would receive approximately $97,000 less under the SFP than the 


District’s request under Option 2. 


 Appeal process resulted in a new enrollment period starting and 2018/19 enrollment data becoming 


available. 


 Application number 50/63933-00-002 does not qualify for funding. 


 


 


Option 2 


Approve the District’s request to use pupil grant eligibility available at the time of application submittal (2014) for 


the New Construction funding application at Island Elementary School. 


 


Considerations: 


 District would receive approximately $3,732,683, plus site development, if funded at the 2018 per-pupil 


grant level. 


 Project would be funded based on facility needs from a 2010/11 enrollment projection as opposed to 


current facility needs, which would not comply with the action taken by the Board on June 5, 2017. 


 If the project were approved for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) in 2018, the 


District would receive approximately $500,000 more than what it would have been eligible for in 2014. 


 District would receive approximately $97,000 more than Staff’s supported Option 1 above. 


 Application number 50/63933-00-002 does not qualify for funding. 


 


 


 


BOARD ACTION 


 


In considering this Item, the Board approved Option #1, which approved the District’s use of pupil grant 


eligibility based on the current 2018/19 enrollment period for the New Construction funding application at 


Island Elementary School. In addition, Application Number 50/63933-00-002 did not qualify for funding.  
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AUTHORITY 


Education Code (EC) Section 17071.75 states in part: 


After a one-time initial report of existing school building capacity has been completed, the ongoing eligibility of a 


school district for new construction funding shall be determined by making all of the following calculations: 


(a) A school district that applies to receive funding for new construction shall use the following methods to determine


projected enrollment:

(g) For a school district with an enrollment of 2,500 or less, an adjustment in enrollment projections shall not result in


a loss of ongoing eligibility to that school district for a period of three years from the date of the approval of eligibility


by the board.

Description: 


On April 20, 2018 the OPSC sent a letter stating these projects are being returned to the District due to lack of 
new construction eligibility. The District first established eligibility using the 2010/11 year data, at which time 
the District had 303 students, which was approved on 4/27/11 for 348 K-6 and 83 7-8 grants. Project 001 was 
submitted as a financial hardship project for a total of 317 grants and the design funds of $1,588,339 were 
approved on 12/14/11 and apportioned on 6/27/12. 
At that time an architect was hired and the plans were drawn. This project plans included a Gym and 12 
classrooms. The plans were approved by DSA on 3/5/14. The projects were submitted for construction 
funding on 4/24/14 which was within the 3 year window of when the original eligibility was approved. Project 
001 is for the gym and 8 classrooms and Project 002 is for 4 classrooms. 
The District now has 415 students (an increase of 112 since the process started) and has had to rent portables 
to house the students. However, the current 2017/18 SAB 50-01 only shows eligibility for 132 grants which 
resulted in the project being denied since the project has less than 50% of the eligibility originally requested. 
The district enrollment increased by 28 students just in the past year. 
This project is critical for this small one school district. There are now 10 portables on the campus and only 9 
permanent CR. The new classrooms are needed to provide adequate housing the students and the 
Gym/Cafeteria is needed as the school does not currently have indoor space for the PE program. Since this 
school is in the central valley, temperatures can be in excess of 100 degrees during the school year. The 
District is also in line for funding for modernization work on this campus that will update the older facilities and 
convert the small old cafeteria into classroom space. However, that project cannot move forward without the 
new construction project being funded. 
Due to the growth that is occurring and the critical need for facilities, and the inability for the District to pay for 
its facility needs without State assistance, we respectfully request for approval of this project using the original 
eligibility which would have been allowed had OPSC been processing applications at the time this project was 
submitted.

The District has additional information in support of the appeal. 


Eligibility 
The District became a Charter District in 2000. This allowed students from outside the District to 
enroll if there was enough room. This has created a demand each year that the District has tried 
to accommodate with residents getting first priority. Growth has been steady and the District has 
had to lease five additional portables and convert the Music/Band Classroom and Computer Lab 
into classrooms to accommodate the growth. There is currently a waiting list for 17 
kindergarteners and over the last seven years this list has contained between 14 and 20 which the 
District was unable to accommodate. The eligibility calculations do not reflect the actual growth 
needs of the District. 2018-19 enrollment increases should be enough to generate sufficient 
eligibility to allow this project to move forward. This information will be provided when it 
becomes available. 


Existing Facilities 
In addition to the requested classrooms the District needs a Gymnasium to provide space for the 
PE program and to help accommodate the lunch service needs. The existing Cafeteria cannot 
accommodate all students with three lunch periods a day; adding a fourth lunch period 
compounds curriculum and cost challenges due to growth. Inclement weather and hazardous air 
quality concerns require remaining students to eat in their classrooms during these times. The 
District also struggles to maintain adequate restroom facilities to accommodate the growth. The 
request for eight new classrooms is the minimum required to have two classrooms per grade 
level plus one TK Classroom and restore the Band/Music Classroom and Computer Lab. 


Additional Costs 
The District has incurred additional interim housing costs due to the delay in funding totaling 
$506,140 through 2018/19. The District has incurred additional design costs due to the delay in 
funding totaling $226,980. The District requests additional funding for these additional costs as 
they are a hardship district. 


Modernization Project 
• The Modernization project was tied to the New Construction projects due to school


growth needs and its casual sequence on the remaining campus, beginning with the new
Gymnasium building.


ATTACHMENT B
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o The new Gym can be used for a larger cafeteria and includes a new kitchen that
supports that population.


o The existing Cafeteria/Kitchen building can now be repurposed into the
Administration Office/Library which needed to grow to support a larger student
population.


o The existing Administration building accommodates new additional staff
restrooms, a teacher work room and two pull-out rooms.


• Without the new Gymnasium Building, the entire Modernization project could not be
built as currently designed.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 


To present the District’s requests for the following: 


1. To receive an expedited Unfunded Approval for the Akers Elementary School Modernization project, and


2. Financial Hardship status based upon “other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the State


Allocation Board.”


DESCRIPTION 


Akers Elementary Modernization Project – Expedited Unfunded Approval 
The District is requesting to receive an expedited Unfunded Approval outside of the normal processing timeline 


to reduce the timing necessary to access full funding for Application Number 57/63883-00-001. Due to the time 


limits involved with the Public School on Military Installations (PSMI) grant program, the District must submit 


verification to the Department of Defense (DOD), Office of Economic Adjustment (OEA), that local matching 


funds are available. Normal processing timelines would exceed the District’s deadline to provide the necessary 


proof of matching funds and the ability to complete the construction of the project. The State’s share of the 


Modernization project, excluding Financial Hardship funding, is $4.13 million. 


The full text of the District’s appeal request for an expedited Unfunded Approval is included as Attachment A. 


Financial Hardship Status – Other Evidence 
On October 17, 2018, the District submitted a request for Financial Hardship funding as part of their expedited 


Unfunded Approval request. The Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) reviewed the request and 


determined the District: 


 Has long-term debt at 0% of debt capacity, which is below the 60% threshold,


 Has not passed a Proposition 39 bond measure within the last two years, and


 Has a debt capacity of $5,584,120 which is in excess of the $5 million threshold.


 Currently has a developer fee set at the Level 1 fee. Therefore, the District is considered to be levying


the maximum developer fee under the law.


As a result, the District is not eligible for Financial Hardship assistance under standard criteria. The District is 


therefore requesting consideration for Financial Hardship status based on “other evidence”. The District’s share 


of the Modernization project is $2.76 million. If approved, the District would contribute $30,908 towards the 


project and the Financial Hardship grant would be $2.73 million. 


The full text of the District’s appeal request for Financial Hardship status is included as Attachment B.

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BACKGROUND 


 


In 2010, the DOD assessed the condition and capacity of 157 of the 160 public schools on military installations. 


Three of the 160 public schools were not included in the assessment because they were built within the last 


year. Based on the findings of the physical assessment, the DOD developed a priority list of public schools on 


military installations with the most serious condition and/or capacity deficiencies. In 2011, and after the DOD 


assessment of all schools serving or located on military bases throughout the nation, Akers Elementary was 


found to be the 25th school most in need of assistance. In April 2016, the District was awarded a DOD grant and 


began planning the federal project. Following plan approval, in July 2018, the District was awarded the remaining 


DOD grant to begin construction of the project. 


 


At the April 2012 meeting, the State Allocation Board (Board) established the Department of Defense Sub-


Committee. The purpose of the Board’s Sub-Committee was to look at funding options to assist all California 


school districts with DOD schools in meeting their 20 percent matching share requirement. At the June 2012 


DOD Sub-Committee meeting OPSC presented an analysis of the potential School Facility Program (SFP) 


funding options that all school districts could apply for use towards meeting the 20 percent match requirement. 


The recommendations of the sub-committee were presented to the Board at the August 2012 meeting. These 


recommendations included consideration of SFP Regulations changes for DOD projects to provide preliminary 


apportionments and recommending to the Legislature that future bond funds be made available specifically for 


DOD schools. In considering the recommendation, the Board elected to recommend to the State Legislature to 


provide funding for military base schools in California in the next bond proposal in order to cover the total need 


for these types of projects. Ultimately, bills proposed by legislative members failed to move forward. 


 


The DOD grant for the District will address both condition and capacity issues identified by DOD at Akers 


Elementary School. Total project costs were estimated to be approximately $27.1 million with DOD providing 


$21.1 million with the District covering the difference, including cost overruns. In August 2018, the District 


solicited construction bids and held bid openings in early October. The lowest successful bid came in at  


$33 million for construction costs only; when accounting for other costs, the total estimated project cost has 


escalated to $36.6 million. 


 


Initially, the District was able to cover the DOD matching share utilizing general fund monies until the state 


reimbursed the school district for the Modernization project; however, the higher bids leave the District with a 


shortfall of approximately $9.6 million. Expedited approval of the District’s Modernization project, with financial 


hardship funding, will assist the District in meeting the shortfall. The District has requested and secured a written 


commitment from the low bidder that will secure and hold the submitted bid for 90 calendar days from the 


original bid date of October 11, 2018. 


 


STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 


 


There are two topics for Board consideration. The first topic pertains to an expedited Unfunded Approval for the 


Akers Elementary Modernization application, with the second topic pertaining to the District’s request for 


Financial Hardship status under “other evidence”. Below is an analysis of the topics surrounding the District’s 


request along with options for Board approval. 


 


Topic 1 - Expedited Unfunded Approval  


 


District’s Position 


In its School District Appeal Request (Form SAB 189) the District states, “The District holds a DSA approved 


project, has the Federal grant award, is poised to proceed with this ‘shovel ready’ project, and is prepared to 


enter into a contract with the low bidder to begin construction and modernization for this campus.” 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 


“The Federal Government desires to infuse these constructions dollars into the California economy, while at the 


same time addressing needed facility issues for California school children. However, without consideration of 


advanced funding from the SAB, this project will not proceed, and the District stands to miss out on millions in 


Federal funding to address the concerns for the Akers facility.” 


 


The full text of the District’s position can be found as Attachment A. 


 


Staff’s Position 


Expedited Unfunded Approval for Modernization Project 
As of October 31, 2018, there are 767 Modernization projects representing $1.65 billion that are in line to be 


processed ahead of the Akers Elementary Modernization project. Should the Board approve the District’s 


request, it would be processed ahead of the above-mentioned projects that were submitted prior to OPSC 


receiving the District’s application. All Facility Hardship projects will still be processed ahead of all Modernization 


projects. Sufficient modernization bond authority exists so that no school district with a project currently on 


OPSC’s Workload List would lose the opportunity for bond authority as a result of expediting the approval of this 


application. 


 


An expedited Unfunded Approval will result in the District qualifying to participate in the current Priority Funding 


filing period which began November 14, 2018, and will close December 13, 2018. Upon receipt of the Priority 


Funding request letter, the District will then be eligible to receive an Apportionment contingent on a spring bond 


sale. 


 


Due to the unique circumstances of this project and the need to provide verification to the DOD of available 


matching funds, Staff is recommending that the District receive an expedited Unfunded Approval for full funding 


for the Modernization project, included as Attachments D1 and D2. This action would be consistent with the 


Board’s May 2018 approval of Muroc Unified School District’s SFP projects on Edwards Air Force Base in Kern 


County. 


 


Topic 2 – Financial Hardship Qualification  


 


District’s Position 


In its School District Appeal Request (Form SAB 189), the District states that the purpose of its request is as 


follows: 


 


The Central Union Elementary School District is seeking Financial Hardship status under “other evidence”. 


The District's unique community includes two federal properties and the remaining rural unincorporated 


other areas within the District Boundaries significantly limit the district's financial options for facility 


modernization. 


 


To support the request, the District provided a detailed narrative to describe their circumstances and additional 


relevant information which is included as Attachment B 


 


The main points of the District’s request for Financial Hardship under Other Evidence are as follows: 


 


 The District has not previously attempted a bond because prior to and including the 2016/2017 fiscal 


year (the year in which the design funding application was submitted for this project), the District would 


have qualified for Financial Hardship assistance as the total bonding capacity was under $5 million. The 


current bonding capacity is $5.6 million, which is just slightly over the threshold. 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 


 The $5 million threshold for Financial Hardship was set in 1998 and has remained unadjusted for 


inflation or for changes in statewide assessed valuation over the past 20 years. 


 


 It would not be reasonable for the District to attempt a bond that would address all four schools in the 


District. Two schools are on the Naval Air Station, and one is adjacent to tribal land. 82% of the student 


population lives in non-taxable areas (either federal property or outside the District boundaries, but 


attending schools in district using the employment residency option allowed under Education Code).  


For the remaining 18% of the District which is located in the town of Stratford, the median household 


income is $24,167 which is less than the median annual income of the United States.  


 


 The District cannot afford to take on debt, as “Maintaining the district reserves is also key to moving 


forward on the facility projects, as the Federal PSMI grant is a reimbursement program. Thus, the 


district must have sufficient cash on hand to avoid borrowing and to make timely payments while 


awaiting reimbursements and avoiding construction delays.” 


 


 The District is levying the maximum developer fees, but this amounts to only $8,166 per year.  


 


In summary, “All of the information within this brief overview confirms and underscores the District’s challenges 


with school construction funding. Central Union’s smaller size, rural location, substantial impact of the federal 


presence, and the disadvantaged community precludes the standard district facility funding mechanisms.” 


 


Staff’s Position 


 


Financial Hardship Qualification 
School districts may qualify for the Financial Hardship program by levying the maximum developer fees allowed 


by law and by meeting one of the following criteria: 


 A successful Proposition 39 bond measure approved for the maximum amount allowed within the two 


previous years, 


 Total district bonding capacity of less than $5 million, or 


 A bonding indebtedness of at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity, 


 Other evidence as approved by the Board. 


 
Local Bond Measure 
The District has not passed a local bond measure in the last two years. According to the District, 82 percent of 


the students either live on the military installation, reservation, or reside in other communities outside the District 


boundaries. Consistent with information from other school districts with schools on military installations, the local 


bond measure debt would fall primarily upon a small percentage of the overall student population. 


 


Total Bonding Capacity 
Staff has confirmed that the District’s total bonding capacity is $5,584,120 million which is in excess of the $5 


million threshold set in statute. The $5 million threshold has existed since the inception of the SFP and cannot be 


adjusted by the Board as it would require a statutory change. 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 
Debt Capacity 
The District’s current bonded indebtedness is at 0 percent, below the 60 percent requirement of SFP Regulation 


Section 1859.81(c)(1). The District has stated that maintenance of General Fund reserves is key to moving 


forward on the PSMI facility project and they avoid borrowing to ensure cash is on hand to make timely 


payments while awaiting reimbursements. The District shares that the budget is limited which is further 


demonstrated by the fact that 30 percent of the budget is subsidized through the Federal Impact Aid program. 


Staff would note that most districts that qualify for Financial Hardship using the criteria for 60% bonded 


indebtedness achieve this through the issuance of local bonds; the District is challenged in issuing local bonds 


as noted above. 


 
Developer Fees 
The District currently charges developers the lowest fee, Level I, which will provide an average of $8,166 per 


year. It does not charge Level II fees because it does not meet the criteria in the statute to do so. A district may 


only charge the Level II fee when it makes a timely application to the Board for new construction funding, 


conducts a School Facility Needs Analysis pursuant to Government Code, and satisfies other statutory 


requirements. Therefore, at this time the District is collecting the maximum amount of developer fees possible, 


as is required per SFP Regulation to qualify for Financial Hardship status. 


 


Other Evidence as Approved by the State Allocation Board 
The District has requested consideration under the “other evidence” of reasonable effort provision, which 


requires Board approval. Staff has provided an overview of the District’s financial condition for the Board’s 


consideration of its request. While there are no set criteria to qualify for Financial Hardship status under “other 


evidence”, the Board has considered the following circumstances in the past: 


 The district’s level of financial indebtedness. For example, a loss of previous revenue streams such as 


the loss of federal funding when a local army base closed. 


 If the district is in jeopardy of becoming financially insolvent; for instance, when a district receives a 


qualified or negative certification by its local county office of education. 


 The inability to pass a local bond measure. 


 


Qualification Status 
Because the District is appealing the decision of the initial Financial Hardship review, Staff proceeded with the 


phase two of the Financial Hardship review to proactively determine the amount of local funds that would be 


potentially available for the project, and the amount of Financial Hardship assistance necessary should the 


Board grant the District’s appeal. Staff has confirmed that the District has only $30,908 to contribute towards the 


project. 


 


Based on the above criteria, OPSC has determined that the District does not meet the minimum qualifications for 


Financial Hardship status under the standard provisions in SFP Regulation Section 1859.81. If the Board 


granted Financial Hardship approval status under “other evidence” then the State will fund the District’s share, 


up to 100 percent of the total eligible project costs. 


 


There have been ten prior requests for Financial Hardship status under “other evidence” considered by the 


Board. Each district presented unique circumstances surrounding its request. Of these, three were approved as 


requested and three partially approved. The remaining four were not approved. A summary of these items and 


the outcome is included as Attachment E. 
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 


 


Conclusion 


Staff is unable to administratively approve either of the District’s requests.   


 


Due to the unique circumstances associated with the limited timeframe to provide DOD with proof of matching 


funds, Staff supports the District’s request for both an expedited Unfunded Approval and Financial Hardship 


status under “other evidence”. 


 


Typically, Staff only supports an accelerated timeline to process an Application in the most severe 


circumstances. An expedited Unfunded Approval for the Akers Elementary Modernization project would commit 


bond authority to the project and would assist the District in meeting its matching obligation for the DOD project. 


Staff also supports the District’s request for Financial Hardship status under “other evidence”. The ability of the 


District to leverage DOD funding is consistent with the Board’s prior action for Muroc Joint Unified School District 


in May 2018. 


 


BOARD OPTIONS 


 


Pursuant to the Rules and Procedures of the State Allocation Board, “Staff is providing the following options for 


the Board’s consideration. A positive vote by six members is required for the Board to take action that is an 


alternative to Staff’s administrative action. Absent a positive vote by six members of the Board, Staff’s 


administrative action will stand and the school district’s appeal will be considered closed.”

The Admiral Akers project has received a preliminary federal funding for 80% of the construction 
funds under the Department of Defense (DOD) grant program, Public Schools on Military Installations 
(PMSI), administered by the Office of Economic Adjustment (OEA); as a requirement the school 
District is to provide 20% matching funds. Central Union Elementary School District is in a rural 
location in Central California, and is constrained with the ability to secure local funds based upon 
having two federal non-taxable properties within District boundaries. Central Union Elementary has a 
limited ability to provide the matching funds based upon situational circumstances. The only viable 
realistic option is to request supportive funds from state programs. For this request, that includes the 
School Facility Program (SFP) along with an aforementioned Financial Hardship Waiver Request. 
The District has already received confirmation of OEA funding, however, recent construction bids 
which have been received were substantially over the budget estimation based upon present 
construction market factors. The scope of the District project is within the requirements of the Federal 
DOD Facility Condition Assessment Report, and has not exceeded the scope of that analysis. The 
District is also diligently working with the Federal Government to secure funding assistance beyond 
the original offering, in order to complete this project for the community of NASL and to address the 
areas of school facility deficiency which were highlighted in that report. Critical to the District's 
position is the fact that the PMSI grant program is time sensitive and requires available matching 
funds in order for the OEA to approve the DOD grant. Without immediate attention and assistance, 
the timing to secure the necessary funds from the SFP will far exceed the District's ability to provide 
the necessary grant match, thus forfeiting millions in school facility construction which is being offered 
by the Federal Government. Central Union Elementary School District is requesting an immediate 
Unfunded Approval in order to proceed with the approved project to address condition and capacity 
issues at Admiral Akers School, and to quantify the state funds in order to provide proof of match 
funds to the OEA. 


DATE 
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Priority Unfunded Approval Consideration - OPSC 


The priority funding process was created to allow projects that receive unfunded 
approval by the State Allocation Board (SAB) and are placed on the Unfunded List 


(Lack of AB 55 Loans) to obtain an apportionment with accelerated timelines. 


In 2010, Admiral Akers Elementary School was one of 160 schools evaluated and rated 
by the Department of Defense (DoD). Subsequently, on April 15, 2011, Public Law 


112-10, Section 8109, DoD Full-Year Appropriations Act was signed into law.


This provision provided the DoD special authorization and appropriated "funds to 
construct, renovate, repair, or expand elementary and secondary public schools located 


on military installations in order to address capacity or facility condition deficiencies" to 
ensure the children of service members are learning in safe, modern, and efficient 


facilities that meet the local standard. The Secretary of Defense identified the Office of 
Economic Adjustment (OEA) to administer the grant funding under the Public School 
on Military Installations (PSMI). OEA developed a prioritized list, approved by the 
Deputy Secretary of Defense in 2011 (2011 Priority List), which assigned priorities to 
those schools on military installations that have the most serious capacity or facility 


condition deficiencies. That 2011 Priority List combined with appropriations received 
in Fiscal Years 2011, 2012, 2013, 2015, and 2018). 


Admiral Akers Elementary School is ranked twenty-fifth (No. 25) on the "Public Schools 
on Military Installations Priority List," approved by the Secretary of Defense. Of all the 
schools in the DOD Public Schools on Military Installations Program, Admiral Akers 
Elementary School had the fifth most severe student capacity condition. The original 
Admiral Akers Elementary School was designed for a smaller enrollment, but over the 


years the enrollment has increased and continued to grow. 


Under the PSMI program, approved projects are funded at 80% from the Federal 
Government, and the approved LEA is required to contribute the remaining funds for 
project completion. As part of the PSMI program, LEAs have the duty to provide a 
matching share equal to not less than twenty (20) percent of the total project cost. For 
the matching contribution, LEAs may use other non-Federal funds (State, local or 


private contributions) committed to or available for the project to meet the matching 
share requirement. 


An additional variable in the Admiral Akers project is the fact that Naval Air Station 


Lemoore was selected for expansion to the air wing. After more than three years of 
scrutiny and analysis, the Navy announced in October 2014 that Naval Air Station 
Lemoore will be the master jet base installation for West Coast operations and will be

the permanent home to the F-35C Joint Strike Fighter aircraft. According to the 
environmental study, the new jet squadrons will bring 751 military and civilian 
personnel, plus about 1,569 dependents - a total of around 2,320 people - to the 
Lemoore area by 2025. The installation is undergoing a standup with their facilities as 
these service member population increase. The District is presently experiencing a 
modest growth to enrollment, which further exacerbates the capacity issues on the 
Akers campus. 


In April 2015, the District received an invitation to apply for grant consideration 
through the PSMI program operated under the Office of Economic Adjustment. The 
District submitted an application for $1,6696,618 ($1,335,694/Federal, $333,924/LEA) 
for pre-construction design activities to address the overall deficiencies and needs 
described in the DoD report project to renovate and modernize Admiral Akers 


Elementary School. The District compiled and submitted an application, and was 
awarded design funding in April 2016. For the past two years, the District developed 
the plans and scope of the project based upon the initial DoD deficiency findings. All 
aspects of the project (design and bid documents) are finalized, and the District holds a 
DSA approved plan ready to commence. 


Following plan approval, Central Union submitted the subsequent grant application 
from OEA for construction funding. The District filed a successful Federal application 
under the PSMI program for construction and was awarded this grant on July 27, 2018. 


The budget for the Admiral Akers School project was estimated at $27.1 million. As 
noted previously, the PSMI program stipulates that the funding will be provided at an 
80% (OEA)/20% (LEA) ratio. The District was awarded $21.1 million in federal financing 


under the OEA grant to apply toward the overall cost, and the District is required to 
contribute the remaining cost of the project budget at $5.4M. Additional grant 
requirement stipulations indicate that any additional expense beyond the 80% funding 
agreement which may be incurred related to the project rests with the responsibility of 
the LEA. The Federal Project terms and agreements contain a specific reference that 
any project cost overruns which exceed the estimated total project cost are the 
responsibility of the grantee to provide the additional funding needed to complete the 
project. The allocation from the Federal Government is limited and bound by the 
grant agreement. 


The District solicited construction bids in August 2018 and held bid openings in early 
October. Each submitted proposed bid was significantly outside the estimated 
budget for the project. The lowest successful bid came in at $33 million for 
construction costs only. When adding in the remaining project costs associated with 
the overall budget, the total program cost has escalated to $36.7M. Under the PSMI 
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program, the stipulated agreement requires the District to cover any excess cost 
beyond the OEA contribution. The District has already committed 20% of the project 
at $5.4M. Under the OEA rules, the District must cover the cost escalation of the 
project with an additional $9.6M. 


As a result of the cost of bids received, and the budget override, the District is 
presently in a holding pattern while investigating other funding options for 
consideration so that this project may continue. 


The District holds a DSA approved project, has the Federal grant award, is poised to 
proceed with this 'shovel ready' project, and is prepared to enter into a contract with 
the low bidder to begin construction and modernization for this campus. The Federal 
Government desires to infuse these constructions dollars into the California economy, 
while at the same time addressing needed facility issues for California school children. 
However, without consideration of advanced funding from the SAB, this project will not 
proceed, and the District stands to miss out on millions in Federal funding to address 
the concerns for the Akers facility. 


The District has requested and secured a written commitment from the low bidder that 


they will secure and hold the submitted price for 90 calendar days from the original bid 
date of October 11, 2018. The construction market continues to be volatile with 
unpredictable pricing fluctuations according to several sources affiliated with public 
school construction. The low bid company urged the District to resolve the budgetary 
challenges for timely resolution in order to avoid continued cost escalation. 


With the assistance of the SAB and granting the District immediate Unfunded Approval 
status to secure the modernization eligibility funding, the District will be able to 
proceed with this project, secure millions of Federal construction dollars, resolve the 
school facility needs, and provide the necessary improvements to this campus for years 
to come. The Central Union District is requesting the SAB consider an immediate and 
accelerated Unfunded Approval for the District for this project to proceed.

Description: 


The Central Union School district is seeking Financial hardship approval from the Office of Public 
School Construction for modernization/construction of a project to commence at Admiral Akers 
Elementary School located on Naval Air Station Lemoore. Within the boundaries of the Central Union 
School District are two federal properties, the Santa Rosa Rancheria and NAS Lemoore, creating 
challenges with the District's ability to seek local bond pursuits for the purposes of facility 
modernization. The District is seeking funding for this project through the State modernization 
program. This state program and the associated financial hardship waiver request will assist the 
District in meeting the match requirement of 20% under the Public Schools on Military Installations 
Federal grant program operated under the Office of Economic Adjustment. 


DATE 
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Financial Hardship Waiver - OPSC 


The Central Union Elementary School District is seeking financial hardship status under other evidence. 


The District's unique community includes two federal properties and the remaining rural 
unincorporated other areas within the District Boundaries significantly limit the district's financial 
options for facility modernization. 


The Central Union School District is situated in the heart of the San Joaquin Valley, in rural Kings 
County, one of the nation's most fertile agricultural areas and the home of two federal properties, the 


Lemoore Naval Air Station and the Santa Rosa Rancheria. The District is roughly 45 miles southwest of 
Fresno. We serve TK - 8th-grade students, and have four school sites, two located on the Naval Air 


Station, one situated adjacent to the Tribal Lands, and the last school in the small community of 
Stratford. Enrollment of Central Union hovers close to 1800 students and we employ 262 staff 
members. Admiral Akers School was built in 1963 and R.J Neutra Elementary was built in 1960. 


Central Union Elementary is a rural school with over 70 years of serving our local families. Stratford 
School, established in 1921, is located in the town of Stratford, six miles south of Lemoore. Except for 
the community of Stratford, the majority of our students live on federal property, with a small group of 
students residing in the unincorporated areas of Lemoore. 


During the 2016-17 school year, the District commissioned a comprehensive facility needs assessment, 
which subsequently led to the development and adoption of the facility master plan. This document 


provides District's path for facility refurbishment and is the guiding document for facility needs. During 
the development of this plan, the review of the Admiral Akers School site was not included, as this site 


had a comprehensive review and determination of areas of deficiency under the scope of the PSMI 
program, and the District held an understanding of the costs at that time for prospective site 
upgrades. For the other three sites (Central, Neutra, and Stratford), the Facilities Master Plan 
identified a total of $48 million in District-wide facilities needs over the next five to nine years, 


including rehabilitation of existing permanent buildings; replacement of aging portable classrooms 
with permanent structures; addressing ADA issues; and evaluating the need for additional new 
facilities construction at selected sites. Like many other small size school districts with aging school 
buildings in the Central Valley, Central Union has more identified facilities needs than currently 
available funding sources. 


The District collects the maximum developer fees from the construction of residential and commercial/ 
industrial projects within our area to provide funding for the impacts on school facilities. In April of the 
current year, the District adopted the developer fee resolution consistent with the State Allocation 
Board rates of $3.79 per square foot for residential development and $0.61 for commercial/industrial 
development. The District anticipates developer fee revenues to average around $8,166 per year, 


based upon these rates. While the district maintains developer fees at the maximum allowable level, 
the lack of development in rural areas of Lemoore combined with NAS Lemoore and the Santa Rosa 
Rancheria not contributing to any local taxes, creates limited usable funds available in developer fees. 


For several years, the District's assessed valuation (AV} level and bonding capacity were under the $5 
million threshold for consideration of financial hardship. Only recently has the District's AV risen above 
the 2018-19 AV resulted in a bonding capacity of just slightly over the $SM threshold. 


Within the District's population makeup, 80% of our students either live on the installation, reservation, 


or reside in other communities outside of the standard district boundaries, but choose to attend 
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Central Union under the residency based upon employment provision. Thus, 80% of our student 
population would generate zero bonding capacity for the District, or have no financial accountability 
for a local school bond. 


Conversely, 20% of the families in the Central Union School District would be held responsible for the 
cost of a bond measure. Any attempt by the District to seek a local bond measure would fall primarily 
upon the community of Stratford and the rural residents in the unincorporated areas of the District 
who represent a small percentage of the overall student population. 


As stated, the boundaries of the Central Union School District contain two federal properties, the 
Santa Rosa Rancheria, and Naval Air Station Lemoore. The remaining areas of the District boundaries 
are unincorporated. Households in Stratford, CA have a median annual income of $24,167, which is 
less than the median annual income in the United States. The charts below provide a brief overview of 
the median household income of residents in Stratford, CA compares to that of others in our location 
(Dataset: American Community Survey (ACS) 5-year Estimate Census Bureau - 60 months of collected 
data between January 1, 2013 and December 31, 2017)

Maintaining the district reserves is also key to moving forward on the facility projects , as the Federal 
PSMI grant is a reimbursement program. Thus, the district must have sufficient cash on hand to avoid 


borrowing and to make timely payments while awaiting reimbursements and avoiding construction 


delays. Correspondingly, 30% of the District's budget is subsidized through the Federal Impact Aid (IA) 


program. Due to the significant presence of the Federal properties in the District area, the IA program 


was established in 1950 by the Federal Government to supplant the loss of local revenue that 1s 


available to other school districts, because the Federal property is exempt from local property taxes. 


It should also be noted that the present bond threshold for financial hardship was set in statute in 


1998, under the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998. Additionally, this state level has 


remained unadjusted for inflation or any accounted for changes in statewide assessed valuation over 


the past twenty years. 


All of the information within this brief overview confirms and underscores the District's challenges with 
school construction funding. Central Union's smaller size, rural location, substantial impact of the 


federal presence, and the disadvantaged community precludes the standard district facility funding 


mechanisms. 


The District appreciates the State Allocation Board's thoughtful review of our circumstances and for the 


consideration of utilizing other evidence in order to qualify the District for Financial Hardship Status in 
the State Building Program.

instruments issued for the purpose of constructing school facilities for the school district and for which 


owners of property within the school district or the school district are paying debt service is at least 60 


percent of the school district’s total bonding capacity, as determined by the board. 


(3) Whether the total bonding capacity, as defined in Section 15102 or 15106, as applicable, is five million 


dollars ($5,000,000) or less, in which case, the school district shall be deemed eligible for financial hardship. 


(4) Whether the application for funding under this article is from a county superintendent of schools. 


(5) Whether the school district submits other evidence of substantial local effort acceptable to the board. 


(6) The value of any unused local general obligation debt capacity, and developer fees added to the needs 


analysis to reflect the district’s financial hardship, available for the purposes of school facilities financing.” 


 
School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.81(c) states 


(c) “…The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating 


it is levying the developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than 


the developer fee otherwise justified under law at the time of request for hardship and the district meets at 


least one of the following: 


(1) The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing 


school facilities in accordance with Education code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the 


time of request for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity. 


Outstanding bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, 


School Facility Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a 


debt service that was issued for capital outlay school facility purposes. 


(2) The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount 


allowed under Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial 


hardship status. The proceeds from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed 


under the provisions of Proposition 39 must be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement 


for SFP project(s). 


(3) It is a County Superintendent of Schools. 


(4) The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million 


or less. 


(5) Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB. 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.90 states that “a district must submit the Form SAB 50-05 and a Grant Agreement, 


within 18 months of the Apportionment of the SFP grant for the project or the entire…apportionment shall be 


rescinded without further Board action….”

This item requests the State Allocation Board (Board) to approve one Facility Hardship project totaling 


$157,484 in State funds for immediate Apportionment as shown on the Attachment. 
 


AUTHORITY 


 


SFP Regulation Section 1859.90. states in part:  


With the exception of an apportionment made pursuant to Sections 1859.81.1(e) or 1859.81.2, or of an 


Inactive Apportionment subject to Section 1859.96, the OPSC will release State funds that the Board 


has apportioned to the district after submittal, by the district, of the Form SAB 50-05 and a Grant 


Agreement, pursuant to Section 1859.90.4, subject to the availability of financing provided by the 


Pooled Money Investment Board for bond-funded projects. With the exception of an apportionment 


made for a Type II Joint-Use Project, not part of a qualifying SFP Modernization project, pursuant to 


Article 12 of these Regulations, a district must submit the Form SAB 50-05 and Grant Agreement, 


within 18 months of the Apportionment of the SFP grant for the project or the entire New Construction 


Adjusted Grant, Modernization Adjusted Grant or Type I or II, part of a qualifying SFP Modernization 


project, Joint-Use Project apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action, and the pupils 


housed in the project, if applicable, will be added back to the district’s baseline eligibility.

Staff is recommending that the District receive an immediate Apportionment for the attached Paradise 


Senior High School project, application number 58/61531-00-001, due to the Camp Fire that occurred 


recently. 


 


The District has completed the project and State funds will be reimbursement. An Apportionment outside of 


the priority funding process will result in the District having immediate access to cash upon submittal of a 


Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) and Grant Agreement for work that was already completed. 


This will allow the District the option to access cash immediately, or wait up to 18 months to submit a fund 


release. If the District were to participate in the normal Priority Funding process, the earliest it would be able 


to receive cash would be from a spring bond sale. The District has indicated it would immediately submit a 


Form SAB 50-05. 
 


Staff recommends that the Board provide an immediate Apportionment for the project due to the 


extraordinary circumstances surrounding the District due to the Camp Fire in Paradise (Butte County) 


that has destroyed this community, including multiple school facilities.

DESCRIPTION  
 
Description of Health and Safety Threat The gas lines at Paradise High School in Paradise failed resulting in multiple gas 


leaks in classrooms and throughout the grounds of the school site. This resulted 
in the gas being turned off and no heat supplied to the classrooms or staff areas. 
A site visit was conducted by Frontier Consulting Engineers, Inc. on October 11, 
2017, and the subsequent report identified the existence of various leaks in the 
existing underground gas distribution system. The piping was found to be in a 
deteriorated condition and in some cases it was in direct contact with large 
rocks. According to industry’s standards, gas lines need to be buried with six 
inches of sand bedding in all directions. This presents an imminent hazard to the 
health and safety of the students and teachers. Per the mechanical engineer’s 
recommendations, the campus gas piping system needs to be replaced on an 
emergency basis to mitigate leaking and provide heating to the high school 
campus.  
 
 


Scope of Project The scope of this project consists of replacing the entire campus gas piping 
system, including all new underground piping, new pressure regulators, and new 
seismic shutoff valves.

Extraordinary 
circumstances may include, but are not limited to, the need to repair, reconstruct, or replace the most 
vulnerable school facilities that are identified as a Category 2 building, as defined in the report submitted 
pursuant to Section 17317, determined by the department to pose an unacceptable risk of injury to its 
occupants in the event of a seismic event. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82 states, “A district is eligible for facility hardship funding to replace or construct new 
classrooms and related facilities if the district demonstrates there is an unmet need for pupil housing or the condition 
of the facilities, or the lack of facilities, is a threat to the health and safety of the pupils.” 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1) provides for Facility Hardship grant funding when: 


The facilities are needed to ensure the health and safety of the pupils if the district can demonstrate to the 
satisfaction of the Board that the health and safety of the pupils is at risk.  Factors to be considered by the 
Board shall include the close proximity to a major freeway, airport, electrical facility, high power transmission  
lines, dam, pipeline, industrial facility, adverse air quality emission or other health and safety risks, including 
structural deficiencies required by the DSA to be repaired, seismic mitigation of the Most Vulnerable  
Category 2 Buildings as verified by the DSA, traffic safety or because the pupils reside in remote areas of 
the district and transportation to existing facilities is not possible or poses a health and safety risk.  


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.82(a)(1)(A)(1) states:  


If the total cost to remain in the classroom or related facility is 50 percent or less than the Current 
Replacement Cost, the district may qualify for either grant below, as applicable:  


a. Modernization Excessive Cost Hardship Grant for Rehabilitation Costs pursuant to Section 
1859.83(e), or  
b. A grant not to exceed 50 percent of the cost estimate that has been reviewed and approved by 
the OPSC and approved by the Board for seismic repair. 


 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.83(e) states: 


Excessive Cost for rehabilitation of facilities the Board has determined are a health and safety risk to the 
pupils pursuant to Section 1859.82(a)(1) and the cost/benefit analysis to mitigate the problem and remain in 
the facility is less than 50 percent of the Current Replacement Cost of the facility. The cost/benefit analysis 
shall not include increased costs associated with high performance related costs or components, with the 
exception of those high performance components that were pre-existing in the classroom or related facility. 
If the district qualifies, the district is eligible for funding of Rehabilitation Costs as a modernization project. If 
the Approved Application is received on or before April 29, 2002, the grant amount provided is 80 percent of 
the amount of the cost estimate required in Section 1859.82(a)(1) that has been reviewed by the OPSC and 
approved by the Board. If the Approved Application is received after April 29, 2002, the grant amount 
provided is 60 percent of the amount of the cost estimate required in Section 1859.82(a)(1) that has been 
reviewed by the OPSC and approved by the Board. An additional grant may be provided for high 
performance incentive pursuant to Section 1859.77.4 provided that the high performance points attained are 
related to the scope of the Facility Hardship project. For any project funded in whole or in part from 
Proposition 47 or Proposition 55 for which the construction contract is awarded prior to January 1, 2012, the 
district may be eligible for the funding provided to initiate and enforce a LCP as prescribed in Section 
1859.78.1(a). For any project for which the construction contract is awarded on January 1, 2012 through 
June 19, 2014, the grant may be adjusted in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.78.1(b) and subject to 
the limitations established in Section 1859.78.1(c).

The analysis shall consist of a review of the district’s latest Independent 
Audit regarding funds available from all capital facility accounts, including, but not limited to, developer fees, funds 
generated from capital facility certificates of participation, federal grants, redevelopment funds, sale proceeds from 
surplus property, the appraised value of facilities approved for replacement pursuant to Section 1859.82, bond funds 
either encumbered, unencumbered or authorized but unsold, and savings from other SFP projects.  All funds thus 
identified that have not been expended or encumbered by a contractual agreement for a specific capital outlay purpose 
prior to the initial request for financial hardship status shall be deemed available as a matching contribution. 


 
After the initial request for financial hardship status is granted, no further encumbrances will be approved by the 
OPSC and all prospective revenue made available to the district’s capital facility accounts shall be deemed 
available as matching contribution on the subsequent financial hardship review, with the exception of: 


(1)   Approved interim housing expenditures. 
(2)   Funding to pay for previously recognized multi-year encumbrances approved at the initial financial hardship approval. 
(3)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Federal 


Renovation Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the maximum Federal 
Renovation Grant amount. 


(4)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the School 
Facilities Needs Assessment Grant Program or Emergency Repair Program when the amount expended out of 
that fund does not exceed the maximum grant amount apportioned. 


(5)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the express purpose of the Career 
Technical Education Facilities Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the 
applicant’s share of the maximum grant amount apportioned.  


(6)   Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and used for the express purpose of the Overcrowding 
Relief Grant when the amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the amount of the site acquisition and 
design costs of the project and the district has submitted an approved Form SAB 50-11. 


(7)   Funding that is used for the express purpose of reimbursing the State a proportionate share of financial hardship     
received when there has been a transfer of a special education program and title to the facility.  In addition, the        
funding was used within five years of the title transfer. 


(8)   Funding to pay for obtaining a structural report pursuant to Section 1859.82 for an approvable and funded 
seismic mitigation project.  


(9)  All other capital facility funding for a period of three years when no subsequent financial hardship request is made 
during this period, with the exception of the funding identified in (6).  The three-year period begins with the date of 
the most recent financial hardship new construction or modernization adjusted grant funding apportionment. 
 
When Overcrowding Relief Grant funding is set aside pursuant to (6) and the School District has not submitted, 
or the OPSC has not accepted, a Form SAB 50-04 for an Overcrowding Relief Grant within three years from the 
date of deposit into the Special Reserve Fund, or the School District has not met the requirements in Sections 
1859.90 or 1859.105, remaining funds plus interest accrued at the Pooled Money Investment Board rate at that 
time period shall be deemed available as matching contribution on a subsequent financial hardship project or be 
captured through an audit adjustment pursuant to Section 1859.106. 
 
The financial hardship analysis is subject to approval by the Board. 
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(b)   From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may retain $19,776 per classroom in 
each enrollment reporting period for the cost to provide interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils of the 
district.  The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The 
number of classrooms needed for interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils shall be the sum of the 
positive numbers determined in (b)(7) as follows: 


(1)   Determine the current enrollment of the district by grade level as shown on the latest Form SAB 50-01. 
(2)   Determine the New Construction Grants apportioned by grade level for all SFP projects and LPP funded under 


the provisions of Sections 1859.12 or 1859.13 where the district has submitted Form SAB 50-06 indicating that 
the project is 100 percent complete. 


(3) Subtract (b)(2) from (b)(1). 
(4) Determine the number of classrooms by grade level reported in Part 1, Line 8 on Form SAB 50-02. 
(5) Multiply the classrooms determined in (b)(4) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe. 
(6) Subtract the product determined in (b)(5) from the difference determined in (b)(3) by grade level. 
(7) Divide the difference by grade level determined in (b)(6) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for 


Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
 


From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per portable toilet 
unit in each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim toilet facilities for the currently unhoused pupils 
of the district.  The amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The 
number of toilet facilities needed for interim housing shall be the sum of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7) 
divided by eight rounded up to the nearest whole number. 
 
From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also retain $19,776 per classroom in 
each reporting period for the cost to provide necessary interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils displaced as 
a result of a SAB approved seismic mitigation project pursuant to Section 1859.82.  The amount shown shall be 
adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The number of classrooms needed for interim 
housing shall be the quotient of the displaced pupils by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe 
and round up to the nearest whole number. 
 
If the district’s available funds, as determined by the OPSC analysis less costs for interim housing, is less than its 
matching share, the district will be deemed to have met the requirements of this Subsection. 
 
(c)   The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by demonstrating it is levying the 


developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue source equal to or greater than the developer fee otherwise 
justified under law at the time of request for hardship and the district meets at least one of the following: 


(1)  The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the purpose of constructing school 
facilities in accordance with Education Code Section 17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the time of request 
for financial hardship status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity.  Outstanding bonded 
indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos Bonds, School Facility Improvement 
District Bonds and certificates of participation which the district is paying a debt service that was issued for 
capital outlay school facility purposes. 


(2)  The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the maximum amount allowed under 
Proposition 39 within the previous two years from the date of request for financial hardship status.  The proceeds 
from the bond election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of Proposition 39 must 
be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for SFP project(s). 


(3)   It is a County Superintendent of Schools. 
(4)   The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial hardship status is $5 million or less.  
(5)   Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB. 
 
If the district’s request for financial hardship status is denied by the Board, the district may be deemed eligible for rental 
payments of $2,000 per year per classroom under the Emergency School Classroom Law of 1979 for a two year period when 
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relocatable classroom buildings are available and the district provides financial documentation that it is unable to afford the full 
rental amount and any other information satisfactory to the Board that the rental reduction is necessary.  The number of 
classrooms eligible for the $2,000 rental payments shall be the sum of the numbers determined in (c)(5)(B) as follows: 
(A) Determine the number of pupils by grade level that the district requested a New Construction Grant on the Form 


SAB 50-04 that were denied financial hardship status. 
(B) Divide the number by grade level determined in (c)(5)(A) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for 


Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
(d)  The district has not signed a contract for acquisition or construction of classrooms that replace existing facility(ies), 


which were included in the determination of the district’s new construction eligibility pursuant to Education Code 
Section 17071.75, in a locally funded project during the five-year period immediately preceding the district’s 
application for financial hardship assistance.  This restriction may be lifted if the Board finds that unforeseen and 
extenuating circumstances existed that required the district to use local funds to replace the facility(ies).   


(e)  If the district meets the financial hardship requirements in this Section, the amount of financial hardship is equal 
to the district’s matching share less funds deemed available in (a). 


(1)  Once a district has been notified by OPSC that it meets the requirements of financial hardship in this Section, the 
district may file Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship anytime within a period of 180 
calendar days from the date of the OPSC notification. 


(2)  If the district does not submit Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial hardship within 180 calendar 
days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial hardship status, the district must re-qualify for financial 
hardship status under the provisions of this Section by submittal of a new request for financial hardship status. 


(3)  If the project(s) has been included on an unfunded list for more than 180 calendar days, a review of the district’s 
funds pursuant to (a) will be made to determine if additional district funds are available to fund the district’s 
matching share of the project(s). 
 
Financial hardship approval status by the OPSC for a separate design and/or site apportionment does not apply 
to any subsequent funding for the project(s). 
 


(f) If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial 
hardship and the project(s) has been included on the “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” for more than 180 
calendar days as a result of the State of California’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled Money 
Investment Account (AB 55 loans), the Board may suspend the unfunded review requirement as defined in 
Regulation Section 1859.81(e).  Projects added to any other unfunded list shall be subject to the review detailed 
in Regulation Section 1859.81(e).  Regulation Section 1859.81(f) shall become inoperative July 1, 2011. 


(g)  A project added to an unfunded list on or after July 1, 2011 will be subject to the review detailed in section (e)(3).  For 
projects added to an unfunded list between February 25, 2009 and June 30, 2011, only the district’s financial records 
on or after July 1, 2011 will be considered in calculating any adjustment to the district’s matching share. 


(h)   On or after September 22, 2017, a district may submit a request for funding in advance of obtaining a determination 
of Financial Hardship. 


(1)   To be considered for Financial Hardship, the district must check the box on the Form SAB 50-04 requesting 
Financial Hardship pursuant to this subsection when submitting a request for funding. 


(2)   Prior to processing an application OPSC will notify the district in writing to submit the necessary documentation for a 
Financial Hardship analysis pursuant to (a), (b), (c) and (d).  OPSC will not accept any documents for a Financial 
Hardship analysis in advance of the notification.  Failure to submit the requested documentation within 60 calendar 
days of OPSC’s notification will result in either a. or b.: 


 a.   District may amend their Form SAB 50-04 to exclude the request for Financial Hardship determination. 
 b.   OPSC will return the request for funding and related materials to the district. 
(3)   Upon notification of Financial Hardship approval, any Form SAB 50-04 processed within 180 calendar days of the 


approval date will be included in the approval. 
(4)   For any Form SAB 50-04 processed more than 180 calendar days after the date of the Financial Hardship approval 


the district shall re-qualify for Financial Hardship status.
