Upon notice duly given, the meeting of the State Allocation Board (SAB) was held at the Department 
of General Services, Ziggurat Building, located at 707 3rd Street, 6th Floor, Room 6-300, in West 
Sacramento, California on December 7, 2021 at 2:00 p.m. 

Ms. Gayle Miller, the SAB Chair, announced that pursuant to Assembly Bill 361 (Chapter 165, 
Statutes of 2021) this meeting would be conducted by way of teleconference/Zoom meeting. The 
meeting was physically webcast from Room 6-300 in the Ziggurat Building in West Sacramento for 
anyone that would have liked to provide public comment in person.

EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT 

The Executive Officer informed the SAB of the following: 

Approval of Emergency Regulations for $250 Million Appropriation 

The emergency regulations entitled “Emergency Regulations to Allocate Monies Appropriated From 
General Fund’ were approved by the SAB at its September 22, 2021 and were subsequently 
approved by the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) on October 28, 2021. Included in this Agenda 
was an Action Item proposing an amendment to School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 
1859.90.2 that added clarifying information to the emergency regulations at the request of OAL. 
Approval of the Action Item results in the amendment being approved as a permanent regulation. 

In addition, OPSC will send letters to all school districts anticipated to receive unfunded approvals at 
the SAB meetings in January 2022 through April 2022 to determine if they wish to participate in 
Priority Funding Apportionments resulting from a Spring 2022 bond sale. These projects will receive 
anticipated general obligation bond proceeds that have been freed up because of the $250 million 
appropriation from the General Fund being made available to the SFP. 

Current Priority Funding Filing Round 

The current priority funding filing period began November 10, 2021 and closed December 9, 2021. 
School districts and Charter Schools whose projects received an unfunded approval from 
July 1, 2021 through December 9, 2021 had the ability to submit a certification for funding from the 
$250 million appropriation from the General Fund as well as a Spring 2022 bond sale. It is OPSC’s 
intent to present the first $250 million in requests at the January 26, 2022 SAB meeting based on the 
order of the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans).

Current Priority Funding Filing Round (cont.) 

Applicants were strongly encouraged to submit their Priority Funding Requests through OPSC 
Online. School districts could also submit their requests via email, which must have been received 
prior to 11:59 p.m. on December 9, 2021. If the request was a hardcopy, it must have had an original 
ink signature of an Authorized District Representative and it must have been received by OPSC 
before the close of business at 5:00 p.m. on December 9, 2021. The requests are valid from 
January 1, 2022 through June 30, 2022. School districts were reminded that the requirements for 
Participation in the Priority Funding Process remain in effect (SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3). 

Stakeholder Meeting: Facility Inspection Tool 

The Governor signed Senate Bill 129 (Chapter 69, Budget Act of 2021 – Skinner) on July 12, 2021. 
This bill, among other changes, provided $250,000 for OPSC to update the Facility Inspection Tool 
(FIT) for use beginning July 1, 2022. The FIT is used to determine the condition of a school facility. 
OPSC held the first stakeholder meeting on Tuesday, November 30, 2021, from 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 
p.m. via Zoom. OPSC will announce the next stakeholder meeting via email blast once it has been
scheduled.

California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten and Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities Grant Program 
Updates 

The Governor signed Assembly Bill (AB) 130 on July 9, 2021. This bill, among other changes, 
expanded the Full-day Kindergarten Facilities Grant Program to the California Preschool, 
Transitional Kindergarten, and Full-day Kindergarten Facilities Grant Program. In addition, the bill 
provided $490 million for school districts to construct new school facilities or retrofit existing school 
facilities for the purposes of providing preschool classrooms for California state preschool programs, 
transitional kindergarten classrooms, and full-day kindergarten classrooms. 

OPSC had planned on presenting the proposed regulations to the SAB at this meeting 
(December 7, 2021); however, the proposed regulations will be presented to the SAB at its 
January 26, 2022 meeting to allow sufficient time to address all stakeholder feedback received. In 
addition, OPSC will be recommending that the first round begin April 1, 2022 rather than the 
March 1, 2022 start date as discussed during the stakeholder meetings. OPSC requires additional 
time to allow for the integration of the program into OPSC Online to allow for a fully electronic 
administration of the program.  

The Executive Officer announced that the Joint Agency Workshops would reconvene again in 
February 2022. These workshops include the sister agencies [OPSC, CDE and the Division of the 
State Architect] involved in California’s K-12 school construction process. The first Joint Agency 
Workshop topic is the California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten, Full-Day Kindergarten 
Facilities Grant Program.

Charter School Facilities Program Preliminary Apportionment Amendment 
 
A motion was made, and seconded, to approve the staff’s recommendations which would 1) 
increase the original preliminary apportionment as shown on the attached shell (Attachment D, page 
279); 2) approve an immediate fund release outside of the priority funding process for $587,273.40, 
which accounts for previously released design funds, upon receipt of a complete and valid Form 
SAB 50-05, including a revised SFP grant agreement for the increased design amount, signed by 
the District 3) approve the applicant’s request for a one-year extension to the conversion deadline. 
Require the preliminary apportionment for application number 54/69229-00-001 be converted to a 
final apportionment by January 24, 2023, or the preliminary apportionment will be rescinded, and the 
bond authority returned to the Charter School Facilities Program; 4) change the applicant from the 
Charter School to the District. Require the Charter School and District execute revised Charter 
School Agreements with the District as applicant and require the District to submit a revised Form 
SAB 50-09 and SFP grant agreement indicating the District is the applicant; and 5) require that 
approval of Recommendations one, two and four be automatically rescinded without further Board 
action if the Charter School and District are not found financially sound for the increased amount 
and/or the “Invitation to Apply” for the Public Schools Military Installations grant is not received by 
December 31, 2022. 
 
The SAB asked if the project was committed to equity. The response was yes; military population 
was 30 percent and disadvantaged population was 55 percent and that the demographics reflected 
the local area over the last 12 years.

RECENT PRIORITY FUNDING FILING ROUND CLOSED 

The current priority funding filing period began on November 10, 2021 and closed on 
December 9, 2021.  

At the close of the filing period, the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) received valid 
requests for 251 unique projects totaling to $671.5 million in State funding. These requests are 
valid from January 1, 2022 through June 30, 2022. 

10 projects did not submit requests during the filing period, 3 projects of which were SFP projects 
that received a first occurrence for non-participation in Priority Funding and 7 projects of which 
were Charter School Facilities Program projects.  

22ND PRIORITY FUNDING APPORTIONMENTS 

School districts and charter schools whose projects received an unfunded approval from July 1, 
2021 through December 9, 2021 had the ability to submit a certification for funding from the $250 
million appropriation from the General Fund to the State Facility Program (SFP) as well as a Spring 
2022 bond sale.  

As part of today’s Agenda, Staff is presenting $252.1 million in priority funding apportionment 
requests for 100 projects, representing 57 school districts and qualifying applicants, based on 
order on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans).  

Districts that receive a Priority Funding Apportionment are required to submit a valid Fund Release 
Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) by the end of Tuesday, April 26, 2022 to OPSC. The Form SAB 
50-05 and supporting documentation may be submitted electronically through our OPSC Online
System or emailed to OPSCApplicationReviewTeam@dgs.ca.gov. OPSC will continue to accept
hard copy versions that are mailed, or hand delivered to OPSC’s office located at 707 Third Street,
6th Floor, West Sacramento, CA 95605.

If a required applicant does not submit a valid fund release request by April 26, 2022, the project 
will be given a non-participation occurrence and will receive a new Unfunded Approval date of April 
26, 2022. If a second non-participation occurrence is received, the project will be rescinded without 
further action by the Board.  

STAKEHOLDER MEETING: FACILITY INSPECTION TOOL 

Senate Bill 129 (Chapter 69, Budget Act of 2021 – Skinner) was signed by the Governor on July 
12, 2021. Among other changes, this bill requires OPSC to update the Facility Inspection Tool for 
use beginning July 1, 2022. The Facility Inspection Tool is used to determine the condition of a 
school facility. Staff held the second stakeholder meeting virtually via Zoom on Thursday, January 
20, 2022 inviting members of the public to participate in the development of updates to the tool.

STATE AGENCY WORKSHOP 

OPSC, the California Department of Education (CDE), and the Division of the State Architect 
(DSA) are conducting a free workshop via Zoom that is scheduled for Thursday, February 3, 2022 
from 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. This workshop will include an overview of each state agency’s role 
in the school construction process.  

 
Additionally, the workshop will provide information on school planning, design, and the availability 
of state funding with a focus on applying for the California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten and 
Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities Grant Program funding to help Local Education Agencies address 
their facility needs.  
 
VIRTUAL SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM (SFP) TRAINING SERIES 

In January 2021, OPSC launched a free virtual SFP training series that would take place 
throughout the entire year. At the conclusion of this year’s launch, OPSC has held 15 free virtual 
training workshops since the start of the series in January 2021. These virtual workshops provided 
background and training on applying to the different programs offered by OPSC as well as 
navigating our new online application, OPSC Online, and various processes related to SFP 
funding.  
 
In total, 1,063 external participants have attended these workshops and there have been a 
cumulative of 1,407 YouTube views for the entire series. The feedback from Districts and 
stakeholders has been overwhelmingly positive.

WHEREAS, the Board has previously approved or determined to be approvable a 
number of projects for construction or modernization eligibility of facilities for school districts and 
is making apportionments and/or unfunded approvals for the grant amounts for projects that 
meet the Board’s criteria for the apportionment of grants pursuant to Education Code Sections 
17072.10, 17078.52, 17078.70, 17079 or 17074.10 or Board Regulations 1859.81.1 or 1859.83; 

WHEREAS, Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2 require the State (on whose behalf 
the Board is acting) to declare its reasonable intent to provide grant funding to school districts, 
in accordance with Board policy and law, for costs of the projects with proceeds of State bonds; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: 

1. This Resolution is adopted by the Board for the purposes of establishing
compliance with Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2, and this Resolution does
not bind the Board to make any additional apportionment, or bind the State to
incur any indebtedness.

2. The Board anticipates that some or all of the school districts listed on the list of
“Projects” referred to in this Resolution will pay certain capital expenditures in
connection with some or all of the project costs prior to the issuance of bonds by
the State to pay for the grants for the projects.  The reimbursement of such costs
is consistent with the State’s budgetary and financial circumstances, and in
accordance with Board policy, as no other funds or accounts of the State have
been budgeted or are available to pay the costs of the projects on either a short-
term or a long-term basis.

3. The Board, acting on behalf of the State, hereby declares that it is the State’s
official intent to use proceeds of general obligation bonds that may become
available for such purpose, consistent with the requirements of law that are in
effect at the time the funds are available, to provide grants in accordance with
applicable laws and regulations.

4. This Resolution shall be continuously available for inspection by the general
public during normal business hours at the offices of the Board at 707 3rd Street,
West Sacramento, California, commencing within one week after the date of
enactment of this Resolution.

5. Any eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment of future funding
by the Board.

PURPOSE OF REPORT 

To present the St. Hope Public School’s (Applicant) request for a one-year extension 
to the conversion deadline for its Charter School Facilities Program (CSFP) 
combination new construction and rehabilitation project. 

DESCRIPTION 

Applicants participating in the CSFP must convert a Preliminary Charter School 
Apportionment (PSCA) to an adjusted grant apportionment within a four-year period 
pursuant to School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.166. This item 
requests a one-year extension to the conversion deadline for the Applicant’s 
combination new construction and rehabilitation project, application numbers 
54/67439-00-007 and 008, pursuant to SFP Regulation Section 1859.166.1. 

AUTHORITY 

See Attachment A. 

BACKGROUND 

The CSFP provides PCSAs (reservations of bond authority) for new construction and 
rehabilitation projects. The PCSA for a CSFP project must be converted within a four-
year period to an adjusted grant apportionment meeting all the SFP Regulation 
requirements, unless a single one-year extension is granted by the State Allocation 
Board (Board). 

Applicants may request the Board to approve a single one-year extension. The 
request will be approved when the Applicant meets the criteria in (a) or (b): 

a) The charter school has provided evidence of both of the following: 

• The California Department of Education (CDE) has made a contingent or final 
approval of the proposed site; and, 

• The Division of the State Architect (DSA) has confirmed that the final plans for the 
project have been submitted to the DSA for review and approval. 

b) Other evidence satisfactory to the Board justifying the extension. 

STAFF ANALYSIS/COMMENTS 

The Applicant’s project is located on a site owned by the Sacramento City Unified 
School District. The project experienced delays in the design process due to Covid-19 
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and remote working requirements. The project will be completed in two phases. Both 
phases have already received final plan approval from the Division of the State 
Architect. Phase one is currently being reviewed for final plan approval by the 
California Department of Education (CDE). The Applicant anticipates receiving CDE 
final plan approval for this phase in January 2022. Phase two will be submitted to 
CDE in December 2021, with a projected approval date of March 2022. The Applicant 
plans to submit a complete conversion application for both projects to the Office of 
Public School Construction by April 2022. The current conversion deadline for the 
project is February 28, 2022. If approved the new deadline will be February 28, 2023.  

Staff has reviewed the Applicant’s request (Attachment B) and determined that it 
provides satisfactory evidence to justify the extension. Staff supports the Applicant’s 
request for a one-year extension to the conversion deadlines. 

RECOMMENDATION 

Approve the Applicant’s request for a one-year extension to the conversion deadline. 
Require that the PCSAs for application numbers 54/67439-00-007 and 008 be 
converted to final apportionments by February 28, 2023, or the PCSAs will be 
rescinded, and the bond authority returned to the CSFP.

St. HOPE Public Schools is requesting a one year extension to the deadline for submitting the funding applications for 
St. HOPE Public School 7 Elementary projects (54/67439-00-008 and 54/67439-00-007). Due to the Governor's 
stay-at-home order for State Agency Departments, new processes needed to be developed to continue production 
while working from home. Working remotely created a loss of efficiency, affecting all areas of design, engineering and 
construction management as resources became limited or unavailable. 

Specific to St. HOPE Public School 7 Elementary, St. HOPE will execute this project with the students on campus and in 
two phases. Phase 1, involves approximately 158,000 square feet of site demol ition and 4,384 square feet of building 
demolition and New Site construction of 170,200 square feet and 24,640 square feet of building construction with 
significant site utilities upgrades and additions. Phase 2, involves approximately 60,100 square feet of site demolition and 
building demolition of 10,000 square feet, New Site construction of 72,000 square feet and new/rehabilitation building 
construction of 17,732. Students are currently planned to remain on campus and will be relocated into the Phase 1 
buildings after Phase 1 is complete. Phase 2 would then begin and after construction completion the students would be 
relocated into their grade level areas of the campus. 

Phase 1 & 2 of this project have DSA approvals. The CEQA process is underway and is anticipated to be completed in the 
January/ February 2022 time frame. Phase 1 is in review with COE and we anticipate completion in early January 2022.

The Applicant’s projects are located on district-owned sites. Restrictions due to 
Covid-19 delayed the start of the project’s design process. All four projects have 
received final plan approval from DSA and have been submitted to CDE. The 
District anticipates receiving final plan approval from CDE by June 2022 and 
submitting a complete conversion application to the Office of Public School 
Construction by July 2022. The current conversion deadline for San Diego Global 
Vision Academy (54/68338-00-006) and Gompers Preparatory Academy 
(54/68338-00-008) is January 24, 2022, and the current conversion deadline for 
San Diego Cooperative Charter School (54/68338-00-004) and O’Farrell 
Community School (54/68338-00-008) is February 28, 2022. If approved, the 
new deadlines will be January 24, 2023, and February 28, 2023, respectively.  

Staff has reviewed the Applicant’s request (Attachment B) and determined that it 
provides satisfactory evidence to justify the extensions. Staff supports the 
Applicant’s request for one-year extensions to the conversion deadlines. 

RECOMMENDATION 

Approve the Applicant’s request for one-year extensions to the conversion 
deadlines. Require that the PCSAs for application numbers 54/68338-00-006 and 
007 be converted to final apportionments by January 24, 2023, and 54/68338-00-
004 and 008 by February 28, 2023, or the PCSAs will be rescinded, and the 
bond authority returned to the CSFP.

PRIORITY FUNDING SCHOOL CONSTRUCTION 
APPORTIONMENTS 

PURPOSE OF REPORT 

To provide priority School Facility Program (SFP) funding Apportionments in the 
amount of $252.1 million for eligible new construction and modernization projects 
that submitted a valid certification using funds that were made available by the 
passage of Assembly Bill 130, Chapter 44, Statutes of 2021. 

DESCRIPTION 

This item seeks State Allocation Board (Board) approval to allocate the $250 
million in one-time General Funds provided by the Budget Act for 2021/2022 to 
the first eligible projects on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) with a 
request for a priority funding Apportionment that is valid from January 1, 2022 
through June 30, 2022. Staff recommends allocating an additional $2.1 million 
from prior bond proceeds in order to fully fund the last project receiving funding 
from the $250 million in General Fund proceeds. 

The Apportionments are a result of the Board’s action in May 2011. At that time, 
the Board approved regulations establishing two annual filing periods for 
prioritizing school construction funding as cash proceeds became available to 
provide Apportionments. The Office of Administrative Law (OAL) then approved 
the regulations on July 27, 2011. The regulations created two 30-day periods in 
which school districts could request to receive an Apportionment upon 
acknowledgement that a Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) could be 
submitted within 90 days of receiving an Apportionment. 

Based on the above regulations, the recent filing period began on November 10, 
2021 and closed on December 9, 2021. Requests must have been received by 
OPSC on or before December 9, 2021 and are valid from January 1, 2022 through 
June 30, 2022. Applicants that participated in the recent filing period but are not 
receiving an apportionment at this time will be eligible for future apportionments if 
bond sale proceeds become available during the period that their request is valid.  

By approving this item, the Board will provide approximately $252.1 million in 
Apportionments for 100 projects that represents 57 school districts.  

AUTHORITY 

The 2021/2022 Budget Act states the following: 

For the 2021/2022 fiscal year, the sum of two hundred fifty million dollars ($250,000,000) 
is hereby appropriated from the General Fund to the State Allocation Board for deposit 
into the 2016 State School Facilities Fund, established pursuant to Section 17070.41 of 
the Education Code, for projects pursuant to Sections 17071.75 and 17073.10 of the 
Education Code. These funds shall be allocated to eligible projects, by the State 
Allocation Board, until June 30, 2022. 
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See Attachment A for additional authority. 
 
BACKGROUND 

Requests/Acknowledgements 

Pursuant to SFP Regulations, applicants choosing to participate in the priority 
funding process must submit a request to convert an Unfunded Approval to an 
Apportionment. As part of the request, applicants are required to make the 
following acknowledgements: 

• The applicant understands that the time limit on fund release shall be no 
more than 90 days from the date of Apportionment. 

• The applicant acknowledges that failure to submit a valid Fund Release 
Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) within the 90-day period will result in the 
project being rescinded without further Board action. A rescinded 
application will revert to an Unfunded Approval at the bottom of the 
Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) and cannot be guaranteed bond 
authority. The application will receive a new Unfunded Approval date of 
April 26, 2022.  

• In the case that multiple rescissions are made by the SAB, each separate 
application will be placed at the bottom of the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 
55 Loans) in the order of the original unfunded approval date. The district 
will not be required to resubmit the application and no further application 
review will be required. 

• The applicant acknowledges that by participating in the priority funding 
process, the applicant is waiving its right to the 18-month timeline for fund 
release submittal. 

• The applicant acknowledges that a Grant Agreement must be submitted 
pursuant to SFP Regulation 1859.90.4 and received by OPSC prior to or 
concurrently with the Form SAB 50-05. 

By approving this item, the Board will provide approximately $252.1 million in 
Apportionments for 100 projects on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) that 
are eligible for an Apportionment. Any requests by applicants to participate in the 
priority funding process that are not converted to Apportionments shall retain 
their date order position on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) unless the 
applicant receives a second non-participation occurrence. These projects will be 
eligible for future apportionments if bond sale proceeds become available. Any 
project receiving a second non-participation occurrence will be rescinded without 
further Board action. 
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This priority funding round generated $671.5 million in Apportionment requests 
from 120 applicants for 251 out of 261 unique projects, which represents 96.17 
percent of the projects on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) that could 
have submitted requests. The attachments provide detailed lists of the 
Apportionment requests received during this filing period that remain on the 
Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). The applications receiving an 
Apportionment are highlighted in Attachments B, C, and D. 

STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS 

Current/Future Request Periods 

Requests submitted during the period that ended on December 9, 2021 will 
expire on June 30, 2022. A new 30-day priority funding request filing period will 
begin on May 11, 2022 and will end on June 9, 2022. Requests submitted during 
that period will be valid from July 1, 2022 through December 31, 2022. 

Fund Release Requirements 

Applicants receiving Apportionments are required to submit a valid Form SAB 50-
05 containing an original or electronic signature for each approved application. 
The Form SAB 50-05 must be signed by the designated District Representative 
and must be received by the Office of Public School Construction prior to 11:59 
p.m. on April 26, 2022. The form may be submitted electronically via OPSC 
Online or via email to OPSCApplicationReviewTeam@dgs.ca.gov. OPSC will 
continue to accept hard copy versions that are mailed or hand delivered to the 
Office of Public School Construction at 707 Third Street, 6th Floor, West 
Sacramento, CA 95605. If a district fails to submit a valid Form SAB 50-05 within 
the allotted time frame, the project will be rescinded without further Board action 
and will receive a new unfunded approval date of April 26, 2022 on the Unfunded 
List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). 

Grant Agreement 

Pursuant to action taken by the Board at the June 5, 2017 meeting a Grant 
Agreement for the project with an original or electronic signature by an 
authorized District Representative must be submitted prior to, or concurrently 
with, the Form SAB 50-05 in order for the Form SAB 50-05 to be considered valid 
for all projects that are approved for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 
55 Loans) on or after June 5, 2017. Projects on the Unfunded List as of June 5, 
2017 are exempt from this requirement. 

Non-Participation in Priority Funding Process 

On March 25, 2013, regulation amendments regarding non-participation in the 
priority funding process became effective. The regulation changes limit the 
number of times a district can choose not to participate in the priority funding 
process for a project on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). Projects 
receiving an Apportionment in this item but do not submit a valid Form SAB 50-
05 prior to 11:59 p.m. on April 26, 2022 will receive one non-participation 
occurrence. If this is the project’s second non-participation occurrence, the 
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project will be fully rescinded without further Board action and will not return to 
the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). The bond authority associated with 
rescinded projects will return to the SFP.

AUTHORITY 
(as of November 22, 2021) 

 
Education Code Section 17070.35(a) states, “In addition to all other powers and duties 
as are granted to the board by this chapter, other statutes, or the California Constitution, 
the board shall do all of the following: 
(1)  Adopt rules and regulations, pursuant to the rulemaking provisions of the 

Administrative Procedure Act, Chapter 3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 
1 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the Government Code, for the administration of this 
chapter… 

(2)  Establish and publish any procedures and policies in connection with the 
administration of this chapter as it deems necessary….” 

 
Government Code Section 15503 states: 

Whenever the board is required to make allocations or apportionments under this 
part, it shall prescribe rules and regulations for the administration of, and not 
inconsistent with, the act making the appropriation of funds to be allocated or 
apportioned. The board shall require the procedure, forms, and the submission of any 
information it may deem necessary or appropriate. Unless otherwise provided in the 
appropriation act, the board may require that applications for allocations or 
apportionments be submitted to it for approval. 

 
Budget Letter 10-09 requires that if there are insufficient bond proceeds, departments 
and agencies are responsible for prioritizing the projects that will be funded consistent 
with the prioritization criteria outlined (including job creation). It also indicates that if 
bond proceeds are not managed efficiently, additional bonds may not be sold for the 
program. 
 
School Facility Program (SFP) Regulation Section 1859.2 states: 

‘For the purpose of these regulations, the terms set forth below shall have the 
following meanings, subject to the provisions of the Act: 
… 
“Unfunded List” means an information list of unfunded projects, with the exception of 
the unfunded list defined below as “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)”. 
“Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” means an information list of unfunded 
projects that was created due to the State’s inability to provide interim financing from 
the Pooled Money Investment Account (AB 55 loans) to fund school construction 
projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget Letter #33 issued on 
December 18, 2008.” 

 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.2, “Priority Funding Process” states: 
The priority funding process allows the Board to distribute available funds to districts or 
charter schools that request, pursuant to (a) or (b) below, as applicable, an 
Apportionment or an advance release of funds from a Preliminary Apportionment or 
Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, during specific 30-calendar day filing 
periods beginning with July 27, 2011 and continuing with the 2nd Wednesday of 
January and the 2nd Wednesday of July of 2012. Requests submitted during the filing 
periods described above are valid until the next filing period begins. The specific 30-
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calendar day filing periods subsequent to 2012 begin with January 9, 2013 and continue 
with the 2nd Wednesday of May and the 2nd Wednesday of November, each calendar 
year. Requests submitted during the filing period beginning with January 9, 2013 are 
valid until June 30, 2013. Requests submitted during a filing period beginning with the 
2nd Wednesday of May are valid from July 1 until December 31 of that year. Requests 
submitted during a filing period beginning with the 2nd Wednesday in November are 
valid from January 1 until June 30 of the following year. Requests must be physically 
received by the OPSC by the 30th calendar day of each filing period to be considered 
valid.  
 
(a) In order to be considered for an Apportionment, approved advance release of design 
funds from a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, or approved advance release 
of environmental hardship site acquisition funds from a Preliminary Apportionment, the 
district or charter school must provide a priority funding request in the form of a written 
statement signed by an authorized representative that includes each of the project 
Application numbers, and the type of Apportionment request (e.g., Apportionment, 
separate Apportionment for design or site acquisition), within the 30-calendar day filing 
period, and shall contain the following: (1) Statement that the request is to convert the 
unfunded approval to an Apportionment or to receive an approved advance release of 
funds; and  
(2) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be 
submitted and physically received by the OPSC within 90 calendar days of 
Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request, except for a Career 
Technical Education Facilities Project in (a)(5), and that failure to do so will result in the 
rescission of the Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request without 
further Board action; and  
(3) Acknowledgement that a Grant Agreement must be submitted pursuant to Section 
1859.90.4 and physically received by the OPSC prior to, or concurrently with, the Form 
SAB 50-05 referenced in (a)(2); and  
(4) Acknowledgement that, if the district submits the Form SAB 50-05 on or after July 1, 
2013 and is required to submit an LCP third party report, pursuant to Section 
1859.97(b), the report will be submitted to the OPSC and the DIR at least 60 days prior 
to submitting the Form SAB 50-05; and  
(5) For those receiving an Apportionment, acknowledgement that by participating in the 
priority funding process, the district or charter school is waiving its right to the 18 month 
timeline for fund release submittal described in Section 1859.90.  
(6) For a Career Technical Education Facilities Project that was granted an unfunded 
approval without the required CDE plan approval and/or required DSA-approved plans 
and specifications, the applicant’s request must include: (A) Acknowledgement that the 
applicant must submit the required approval(s) to the OPSC within 12 months from the 
date of the Apportionment. If the required submittal(s) is not received within 12 months, 
the Apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action pursuant to Section 
1859.197(c)(1); and  
(B) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be 
submitted and physically  
received by the OPSC within 90 calendar days of the submittal described in (6)(A) and 
that failure to do so will result in the rescission of the Apportionment without further 
Board action; and (C) Acknowledgement that a Grant Agreement must be submitted 
pursuant to Section 1859.90.4 and physically received by the OPSC prior to, or 
concurrently with, the Form SAB 50-05 referenced in (a)(6)(B).  
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(b) In order to be considered for an approved advance release of site acquisition funds 
from a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment, the district or charter school must 
provide a priority funding request in the form of a written statement signed by an 
authorized representative within the 30-calendar day filing period, and shall contain all 
of the following: (1) Statement that the request is to convert the advance release of 
funds to an approved advance release of funds request; and,  
(2) Acknowledgement that a valid, original signature Form SAB 50-05 must be 
submitted and physically received by the OPSC within 180 calendar days of the 
approved advance release of funds request and that failure to do so will result in the 
rescission of the approved advance release of funds request without further Board 
action; and  
(3) Acknowledgement that a Grant Agreement must be submitted pursuant to Section 
1859.90.4 and physically received by the OPSC prior to, or concurrently with, the Form 
SAB 50-05 referenced in (b)(2); and  
(4) Acknowledgement that it must provide evidence that it has entered into the Charter 
School Agreements within 90 calendar days of approval of the advance release of funds 
request and that failure to do so will result in the rescission of the approval without 
further Board action.  
 
(c) If a district or charter school receives an Apportionment or approved advance 
release of funds request through the priority funding process, the OPSC must receive a 
valid, original signature copy of the Form SAB 50-05 within the specified time period, 
pursuant to (a)(2), (a)(6) or (b)(2), as applicable, and a Grant Agreement, pursuant to 
(a)(3), (a)(6)(C), or (b)(3), as applicable. Upon submittal of the original signature copy of 
the Form SAB 50-05, if OPSC determines that the Form SAB 50-05 is not valid, the 
district will have ten business days to amend the Form SAB 50-05 in order to make the 
Form SAB 50-05 valid. If the OPSC does not receive a valid, original signature copy of 
the Form SAB 50-05 within the time period: (1) The priority funding Apportionment or 
approved advance release of funds request shall be rescinded without further Board 
action, and  
(2) If the Application is not subject to rescission pursuant to Section 1859.90.3(c) as 
defined in Section 1859.90.3(d), the Application shall return to the Unfunded List (Lack 
of AB 55 Loans) with a new unfunded approval date that is 90 calendar days from the 
date of Apportionment or approval of the advance release of funds request.  
 
(d) In the event that the amount of requests received during a specific 30-calendar day 
filing period exceeds the funds available, the Board shall apportion based on the 
unfunded approval date and the Application received date up to the available cash from 
each bond source. Projects that have requested to participate in the priority funding 
process for which an Apportionment cannot be provided shall retain their date order 
position on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). Requests not converted to 
Apportionments will not be returned to the district or kept by the OPSC.  
(e) In the event that unexpected cash proceeds from sources other than bond funds 
become available for use for priority funding Apportionments, at a public meeting the 
Board may waive the 30-calendar day filing provision specified in this section for 
impacted school districts to provide funds more rapidly.  
(1) OPSC shall identify and invite impacted school districts to submit a priority funding 
request that meets all other criteria in (a) above. 
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(2) Requests submitted under this provision shall be valid from the date the priority 
funding request is submitted until the end of the regularly scheduled filing round 
specified above.  
(3) Requests submitted under this provision must comply with all other requirements of 
the priority funding process in this Section and Section 1859.90.3.  
(4) District’s may decline to submit a request outside the normal 30-day filing period 
without consequence. If the option to submit a request is declined, the requirements to 
participate in the standard 30-day filing periods specified in (a) above remain in effect.  
(5) Unexpected proceeds from sources other than bond funds include, but are not 
limited to, the $250 million in General Fund monies provided to the 2016 School 
Facilities Account as a result of the 2021-2022 Budget Act.  
 
(f) For purposes of this section “rescinded” or “rescission” shall mean that the 
Apportionment or approved advance release of funds request returns to unfunded 
approval status with a new unfunded approval date, except for (a)(5)(A). The new 
unfunded approval date will be 90 calendar days from the Apportionment date. The 
district or charter school will not be required to re-submit the Application and no further 
Application review will be required. 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.90.3, “Participation in the Priority Funding Process” 
states: 
This section applies to Applications for funding for new construction, modernization, 
Overcrowding Relief Grant, Career Technical Education Facilities Program, Facility 
Hardship pursuant to Section 1859.82 and rehabilitation pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), 
and Charter School Facilities Program, excluding advance release of design and/or site 
acquisition funds from a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment. 
 
(a) For each Application on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) for new 
construction, modernization, Facility Hardship pursuant to Section 1859.82 or 
rehabilitation pursuant to Section 1859.83(e), the occurrences of (1) or (2) below shall 
be limited after the effective date of this regulation section [March 25, 2013]. For each 
Application on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) for Overcrowding Relief Grant, 
Career Technical Education Facilities Program, and Charter School Facilities Program, 
excluding advance release of design and/or site acquisition funds from a Preliminary 
Charter School Apportionment, the occurrences of (1) or (2) below shall be limited after 
the effective date of this regulation section [October 1, 2014]:  
(1) The district abstains from participating in a priority funding 30-calendar day filing 
period described in Section 1859.90.2 for the Application on the Unfunded List (Lack of 
AB 55 Loans).  
(2) The Application receives a priority funding Apportionment pursuant to Section 
1859.90.2(a), and the district fails to meet the fund release requirements pursuant to 
Section 1859.90.2(c).  
(b) The first occurrence of (a)(1) or (a)(2) shall result in the following, as applicable:  
(1) If (a)(1) occurs, the Application shall retain its place on the Unfunded List (Lack of 
AB 55 Loans).  
(2) If (a)(2) occurs, the priority funding Apportionment shall be rescinded and the 
Application shall be returned to the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) pursuant to 
Section 1859.90.2(c)(2).  
(c) If subsection (b) has occurred, a subsequent occurrence of either (a)(1) or (a)(2) 
shall result in the rescission of the Application’s Apportionment and/or unfunded 
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approval, as applicable, and the removal of the Application from the Unfunded List 
(Lack of AB 55 Loans) without further Board action. The Application shall be returned to 
the applicant.  
(d) For purposes of subsection (c), “rescinded” or “rescission” of an unfunded approval 
shall mean that the bond authority associated with the Apportionment or unfunded 
approval, as applicable, returns to the appropriate School Facility Program bond 
authority source for reallocation. If applicable, the pupils housed in the project will be 
added back to the district’s baseline eligibility pursuant to Sections 1859.51(d) for new 
construction or 1859.61(d) for modernization. 
 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.129(b)(2) states: 

Has 18 months from the date the DSA and CDE approved plans were submitted to 
the OPSC to submit a completed Form SAB 50-05 or the apportionment will be 
rescinded without further Board action. If the district is requesting an Apportionment 
pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 1859.90.2, the Board will require that this time limit 
be reduced to no more than 90 days from the date of the apportionment. 

 
SFP Regulation Section 1859.197 (b)(2) states: 

Has 18 months from the date the CDE plan approval and DSA-approved plans and 
specifications, as needed, are submitted to the OPSC to submit a completed Form 
SAB 50-05 or the Apportionment shall be rescinded without further Board action. If 
the district is requesting an Apportionment pursuant to Section 1859.90.1 or 
1859.90.2, the Board will require that this time limit be reduced to no more than 90 
days from the date of the Apportionment.

NEW CHARTER SCHOOL FACILITIES PROGRAM FILING 
ROUND 

PURPOSE OF REPORT 

To request the State Allocation Board (Board) establish a new Charter School Facilities 
Program (CSFP) filing round for disbursing available bond authority. 

DESCRIPTION 

Bond authority has returned to the CSFP through loan payments, project rescissions and from 
projects that did not access their full preliminary apportionments; it is now available for new 
projects within the CSFP. This item requests the Board to establish a CSFP filing round for 
disbursing available bond authority. The filing round is proposed to open May 2, 2022, and 
close June 3, 2022. 

AUTHORITY 

See Attachment A. 

BACKGROUND 

In 2002, Assembly Bill 14 created the CSFP. Through the passage of the Kindergarten-
University Public Education Facilities Bond Acts of 2002 (Proposition 47), 2004 (Proposition 
55) and 2006 (Proposition 1D), and the Kindergarten through Community College Public
Education Facilities Bond Act of 2016 (Proposition 51), a total of $1.4 billion has been made
available for the construction of new charter school facilities or the rehabilitation of existing
school district facilities for charter school use. This program allows charter schools that
provide site-based instruction to access State facility funding directly or through the school
district where the project will be physically located and that serves the same grade level that
will be housed in the charter project.

The CSFP permits a charter school, or school district filing on behalf of a charter school, to 
apply for a preliminary apportionment for the construction of new facilities and the 
rehabilitation of school district owned existing facilities that are at least 15 years old. The 
preliminary apportionment is a reservation of CSFP bond authority for the project to allow time 
to receive the necessary approvals from other State entities and must be converted within a 
four-year period to an adjusted grant apportionment meeting all the School Facility Program 
(SFP) criteria, unless a one-year extension is granted. When a project converts, available 
bond authority may be used to fund eligible increased project costs. If project costs are lower 
than the amount reserved for the preliminary apportionment, the unused bond authority is 
returned to the respective CSFP accounts and is available for use for charter school 
purposes.   

To qualify for funding, a charter school must be deemed financially sound by the California 
School Finance Authority (CSFA) and have either a minimum of two academic years’

operating experience or be able to demonstrate at least two academic years of administrative 
experience in management positions at other charter schools in California.  
 
If the estimated total apportionments of all financially sound applicants approved by CSFA 
exceed the funds available, the Board will provide preliminary apportionments using the 
following criteria per SFP Regulation Section 1859.164: 
 

• Representative of the various geographical regions of the State. 
• Representative of urban, rural, and suburban regions of the State. 
• Representative of large, medium, and small charter schools throughout the State. 
• Representative of the various grade levels of the pupils served by charter school 

applications. 
 
Within each category above, preference is given to charters in overcrowded school districts, 
charters in low-income areas, not-for-profit charters, and for the use of existing district 
facilities (rehabilitation projects). Per SFP Regulation Section 1859.164.1, a preference point 
calculation system, based on the criteria set above, is used in determining the projects that 
will be funded from each category. If more than one application is received that has the same 
criteria within a category, the Board will provide preliminary apportionments based on which 
project had the highest preference points.  
 
Since the first filing round in 2004, 73 CSFP preliminary apportionments have successfully 
converted to final apportionments, providing approximately $978.8 million in funding for 
charter school facilities. The following chart shows the number of converted preliminary 
apportionments by filing round:

There are currently 45 active preliminary apportionments with approximately $489.5 in 
reserved bond authority from the Proposition 51 filing round that still need to convert to final 
apportionments. Their current conversion deadlines range from February 28, 2022, to 
February 26, 2024.

After the December 2021 Board meeting, approximately $94.6 million in available bond 
authority is available from Propositions 47, 55, 1D and 51. Staff believes this amount is

sufficient to warrant a new filing round so the funds can be provided to new projects. Current 
preliminary apportionments that need additional bond authority at conversion will still be able 

to access the remaining funds until new awards are made, but the remaining authority will be 
used to provide new preliminary apportionments. 

Staff has coordinated with CSFA and the California Department of Education and is 
proposing a May 2, 2022, through June 3, 2022, application filing period, with a goal to award 
the preliminary apportionments at the October 2022 Board meeting. The proposed application 
filing period will allow time for Staff, through webinars and in-person workshops throughout 
the State, to provide outreach to the charter school community on the application process.  

To be eligible for funding, a complete funding application package (Attachment B), signed by 
the designated Charter School or District Representative, must be received by the Office of 
Public School Construction (OPSC) by 11:59 p.m. on June 3, 2022. Any applications received 
after this time and date will not be processed. Staff strongly encourages applicants to submit 
applications using the OPSC Online application; however, hand-delivered, and emailed 
application packages will continue to be accepted. Specific delivery instructions will be 
provided at the virtual and in-person workshops and on OPSC’s website.  

Consistent with the Proposition 51 application round, Staff will perform a preliminary review on 
all submitted applications to determine program eligibility. Preference points will be assigned 
to all eligible applications and the applications will be ranked by category. Only the most 
competitive applications will be fully processed by OPSC to determine a verified total 
preliminary apportionment amount and reviewed by CSFA for financial soundness. Eligible 
applications will be processed using current statutory and regulatory requirements. 

Staff proposes to retain all submitted valid applications for 12 months following the date the 
Board begins to award preliminary apportionments. This is consistent with the process 
approved by the Board previously approved for the 2009, 2014 and Proposition 51 filing 
rounds and will allow Staff to process additional funding requests if authority becomes 
available, while maintaining the original preference points and funding order. If the 
applications are returned, a new application round would need to be created, applicants would 
have to submit new application packages and preference points would have to be 
recalculated before applicants could access funding. This will also provide time to account for 
additional bond authority that may be returned from Proposition 51 preliminary 
apportionments that do not submit a complete conversion application package (Attachment C) 
by their final conversion deadlines. Any additional future funding that is made available 
outside of the current funding sources will be provided in a separate application round.  

RECOMMENDATIONS 

1. Approve a new application filing period opening May 2, 2022, and closing June 3, 2022, using
all available bond authority from Propositions 47, 55, 1D and 51 not needed for existing CSFP
preliminary apportionment conversions.

2. Declare that the applications shall remain valid for 12 months after awarding preliminary
apportionments to enable the Board to continue awarding preliminary apportionments during
that time, provided additional bond authority returns to the program that is not associated with
a voter approved bond.

The same 
process will continue for the remaining categories until the Board has apportioned a project 
within each type in categories (a) through (d), or until no funding remains. If after funding one 
project in each category (a) through (d), funding remains available, the process shall be 
repeated until no funding remains. 

All funds approved as a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment shall be transferred to the 
Restricted Charter School Fund within the appropriate Charter School Facility Account. Any 
funds not approved as a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment shall be transferred to the 
Unrestricted Charter School Fund within the appropriate Charter School Facility Account. 

All Preliminary Charter School Applications received from a Charter School will be processed in 
the date order received by the OPSC. If more than one Preliminary Charter School Application 
is received on the same day from the same entity for a Charter School project located within the 
geographical jurisdiction of same district, those applications will be processed by the OPSC 
based on the priority order assigned to those applications by the applicant on Form SAB 50-09. 

If two or more Preliminary Charter School Applications have the same preference points, the 
Board shall first apportion that Preliminary Charter School Application that was received first by 
the OPSC. In the event that the applications were received on the same day, applications will 
be funded in the following order: 
(a) Projects submitted by entities that have not previously received funding under the
SFP, the CSFP or the State Charter School Facilities Grants Incentives Program will
be funded before those that have received said funding;
(b) Projects proposing to utilize existing facilities will be funded before projects that propose to build
new facilities;
(c) As applicable, projects that provide more seats to relieve overcrowding will be funded over
those that provide fewer seats (as determined by dividing the number of unhoused pupils
pursuant to Section 1859.50 that the project will house by the remaining new construction
eligibility in the district);

In the event that a tie remains after the previous criteria have been applied, a lottery system will 
be used to select the project that is funded. 

Any applications the SAB is unable to provide a Preliminary Charter School Apportionment will 
be returned to the Charter School. 

Section 1859.164.1. Calculation of Preference Points. 
Preference points will be calculated for all Preliminary Charter School Applications. An 
application shall receive preference points based on the total of (a), (b), (c) and (d), up to a 
maximum of 160 points, as follows: 
(a) Low Income: Up to 40 points based on the percentage of pupils at either the Charter
School or school district where the Charter School is or will be located, or any public school
within the Charter School General Location
meeting the definition of Low-income. The Charter School may report the highest
percentage of the three.

(b) Overcrowded School District: Up to 40 points if the school district where the Charter
School is physically located is determined to be overcrowded by dividing the remaining New
Construction Eligibility (prior to the reduction from this application) by the district’s current
enrollment and multiplying the product by 100. The following sliding scale determines the
maximum number of preference points available for the degree of overcrowding:

The method of allocating preference points to applicants will utilize the percentage overcrowded 
chart for a maximum point distribution. Next, each application will be assigned an “effort” 
percentage which further allocates points within each overcrowding point category. The 
percentage generated by the number of unhoused pupils that the project will house, divided by 
the project capacity will represent the effort made to relieve overcrowding in the district. The 
“effort” percentage will be assigned the following point distribution: 
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% Effort to Relieve Overcrowding Ratio of Overcrowded Points Awarded 
40% or more 100% of the points for the overcrowded category 

30-39% 90% of the points for the overcrowded category 
20-29% 80% of the points for the overcrowded category 
10-19% 70% of the points for the overcrowded category

0%  No points for the overcrowded category 

 
The total points assigned for overcrowding will be calculated by applying the appropriate “effort” 
percentage and its corresponding ratio of points to the percentage overcrowded category for the 
district in which the project will be physically located. 
 
(c) Non-Profit Entity: If the entity operating the Charter School meets the definition of a 
Non-Profit Entity, the project will receive 40 preference points. 

 
(d) Existing Facilities: If the project proposes to rehabilitate existing facilities, the project will 

receive 40 preference points.

PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE  
FULL-DAY KINDERGARTEN FACILITIES GRANT PROGRAM 

PURPOSE 

To present proposed amendments to the program Regulations, Forms, and Grant 
Agreement for the California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten and Full-Day 
Kindergarten Facilities Grant Program as a result of Assembly Bill 130, Chapter 44, Statutes 
of 2021. 

DESCRIPTION 

Assembly Bill (AB) 130 amended Education Code (EC) Section 17375 (Article 7, Chapter 3 
of Part 10.5 of Division 1 of Title 1), to allocate additional funds for and modify program 
eligibility and funding criteria for the Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities Grant Program 
(Program). The Program allows school districts that lack the facilities to provide California 
preschool, transitional kindergarten and full-day kindergarten to apply for one-time grants to 
construct new school facilities and retrofit existing school facilities for the purpose of 
expanding existing programs or providing new programs for preschool, transitional 
kindergarten, and full-day kindergarten pupils. This item presents amendments to the State 
Allocation Board (Board) for Program Regulations, Forms, and the Grant Agreement in order 
to administer the Program according to new statutory requirements. 

This item seeks Board approval for the following amended documents: 

• Proposed Program Regulations (included as Attachment B);

• Application for Funding (Form SAB 70-01) (included as Attachment C);

• Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 70-02) (included as Attachment D);

• Expenditure Report (Form SAB 70-03) (included as Attachment E); and,

• Grant Agreement (included as Attachment F).

AUTHORITY

BACKGROUND 

AB 130,  Education Finance: Education Omnibus Trailer Bill, was approved by the Governor 
and Chaptered on July 9, 2021. This bill appropriated an additional $490,000,000 from the 
General Fund for the 2021-2022 fiscal year to the Board to provide one-time grants to school 
districts to construct new school facilities or retrofit existing school facilities for the purpose of 
providing California preschool, transitional kindergarten and full-day kindergarten programs. 

The amended statute adds eligibility for school districts to offer new or expand existing 
transitional kindergarten programs in addition to full-day kindergarten programs. The statute 
also allows for school districts and county offices of education (COE) to offer new or expand 
existing California state preschool programs.

Staff has identified necessary regulatory amendments to implement the statutory changes to 
program eligibility, funding criteria, eligible expenditures and use of savings. 

Program Eligibility Criteria 

Application Submittal Requirements 
To support that a school district’s project is eligible to receive Program funding, school districts 
must submit documentation to identify the current enrollment and classroom inventory at a 
site. Statute requires school districts to provide school site enrollment data for the year in 
which the application(s) is processed as well as enrollment data for the three immediately 
preceding years. 

Additionally, school districts will need to provide detailed site maps and project narratives. On 
the site maps, school districts must note the current use of all facilities on the site. Any 
application in which the school district plans to retrofit existing facilities with Program funding 
must identify the use of all facilities on the site following the Program project, specifically 
noting, which classrooms will and will not be used for full-day kindergarten, transitional 
kindergarten, or preschool instruction. 

The Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) will use the enrollment data and site maps to 
verify a school site’s overall need for Program funding based off enrollment patterns and 
capacity at the site. Part of the verification process will include consulting with the California 
Department of Education (CDE) to determine if an application should be limited to a retrofit 
project or whether the applicant can choose to apply either for funding to retrofit existing 
facilities, or to build new facilities. Consultation with CDE will be conducted on a project-by-
project basis. For example, if a school site has four empty classrooms on campus and, based 
on the layout of the campus and campus downward enrollment trends, it may be more 
appropriate to retrofit an existing classroom to use as a preschool/kindergarten classroom. 

The California Preschool applications must submit the most recent childcare needs 
assessment conducted by its regional local planning council for preschool age children. As 
well as a current or future contract with the CDE to operate a preschool program. 

Funding shall only be provided if construction contracts, for the construction or retrofit of the 
classrooms in a full-day kindergarten project, were signed on or after June 27, 2018. 
Funding shall only be provided if construction contracts, for the construction or retrofit of the 
classrooms in a preschool or transitional kindergarten project, were signed on or after  
July 9, 2021. 

Enrollment 

Districts must provide enrollment using the California Longitudinal Pupil Achievement Data 
System. This enrollment must include the current enrollment at the time of application 
submittal and the three immediately preceding years. 

For school sites where actual enrollment data for preschool and/or transitional kindergarten is 
not available, Staff has consulted with stakeholders and agreed that an average based on 
enrollment data from higher grade levels would be the most accurate for predicting enrollment 
for these two new programs.

To determine enrollment data for Preschool and Transitional Kindergarten projects, OPSC will 
use higher grade level enrollment, from 1st, 2nd, and 3rd grades, on the school site where the 
project facilities are located to estimate prior year enrollment. All current 1st graders were 
assumed eligible for Transitional Kindergarten two years prior, 2nd graders three years prior, 
and 3rd graders four years prior, with the same relation to Preschool kids one year before 
being Transitional Kindergarten age.  

The following is an example of how this methodology will be used to determine Transitional 
Kindergarten or Preschool enrollment. 

1st Grade 2nd Grade 3rd Grade 3-Year Average

70 pupils 65 Pupils 75 pupils 70 pupils/year 

Preschool and Transitional Kindergarten (TK) Classroom Need 

Preschool TK 

70 Pupils 70 pupils 

Alternatively, for Transitional Kindergarten applications only, school districts can use three 
years of actual Transitional Kindergarten enrollment, if available, in lieu of averaging higher 
grade levels. 

For school districts who plan on creating a centralized early learning site because of the lack 
of preschool and/or transitional kindergarten facilities at every school site, OPSC will request 
enrollment information for 1st through 3rd grade for these school sites that would normally 
account for the students that will be housed at the centralized site (similar to a feeder school 
concept). 

Funding 

There is $490 million appropriated from the General Fund to the Board and was deposited in 
the California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten and Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities 
Account. Education Code (EC) Section 17375(k) allows the Department of General Services 
(DGS) to charge its administrative costs against the Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities Account 
for an amount not to exceed 2.5 percent.

OPSC proposes the establishment of two funding rounds to apportion the $477.75 million 
available in Program funds.

Any funds that return to the Program after the 2022 round is completed will be included in the 
2023 round. 

Any applications that do not receive an apportionment by December 31, 2022 will not be 
processed and will not be returned to the school district, and the school district can reapply for 
the 2023 funding round. 

Any applications that do not receive Program funding as part of the 2023 funding round will be 
retained until either program funds are made available, or until June 30, 2024 when statute 
requires that any funds remaining will return to the General Fund. Any remaining applications 
after June 30, 2024 will not be processed and returned to the school district. 

Districts who apply in the third round, taking place in April 2022, will be allowed to use the Free 
and Reduced-Price Meal (FRPM) percentage of one of the following enrollment years, 
2019/2020, 2020/2021, or 2021/2022. Districts applying in the fourth round, April 2023, must 
use the FRPM from the 2022/2023 year.

Title 5 Classrooms 
Any classrooms, including preschool classrooms, built with Program funding must be built to 
Title 5 requirements. Classrooms must generally be constructed to be not less than 1,350 
square feet, including restrooms, wet and dry areas, storage, and teacher preparation area. 
There may be circumstances that a retrofit project qualifies for an exemption through CDE 
where the classroom may be smaller than 1,350 square feet due to site limitations. However, 
in no circumstances will Program funding be allowed to construct or retrofit classrooms less 
than 1,250 square feet. 

Schoolsites offering licensed preschool programs, operated by the school district, that 
request Program funding must follow the requirements of both Title 5 Kindergarten 
classroom requirements and Title 22 as required by licensing conditions. Licensed-exempt 
preschool programs, operated by the school district, that request Program funding must build 
to Title 5 Kindergarten classroom requirements. 

Transitional Kindergarten and Preschool Classroom Cap 
Projects containing transitional kindergarten and/or preschool classrooms will be limited to 
four transitional kindergarten classrooms and four preschool classrooms per project school 
site. Limiting any Transitional Kindergarten or Preschool project to four classrooms of each 
grade level, per school site, allows more school districts to participate in the Program. The 
prior Full-Day Kindergarten Program was oversubscribed in each of its funding cycles, and 
each school district was only funded for one project in a filing round. Note: There is not a 
limit on the number of full-day kindergarten classrooms that can be included in a project 
because Program eligibility is based on current need and enrollment. 

Portable Classrooms 
Portable Classrooms are not eligible to be purchased with Program funds for New 
Construction projects. If a school district chooses to, they may retrofit a portable building. 
Statute states: 

A school district shall not use funds to purchase or install portable classrooms. A 
“portable classroom” means a classroom building of one or more stories that is 
designed and constructed to be relocatable and transportable over public streets, and 
for a single-story portable classroom, is designed and constructed for relocation 
without the separation of the roof or floor from the building and when measured at the 
most exterior walls, has a floor area that does not exceed 2,000 square feet. 

California Preschool Projects 
Projects building preschool classrooms must provide a copy of the California Department of 
Social Services approved Child Care License, or proof of license-exempt status. 

New Savings Use  
For Program funds provided from the 2019-2020 Budget Act, all school districts, including 
those that receive financial hardship funding, can expend savings and interest per statute as 
follows:  

1) For professional development to build capacity for the implementation of a preschool,
transitional kindergarten, or full-day kindergarten program for the classrooms in the project.

2) For instruction materials to build capacity for the implementation of a preschool, transitional
kindergarten, or full-day kindergarten program for the classrooms in the project.

3) For other high priority capital facility needs of the school district.
4) Any savings and interest not expended or encumbered after one year of project completion

must be returned to the State.
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STAFF ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS (cont.) 

Summary of Stakeholder Feedback on the Proposed Amendments 

On September 8, September 22 and October 12, 2021, Staff held public meetings to obtain 
stakeholder input regarding program changes to Program. 

At these meetings, Staff discussed the statutory changes to program eligibility, funding 
criteria, eligible expenditures and use of savings. Additionally, Staff presented proposed 
amendments to program Regulations, Forms, and the Grant Agreement needed to 
implement the statutory changes to Program. Staff was able to incorporate most of the 
suggestions provided by stakeholders. Feedback that was not incorporated was addressed 
during the discussion portions of those public meetings. 

Changes to Proposed Regulations since the Third Stakeholder Meeting 

Clarification of Classroom Loading Standards 
Program Regulation Sections 1860.5.1 and 1860.5.2 have been amended to include the 
addition of language to clarify the determination of classroom capacity. For example, if a site 
has been determined to have four existing classrooms that can be used as kindergarten 
facilities and has a kindergarten enrollment of 75 and a transitional kindergarten enrollment 
of 40, the existing pupils would be housed as shown below. 

In the above example, the 75 kindergarten pupils can be housed in three classrooms (25 in 
each classroom), but the last remaining available classroom can only house 25 of the 40 
transitional kindergarten pupils. This results in eligibility for one additional classroom to 
house the remaining 15 transitional kindergarten pupils. 

Development of Online Submittals and Change of Filing Round Date 
As we approach the next (third) filing round for Program applications, OPSC proposes to 
adjust the date presented during stakeholder meetings of when the third filing round opens. 
OPSC is updating our OPSC Online application system to allow school districts to submit 
applications for funding for the Program electronically, which will be ready for use towards the 
middle or end of March 2022. Therefore, OPSC proposed the opening date for the third filing 
round change from March 1, 2022, to April 1, 2022. 
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CONCLUSION 

Staff is presenting the attached proposed amendments to Program Regulations, Forms, and 
Grant Agreement for approval on an emergency basis. Approving the Regulations, Forms, and 
Grant Agreement will enable the Board to administer the program according to new statutory 
requirements. 

RECOMMENDATIONS 

1. Adopt the proposed amendments to program Regulations, Forms, and Grant Agreement as

shown in Attachments B through F.

2. Authorize the Executive Officer to file the proposed Regulations, Forms, and Grant

Agreement with the Office of Administrative Law on an emergency basis and make the

regulation permanent.

This Item was approved by the State Allocation Board on January 26, 2022. 
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Education Code (EC) 17375.  

(a) (1) The California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten and Full-Day Kindergarten
Facilities Grant Program is hereby established, under the administration of the State
Allocation Board pursuant to the requirements of this section, to provide one-time grants
to school districts to construct new school facilities or retrofit existing school facilities for
the purpose of providing transitional kindergarten classrooms and full-day kindergarten
classrooms pursuant to Section 8973, and for the construction of new preschool
classrooms, the modernization of existing preschool classrooms, or the modernization
of existing kindergarten and grade 1 to 12, inclusive, classrooms that would be
converted to provide California state preschool programs operated by school districts on
a public schoolsite, pursuant to this section.

(2) Moneys appropriated pursuant to this section shall be deposited in the California
Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten, and Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities Account,
hereby created in the State Treasury, administered by the State Allocation Board.

(3) For the 2018–19 fiscal year, the sum of one hundred million dollars ($100,000,000)
is hereby appropriated from the General Fund to the State Allocation Board to provide
one-time grants as specified in this section, as it read on December 31, 2020.

(4) (A) For the 2021–22 fiscal year, the sum of four hundred ninety million dollars
($490,000,000) is hereby appropriated from the General Fund to the State Allocation
Board to provide one-time grants as specified in this section.

(B) (i) Of the moneys allocated to a school district from the appropriation made pursuant
to this paragraph, savings and interest achieved upon full completion of an approved
project, and as a result of a school district’s efficient and prudent expenditure of the
moneys allocated, may be used for professional development or instructional materials
to build capacity for the implementation of a California state preschool program, a
transitional kindergarten program, a full-day kindergarten program, or high priority
capital outlay purposes identified by the school district and in accordance with
subdivision (f), associated regulations, and any accompanying grant agreement.

(ii) Notwithstanding any other law, for purposes of the funds appropriated in support of
this paragraph only, a school district may retain and use savings and interest pursuant
to clause (i) even if it receives financial hardship assistance pursuant to Section
17075.10.

(iii) Savings and interest retained by a school district shall be expended within one year
of project completion or returned to the state as required by associated regulations and
any accompanying grant agreement.

(5) New school facilities built pursuant to this section shall not be included in the
eligibility determination used for purposes of the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act
of 1998 (Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10) of Part 10).

(b) (1) The State Allocation Board shall award grants to school districts that lack the
facilities to provide transitional kindergarten or full-day kindergarten as required for
eligibility pursuant to Sections 17071.25 and 17072.10, that lack facilities that satisfy the
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design requirements required for new kindergarten classrooms as specified in 
paragraph (2) of subdivision (h) of Section 14030 of Title 5 of the California Code of 
Regulations, or that lack the facility capacity to increase California state preschool 
program services. 

(2) Priority for grants shall be given to school districts that meet either of the following
criteria:

(A) The school district is financially unable to contribute a portion of, or all of, the local
matching share required pursuant to paragraph (3) for a project, and meets the
requirements for financial hardship pursuant to Sections 17075.10 and 17075.15. For
purposes of this section, paragraph (5) of subdivision (d) of Section 17075.15 shall not
apply.

(B) (i) For school districts seeking a transitional kindergarten or full-day kindergarten
facilities grant, the school district is located in an underserved community with a high
population of pupils who are eligible for free or reduced-price meals pursuant to
subdivision (a) of Section 42238.01.

(ii) For school districts seeking a preschool facilities grant, the school district is located
in an underserved area, as defined in Section 8205, that is prioritized to receive funds
for the California state preschool program according to the prioritization process
described in Section 8210.

(3) Except for school districts that meet the requirements for financial hardship pursuant
to Section 17075.10 and as specified in paragraph (4), a school district that applies for a
grant pursuant to this section for new construction shall provide 50 percent of the cost of
the project, and a school district that applies for a grant pursuant to this section for a
retrofit project shall provide 40 percent of the cost of the project.

(4) Except for school districts that meet the requirements for financial hardship pursuant
to Section 17075.10, a school district shall provide 25 percent of the cost of the project,
whether the project is for new construction or retrofit, if the school district does either of
the following:

(A) Converts a part-day kindergarten program to a full-day kindergarten program. A
school district that was awarded a grant from funds appropriated pursuant to paragraph
(3) of subdivision (a) and met the requirements of this paragraph shall have its grant
amount adjusted from funds appropriated pursuant to paragraph (4) of subdivision (a) to
reflect the requirements of this paragraph.

(B) Commencing with the 2021–22 fiscal year, offers, or expands enrollment in, a
California state preschool program or transitional kindergarten program.

(5) (A) A school district seeking a transitional kindergarten or full-day kindergarten
facilities grant from moneys in the California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten, and
Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities Account shall provide the Office of Public School
Construction with schoolsite enrollment data for the year in which its application is
processed and the three immediately preceding years. The Office of Public School
Construction shall use this data to verify the schoolsite’s overall need for funding
pursuant to this section based on the schoolsite’s enrollment patterns. As part of this
verification, the Office of Public School Construction, in consultation with the State
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Department of Education, shall determine if the schoolsite’s need for funding shall be 
limited to retrofit projects. 

(B) For a school district seeking a new construction grant for preschool classrooms from
moneys in the California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten, and Full-Day
Kindergarten Facilities Account, the school district shall demonstrate that its existing
classrooms, including outdoor play areas and equipment, are insufficient to meet the
needs of providing preschool, and that the school district’s projected enrollment in the
preschool program exceeds the current preschool program classroom capacity at the
applicable schoolsite. A school district shall use both of the following to demonstrate
enrollment for purposes of determining eligibility:

(i) The most recent childcare needs assessment conducted by its regional local
planning council for preschool age children.

(ii) A current or future contract with the State Department of Education to operate a
preschool program.

(c) The State Allocation Board shall disburse grant funds to school districts with
approved applications for new construction or retrofit projects, to the extent funds are
available for the state’s applicable matching share, if the school district has provided its
applicable local matching share, unless the school district meets the requirements for
financial hardship pursuant to Section 17075.10, and upon certification by the school
district that the school district has entered into a binding contract for completion of the
approved project.

(d) The State Allocation Board shall allocate funds to school districts using the same
maximum grant eligibility amounts that are used for purposes of the Leroy F. Greene
School Facilities Act of 1998 (Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10) of Part
10), as set forth in Sections 17072.10 and 17072.11 for new construction, and as set
forth in Section 17074.10 for retrofit projects.

(e) As a condition of receiving grant funds pursuant to this section, and before the
release of those funds, the school district shall do all of the following:

(1) Execute and submit a grant agreement consistent with the applicable sections of the
grant agreement specified in Section 1859.90.4 of Title 2 of the California Code of
Regulations.

(2) For a school district applying for grant funds for a transitional kindergarten facilities
project, pass a resolution at a public meeting of the governing board of the school
district stating the school district’s intent to offer, or expand enrollment in, a transitional
kindergarten program.

(3) For a school district applying for grant funds for a California state preschool program
facilities project, pass a resolution at a public meeting of the governing board of the
school district stating the school district’s intent to expand enrollment in a preschool
program and apply for expanded program service funding, and certify that the school
district has or will apply for a contract to operate a preschool program before occupying
the to-be-constructed or retrofitted facility.
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(f) (1) A school district may use grant funds awarded for new construction on costs 
necessary to adequately house preschool, transitional kindergarten, and kindergarten 
pupils in an approved project, which shall include only the following: 

(A) The costs of design, engineering, testing, inspections, plan checking, construction 
management, site acquisition and development, evaluation and response action costs 
relating to hazardous substances at a new or existing schoolsite, demolition, 
construction, landscaping, necessary utility costs, utility connections and other related 
fees, equipment including telecommunication equipment to increase school security, 
furnishings, the upgrading of electrical systems, and the wiring or cabling of classrooms 
in order to accommodate educational technology. 

(B) The costs of acquiring an existing government-owned or privately owned building, or 
a privately financed school building, and the necessary costs of converting the 
government-owned or privately owned building for public school use. 

(2) (A) A school district may use grant funds awarded for a retrofit project to retrofit an 
existing school facility to adequately house preschool, transitional kindergarten, and 
kindergarten pupils, which shall only include the costs of design, engineering, testing, 
inspection, plan checking, construction management, demolition, construction, 
necessary utility costs, utility connection and other related fees, the purchase and 
installation of air-conditioning equipment and insulation materials and related costs, 
furniture and equipment, including telecommunication equipment to increase school 
security, fire safety improvements, playground safety improvements, the identification, 
assessment, or abatement of hazardous asbestos, seismic safety improvements, the 
upgrading of electrical systems, and the wiring or cabling of classrooms in order to 
accommodate educational technology. 

(B) Grant funds awarded for a retrofit project shall not be used for costs associated with 
acquisition and development of real property or for routine maintenance and repair. 

(3) A school district shall not use funds to purchase or install portable classrooms. For 
purposes of this article, “portable classroom” means a classroom building of one or 
more stories that is designed and constructed to be relocatable and transportable over 
public streets, and for a single-story portable classroom, is designed and constructed for 
relocation without the separation of the roof or floor from the building and when 
measured at the most exterior walls, has a floor area that does not exceed 2,000 square 
feet. 

(g) For a modernization grant pursuant to this article to retrofit an existing preschool 
classroom, including outdoor play areas and installed equipment, the applicable 
classroom shall comply with all of the following: 

(1) The Field Act, as set forth in Article 3 (commencing with Section 17280) and Article 
6 (commencing with Section 17365). 

(2) The California Building Standards Code, as set forth in Title 24 of the California 
Code of Regulations. 

(3) The regulations for early learning and care programs as set forth in Chapter 19 
(commencing with Section 18000) of Division 1 of Title 5 of, and Chapter 1 
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(commencing with Section 101151) of Division 12 of Title 22 of, the California Code of 
Regulations, as applicable. 

(4) Written approval from the State Department of Education that the building plans
comply with the standards set forth in Subchapter 1 (commencing with Section 14001)
of Chapter 13 of Division 1 of Title 5 of the California Code of Regulations.

(h) The State Allocation Board may adopt regulations to implement this section. Any
regulations adopted pursuant to this section may be adopted as emergency regulations
in accordance with the Administrative Procedure Act (Chapter 3.5 (commencing with
Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division 3 of the Title 2 of the Government Code). The
adoption of these regulations shall be deemed to be an emergency and necessary for
the immediate preservation of the public peace, health and safety, or general welfare.

(i) Notwithstanding any other law, a school district shall be subject, with regard to this
section, to an audit conducted pursuant to Section 41024.

(j) The Office of Public School Construction shall report to the Director of Finance, and
shall post on its internet website, information regarding the use of grant funds that have
been made available to school districts during each fiscal year grant funds are
disbursed pursuant to this section. A final report shall also be issued after projects have
been audited pursuant to Section 41024 and any savings have been spent or returned
to the state.

(k) The Department of General Services may charge its administrative costs against the
California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten, and Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities
Account, which shall be subject to the approval of the Department of Finance and which
shall not exceed 2.5 percent of the account.

(l) Funds made available to school districts pursuant to this article shall supplement, not
supplant, existing funds available for school facilities construction.

(m) For purposes of this section, the following definitions apply:

(1) “Kindergarten” includes transitional kindergarten, as defined in Section 48000.

(2) “Preschool classroom” means a preschool classroom used or proposed to be used
for instructional purposes in a California state preschool program.

(3) “Preschool program” means a full-day California state preschool program pursuant
to Article 2 (commencing with Section 8207) of Chapter 2 of Part 6.

(4) “Schoolsite” or “site” means the project site for which the school district is applying
for grants under this article.

(5) “School district” means as follows:

(A) For transitional kindergarten and full-day kindergarten facilities grants, “school
district” means a school district.

(B) For preschool facilities grants, “school district” means a school district and county
office of education.

(Amended by Stats. 2021, Ch. 252, Sec. 3. (AB 167) Effective September 23, 2021.) 
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EC Section 8973.  

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the kindergarten schoolday in an early 

primary program conducted pursuant to Section 8972 may exceed four hours, exclusive 

of recesses, provided that both of the following conditions are met: 

(a) The governing board of a school district declares that the extended-day kindergarten

program does not exceed the length of the primary schoolday.

(b) The extended-day kindergarten program takes into account ample opportunity for

both active and quiet activities within an integrated, experiential, and developmentally

appropriate educational program.

EC Section 8974.  

School districts with early primary programs shall provide educational continuity from 
preschool through kindergarten and grades 1 to 3, inclusive, by accomplishing the 
following: 

(a) Establish connections with public preschool programs, including state preschool,
state child development, and federal Head Start programs, to establish a more effective
transition of children from preschool to kindergarten.

(b) Promote connections among early primary programs that provide before- and after-
school services.

(c) Promote joint activities for teachers and administrators of public preschool programs,
including state preschool, state child development, and federal Head Start, and
kindergarten and grades 1 to 3, inclusive, in areas such as program planning and staff
development training related to developmentally appropriate curriculum and
assessment practices for young children.

 EC Section 8207.  

(a) The Superintendent shall administer all California state preschool programs. Those
programs shall include, but not be limited to, part-day and full-day age and
developmentally appropriate programs, offered through childcare centers and family
childcare home education networks, that are designed to facilitate the transition to
kindergarten for three- and four-year-old children in educational development, health
services, social services, nutritional services, parent education and parent participation,
evaluation, and staff development. Preschool programs for which federal
reimbursement is not available shall be funded as prescribed by the Legislature in the
Budget Act, and unless otherwise specified by the Legislature, shall not use federal
funds made available through Title XX of the federal Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. Sec.
1397).

(b) A part-day California state preschool program shall operate for a minimum of (1)
three hours per day, excluding time for home-to-school transportation, and (2) a
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minimum of 175 days per year, unless the contract specifies a lower number of days of 
operation. 

(c) A full-day California state preschool program shall operate for a minimum of 246
days per year, unless the contract specifies a lower number of days of operation.

(d) Any agency described in subdivision (a) of Section 8205 as an “applicant or
contracting agency” is eligible to contract to operate a California state preschool
program.

(e) Public funds shall not be paid directly or indirectly to an agency that does not pay at
least the minimum wage to each of its employees.

(f) Federal Head Start funds used to provide services to families receiving California
state preschool services shall be deemed nonrestricted funds.

(g) School districts and charter schools that administer a California state preschool
program may place four-year-old children in a transitional kindergarten program
classroom in accordance with subdivisions (h) to (j), inclusive, of Section 48000.

(h) California state preschool programs shall include all of the following:

(1) Age- and developmentally appropriate activities for children.

(2) Supervision.

(3) Parenting education and parent engagement.

(4) Social services that include, but are not limited to, identification of child and family
needs and referral to appropriate agencies.

(5) Health services.

(6) Nutrition.

(7) Training and career ladder opportunities, documentation of which shall be provided
to the department.

(i) The Superintendent shall adopt rules and regulations related to the administration of
this chapter, including rules and regulations related to eligibility, enrollment, and priority
of services. Regulations shall also include the recommendations of the State
Department of Health Care Services relative to health care screening and the provision
of health care services. The Superintendent shall seek the advice and assistance of
these health authorities in situations where service under this chapter includes or
requires care of children who are ill or have exceptional needs.

 EC Section 1596.7925. 

(a) On or before July 1, 2019, the State Department of Education shall adopt new health
and safety regulations under Title 5 of the California Code of Regulations that apply to
California state preschool programs that meet the conditions specified in subdivision (o)
of Section 1596.792. The regulations shall require those programs to have all of the
following:

(1) Outdoor shade that is safe and in good repair.
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(2) Drinking water that is accessible and readily available throughout the day. 

(3) Safe and sanitary restroom facilities with one toilet and handwashing fixture for 
every 15 children. 

(4) Restroom facilities that are only available for preschoolers and kindergartners. 

(5) Visual supervision of children at all times. 

(6) Indoor and outdoor space that is properly contained or fenced and provides 
sufficient space for the number of children using the space at any given time. 
Playground equipment must be safe, in good repair, and age appropriate. 

(b) The State Department of Education may adopt emergency regulations pursuant to 
Section 11346.1 of the Government Code to satisfy the requirements of this section. 
The adoption of emergency regulations shall be deemed an emergency and necessary 
for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety, or general welfare. 

(c) A violation of regulations adopted pursuant to subdivision (a) or (b) shall not be 
subject to Section 1596.890. 

 
 

5 CCR § 18140 

§ 18140. General Provisions. 

(a) The regulations in article 4 apply only to Local Educational Agencies (LEAs) 

operating part-day or full-day California State Preschool Programs (CSPPs) that choose 

to be exempt from title 22 of California Code of Regulations (22 CCR) pursuant to 

Health and Safety Code section 1596.792(o). 

(b) LEAs operating part-day or full-day CSPP classrooms may choose for any or all 

classrooms to be exempt from 22 CCR licensing requirements as long as they continue 

to meet all legal and contractual requirements of the CSPP, which includes adequate 

standards of Program Quality, pursuant to subchapter 12 of chapter 19, of this division, 

as well as meet the following conditions: 

(1) The LEA has a contract to perform CSPP services and performs those services 

directly, and not through a subcontractor; 

(2) The LEA is performing such services in a school building, as defined by Education 

Code section 17283, and the school building in which the services are performed has 

been determined to be compliant with the provisions of the Field Act, pursuant to title 1, 

division 1, part 10.5, chapter 3, articles 3 and 6 of the Education Code, according to the 

Division of the State Architect; 

(3) The school building in which services are performed is maintained in good repair as 

defined by Education Code section 17002 and is subject to a yearly facility inspection 

pursuant to Education Code section 1240 and the information is included on the LEA's 

School Accountability Report Card. 
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(4) The LEA facility meets the requirements for kindergarten classrooms in accordance 

with chapter 13 (commencing with section 14000) of division 1 of title 5 of the California 

Code of Regulations (5 CCR). 

(c) Any LEA operating a CSPP classroom pursuant to this article may only serve four-

year-old children as defined in Education Code section 8208 in the exempted 

classrooms. CSPP classrooms with any child younger than four years of age shall meet 

22 CCR licensing requirements. 

(d) The California Department of Education (CDE) shall make a determination whether 

an LEA meets the requirements of this article at the time of initial funding and thereafter 

yearly as part of the continued funding process. At any time, the CDE may make a 

finding that an LEA does not meet the requirements for license exemption and shall 

notify the LEA of such finding. The LEA may appeal this finding pursuant to 5 CCR 

section 18308. 

(e) The CDE shall immediately notify the California Department of Social Services, 

Community Care Licensing Division, regarding any change in the licensing status of an 

LEA and/or if a determination is made that an LEA does not meet the requirements of 

Health and Safety Code section 1596.792(o) and this article and should be subject to 

licensing.

Article 1.  California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten and Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities Grant Program 

Section 1860. Purpose. 

These Subgroup 5.8 regulations implement the California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten and Full-Day Kindergarten 
Facilities Grant Program (Program), which establishes a State program to provide funding to School Districts to construct 
new school facilities or retrofit existing school facilities, for the purpose of providing full-day kindergarten and transitional 
kindergarten classrooms as specified in Education Code (EC) Section 8973; and, for the construction of new preschool 
classrooms, the modernization of existing preschool classrooms, or the modernization of existing kindergarten and grade 1 
to 12, inclusive, classrooms that would be converted to provide California state preschool programs operated by school 
districts on a public schoolsite. 

Note: Authority cited: Section 17375, Education Code 

Reference: Sections 8973 and 17375, Education Code. 

Section 1860.2.  Definitions. 

For the purpose of these Subgroup 5.8 regulations, the terms set forth below shall have the following meanings: 
“Application” means a request pursuant to the Program to apply for grant funding for a school project. 
“Apportionment” means a reservation of funds by the Board for the purpose of funding Approved Applications for New 
Construction or Retrofit to an applicant school district. 
“Approved Application” means a School District has submitted a Form SAB 70-01 and all documents to the Office of Public 
School Construction (OPSC) that are required to be submitted with the Form SAB 70-01 as identified in the Specific 
Instructions Section of Form SAB 70-01. 
“Board” means the State Allocation Board as established by Section 15490 of the Government Code. 
“CALPADS” means the enrollment information provided through the California Longitudinal Pupil Achievement Data System 
data as reported to the California Department of Education. 
“CBEDS Report” means the enrollment information provided through the California Basic Educational Data System (CBEDS) 
by school districts to the California Department of Education. 
“California Department of Education (CDE)” means the offices within that department that have responsibility for school 
facilities matters. 
“Certification” means the act of affirmatively representing, asserting or verifying circumstances, data or information as 
required by the Program or this subgroup. 
“Class B Construction Cost Index” is a construction factor index for structures made of reinforced concrete or steel frames, 
concrete floors, and roofs, and accepted and used by the Board. 
“Classroom” means a teaching station that was constructed or reconstructed to serve as an area in which to provide pupil 
instruction but shall not include portable buildings unless it is an existing classroom that is being retrofitted but not replaced.  
“Classroom Provided” means a classroom acquired by lease, lease-purchase, or purchase for which a contract has been 
signed for the construction or acquisition of the classroom. 
“County Fund” means the fund established in the county treasury within each county for each school district in the county.   
“District Representative” means a member of a school district staff or other agent authorized to serve as District

“Grant Agreement” means Grant Agreement (Rev. 10/20 01/22), for the California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten and 
Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities Grant Program, which is incorporated by reference. 
“In Escrow, Governmental Entities” means the approval and signature of instrument(s) that will convey a specified school 
parcel or site from the public/government entity including the federal government for a determinable sum, and for a 
determinable date of acquisition which may be based on the School District’s receipt of funding from the State. 
“In Escrow, Non-Governmental Entities” means the deposit of signed instrument(s) and/or funds with instructions with a title 
company or escrow agent to carry out the provisions of an agreement or contract to acquire a specified school parcel or site 
for a determinable sum, and for a determinable date of acquisition which may be based on the School District’s receipt of 
funding from the State. 
“Instrument” means a written, legally enforceable agreement, approved and signed by all parties to the escrow, for the 
conveyance to the district of real estate for a specified parcel or site, that includes a compensation clause and either a 
purchase option agreement, a purchase agreement, promissory note, lease agreement, installment sales contract, gift, or 
other real estate conveyance valid in the State of California for property conveyed from a public/government entity, including 
the federal government. 
“Interim Housing” means the rental or lease of classrooms used to house pupils temporarily displaced as a result of the 
retrofit of classroom facilities. 
“Low Income” shall be the percentage of pupils deemed eligible for Free and Reduced Price School Meals as identified in the 
Free and Reduced Price School Meals data on file at the CDE. The data on file with CDE shall be determined to be the 
information collected for the month of October, prior to application submittal, and any errors and omissions amendments to 
that information for that time period that have been received and approved by the CDE. 
“New Construction” means a construction project to adequately house kindergarten pupils in an approved project, which shall 
include the costs of design, engineering, testing, inspections, plan checking, construction management, site acquisition and 
development, evaluation and response action costs relating to hazardous substances at a new or existing schoolsite, 
demolition, construction, landscaping, necessary utility costs, utility connections and other related fees, equipment including 
telecommunication equipment to increase school security, furnishings, the upgrading of electrical systems, and the wiring or 
cabling of classrooms in order to accommodate educational technology. 
“New Construction Grant” means the funding provided pursuant to EC Section 17375(f)(1) and Sections 1860.9 through 
1860.10.3. 
“Office of Public School Construction (OPSC)” means the State office within the Department of General Services that assists 
the Board as necessary and administers the Program on behalf of the Director. 
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“Part-Day Kindergarten Program” means an early primary program that does not exceed four hours, exclusive of recesses, 
pursuant to EC Section 46111. 
“Phase One Environmental Site Assessment (POESA)” means a preliminary assessment of a property to determine whether 
there has been or may have been a release of a hazardous material, or whether a naturally occurring hazardous material is 
present, based on reasonably available information about the property and the area in its vicinity. A Phase One 
Environmental Site Assessment shall meet the most current requirements adopted by the American Society for Testing and 
Materials (ASTM) for Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase One Environmental Site Assessment 
Process or meet the requirements of Part 312 (commencing with Section 312.1) of Title 40 of the Code of Federal 
Regulations. That ASTM Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments or the requirements of Part 312 
(commencing with Section 312.1) of Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations shall satisfy the requirements of this article 
for conducting a Phase One Environmental Site Assessment unless and until the Department of Toxic Substances Control 
adopts final regulations that establish guidelines for a Phase One Environmental Site Assessment for purposes of school 
sites that impose different requirements.  
“Piggyback Contract” means a contract for acquisition of personal property, without advertising for bids, as authorized by 
Public Contract Code Section 20118. 
“Portable Classroom” means a classroom building of one or more stories that is designed and constructed to be relocatable 
and transportable over public streets, and with respect to a single story portable classroom, is designed and constructed for 
relocation without the separation of the roof or floor from the building and when measured at the most exterior walls, has a 
floor area not in excess of 2,000 square feet. 
“Preschool Classroom” means a preschool classroom used or proposed to be used for instructional purposes in a California 
state preschool program. 
“Preschool Program” means a full-day California state preschool program pursuant to Article 2 (commencing with Section 
8207) of Chapter 2 of Part 6. 
“Project” means the purposes for which the Grantee has applied for the Grants detailed in these Subgroup 5.8 regulations. 
“Program” means the California Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten and Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities Grant Program. 
“Property” includes all property, real, personal or mixed, tangible or intangible, or any interest therein necessary or desirable 
for carrying out the purposes of these Subgroup 5.8 regulations.  
“Pupil” means a student enrolled in any grade Preschool, Transitional Kindergarten and Kindergarten through grade twelve. 
“Ready for Apportionment” means a final review of an Approved Application has been completed by OPSC and 
it has been determined that it meets all requirements of law for an Apportionment and OPSC will recommend approval to the 
Board. 
“Remedial Action Plan (RAP)” means a plan approved by the Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) pursuant to 
Health and Safety Code Section 25356.1. 
“Response Action (RA)” means the removal of hazardous materials and solid waste, the removal of hazardous substances, 
and other remedial actions in connection with hazardous substances at the site. 
“Retrofit” means a construction project to retrofit an existing school facility to adequately house kindergarten pupils, which 
shall only include the costs of design, engineering, testing, inspection, plan checking, construction management, demolition, 
construction, necessary utility costs, utility connection and other related fees, the purchase and installation of air-conditioning 
equipment and insulation materials and related costs, furniture and equipment, including telecommunication equipment to 
increase school security, fire safety improvements, playground safety improvements, the identification, assessment, or 
abatement of hazardous asbestos, seismic safety improvements, the upgrading of electrical systems, and the wiring or 
cabling of classrooms in order to accommodate educational technology. 
“Retrofit Grant” means the funding provided pursuant to Education Code Section 17375(f)(2) and Section 1860.12. 
“School District shall have the meaning set forth in Education Code Sections 81 through 87, inclusive. “School District” shall not 
include county offices of education, charter schools, joint powers authorities, or the State Department of Education. For preschool 
facilities grants only, “school district” includes county offices of education. 
“Small School District” means a School District with current districtwide enrollment, including pupils enrolled in grades K-12, 
continuation high pupils and special day class pupils, that is 2,500 or less.  
“Transitional Kindergarten” means a program that provides education continuity from preschool to kindergarten pursuant to 
EC Section 8974. 
“Useable Acres” means the gross acreage of a school site less any portion of the site publicly dedicated for off-site street 
improvements and any portion of the site not available for school purposes as determined by the CDE because of topological 
impediments or because of other unique circumstances.

Section 1860.3.  General. 

A School District seeking funding for a new construction or retrofit project pursuant to the provisions of Education Code 
Section 17375 shall complete and file with OPSC, the Form SAB 70-01 and all necessary documents, as defined by 
Approved Applications. 

(a) Assembly Bill 1808 created the Program, effective June 27, 2018, and allocated $100 million to provide one-time grants
as specified in EC Section 17375 and Program regulations. New Construction Grant and Retrofit Grant funding may be
provided for a project if the district entered into a construction contract for that project on or after June 27, 2018.

(b) The Program is revised through SenateAssembly Bill 75130, effective July 19, 20192021, and Senate Bill 98, effective
June 29, 2020, and, commencing with the 2019-20 fiscal year, this program is contingent upon appropriations by the
Legislature.makes $490 million available to provide one-time grants as specified in EC Section 17375. New Construction 
and Retrofit Grant funding may be provided for a project if the district entered into a construction contract for the project 
on or after June 27, 2018.The Board shall only provide funding if construction contracts, for the construction or retrofit of 
the classrooms in a full-day kindergarten project, were signed on or after July 1, 2018. The Board shall only provide 
funding if construction contracts, for the construction or retrofit of the classrooms in a preschool or transitional 
kindergarten project, were signed on or after July 1, 2021.

“Portable Classroom” 
means a classroom building of one or more stories that is designed and constructed to be relocatable and 
transportable over public streets, and for a single-story portable classroom, is designed and constructed for 
relocation without the separation of the roof or floor from the building and when measured at the most exterior 
walls, has a floor area that does not exceed 2,000 square feet.

(1) The School District has a school board resolution providing approval to provide full-day kindergarten instruction on or
after July 1, 2019, or will have approval to provide full-day kindergarten instruction at the completion of the project. 

(2) The School District lacks the facilities to provide full-day kindergarten instruction at the project school site.

A project school site will be considered lacking full-day kindergarten facilities if the current kindergarten enrollment 
exceeds the existing kindergarten classroom capacity prior to the construction of the project. Classrooms constructed as 
kindergarten classrooms or altered to house kindergarten students, regardless of current use, will be included when 
determining the existing kindergarten classroom capacity, as determined by CDE. For purposes of determining 
classroom capacity, a loading standard of 25 kindergarten pupils per classroom will be used and all kindergarten 
classrooms will be loaded for full-day instruction unless the School District indicates that an existing classroom(s) will 
continue to be used for non-full-day instruction at the completion of the project.

(2) The current enrollment at the site, at the time of application submittal, including preschool, transitional kindergarten, and
kindergarten students pursuant to EC Section 48000.

(1) For new construction projects, classrooms must be not less than 1,350 square feet, including restrooms, storage, teacher
preparation, wet and dry areas.

(A) The project qualifies for an exemption through CDE pursuant to Title 5, Section 14030(r) of the California Code of
Regulations to retrofit a classroom that will be less than 1,350 square feet.

(d) Additional filing rounds may be established by the SAB as necessary Approved Applications for Program funding
for the fourth funding round must be received by OPSC on or after April 1, 2023 and on or before April 30, 2023.

submittal of the Form SAB 70-01, and preliminary appraisal if purchasing a site.
(c) A Retrofit Grant may be requested if the School District has received final plan approval by the DSA and CDE for the
project.
(d) A Retrofit Grant with an advance fund release for design may be requested with the submittal of the Form SAB 70-01.
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(e) The Board shall only provide funding if construction contracts, for the construction or retrofit of the classrooms in a full-
day kindergarten project, were signed on or after July 1, 2018. 

(f) The Board shall only provide funding if construction contracts, for the construction or retrofit of the classrooms in a
preschool or transitional kindergarten project, were signed on or after July 1, 2021. 

(g) Applications may not request funding for more than four preschool classrooms per school site.
(h) Applications may not request funding for more than four transitional kindergarten classrooms per school site.

Districts that receive an advance fund release must submit an updated Form SAB 70-01 once CDE and DSA plan approvals 
have been obtained.

(b) For applications funded with 2018 grant amounts, $14 for each elementary school pupil if the project includes an

automatic fire detection and alarm system and is requested by the School District on the Form SAB 70-01.
(c) For applications funded with 2018 grant amounts, $194 for each elementary school pupil if the project includes an

automatic sprinkler system and is requested by the School District on the Form SAB 70-01.
(d) An amount equal to 35 percent of the amount determined in (a) for costs associated with site development, demolition,

landscaping and other costs incurred when adding a preschool, transitional kindergarten, or kindergarten classroom(s)
to a site, utility costs, utility connections and other related fees necessary for the Program project, if requested by the
applicant on the Form SAB 70--01.

(e) An amount equal to 12 percent of the amount determined in (a) for each pupil housed in a multilevel building that will
house pupils in all levels of the building if the usable site acreage is less than 75 percent of the site size recommended
by CDE, pursuant to Title 5, California Code of Regulations, Section 14010(a), for the master-planned project capacity, if
requested by the School District on the Form SAB 70-01.

(f) For applications funded with 2018 grant amounts, $7,074 for Small School Districts for the cost necessary for project
assistance, as defined in Education Code Section 17072.10(e).

Each eligible classroom in the project shall receive funding based on 25 pupils per classroom. The grant amounts shown in 
(a), (b), (c) and (f) above shall be adjusted annually based on the change in the Class B Construction Cost Index as 
approved by the Board each January, pursuant to Education Code Section 17072.10.

The Board shall provide funding, in addition to any other funding authorized by these Regulations, for the lesser of one half 
of the actual cost of the site or one-half of the appraised value of the site acquired adjacent to an existing Schoolsite as 
described in (a) and (b) of this Section. 
(a) Actual Site Cost
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The actual cost of the site shall be the purchase price as shown on the escrow documents or other appropriate 
documents such as court orders in condemnation or as specifically identified in agreements when the site is transferred 
in lieu of other legally required payments or fees due to the district. The actual cost shall be adjusted for the following: 

(1) Increased by the approved relocation expenses that conform to Title 25, California Code of Regulations, Section 6000,
et seq. The reasonable and necessary relocation costs for purchasing fixtures and equipment, personal property, new
machinery/equipment and the installation of any improvements at the replacement residence or business location may
be included as relocation assistance.

(2) Site Other - Increased by four percent of the actual amount determined in (a) above, but not less than $50,000. This
amount shall provide an allowance for any appraisal, escrow, survey, site testing, CDE review/approvals and the
preparation of the POESA and the PEA.

(3) Increased by DTSC costs for review, approval, and oversight of the POESA and the PEA.
(b) Appraised Value of the Site

The value determined by an appraisal made or updated no more than six months prior to purchase of the site. The
appraisal may be reviewed by OPSC for conformance with Section 1860.10.1. The approved appraised value shall be
adjusted for the following:

(1) Increased by the approved relocation expenses that conform to Title 25, California Code of Regulations, Section 6000,
et seq. The reasonable and necessary relocation costs for purchasing fixtures and equipment, personal property, new
machinery/equipment and the installation of any improvements at the replacement residence or business location may
be included as relocation assistance.

(2) Increased by four percent of the appraised value determined in (b) above, but not less than $50,000. This amount shall
provide an allowance for appraisals, escrow, survey, site testing, CDE review/approvals and the preparation of the
POESA and the PEA.

(3) Increased by DTSC costs for review, approval, and oversight of the POESA and the PEA.
(c) If actual DTSC, hazardous waste removal, and relocation costs are not available at the time of Apportionment, an

amount equal to 15 percent of the amount determined in 1860.9(a) will be provided for DTSC costs and the School
District may provide an estimated amount for Hazardous waste removal and relocation expenses. These costs will be
reviewed by OPSC prior to the final fund release and an adjustment shall be made, if necessary.

(d) The actual site cost or the appraised value of the site shall be reduced, on a prorated basis, by the percentage of the
excess acreage of the site that exceeds the eligible acreage shown below for a kindergarten classroom project, or as
approved by CDE, pursuant to Title 5, California Code of Regulations Section 14010(a):

(a)(2) plus the additional costs included in subsections (b) and (c). The costs in subsections (b) and (c) are in addition to 50 
percent of one and one half times the appraisal value cap: 
(a) The costs associated with the site acquisition and to implement the RA as determined necessary in the PEA that has

been approved by DTSC subject to the following:
(1) The costs for preparation of the RA.
(2) DTSC costs for review and oversight of the preparation and implementation of the RA. The costs may not include

continuous operational and maintenance costs associated with the RA.
(b) Fifty percent of the approved relocation expenses that conform to Title 25, Division 1, Chapter 6, Subchapter 1, California

Code of Regulations, (Section 6000, et seq.). The reasonable and necessary relocation costs for purchasing fixtures and
equipment, personal property, new machinery/equipment and the installation of any improvements at the replacement
residence or business location may be included as relocation assistance.

(c) Site Other - Not less than 50 percent of $50,000 or 50 percent of four percent of the appraised value. This amount shall
provide an allowance for any appraisal, escrow, survey, site testing, CDE review/approvals and the preparation of the
POESA and the PEA.

(d) The limitation of 50 percent of one and one half times the value of an appraisal for costs in subsections (a), (a)(1), and
(a)(2) may be exceeded when the Board finds that unforeseen circumstances exist, and when both of the following exist:

(1) CDE determines that the site is adjacent to the existing Schoolsite and is the best available site for meeting the
educational and safety needs of the School District.

(2) Substantiation that the costs are limited to the minimum required to complete the evaluation and RA approved by DTSC.
(e) The actual site cost or the appraised value of the site shall be reduced, on a prorated basis, by the percentage of the

(c) The Board shall apportion projects in the following order:
(1) School Districts will be funded based on the total preference points, determined by the sum of subdivisions (a) and (b)

above. If School Districts submit multiple applications in the same funding round, OPSC will use the priority order
assigned to each application by the School Districts on the Form SAB 70-01 and then fund Approved Applications in the
following order:

(A) School Districts shall have their first priority projects funded in order based on total preference points until all School
Districts have had their first priority project funded, or until all funds are exhausted for that funding round, whichever
comes first.

(B) School Districts with the same total preference points funded in order of the higher Low Income percentage reported to
one decimal place. The School District with the higher Low Income percentage will be funded first.

(C) If School Districts have the same total preference points and the same Low Income percentage reported to one decimal
place, projects will then be placed into a lottery system to determine the School District funding order.

(2) If sufficient funding remains after funding first priority projects pursuant to 1860.15(c)(1)(A), School Districts with multiple
Approved Applications will be funded in the following order:

(A) The School District with the highest total preference points shall have their remaining projects funded in priority order
until all projects are funded, or until all funds are exhausted for that funding round, whichever comes first. Funding shall
then be provided to the School District with the next highest total preference points.

(B) A tie breaker will be used for School Districts with the same total preference points by using the exact Los Income
percentage to one decimal place, as identified in the most recent Free and Reduced Price School Meals data on file at
the CDE. The School District with the higher Low Income percentage will be funded first.

(C) If School Districts with the same total preference points are still tied after the review of the Low Income percentages,
projects will be placed into a lottery system to determine School District funding order. The highest remaining priority
project for each School District participating in the lottery will be funded until all projects from each School District
participating in the same lottery round have been funded, or until all funds are exhausted for that funding round,
whichever comes first.

(1) If the Board does not have sufficient funding to fully apportion a School District’s Approved Application, that School
District may elect to either:

(A) Accept partial funding for the project. If partial funding is accepted, the Apportionment shall become the full and final
apportionment for the project.

(B) Decline to accept funding for the project. If partial funding is declined, the Board may offer partial funding to the next
Approved Application, based on funding order determined in (c)(1) and (c)(2) above.

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(a) For an advance fund release for design costs, 40 percent of the grant determined in 1860.9(a) or 25 percent of the grant
determined in 1860.12(a) will be released once an executed design, or design and site, Grant Agreement, as required by
Section 1860.17, has been received by OPSC.

(b) For an advance fund release for two percent site other costs, funds will be released once an executed site, or design
and site, Grant Agreement, as required by Section 1860.17, has been received by OPSC.

(c) For an advance fund release for site acquisition costs, other than two percent site other, funds will be released once an
executed site, or design and site, Grant Agreement, as required by Section 1860.17, has been received by OPSC and
the following requirements have been met:

(1) The School District has entered escrow for the site.
(2) There has been a final appraisal of the site.
(3) The School District received either contingent or final site approval from the California Department of Education.
(4) A complete Form SAB 70-02 has been received by OPSC.
(d) For New Construction Grant or Retrofit Grant funding, all unreleased funds will be released once an executed full grant

agreement, as required by Section 1860.17, has been received by OPSC and the following requirements have been
met:

(1) The School District’s applicable matching share has already been deposited or expended by the School District for the
project, unless the School District meets the requirements for Financial Hardship pursuant to Section 1860.14.

(2) The School District has entered into a binding contract(s) for the completion of the project.
(3) The plans and specifications applicable to the state funded project have been approved by DSA.
(4) If the project includes site acquisition, there has been a final appraisal of the site, the site received written final approval

by CDE and the School District has entered escrow for the site.
(5) A complete Form SAB 70-02 has been received by OPSC.
(e) For New Construction Grant or Retrofit Grant funding, without a request for an advance release of funds pursuant to

Sections 1860.7(a) and 1860.7(c), a complete Fund Release Request (Form SAB 70-02) with all required approvals
must be submitted within 180 days of the first Apportionment. If a complete Form SAB 70-02 is not received within 180
days of Apportionment, the Apportionment shall be rescinded.

(f) For an Apportionment received pursuant to Section 1860.7(b) and 1860.7(d), where submittal of the necessary CDE
plan approval and/or DSA-approved plans and specifications were not required at the time the Board granted an
Apportionment, the School District has up to 12 months to submit the required approvals from the date of the first
Apportionment. If the required submittals are not received within 12 months, the Apportionment shall be rescinded, and
the Full-Day Kindergarten Facilities Grant will return to the Program for reallocation.

(g) Subject to available funds, site acquisition grants shall be adjusted based on actual costs prior to the release of funds.
(h) Prior to fund release, OPSC will verify that the School District has included multilevel classrooms in the plans for the

project, if multilevel funding was requested.
(i) Financial hardship approval status by OPSC for a design and/or site advance will apply to any subsequent funding

phases for the project(s) during the same application filing round, as established in Section 1860.6.

(1) When the notice of completion for the project has been filed; all outstanding invoices, claims, and change orders have
been satisfied and the facility is currently in use by the School District.

(2) One year from the date of the final fund release.
(b) A final expenditure report to report expenditures of savings pursuant to 1860.19 shall be due one year after the earlier

subdivision (a)(1) or (a)(2).

(1) Project Savings - With the exception of School Districts that receive Financial Hardship funding, a School District may
expend or encumber the savings, and interest earned on State funds, on other high priority capital facility needs of the
School District. Any savings not expended or encumbered after one year from the completion of the project, as specified
in Section 1860.18, must be returned to the State.

(2) Unexpended Funds - For a project that receives a Financial Hardship grant, any funding not expended or encumbered
on eligible project expenditures prior to completion of the project, as specified in Section 1860.18, must be returned to
the State.

(A) Any interest earned on State funds for a project that received Financial Hardship grant funding, that is not expended or
encumbered on eligible project expenditures prior to completion of the project, as specified in Section 1860.18, must be
returned to the State.

(B) A School District is only required to return unexpended or unencumbered funds up to the amount of Financial Hardship
grant funding provided by the Board.

(b) For the funding provided pursuant to Section 1860.3(b) all School Districts may expend or encumber the savings, and
interest earned on State funds, as follows:

(1) Professional development to build capacity for the implementation of a California state preschool program, transitional
kindergarten program, or a fFull-dDay kKindergarten pProgram for the classrooms included in the project.

(2) Instruction materials to build capacity for the implementation of a California state preschool program, transitional
kindergarten program, or a fFull-dDay kKindergarten pProgram for the classrooms included in the project.

(3) Other high priority capital facility needs of the School District, that are allowable expenditures in accordance to the Grant
Agreement.

(4) Any savings, including interest, unexpended or unencumbered after one year from the completion of the project, as
specified in Section 1860.18, must be returned to the State.

The audit will also 
assure that the district complied with all site acquisition guidelines as provided in Sections 1860.10, 1860.10.1, 1860.10.2,

Agreement. 
“Change of Scope” means the addition or deletion of any work that would change the approved 
Grant amount for the Project or require updated state agency approval(s). This includes, but is 
not limited to, changes to site acquisition acres, or buildings, including full-day kindergarten 
classrooms, and any changes to the size of those buildings, the type of building (e.g., portable, 
modular, or permanent), or the location on the school site of those buildings.

LOCAL AUDITS UPDATE 

PURPOSE OF REPORT 

To inform the State Allocation Board (Board) of local audits certified by the State 
Controller’s Office (SCO) in the 2021 calendar year. 

DESCRIPTION 

An audit of a local educational agency’s expenditures by an independent auditor is 
required within one year of a project’s final expenditure report or after three years elapse 
from the date of the final fund release for an elementary school, or four years for a 
middle or high school project, whichever occurs first. The independent auditor’s report 
on performance is required to be submitted, reviewed, and certified by the State 
Controller’s Office (SCO). The certified copies of the performance audit reports are 
forwarded to the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC). This report is intended to 
inform the Board on the number of the audit reports certified by SCO for the 2021 
calendar year, and to disclose reported audit findings. 

AUTHORITY 

Education Code (EC) Section 41024 states in part: 

(a)(1)(5) Any project identified on a local educational agency’s detailed list of 
expenditures pursuant to paragraph (1) that is reported complete during the 
2017-18 fiscal year shall be audited as part of that local educational agency’s 
audit for the 2018-19 fiscal year. All other completed projects shall be audited as 
part of the local educational agency’s audit for the fiscal year in which the project 
is reported complete. 

(c)(3) The auditor conducting the audit pursuant to this section shall notify the 
department of any audit exceptions identified pursuant to this section and any 
amounts or adjustments identified pursuant to subparagraph (C) of paragraph (1) 
consistent with the notification requirements established in subdivision (l) of 
Section 41020. 

The full text of EC Section 41024 is included in Attachment A. 

BACKGROUND 

Current statute requires, commencing July 1, 2017, a local educational agency that 
receives any funds pursuant to the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998 
(Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10) of Part 10 of Division 1 of Title 1) 
shall annually report a detailed list of all expenditures of state funds, including interest, 
and of the local educational agency’s matching funds for completed projects until all 
state funds, including interest, all of the local educational agency’s matching funds, and 
savings achieved, including interest, pursuant to Section 17070.63, are expended in 
accordance with the requirements of the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998, 
associated regulations, and any accompanying grant agreement signed by a local 
educational agency. 
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BACKGROUND (cont.) 
 

In addition, Education Code Section 41024 requires that all School Facility Program 
(SFP) projects funded after July 1, 2017, have an audit conducted by a certified public 
accountant.  The audit shall be completed within one year of project completion.  The 
completed audit reports are submitted to the SCO for review and certification.  Staff 
analysis below summarizes information related to certified audit reports received for the 
2021 calendar year and the dollar amount associated with reported audit findings.    

 
STAFF ANALYSIS  
 

One hundred thirty-eight audit reports have been received by SCO in the 2021 calendar 
year. One hundred seven reports have been certified (see Attachment B for listing of one 
hundred seven reports certified in 2021) and forty-three reports have been rejected. The 
CPA firms has been notified about the necessary revisions/corrections that must be 
made for the report to be certified. Audit reports were rejected by SCO since they did not 
meet the reporting standards contained in the Guide for Annual Audits of K-12 Local 
Education Agencies and State Compliance Reporting, Appendix B or Appendix C (K-12 
Audit Guide). Twenty-four reports are currently in the audit review process. Fourteen of 
the certified reports disclosed audit findings, with $16,016 of ineligible costs to be 
returned to the State.  
 
The information below summarizes the data for the audit reports certified by SCO on a 
yearly basis beginning in 2019.

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STAFF ANALYSIS (cont.) 

We believe the following factors have contributed to successful audit processes and 
audit reports which contained minimal audit findings: 

1) The required grant agreement provides detailed and transparent guidance for the
reporting of eligible expenditures, including appendices detailing specific types of
eligible and ineligible expenditures.

2) OPSC staff participation in the K-12 Audit Guide development committee and
collaboration with representatives from the SCO, California Department of Education,
Education Audit Appeals Panel, and CPA firms in developing required audit
procedures to be published in the K-12 Audit Guide

3) As subject matter experts, OPSC staff have provided continual technical assistance
and answers to inquiries regarding the audits to CPAs, local educational agencies,
and consultants through emails and phone calls throughout 2021.

4) Continued outreach and training provided by OPSC staff. This year OPSC facilitated
its training through a series of virtual training on the School Facility Program and the
audit process.  OPSC’s virtual training is a great alternative to the traditional form of
training.  It replicates the face-to-face training using online web-based platforms in
real-time.  The live interaction also includes virtual Q&A (Questions and Answers).
Additionally, OPSC made some slight enhancements to the K12 FAQ (Frequently
Asked Questions) that can be found on OPSC website.  The virtual training and past
workshops that includes California CPA Foundation, the Small School Districts
Association (SSDA), and the Coalition for Adequate School Housing (CASH) have
provided education, training, and guidance related to the audit process.

AUTHORITY 

 
Education Code Section 41024 states: 

 
(a) (1) Commencing April 1, 2017, a local educational agency that receives any funds pursuant 
to the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998 (Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 
17070.10) of Part 10 of Division 1 of Title 1) shall annually report a detailed list of all 
expenditures of state funds, including interest, and of the local educational agency’s matching 
funds for completed projects until all state funds, including interest, all of the local educational 
agency’s matching funds, and savings achieved, including interest, pursuant to Section 
17070.63, are expended in accordance with the requirements of the Leroy F. Greene School 
Facilities Act of 1998, associated regulations, and any accompanying grant agreement signed 
by a local educational agency. A local educational agency’s detailed list of expenditures shall 
identify expenditures on a project-by-project basis, reflect completed projects that were 
reimbursed within that fiscal year, and shall clearly indicate the list of projects that have been 
completed. 

(2) For purposes of this section, the determination that a project is complete shall be in 
accordance with the regulations adopted pursuant to the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act 
of 1998 (Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10) of Part 10 of Division 1 of Title 1). 

(3) The total amount of interest earned on the state funds shall be reported on the final 
expenditure report upon completion of a project. For the purposes of determining the total 
amount of interest earned on the state funds, interest shall be considered to accrue from the 
time state funds are deposited in the local educational agency’s account until the time the local 
educational agency submits the final expenditure report to the Office of Public School 
Construction. 

(4) Commencing April 1, 2017, a local educational agency participating in the school facilities 
program shall ensure that it retains all financial accounts, documents, and records necessary for 
an audit of completed projects pursuant to Section 16026 of Title 5 of the California Code of 
Regulations. For purposes of this paragraph and in compliance with any applicable state and 
federal standards, a local educational agency may maintain records electronically. 

(5) Any project identified on a local educational agency’s detailed list of expenditures pursuant 
to paragraph (1) that is reported complete during the 2017–18 fiscal year shall be audited in 
accordance with the audit guide required by Section 14502.1 for the 2018–19 fiscal year. All 
other completed projects shall be audited in accordance with the audit guide required by Section 
14502.1 for the fiscal year in which the project is reported complete. 

(6) The audit described in this section shall be completed within one year of project completion 
as determined by Section 1859.104 of Title 2 of the California Code of Regulations. 

(b) (1) Commencing with audits of the 2018–19 fiscal year, the Controller shall include 
instructions in the audit guide required by Section 14502.1 that include, but are not necessarily 
limited to, procedures for determining all of the following: 

(A) Whether funds identified by a local educational agency on its detailed list of expenditures 
pursuant to paragraph (1) of subdivision (a) have been expended in accordance with the 
requirements of the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998 (Chapter 12.5 (commencing 
with Section 17070.10) of Part 10 of Division 1 of Title 1), associated regulations, and any 
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accompanying grant agreement signed by a local educational agency. Any funds not expended 
in accordance with these requirements shall be disallowed and considered an audit finding. 

(B) That savings achieved, including interest, pursuant to Section 17070.63, are used for other 
high priority capital outlay purposes identified by the local educational agency or returned to the 
Office of Public School Construction, and are used in accordance with the requirements of the 
Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998 (Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 
17070.10) of Part 10 of Division 1 of Title 1), associated regulations, and as specified in any 
accompanying grant agreement. 

(C) Adjustments to the grant amounts received by a local educational agency for site acquisition 
costs based upon the local educational agency’s final approved expenditures as required 
pursuant to Sections 1859.105 and 1859.106 of Title 2 of the California Code of Regulations. 

(D) If there are any unspent funds associated with the completion of a Charter School Facilities 
Program project that must be returned to the Office of Public School Construction as required 
pursuant to Section 1859.169.1 of Title 2 of the California Code of Regulations. 

(E) If there are any unspent funds associated with the completion of a Career Technical 
Education Facilities Program project that must be returned to the Office of Public School 
Construction as required pursuant to Section 1859.199 of Title 2 of the California Code of 
Regulations. 

(F) If there are any unspent funds associated with the completion of a project, where the local 
educational agency received hardship funding as described in Sections 1859.81, 1859.81.1, 
1859.81.2, and 1859.81.3 of Title 2 of the California Code of Regulations, that must either be 
returned to the Office of Public School Construction or expended consistent with the 
requirements pursuant to Section 1859.103 of Title 2 of the California Code of Regulations. 

(G) Adjustments to the grant amounts received by a local educational agency associated with 
the substantial progress requirements reflected in the program reporting requirements pursuant 
to Section 1859.104 of Title 2 of the California Code of Regulations. 

(2) Any amounts or adjustments identified pursuant to subparagraphs (C) to (G), inclusive, of 
paragraph (1) shall be identified within a local educational agency’s audit, but shall not be 
considered an audit finding for purposes of this section. 

(c) (1) The auditor conducting the audit pursuant to this section shall file the audit with the 
Controller within 60 days of the completion of the audit. The Controller shall be allowed access 
to audit working papers. Adjustments pursuant to paragraph (2) of subdivision (b) shall not be 
appealable to the Education Audit Appeals Panel pursuant to this section. 

(2) Within 60 days of the receipt of the certified audit, and after determining that the audit 
conforms with the reporting standards contained in the audit guide, the Controller shall do both 
of the following: 

(A) Provide the department a copy of the certified audit. 

(B) Notify the Office of Public School Construction of any audit findings pursuant to this section 
and any amounts or adjustments identified pursuant to clause (iii) and provide the Office of 
Public School Construction with a copy of the certified audit identifying the amounts to be 
adjusted if, as a result of the audit conducted in accordance with the requirements of 
subdivisions (a) and (b), the auditor determines any of the following: 

(i) A local educational agency has unspent funds for the project not identified as savings 
pursuant to Section 17070.63 that shall be returned pursuant to subparagraphs (C) to (G), 
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inclusive, of paragraph (1) of subdivision (b), and any accompanying grant agreement signed by 
a local educational agency. 

(ii) A local educational agency is subject to an increase or decrease in funds provided pursuant 
to subparagraphs (C) to (G), inclusive, of paragraph (1) of subdivision (b), and any 
accompanying grant agreement signed by a local educational agency. 

(iii) A local educational agency did not expend funds in accordance with the Leroy F. Greene 
School Facilities Act of 1998 (Chapter 12.5 (commencing with Section 17070.10) of Part 10 of 
Division 1 of Title 1) and any accompanying grant agreement signed by a local educational 
agency. 

(3) Upon receipt of the certified audit, the Office of Public School Construction shall present any 
grant adjustments required pursuant to clauses (i) and (ii) of subparagraph (B) of paragraph (2) 
for a specified project to the State Allocation Board for an adjustment to the project 
apportionment. Funds identified for purposes of clauses (i) and (ii) of subparagraph (B) of 
paragraph (2) shall be apportioned from, or returned to, the appropriate funds, as established in 
the State Treasury pursuant to Section 17070.40 or 17070.41, as applicable. If a school district 
is required to return unspent funds, the fund source for returned funds shall be the county 
school facilities fund established pursuant to subdivision (a) of Section 17070.43. 

(4) A local educational agency may appeal the audit finding pursuant to the timelines and 
process established in subdivision (d) of Section 41344. The procedures set out in subdivision 
(d) of Section 41344.1 do not apply to the audit required by this section. 

(5) The Office of Public School Construction shall ensure that the local educational agency has 
corrected the audit finding by implementing a required penalty payment of funds equal to the 
amount of funds disallowed in the audit finding pursuant to the process specified in subdivision 
(d). 

(d) (1) If, as the result of the audit, a local educational agency is required to pay funds pursuant 
to clause (iii) of subparagraph (B) of paragraph (2) of subdivision (c), the Office of Public School 
Construction shall recover the funds from the local educational agency. 

(2) If the local educational agency has submitted an appeal to the Education Audit Appeals 
Panel pursuant to subdivision (d) of Section 41344, the Office of Public School Construction 
shall not recover funds until following the determination of the appeal. 

(3) A local educational agency may use any local fund source to pay the disallowed amount 
pursuant to clause (iii) of subparagraph (B) of paragraph (2) of subdivision (c) so long as there 
is no legal prohibition regarding the use of those funds for this purpose. 

(4) A local educational agency may request from the Office of Public School Construction a 
repayment plan within 90 days of receiving the final audit report, or within 30 days of 
withdrawing or receiving a final determination regarding an appeal pursuant to subdivision (d) of 
Section 41344 and subdivision (b) of Section 41344.1, as applicable. The Office of Public 
School Construction and the Director of Finance, or their designees, jointly shall establish a plan 
for payment. The payment plan shall be established in accordance with the following: 

(A) If the executive officer of the Office of Public School Construction and the Director of 
Finance, in consultation with the department, concur that repayment of the disallowed amount in 
the current fiscal year would constitute a severe financial hardship for the local educational 
agency, they may jointly approve a plan of equal annual payments over a period of up to eight 
years. The plan may include interest on each year’s outstanding balance at the rate earned on 
the state’s Pooled Money Investment Account during that year. The executive officer of the 
Office of Public School Construction and the Director of Finance jointly shall establish this plan. 
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At the time the local educational agency is notified, the Controller also shall be notified of the 
plan by the executive officer of the Office of Public School Construction. The Controller shall 
withhold the annual amount established pursuant to the plan from the local educational 
agency’s principal apportionment or Education Protection Account payments. 

(B) Notwithstanding subparagraph (A), if the executive officer of the Office of Public School 
Construction and the Director of Finance, in consultation with the department, concur that 
repayment of the disallowed amount over an eight-year period would require the local 
educational agency to request an emergency apportionment pursuant to Article 2 (commencing 
with Section 41320) of, and Article 2.5 (commencing with Section 41325) of, Chapter 3, they 
may approve a plan of equal annual payments over a period of up to 20 years. The plan shall 
include interest on each year’s outstanding balance at the rate earned on the state’s Pooled 
Money Investment Account during that year. The Controller shall withhold the annual amount 
established pursuant to the plan from the local educational agency’s principal apportionment or 
Education Protection Account payments. 

(C) If a payment plan submitted pursuant to this section is not approved by the executive officer 
of the Office of Public School Construction and the Director of Finance, in consultation with the 
department, or is not requested by the local educational agency, the executive officer of the 
Office of Public School Construction shall invoice the local educational agency for the entire 
disallowed amount. If the local educational agency does not remit payment for the invoice within 
120 days of issuance, the executive officer of the Office of Public School Construction shall 
request that the Controller withhold the entire disallowed amount from the local educational 
agency’s principal apportionment or Education Protection Account payments. 

(D) (i) Funds recovered by the executive officer of the Office of Public School Construction or 
withheld by the Controller pursuant to this section shall be deposited into the appropriate state 
school facilities fund, as established in the State Treasury pursuant to Section 17070.40 or 
17070.41, as applicable. 

(ii) Funds remitted to the Office of Public School Construction by a local educational agency 
from local fund sources, as authorized by paragraph (3), shall be deposited into the appropriate 
state school facilities fund, as established in the State Treasury pursuant to Section 17070.40 or 
17070.41, as applicable. 

(e) As used in this section, “audit or review” and “local educational agency” shall have the same 
meaning as the terms are defined in paragraphs (1) and (2) of subdivision (e) of Section 41344. 

(f) The State Allocation Board shall not waive all or any part of this section, any grant agreement 
or provisions of a grant agreement signed by a local educational agency that receives any funds 
pursuant to the Leroy F. Greene School Facilities Act of 1998 (Chapter 12.5 (commencing with 
Section 17070.10) of Part 10 of Division 1 of Title 1), or any regulation adopted that implements 
a provision of this section. 

(g) In any appeal filed pursuant to Section 41344 and this section, the Office of Public School 
Construction, the Department of Finance, and the department may timely move to intervene as 
a party. 

(h) If the Office of Public School Construction chooses not to intervene in an appeal, the 
administrative law judge conducting the hearing, or the Education Audit Appeals Panel, may 
request that the Office of Public School Construction issue and file in the appeal an objective 
interpretation of any applicable law, regulation, or term of the grant agreement within 30 days of 
the request or such longer period as the administrative law judge or the Education Audit 
Appeals Panel deems reasonable. The Office of Public School Construction’s filing shall not 
argue or seek to resolve issues of fact, but may state how a particular law, regulation, or grant 
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agreement term applies to competing factual contentions. The agent of the Office of Public 
School Construction shall be precluded from acting as a party once a request pursuant to this 
subdivision is made. 

(i) Notwithstanding subdivision (a), this section shall not apply to any school facilities project that 
was apportioned before July 1, 2017.

Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a 
district is eligible for financial hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share 
requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c), and (d) below: 
(a) The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible 
project.  To determine this, an analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by 
the OPSC including data and records maintained by the CDE and the County Office of 
Education.  The analysis shall consist of a review of the district’s latest Independent Audit 
regarding funds available from all capital facility accounts, including, but not limited to, 
developer fees, funds generated from capital facility certificates of participation, federal 
grants, redevelopment funds, sale proceeds from surplus property, the appraised value of 
facilities approved for replacement pursuant to Section 1859.82, bond funds either 
encumbered, unencumbered or authorized but unsold, and savings from other SFP 
projects.  All funds thus identified that have not been expended or encumbered by a 
contractual agreement for a specific capital outlay purpose prior to the initial request for 
financial hardship status shall be deemed available as a matching contribution. 

After the initial request for financial hardship status is granted, no further 
encumbrances will be approved by the OPSC and all prospective revenue made 
available to the district’s capital facility accounts shall be deemed available as 
matching contribution on the subsequent financial hardship review, with the 
exception of: 
(1) Approved interim housing expenditures. 
(2) Funding to pay for previously recognized multi-year encumbrances approved at the 
initial financial hardship approval. 
(3) Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the 
express purpose of the Federal Renovation Program when the amount expended 
out of that fund does not exceed the maximum Federal Renovation Grant amount. 
(4) Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the 
express purpose of the School Facilities Needs Assessment Grant Program or 
Emergency Repair Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not 
exceed the maximum grant amount apportioned. 
(5) Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the 
express purpose of the Career Technical Education Facilities Program when the 
amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the applicant’s share of the 
maximum grant amount apportioned.  
(6) Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and used for the express 
purpose of the Overcrowding Relief Grant when the amount expended out of that 
fund does not exceed the amount of the site acquisition and design costs of the 
project and the district has submitted an approved Form SAB 50-11. 
(7) Funding that is used for the express purpose of reimbursing the State a proportionate 
share of financial hardship received when there has been a transfer of a special 
education program and title to the facility.  In addition, the funding was used within five 
years of the title transfer. 
(8) Funding to pay for obtaining a structural report pursuant to Section 1859.82.2 for 
an approvable and funded seismic mitigation project.  
(9) All other capital facility funding for a period of three years when no subsequent 
financial hardship request is made during this period, with the exception of the funding 
identified in (6).  The three-year period begins with the date of the most recent 
financial hardship new construction or modernization adjusted grant funding 
apportionment. 
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When Overcrowding Relief Grant funding is set aside pursuant to (6) and the School 
District has not submitted, or the OPSC has not accepted, a Form SAB 50-04 for an 
Overcrowding Relief Grant within three years from the date of deposit into the 
Special Reserve Fund, or the School District has not met the requirements in 
Sections 1859.90 or 1859.105, remaining funds plus interest accrued at the Pooled 
Money Investment Board rate at that time period shall be deemed available as 
matching contribution on a subsequent financial hardship project or be captured 
through an audit adjustment pursuant to Section 1859.106. 

The financial hardship analysis is subject to approval by the Board. 

(b)   From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may 
retain $19,776 per classroom in each enrollment reporting period for the cost to 
provide interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils of the district.  The amount 
shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71.  The 
number of classrooms needed for interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils 
shall be the sum of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7) as follows: 
(1) Determine the current enrollment of the district by grade level as shown on the 
latest Form SAB 50-01. 
(2) Determine the New Construction Grants apportioned by grade level for all SFP 
projects and LPP funded under the provisions of Sections 1859.12 or 1859.13 where 
the district has submitted Form SAB 50-06 indicating that the project is 100 percent 
complete. 
(3) Subtract (b)(2) from (b)(1). 
(4) Determine the number of classrooms by grade level reported in Part 1, Line 8 on 
Form SAB 50-02. 
(5) Multiply the classrooms determined in (b)(4) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for 
Non-Severe and 9 for Severe. 
(6) Subtract the product determined in (b)(5) from the difference determined in (b)(3) 
by grade level. 
(7) Divide the difference by grade level determined in (b)(6) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-
12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 

From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also 
retain $19,776 per portable toilet unit in each reporting period for the cost to provide 
necessary interim toilet facilities for the currently unhoused pupils of the district.  The 
amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 
1859.71.  The number of toilet facilities needed for interim housing shall be the sum 
of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7) divided by eight rounded up to the 
nearest whole number. 

From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also 
retain $19,776 per classroom in each reporting period for the cost to provide 
necessary interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils displaced as a result of 
a SAB approved seismic mitigation project pursuant to Section 1859.82.2. The 
amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 
1859.71.  The number of classrooms needed for interim housing shall be the 
quotient of the displaced pupils by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 
for Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
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If the district’s available funds, as determined by the OPSC analysis less costs for 
interim housing, is less than its matching share, the district will be deemed to have 
met the requirements of this Subsection. 

(c)   The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by 
demonstrating it is levying the developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue 
source equal to or greater than the developer fee otherwise justified under law at the time 
of request for hardship and the district meets at least one of the following: 
(1) The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the 
purpose of constructing school facilities in accordance with Education Code Section 
17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the time of request for financial hardship 
status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity.  Outstanding 
bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos 
Bonds, School Facility Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation 
which the district is paying a debt service that was issued for capital outlay school 
facility purposes. 
(2) The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the 
maximum amount allowed under Proposition 39 within the previous two years from 
the date of request for financial hardship status.  The proceeds from the bond 
election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of 
Proposition 39 must be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for 
SFP project(s). 
(3) It is a County Superintendent of Schools. 
(4) The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial 
hardship status is $5 million or less.  
(5) Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB. 

If the district’s request for financial hardship status is denied by the Board, the district may 
be deemed eligible for rental payments of $2,000 per year per classroom under the 
Emergency School Classroom Law of 1979 for a two year period when relocatable 
classroom buildings are available and the district provides financial documentation that it is 
unable to afford the full rental amount and any other information satisfactory to the Board 
that the rental reduction is necessary.  The number of classrooms eligible for the $2,000 
rental payments shall be the sum of the numbers determined in (c)(5)(B) as follows: 
(A) Determine the number of pupils by grade level that the district requested a New 
Construction Grant on the Form SAB 50-04 that were denied financial hardship 
status. 
(B) Divide the number by grade level determined in (c)(5)(A) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-
12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe and round up to the nearest whole number. 
(d)  The district has not signed a contract for acquisition or construction of classrooms 
that replace existing facility(ies), which were included in the determination of the 
district’s new construction eligibility pursuant to Education Code Section 17071.75, in a 
locally funded project during the five-year period immediately preceding the district’s 
application for financial hardship assistance.  This restriction may be lifted if the Board 
finds that unforeseen and extenuating circumstances existed that required the district 
to use local funds to replace the facility(ies).   
(e)  If the district meets the financial hardship requirements in this Section, the 
amount of financial hardship is equal to the district’s matching share less funds 
deemed available in (a). 
(1) Once a district has been notified by OPSC that it meets the requirements of 
financial hardship in this Section, the district may file Form SAB 50-04 under the 
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provisions of financial hardship anytime within a period of 180 calendar days from 
the date of the OPSC notification. 
(2) If the district does not submit Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial
hardship within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial
hardship status, the district must re-qualify for financial hardship status under the
provisions of this Section by submittal of a new request for financial hardship status.
(3) If the project(s) has been included on an unfunded list for more than 180
calendar days, a review of the district’s funds pursuant to (a) will be made to
determine if additional district funds are available to fund the district’s matching
share of the project(s).

Financial hardship approval status by the OPSC for a separate design and/or site 
apportionment does not apply to any subsequent funding for the project(s). 

(f) If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC
notification of approval of financial hardship and the project(s) has been included on
the “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” for more than 180 calendar days as a
result of the State of California’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled
Money Investment Account (AB 55 loans), the Board may suspend the unfunded
review requirement as defined in Regulation Section 1859.81(e).  Projects added to
any other unfunded list shall be subject to the review detailed in Regulation Section
1859.81(e).  Regulation Section 1859.81(f) shall become inoperative July 1, 2011.
(g) A project added to an unfunded list on or after July 1, 2011 will be subject to the
review detailed in section (e)(3).  For projects added to an unfunded list between
February 25, 2009 and June 30, 2011, only the district’s financial records on or after
July 1, 2011 will be considered in calculating any adjustment to the district’s matching
share.
(h) On or after September 22, 2017, a district may submit a request for funding in
advance of obtaining a determination of Financial Hardship.
(1) To be considered for Financial Hardship, the district must check the box on the Form
SAB 50-04 requesting Financial Hardship pursuant to this subsection when submitting a
request for funding.
(2) Prior to processing an application OPSC will notify the district in writing to submit the
necessary documentation for a Financial Hardship analysis pursuant to (a), (b), (c) and
(d).  OPSC will not accept any documents for a Financial Hardship analysis in advance
of the notification.  Failure to submit the requested documentation within 60 calendar
days of OPSC’s notification will result in either a. or b.:
a. District may amend their Form SAB 50-04 to exclude the request for Financial
Hardship determination.
b. OPSC will return the request for funding and related materials to the district.
(3) Upon notification of Financial Hardship approval, any Form SAB 50-04 processed
within 180 calendar days of the approval date will be included in the approval.
(4) For any Form SAB 50-04 processed more than 180 calendar days after the date of
the Financial Hardship approval the district shall re-qualify for Financial Hardship status.
