IRRIGATION/ METER PROJECT GRANT GUIDELINES
Irrigation has Minimum Cost Requirements

METERS
1. All meter types are eligible for grant funds.
2. Grant scoring for Meters prioritizes
a.  new building water meters where meters did not previously exist, 
b. submeters for irrigation, and 
c. replacing old meters with upgraded capabilities. 
3. Domestic well meters will be considered on a case-by-case basis.
4. Both labor and equipment costs are eligible for grant funds.
IRRIGATION
1. This section applies to irrigation stand-alone projects only. If landscaping is part of the irrigation project, please apply under landscaping, including both the irrigation and landscaping as one landscaping project.
2. All irrigation projects exceeding $10,000 are eligible for grant funds.
3. All irrigation projects submittals must be accompanied by the irrigation system map and water budget for irrigation area.
4. Irrigation projects must be greater than 500 square feet.
5. Grant scoring for Irrigation projects prioritizes projects that
a. irrigate existing MWELO or low water use landscapes, 
b. are specific to watering trees and shrubs, 
c. are historical sites,
d.  install low flow sprinkling systems, 
e. install drip irrigation or 
f. replace inefficient systems. 
6.  Both labor and equipment costs are eligible for grant funds.
