EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S STATEMENT

The Executive Officer informed the SAB of the following:

20" Priority Funding Apportionments

There was an Action Item included in the Agenda that provided $519.4 million in priority funding
apportionments for 229 projects, which represented 114 school districts and qualifying applicants.
Applicants required to submit a Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) to OPSC must do so
by the end of the day July 27, 2021.

Virtual School Facility Program Training Series

Since the update provided at the March 24, 2021 SAB meeting, OPSC has held five more free
virtual training workshops and they are as follows:

Friday, March 26, 2021: this workshop covered the submittal of Eligibility Applications (in
OPSC Online). The workshop guided attendees on how to create, review, and submit as well
as how to review the eligibility history of a school district or individual school site.

Tuesday, March 30, 2021: this workshop showed how users can submit Funding
Applications (in OPSC Online). The workshop guided attendees on how to create, review,
and submit funding applications as well as 15 and 4-day letter responses, and how to upload
documents and track an application.

Tuesday, April 6, 2021: this workshop covered the Charter School Facilities Program’s
preliminary apportionments. The workshop guided attendees on how to request funding and
create a complete conversion application for full funding.

Tuesday, April 13, 2021: this workshop covered the Priority Funding (PF) process. The
workshop provided attendees an overview of the process, what a PF request entails, which
projects are eligible to participate in the PF filing rounds, the timelines, and how to submit a
PF request through OPSC Online.

e Thursday, April 15, 2021: this workshop covered the Reservation of Funds process for the
Career Technical Education Facilities Program. The workshop explained what a Reservation
of Funds is, the required timeline to obtain State agency approvals, when the fund release
request is due, and how these timelines interact with the PF process.

Overall, OPSC has offered more than ten Virtual Training workshops and had over 505 external
participants interested in these events!

State Allocation Board Meeting, May 26, 2021

APRIL 2021 PRIORITY FUNDING APPORTIONMENTS

As a result of cash proceeds that became available from the General Obligation Bond
Sale that took place in March 2021, the State Allocation Board (Board) approved
funding apportionments for $519.4 million for 229 projects from 114 school districts that
participated in the twentieth priority funding filing round at the April 28, 2021 meeting.

Districts that receive a Priority Funding Apportionment are required to submit a valid
Fund Release Authorization (Form SAB 50-05) by the end of Tuesday, July 27, 2021 to
the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC). The Form SAB 50-05 and supporting
documentation may be submitted electronically through our OPSC Online System or
emailed to OPSC ApplicationReviewTeam@dgs.ca.gov. OPSC will

continue to accept hard copy versions that are mailed, or hand delivered to the

Office of Public School Construction at 707 Third Street, 6t Floor, West

Sacramento, CA 95605.

As of May 7, 2021, OPSC received 56 of the required 226 Forms SAB 50-05 for a
total of $123.8 million. Out of the 56 projects, we’ve released funds for 17 of them in
the amount of $36.8 million. In addition, OPSC released funds for 3 projects in the
amount of $1.8 million that did not require a Form SAB 50-05.

If a required applicant does not submit a valid fund release request by July 27, 2021,
the project will be given a non-participation occurrence and will receive a new Unfunded
Approval date of July 27, 2021. If a second non-participation occurrence is received,
the project will be rescinded without further action by the Board.

CURRENT PRIORITY FUNDING FILING ROUND IS OPEN

As of May 12, 2021, the 215! Priority Funding filing period began and will close on June
10, 2021. Applicants are encouraged to submit Priority funding requests electronically
through OPSC Online. Staff is also accepting Priority Funding requests with electronic
signatures via email. All requests must be received by OPSC before the end of the day
on June 10, 2021. These requests will be valid from July 1, 2021 through December 31,
2021.

All projects receiving an Unfunded Approval through the May 2021 Board meeting will
be eligible to submit a request. Projects on the OPSC Workload List cannot make this
request. Any priority funding requests received for projects on OPSC Workload List will
be returned to the district.

VIRTUAL SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM (SEP) TRAINING SERIES

Since the April 28, 2021 board meeting, OPSC has held one more free virtual training
workshops.

The most recent workshop on April 30, 2021 covered the submittal of a fund release
authorization through OPSC Online. The session guided attendees on how to create,
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Page Two

review, and submit a fund release authorization and how to upload documents and track
an authorization’s progress.

We offered over 11 Virtual Training workshops and had over 753 external participants in
these events! There will be additional announcements that we will share in the
upcoming months and will continue to encourage Interested parties to register for all
future workshops.

Dates and times for more free training sessions will be announced as they become
available on the Virtual Training Series webpage under Resources at
https://tinyurl.com/y64igpks and through OPSC email blasts. Interested parties who
wish to receive training information notifications are encouraged to sign up on the email
list link available on the webpage.

17072.10, 17078.52, 17078.70, 17079 or 17074.10 or Board Regulations 1859.81.1 or 1859.83;

WHEREAS, Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2 require the State (on whose behalf
the Board is acting) to declare its reasonable intent to provide grant funding to school districts,
in accordance with Board policy and law, for costs of the projects with proceeds of State bonds;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

1. This Resolution is adopted by the Board for the purposes of establishing
compliance with Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2, and this Resolution does
not bind the Board to make any additional apportionment, or bind the State to
incur any indebtedness.

2. The Board anticipates that some or all of the school districts listed on the list of
“Projects” referred to in this Resolution will pay certain capital expenditures in
connection with some or all of the project costs prior to the issuance of bonds by
the State to pay for the grants for the projects. The reimbursement of such costs
is consistent with the State’s budgetary and financial circumstances, and in
accordance with Board policy, as no other funds or accounts of the State have
been budgeted or are available to pay the costs of the projects on either a short-
term or a long-term basis.

3. The Board, acting on behalf of the State, hereby declares that it is the State’s
official intent to use proceeds of general obligation bonds that may become
available for such purpose, consistent with the requirements of law that are in
effect at the time the funds are available, to provide grants in accordance with
applicable laws and regulations.

4. This Resolution shall be continuously available for inspection by the general
public during normal business hours at the offices of the Board at 707 3™ Street,
West Sacramento, California, commencing within one week after the date of
enactment of this Resolution.

5. Any eligibility determination does not constitute a commitment of future funding
by the Board.

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present to the State Allocation Board (Board) a list of School Facility Program (SFP)
applications for unfunded approval.

DESCRIPTION

At the January 2021 Board meeting, the Board elected to provide an increase
adjustment of 1.42 percent to SFP projects for calendar year 2021. The projects listed
on the Attachment reflect the Board’s action of the adoption of the 1.42 percent increase
based on the RS Means Construction Cost Index. In addition, the project applications
represent SFP New Construction, Modernization, Charter School and Overcrowding
Relief Grant projects in date order of a complete application being received by the
Office of Public School Construction (OPSC).

AUTHORITY

SFP Regulation Section 1859.2 defines an Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as an
information list of unfunded projects that was created due to the State’s inability to
provide interim financing from the Pooled Money Investment Account (AB 55 loans) to
fund school construction projects as declared in the Department of Finance Budget
Letter #33 issued on December 18, 2008.

SFP Regulation Section 1859.95 states:

“When the Board has no funds to apportion ..., the Board will also accept and process
applications for apportionment for purposes of developing an Unfunded List based on
the date the application is ready for Apportionment, with the exception of New
Construction funding applications that utilize eligibility generated by the Alternative
Enrollment Projection.

An application for funding included on an Unfunded List is eligible for reimbursement
subject to adjustments in the New Construction Grants amount pursuant to Section
1859.77.”

BACKGROUND

At the March 11, 2009 SAB meeting, the Board requested that Staff continue to process
applications to the Board for unfunded approval, up to the bonding authority. The
Attachment reflects applications being presented for unfunded approval, including SFP
modernization and new construction projects in date order of a complete application
being received by the OPSC.

The District incurred additional eligible expenditures per SFP Regulation Sections 1859.74
and 1859.106 and may receive additional Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC)
funding in the amount of $45,207.43. The District was also over-funded for hazardous waste
costs in the amount of $58,543.68. The District has concurred with the findings and agrees to
return the State funds in the amount of $6,668.13.

PURPOSE OF REPORT

To present additional unfunded approvals for the sixth funding cycle of the
School Facility Program (SFP) Career Technical Education Facilities Program
(CTEFP).

DESCRIPTION

In September 2020, the State Allocation Board (Board) approved
$286,970,800 million in funding for 178 CTEFP projects for the sixth
funding cycle of CTEFP. Since then, additional funds have returned to the
program from project rescissions providing the ability to fund additional
Cycle 6 projects from the CTEFP Workload List. This item requests the
Board to approve six CTEFP projects totaling $6,776,805 for placement
on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans) as shown on Attachment Al.

AUTHORITY
See Attachment B.

BACKGROUND

Under CTEFP, a local educational agency (LEA) operating a comprehensive
high school may construct new or modernize existing facilities for career
technical education programs. A Joint Powers Authority (JPA) operating
career technical education programs as of May 20, 2006 may modernize
existing facilities. The LEA is not required to demonstrate that it has
unhoused pupils or that buildings are older than 25 years to be eligible for the
program. The maximum grant for a new construction project is $3 million. The
maximum grant for a modernization project is $1.5 million.

All projects are funded on a 50/50 state and local share basis. A financial
contribution toward the cost of the CTEFP project must be equal to the
State’s grant. The local contribution toward the project cannot be waived.
However, the applicant may request a loan for all or part of the local
contribution if funds are not immediately available, as Financial Hardship
assistance is not an option under CTEFP statute.
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Successful applicants, who achieved a minimum career technical
education plan score of 105 on the Grant Application submitted to CDE,
were eligible to submit a Form SAB 50-10 to OPSC. The score is based
on relevant career technical education curriculum and facility needs to
increase student achievement as required by statute and determined by
CDE.

OPSC received 249 applications requesting approximately $427.3 million for
the sixth CTEFP funding cycle by June 30, 2020. In accordance with SFP
Regulations, the applications were ranked by highest career technical
education plan score and locale (as determined by the National Center for
Education Statistics). The highest scoring application in each of the three
designated locales, urban, suburban and rural, was presented for funding and
then the pattern was repeated until all applications or funding was exhausted,
whichever came first. Using this prescribed funding order, at the September
30, 2020 SAB meeting, Staff presented 178 CTEFP projects for placement on
the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans).

The Board directed Staff to retain the 71 remaining unfunded applications

until May 2022 and present them to the Board should additional funds
become available.

STAFFE ANALYSIS/STATEMENTS

Currently there is a balance of approximately $8.7 million available to fund
six additional projects from the original CTEFP Cycle 6 Workload List.
These projects are presented in Attachment Al. After accounting for these
six projects, there will be approximately $1.9 million available for the next
project on the CTEFP Workload List (Attachment A2).

In accordance with the Board’s prior action, Staff will continue to process
the next application(s) on the CTEFP Workload List using the remaining
available funds.

Tied Scores

In some instances, two or more CTEFP applications have the same career
technical education plan score. The criteria outlined in SFP Regulation
Sections 1859.196 (d)(3)(A-C) were used to determine the final funding
order. The application with the highest points in all weighted areas
identified in Education Code Section 17078.72(j) is the first criterion. That
number appears next to the plan score. If the weighted scores are also
equal, the second criterion applied looks at whether the applicant will
receive funding within the same funding cycle for another project or has
received funding in the immediate prior funding cycle. If the applicant has
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already or will receive funding for another project, Yes appears in the
designated column. If not, No is entered.

Receiving an Apportionment

All applicants must participate in the priority funding process to receive an
Apportionment and are subject to the requirements for participation in
priority funding. Some projects on Attachment Al are requesting an
unfunded approval with a “reservation of funds.” This means that the
applicant has not yet obtained the required Division of the State Architect
plan approval and/or a CDE Plan approval for the project. In these
instances, the applicants will have 12 months from the date of
Apportionment to submit the required approval(s) pursuant to SFP
Regulation Section 1859.193(d). Failure to submit the required approvals
within the 12-month period will result in the rescission of the project
without further Board action.

Summary
Staff recommends approval of the CTEFP projects on Attachment Al for

placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans). The total funding
requested is $6,776,805.

RECOMMENDATION

Approve the six CTEFP projects in the amount of $6,776,805 as shown on
Attachment Al for placement on the Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans).

Board may apportion funds for the Career Technical Education Facilities Project
and reserve them for a period of up to 12 months. The grant amount to be

SFP Regulation Section 1859.196(d) states in part:

(d) For the third and any subsequent cycles, the Board shall apportion funds regardless
of Service Region.

(3) In the event two or more applications have the same career technical education
plan score, the Board shall approve the applications in the following order:
(A) The application with the highest total score in all weighted areas of the career
technical education plan score identified in Education Code Section 17078.72(j).
(B) The applicant without a Career Technical Education Facilities Project in the
immediate prior funding cycle or without an Approved Application for Career
Technical Education Facilities Project Funding that will receive funding in the
current cycle.
(C) After the above criteria have been applied, a lottery system may be used to
determine the final funding order.

(e) If an Approved Application for Career Technical Education Facilities Project Funding
within any funding cycle cannot be fully apportioned because insufficient funding is
available, the applicant may either accept the available funding as the full and final
apportionment for the project or refuse funding entirely. If funding is refused, the Board
shall consider funding the next project eligible for an apportionment pursuant to this
Section.

() For any Approved Application for Career Technical Education Facilities Project
Funding not apportioned pursuant to this Section, the application shall be returned to
the applicant. An Approved Application for Career Technical Education Facilities Project
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Funding returned to the applicant may be resubmitted during a subsequent application
acceptance period identified in Section 1859.191, provided the application meets the
eligibility criteria in Section 1859.192.

DESCRIPTION OF HEALTH AND SAFETY THREAT

A seismic evaluation report prepared by R.P. Gallagher Associates, Inc., Structural Engineers,
dated November 2012, evaluated Building A using ASCE Standard 31-03 which is a seismic
evaluation to determine whether there is a significant life-safety risk. The school is located
approximately 1.7 miles west of the Hayward fault and believed capable of a magnitude 6.8 to
7.0 earthquake. The building was built around 1975 and has exterior concrete block walls with
wood frame roofs. The report further states “construction of this type and age is known to
frequently have serious seismic deficiencies” and “a principal seismic concern is separation of
the walls from the roof’ during a major earthquake. Should a magnitude 6.8 to 7.0 earthquake
occur on the Hayward fault, it is likely that the building, in its present condition, “will suffer
serious structural damage and be unusable.” Therefore, it was determined Building A does not
meet the ASCE 31-03 life safety criteria and is a health and safety threat.

In 2016, construction crews performing Modernization work at the Tahoe Lake Elementary site
encountered extensive unforeseen structural deficiencies in Buildings B, C, and D. Multiple
reports from Buehler dated from January 31, 2019 to April 10, 2020 identify each of the
structural deficiencies as they were discovered and include severe dry rot in flooring and roof
joists, missing structural elements such as building footings, and damaged structural beams
throughout the buildings. The Division of the State Architect (DSA) conducted multiple visits to
the site to observe the construction and concurs that “these deficiencies are such that the
health and safety of the pupils are at risk and must be corrected” and the District indicates that
these repairs were required before students and district staff could return to campus.

Section 1859.81. Financial Hardship.

Except for Joint-Use Projects and Career Technical Education Facilities Projects, a
district is eligible for financial hardship to fund all or a portion of its matching share
requirement after demonstrating the requirements of (a), (c), and (d) below:

(a) The district is financially unable to provide all necessary matching funds for an eligible
project. To determine this, an analysis shall be made of the district’s financial records by
the OPSC including data and records maintained by the CDE and the County Office of
Education. The analysis shall consist of a review of the district’s latest Independent Audit
regarding funds available from all capital facility accounts, including, but not limited to,
developer fees, funds generated from capital facility certificates of participation, federal
grants, redevelopment funds, sale proceeds from surplus property, the appraised value of
facilities approved for replacement pursuant to Section 1859.82, bond funds either
encumbered, unencumbered or authorized but unsold, and savings from other SFP
projects. All funds thus identified that have not been expended or encumbered by a
contractual agreement for a specific capital outlay purpose prior to the initial request for
financial hardship status shall be deemed available as a matching contribution.

After the initial request for financial hardship status is granted, no further
encumbrances will be approved by the OPSC and all prospective revenue made
available to the district’s capital facility accounts shall be deemed available as
matching contribution on the subsequent financial hardship review, with the

exception of:

(1) Approved interim housing expenditures.

(2) Funding to pay for previously recognized multi-year encumbrances approved at the
initial financial hardship approval.

(3) Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the
express purpose of the Federal Renovation Program when the amount expended

out of that fund does not exceed the maximum Federal Renovation Grant amount.

(4) Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the
express purpose of the School Facilities Needs Assessment Grant Program or
Emergency Repair Program when the amount expended out of that fund does not
exceed the maximum grant amount apportioned.

(5) Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and is used for the
express purpose of the Career Technical Education Facilities Program when the
amount expended out of that fund does not exceed the applicant’s share of the
maximum grant amount apportioned.

(6) Funding that is transferred into a Special Reserve Fund and used for the express
purpose of the Overcrowding Relief Grant when the amount expended out of that
fund does not exceed the amount of the site acquisition and design costs of the
project and the district has submitted an approved Form SAB 50-11.

(7) Funding that is used for the express purpose of reimbursing the State a proportionate
share of financial hardship received when there has been a transfer of a special
education program and title to the facility. In addition, the funding was used within five
years of the title transfer.

(8) Funding to pay for obtaining a structural report pursuant to Section 1859.82.2 for
an approvable and funded seismic mitigation project.

(9) All other capital facility funding for a period of three years when no subsequent
financial hardship request is made during this period, with the exception of the funding
identified in (6). The three-year period begins with the date of the most recent
financial hardship new construction or modernization adjusted grant funding
apportionment.
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When Overcrowding Relief Grant funding is set aside pursuant to (6) and the School
District has not submitted, or the OPSC has not accepted, a Form SAB 50-04 for an
Overcrowding Relief Grant within three years from the date of deposit into the
Special Reserve Fund, or the School District has not met the requirements in
Sections 1859.90 or 1859.105, remaining funds plus interest accrued at the Pooled
Money Investment Board rate at that time period shall be deemed available as
matching contribution on a subsequent financial hardship project or be captured
through an audit adjustment pursuant to Section 1859.106.

The financial hardship analysis is subject to approval by the Board.

(b) From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may
retain $19,776 per classroom in each enroliment reporting period for the cost to
provide interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils of the district. The amount
shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section 1859.71. The
number of classrooms needed for interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils
shall be the sum of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7) as follows:

(1) Determine the current enrollment of the district by grade level as shown on the
latest Form SAB 50-01.

(2) Determine the New Construction Grants apportioned by grade level for all SFP
projects and LPP funded under the provisions of Sections 1859.12 or 1859.13 where
the district has submitted Form SAB 50-06 indicating that the project is 100 percent
complete.

(3) Subtract (b)(2) from (b)(1).

(4) Determine the number of classrooms by grade level reported in Part 1, Line 8 on
Form SAB 50-02.

(5) Multiply the classrooms determined in (b)(4) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for
Non-Severe and 9 for Severe.

(6) Subtract the product determined in (b)(5) from the difference determined in (b)(3)
by grade level.

(7) Divide the difference by grade level determined in (b)(6) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-
12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe and round up to the nearest whole number.

From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also
retain $19,776 per portable toilet unit in each reporting period for the cost to provide
necessary interim toilet facilities for the currently unhoused pupils of the district. The
amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section
1859.71. The number of toilet facilities needed for interim housing shall be the sum
of the positive numbers determined in (b)(7) divided by eight rounded up to the
nearest whole number.

From the funds deemed available as a matching contribution, the district may also
retain $19,776 per classroom in each reporting period for the cost to provide
necessary interim housing for the currently unhoused pupils displaced as a result of
a SAB approved seismic mitigation project pursuant to Section 1859.82.2. The
amount shown shall be adjusted annually in the manner prescribed in Section
1859.71. The number of classrooms needed for interim housing shall be the
quotient of the displaced pupils by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9
for Severe and round up to the nearest whole number.
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If the district’s available funds, as determined by the OPSC analysis less costs for
interim housing, is less than its matching share, the district will be deemed to have
met the requirements of this Subsection.

(c) The district has made all reasonable efforts to fund its matching share of the project by
demonstrating it is levying the developer fee justified under law or an alternative revenue
source equal to or greater than the developer fee otherwise justified under law at the time
of request for hardship and the district meets at least one of the following:

(1) The current outstanding bonded indebtedness of the district issued for the

purpose of constructing school facilities in accordance with Education Code Section
17072.35 or 17074.25 as appropriate, at the time of request for financial hardship

status, is at least 60 percent of the district’s total bonding capacity. Outstanding

bonded indebtedness includes that part of general obligation bonds, Mello-Roos

Bonds, School Facility Improvement District Bonds and certificates of participation

which the district is paying a debt service that was issued for capital outlay school
facility purposes.

(2) The district had a successful registered voter bond election for at least the

maximum amount allowed under Proposition 39 within the previous two years from

the date of request for financial hardship status. The proceeds from the bond

election that represent the maximum amount allowed under the provisions of
Proposition 39 must be used to fund the district’s matching share requirement for

SFP project(s).

(3) It is a County Superintendent of Schools.

(4) The district’s total bonding capacity at the time of the request for financial

hardship status is $5 million or less.

(5) Other evidence of reasonable effort as approved by the SAB.

If the district’s request for financial hardship status is denied by the Board, the district may
be deemed eligible for rental payments of $2,000 per year per classroom under the
Emergency School Classroom Law of 1979 for a two year period when relocatable
classroom buildings are available and the district provides financial documentation that it is
unable to afford the full rental amount and any other information satisfactory to the Board
that the rental reduction is necessary. The number of classrooms eligible for the $2,000
rental payments shall be the sum of the numbers determined in (c)(5)(B) as follows:

(A) Determine the number of pupils by grade level that the district requested a New
Construction Grant on the Form SAB 50-04 that were denied financial hardship

status.

(B) Divide the number by grade level determined in (c)(5)(A) by 25 for K-6, 27 for 7-

12, 13 for Non-Severe and 9 for Severe and round up to the nearest whole number.

(d) The district has not signed a contract for acquisition or construction of classrooms
that replace existing facility(ies), which were included in the determination of the

district’'s new construction eligibility pursuant to Education Code Section 17071.75, in a
locally funded project during the five-year period immediately preceding the district’s
application for financial hardship assistance. This restriction may be lifted if the Board
finds that unforeseen and extenuating circumstances existed that required the district

to use local funds to replace the facility(ies).

(e) If the district meets the financial hardship requirements in this Section, the

amount of financial hardship is equal to the district’s matching share less funds

deemed available in (a).

(1) Once a district has been notified by OPSC that it meets the requirements of

financial hardship in this Section, the district may file Form SAB 50-04 under the
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provisions of financial hardship anytime within a period of 180 calendar days from
the date of the OPSC notification.

(2) If the district does not submit Form SAB 50-04 under the provisions of financial
hardship within 180 calendar days of the OPSC notification of approval of financial
hardship status, the district must re-qualify for financial hardship status under the
provisions of this Section by submittal of a new request for financial hardship status.
(3) If the project(s) has been included on an unfunded list for more than 180
calendar days, a review of the district’s funds pursuant to (a) will be made to
determine if additional district funds are available to fund the district's matching
share of the project(s).

Financial hardship approval status by the OPSC for a separate design and/or site
apportionment does not apply to any subsequent funding for the project(s).

(f) If the district submits Form SAB 50-04 within 180 calendar days of the OPSC
notification of approval of financial hardship and the project(s) has been included on

the “Unfunded List (Lack of AB 55 Loans)” for more than 180 calendar days as a

result of the State of California’s inability to provide interim financing from the Pooled
Money Investment Account (AB 55 loans), the Board may suspend the unfunded
review requirement as defined in Regulation Section 1859.81(e). Projects added to
any other unfunded list shall be subject to the review detailed in Regulation Section
1859.81(e). Regulation Section 1859.81(f) shall become inoperative July 1, 2011.

(g) A project added to an unfunded list on or after July 1, 2011 will be subject to the
review detailed in section (e)(3). For projects added to an unfunded list between
February 25, 2009 and June 30, 2011, only the district’s financial records on or after
July 1, 2011 will be considered in calculating any adjustment to the district's matching
share.

(h) On or after September 22, 2017, a district may submit a request for funding in
advance of obtaining a determination of Financial Hardship.

(1) To be considered for Financial Hardship, the district must check the box on the Form
SAB 50-04 requesting Financial Hardship pursuant to this subsection when submitting a
request for funding.

(2) Prior to processing an application OPSC will notify the district in writing to submit the
necessary documentation for a Financial Hardship analysis pursuant to (a), (b), (c) and
(d). OPSC will not accept any documents for a Financial Hardship analysis in advance
of the notification. Failure to submit the requested documentation within 60 calendar
days of OPSC'’s naotification will result in either a. or b.:

a. District may amend their Form SAB 50-04 to exclude the request for Financial
Hardship determination.

b. OPSC will return the request for funding and related materials to the district.

(3) Upon notification of Financial Hardship approval, any Form SAB 50-04 processed
within 180 calendar days of the approval date will be included in the approval.

(4) For any Form SAB 50-04 processed more than 180 calendar days after the date of
the Financial Hardship approval the district shall re-qualify for Financial Hardship status.
